Faithful Christians

Many of us have the frustrations of doing many things ending in futility. We could all name or blame on main causes. Yet, it appears that final outcome may or may not in our hands. One of the causes may be that we trust ourselves or others too much or lacking the understanding of the truth that God is in control.

This lesson is particularly important to Christians because it has been well taught in the Bible.
Our Lord Jesus Christ teaches in John 15:5, “5 “I am the vine, you are the branches. He who abides in Me, and I in him, bears much fruit; for without Me you can do nothing.”

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的確種族話題是當下最敏感話題，人們小心翼翼遵守著對黑人只准讃對白人只能駡，即使與基督徒分享聖經相關教導也會給人帶來不安，怕被戴上種族主義帽子大多人會選擇避開話題，故我先與您們三位討論。
我理解的美國「白人文化」即當年英國等歐洲國家的清教徒來到美洲建立的以猶太基督教價值為基礎、以自由民主平等為追求的一個至今人類最偉大的文化。他們是歐洲移民自然是白人，故以種族分類簡稱為美國白人文化也許不為過。事實上聖經對那個上帝親自揀選並應許祝福他的後代的那族也是以他族名簡稱為以色列人。同樣，那個占居在上帝應許之地與以色列人為敵的那民也以他的族名稱為迦南人。這種簡捷稱謂貫穿聖經，故我認為以人種簡稱的美國白人文化似乎也合聖經用語習慣。

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受人尊敬的福音派基督教惠顿学院（Wheaton College）真的开始 “觉醒” 了。行政部门已经移除了一块纪念惠顿校友宣教士吉姆·艾略特（ Jim Elliot）和埃德·麦卡利（Ed McCully）的匾额，它描述了在1954年 “未开化的（savage，亦可译为 ‘野蛮的’ ）” 的厄瓜多尔土著部落残忍地、无缘无故地刺死了艾略特、麦卡利和其他三位宣教士。
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这块牌匾是64年前惠顿学院艾略特和麦卡利的同学捐赠的，上面写着:

世世代代，所有进入的陌生人都被这些未开化的印第安人杀害。经过许多天耐心的准备和虔诚的祈祷，宣教士们与奥卡家族进行了有史以来第一次友好的接触。(奥卡“Auca”是盖丘亚<Quechua>语中 “未开化的、野蛮的” 的意思，被当时土著居民用来指瓦拉尼<Waorani>部落的名字。)
惠顿学院院长菲利普·雷肯（Philip Ryken）似乎既不能也不愿阻止惠顿学院 “社会正义” 的勇士们 “唤醒” 惠顿的努力，他对这一决定是这样说的：
最近，学生、教师和工作人员都对牌匾上的语言表达了担忧，因为现在人们认为牌匾上的语言冒犯了他们。“未开化的人” 一词被认为带有贬义，历史上曾被用来非人化和虐待世界各地的土著人民。在我们的校园里，任何关于人或群体的描述都应该反映出按照上帝的形象创造的人的全部尊严。”
我想，惠顿校园里再也不会有人称那些诡诈和极度变态的人为罪人了。
当雷肯院长为惠顿的决定辩护，声称 “未开化的人” 一词现在被认为 “带有贬义”时，他犯了两个错误。
首先，“未开化的人” 总是被认为带有贬义。在教会、美国或厄瓜多尔的历史上，什么时候有人认为 “未开化的人” 这个词没有贬义？然而，它不是一个像 “n-词 （黑鬼）” 那样的绰号。
第二，他的错误在于默许觉醒的暴民不诚实地利用基督教作为武器来压制所有对罪恶的谴责。这样做，他无意中屈服于相对主义。雷肯院长是否认为基督徒应该避免使用任何被世人视为 “冒犯” 的词语呢？
据惠顿的发言人约瑟夫·摩尔（Joseph Moore）说，这一决定是在 “十几名学生和员工” 的抱怨之后做出的。“ 如果能知道哪些工作人员鼓动了这一变化，那就很有意思了。那些可能正在考虑花一大笔钱把孩子送到这间 “日益觉醒” 的惠顿学院的家长们，以及反对 “觉醒运动” 的捐助者，可能会发现这些信息很有帮助。
“savage”这个词的意思是 “未开化的” 或 “凶猛的，暴力的，或野蛮的”。这个被称为 “瓦拉尼（Waorani）”或 “奥卡（Auca）” 的部落残忍地杀害了吉姆·艾略特、埃德·麦卡利、内特·圣、罗杰·尤德里安和皮特·弗莱明五位传教士，当时的确太野蛮了！

虽然许多了解吉姆·艾略特和内特·圣的故事的基督徒，对五位传教士被野蛮谋杀后发生在瓦拉尼人身上的复杂故事知之甚少，但瓦拉尼人在20世纪50年代和更早的时候是一个未开化的民族这一事实是没有争议的。
五位传教士在奥卡族人地被杀的故事
简介：传教士吉姆·艾略特夫妇与另外四对宣教士夫妇一起进入厄瓜多尔丛林，怀着满腔热情要把福音传给丛林中的奥卡族人 - 一个以杀害一切外来者闻名的部落。他们努力学习奥卡族语言、小心翼翼的接近奥卡人，在得到奥卡人的友好表示后，进入他们的领地。1956年1月8日早晨，几位奥卡人出现在沙滩上，五位宣教士兴奋地走向他们，以为盼望已久的机会终于到来……然而，等待他们的却是5支直刺过胸膛的尖利长矛！五位宣教士，无一例外的倒在血泊中。
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“奥卡行动”的发起者，美国传教士吉姆·艾略特
五个年轻的生命就这样转瞬即逝，他们甚至没有开口传讲福音。这一消息震惊了西方世界。无数人叹息、流泪，甚至发出质疑的声音。然而，在这个故事中，有四件发人深省的事：第一，宣教士手中有枪。但是直到生命的最后一刻，仍未扣动扳机。因他们深信，自己已准备好迎接死亡，但从未听闻福音的奥卡人却还没有。第二，有记者询问吉姆的遗孀伊丽莎白，你丈夫的生命是不是被浪费了？伊丽莎白反问：浪费？他从小就想成就这样的事，如今他只是实现了自己的梦想而已。第三，伊丽莎白在丈夫被杀后，带幼女重返厄瓜多尔丛林，继续丈夫生前未竟之事。奥卡人不解的问：你们为什么还要回来？伊丽莎白说：我们是想要告诉你，有一位上帝的儿子，他被杀却没有报仇。后来整个奥卡民族都被基督所得着。第四，五位宣教士的故事激励无数年轻人献身宣教事工。这个故事直到今天仍激励着一代又一代的信徒。
退休的惠顿学院历史系副教授、美国基督教长老教会（PCUSA）任命的牧师凯瑟琳·朗（Kathryn T.Long）写了一本广受好评的书，讲述了这五名传教士被谋杀后，瓦拉尼人复杂的历史。她明确表示，他们是一群暴力（即野蛮）的人。约翰·特纳（John G. Turner）教授在对她的书的评论中写道：
据朗估计，在这一时期，超过60%的瓦拉尼人死亡都是暴力造成的，这使得瓦拉尼人成为地球上最暴力的文化之一。
2008年，包括朗在内的8位学者共同撰写的一篇论文描述了瓦拉尼部落：
瓦拉尼可能是人类社会中杀人率最高的。厄瓜多尔的瓦拉尼人（Huaorani, Waodani, Auca）比雅诺马莫人（Yanomamo）更好战。他们残暴的名声是通过对彼此以及对外人的暴力而获得的。
甚至有一个杀害传教士的瓦拉尼人也承认这个部落以前的野蛮:

我们过着 “ononque”（没有理由地）愤怒、仇恨和杀戮的生活，直到他们给我们带来了上帝的标记。现在，我们这些走上帝之路的人过着快乐和平的生活。
如今已被取消的惠顿牌匾显然指的是历史上瓦拉尼人未开化的时刻，他们的确如此。但是 “觉醒派”，就像所有教条主义的宣传者一样，坚持通过操纵历史来推进他们的意识形态。
“罗伊斯报告（Roys Report）” 就牌匾争议采访了一名惠顿学院的学生，他表达了一些关于基督徒如何谈论罪的特殊的非圣经观点：
“惠顿在努力注意他们使用的语言以及它如何伤害人们，尤其是土著居民方面做得更好。我不认为将他们还原为暴力倾向是人性化的，因为他们仍然是按照上帝的形象创造的。当他们不是基督徒的时候，它也用基督教的标准来对待他们。他们还是人，过着和我们不一样的生活。让他们遵守我们的标准并不一定是公平的。”
这个学生对约拿单·爱德华兹（Jonathan Edwards）提到 “邪恶的不信的以色列人”会有什么看法呢？他是否使用了伤害他人的语言？他是否使他们堕落到他们邪恶的倾向，使他们失去人性？
基督徒可以像耶稣一样把假先知称为 “残暴的狼” （太7:15）吗?

今天的基督徒是否应该避免批评那些 “跨性别者” - 包括那些给孩子读故事、在孩子面前跳电臀舞的 “变装皇后” - 因为他们不是基督徒，因此，我们不应该用“我们的标准” 来评判他们？
关于野蛮行为的标准是 “我们的”，还是绝对的、客观的、超越一切的标准?

那么过去的奴隶主和当代的新纳粹呢？如果，当提到他们邪恶的信仰和行为时，基督徒没有包括他们的好品质的综合清单，那些信徒是否犯有非人性化还原论呢？
在《启示录》中，那些没有得救的人被称为 “狗”。彼得将假教师 - 我们今天的教会中有许多这样的人 - 描述为 “没有灵性，生来就是畜类，以备捉拿宰杀的。他们毁谤所不晓得的事，...... , 他们已被玷污，又有瑕疵。...... 正是被咒诅的种类。“ （彼后2:12-14）保罗称加拉太人为 “无知的加拉太人”（加3:1）。施洗约翰把法利赛人和撒都该人称为 “毒蛇的种类”（太3:7）。阿摩司称妇女为肥壮的 “母牛”，并警告说，神会用钩子将她们钩去，用鱼钩将她们余剩的钩去。（摩4:1-2）保罗写信给提多说，革哩底人有本地的一个先知说，革哩底人常说谎话，乃是恶兽，又馋又懒。这见证是真的。保罗称革哩底人是说谎的，是恶兽，是又懒又贪的（多1:12）。
难道约翰、彼得、保罗、阿摩司和施洗约翰没有充分注意到他们使用有害的非人性化的语言吗？他们是否不公平地让不信仰者坚持 “我们的标准”？
保罗写道：
你们岂不知不义的人不能承受神的国吗？不要自欺。无论是淫乱的，拜偶像的，奸淫的，作娈童的，亲男色的，偷窃的，贪婪的，醉酒的，辱骂的，勒索的，都不能承受神的国。你们中间也有人从前是这样。
换句话说，他既用神的标准来要求不信的人，又用他们过去的罪恶行为来描述信徒。他们是奸淫的、拜偶像的、作娈童的、亲男色的、偷盗的、贪婪的、醉酒的、勒索的。
据美联社报道：
在校的学生凯特琳·卡斯帕（Caitlyn Kasper）对移除牌匾的决定表示赞赏：“这样的牌匾给人们带来了痛苦，因为它们的存在以及它们让有色人种在惠顿感到不受欢迎，它们几乎是白人至上的象征。”
这种牌匾会给人带来痛苦吗？那些没有接受过公立学校通过”批判性种族理论“ 支持的 ”觉醒“ 学说的人，看到这个历史上准确的牌匾时，会感到痛苦吗？还是只有受过教育的人才会说自己有假痛？
当面对自己的罪行或面对人类过去犯下的罪恶的证言时感到痛苦，这在本质上是错误的吗？
这块匾真的 “几乎” 是白人至上的象征吗？如果这个牌匾 “几乎” 是白人优越感的象征，它到底是不是这样的象征？
那些与惠顿学院有联系的人知道，这仅仅是它正在进行的伟大“觉醒”的另一个步骤。至少从奥巴马担任总统以来，惠顿就一直在培养社会正义斗士。作为两个毕业于惠顿的孩子的母亲和两个孩子的岳母，我说这话并不高兴。
我第一次写惠顿的文化投降是在2010年，当时人们发现了教育部的《“社会正义”宣言》（social justice manifesto of the Department of Education），这是一个充斥着陈腐言辞的 “概念框架”，污染了当今世界各地的公立学校。
这两名惠顿学院的学生的评论显示了惠顿学院更大的问题，并提出了重要的问题。
为什么惠顿的学生对圣经如此无知，如此 ”觉醒“ ？惠顿是否还在继续着它的废奴主义历史，即不惜一切代价大胆面对和反对罪恶 - 尤其是那些目前在有钱有势的人中得到青睐的严重罪恶？如果是这样，为什么我们从惠顿学院的行政部门、教师或学生那里听到的关于同性恋团体和 “跨性别” 邪教对孩子们造成的严重伤害和不公正的言论如此之少呢？会不会是惠顿在给学生们做家教时，一边为他们轻搔 ”发痒的耳朵“（顺从自己的情欲、拒绝真道，参提后4:3-4），一边温和地兜售圣经中的罪孽观呢?

后记

【希望之聲2021年7月11日】（本台記者方偉現場採訪報導）7月11日，在德州達拉斯舉行的保守派政治行動大會（CPAC）的第三天會期中，來自弗吉尼亞的華人Xi Van Fleet表示，美國校園中流行的“批評種族理論”（Critical Racial Theory - CRT），與中國當年的文化大革命同宗同源，讓美國的未來面臨生死考驗。
CPAC的第三天，聚集了主辦方“美國保守聯盟”推出的重量級議程，其中一個議題叫：“頂尖學生：為什麼家長不認同，左派還要推CRT”，邀請了三位嘉賓，兩位是土生土長的投身教育活動的律師，而第三位則是來自中國的華人Xi Van Fleet。

Xi在6月8日在弗吉尼亞的勞頓縣學區委員會議上發言抨擊學區的CRT政策，一炮而紅，被福克斯電視和多家媒體採訪，成為全國知名人物。
主持人邀請Xi首先發言，講述她走過文革的經歷，Xi說：“大家都知道什麼是“批評種族理論”，我在這裡要給大家介紹它在中國的雙胞胎－“階級鬥爭理論”（Class Conflict Theory - CCT），他們用同樣的手法，把人們分成互相對立的陣營，比如“壓迫者”和“被壓迫者”，這CRT和CCT有同一個祖宗”。
Xi說，這兩個東西都用同樣的欺騙手法，表面上很動聽，CRT聲稱帶來“種族正義”，CCT說要“解放被壓迫階級”。CCT把人以家庭成份分成“壓迫者”和“被壓迫者”，而CRT打着“剷除種族歧視”的旗號，說一個人只要是白人，不管他家境多麼貧寒，都自動成為種族優越者和種族之上者。
Xi說，他們的目的就是把人民互相對立，好分而治之，最終達到他們控制人民的目的。
Xi還說，中共搞的文化大革命，就是所謂的“破四舊”，即破除舊思想、舊文化、舊風俗、舊習慣，說白了，就是破除中華文明，代之以外國來的馬克思主義。而美國今天的所謂CRT，以“剷除系統、機構性、結構性種族主義”的旗號，就是在毀掉西方文明的基石和美國憲法。
針對目前CRT蔓延美國校園的現狀，Xi說，走過文革的人，看美國校園發生的一切，就一目了然，文革把中國三千年歷史改成階級鬥爭的歷史，篡改教科書，這些伎倆在美國都一一呈現，但是美國人卻懵懵懂懂。她呼籲走過共產國家的新移民，要出來發聲講話，幫助美國人識別什麼是共產主義，也呼籲美國人要傾聽走過的這些人的聲音，讓自己早點明白。
根據美國民調公司YouGov在2020年9月份的民調，16-23歲的美國年輕人支持社會主義的比例，從2019年代40%上升到2020年的49%，漲幅驚人。
Xi在話題的結尾時說，“我想說，我們現在處於自由與專制之間的戰爭之中，這將決定我們國家的生死。” Xi的發言在現場獲得CPAC觀眾的熱烈掌聲。

川普左翼美國美國優先共和黨川普演講德州達拉斯CPAC保守派政治行動大會
【希望之聲2021年7月11日】（本台記者宇寧綜合編譯）美國前總統川普（特朗普）7月11日（週日）在保守派政治行動會議（CPAC）上發表了重要的主題演講，表示美國正在遭到極端左翼的名義上的共和黨人襲擊，而他和他發起的美國優先運動將“確保美國邊境的安全，制止左翼的取消文化，恢復美國大選的公正性並令美國再次偉大”。
川普在演講中表示，他和11日與會的人將“令美國再次偉大，再次富裕，再次驕傲，並令美國再次安全”。他們將推崇林肯、華盛頓等美國英雄，捍衛美國的文化遺產和美國立國的基督教理念，教授美國真正的歷史， 並“永遠尊重我們的國旗”。
川普還表示，他和與會者正在發起一場巨大的運動，令共和黨成為美國真正工人的政黨，推動共和黨在2022年中期選舉中贏得有史以來最大的勝利，並最後贏回白宮。
他說：“左翼政府已經令美國處於毀滅的邊緣，而甚至在德州（大會的舉行地點），美國也出現了美國歷史上前所未有的難民危機，令德州成為邊境和難民危機的中心。而且，左翼政府完全廢止了我們的能源企業。”

川普還指責左翼的政策引發了美國前所未有的犯罪潮，導致洛杉磯的兇殺案比去年增加了42%，費城增加了37%，亞特蘭大增加了68%，波特蘭增加了500%。而在此過程中，卻沒有人遭到起訴，只有無辜的右翼人士遭到起訴。他說：“這種現象是前所未有的。”

他並批評了左翼對於美國執法系統、對擁槍權和選舉權的立場。他說：“左翼正在努力試圖廢除美國的第一修正案（言論自由法案）、然而左翼和大技術公司對於言論自由的襲擊是違法的，是違憲的，而且完全是反美的。為了保護憲法賦予的權利以及美國美國公民的自由，本週我提交了一個集體訴訟，起訴了臉書、推特和谷歌等大技術企業。”

他表示，他和他領導的運動不會從一小股左翼和社會主義者發起的佔領國家的戰爭中退下陣來。他說：“我們的運動才剛剛開始！”

【希望之聲2021年7月10日】（本台記者岳文驍綜合報導）前中共總書記趙紫陽的舊部、被認為是改革派的原體改委副主任高尚全遺體告別式7月9日在北京舉行。中共前總理溫家寶親往弔唁。而之前沒現身七一黨慶活動的朱鎔基則“獻花圈”。
綜合陸媒報導，中共國務院副總理劉鶴，前總理溫家寶，以及國家發改委主任何立峰，已卸任的高官馬凱、周小川等赴八寶山殯儀館，出席高尚全遺體告別式。
中共政治局常委李克強、栗戰書、汪洋、韓正，及國家副主席王岐山，中共人大常委會副委員長王晨，中組部長陳希，中共統戰部長尤權等送去花圈。
一眾退休中共高層也送去花圈，包括江澤民、朱鎔基、李瑞環、張德江、俞正聲、李嵐清、吳官正、李長春、羅干、賀國強、張高麗等。
值得注意的是，七一中共建黨百年活動中未現身的江澤民、朱鎔基、羅干，此次以另類形式的“露面”，但外傳這幾人均健康出問題，其中江和羅更被指“不行了”。
6月27日，高尚全在北京去世，終年92歲。他曾在20世紀80年代經濟改革中將“勞動力市場”“自由”“人權”等字詞寫進中共中央文件，被認為是中共體制內改革派。
高尚全近年引起注意，是因為一場武漢大疫引發當局臨時推遲兩會會期的官方討論，當時高尚全一份在網上流出的手稿，並認為為中共隱瞞疫情提供了證據。（詳見本台相關報導：趙紫陽舊部高尚全離世 生前被指提供中共隱瞞疫情證據）

软组织化石揭示了不利于亿万年之说的趋势

文章亮点:
· 化石中的软组织是原始生物的遗骸。
· 八十五项世俗科研报告描述了据称有亿万年历史的化石中的生化材料的细节。
· 生化材料广泛分布于世界各地的代表性沉积岩系统中。
· 实验室观测到蛋白的衰变率表明其保质期很短，因此这些化石似乎较声称的亿万年历史要年轻得多。 

2019年12月，《蛋白质组学专家评论》（Expert Review of Proteomics）发表了我与斯蒂芬·泰勒（Stephen Taylor）合著的一篇论文，题为“古老的蛋白质组：追踪古生物中的蛋白质”[1]。文章列举了85篇关于在化石中仍然存在的生物材料的研究报告，这些物质主要是蛋白质。


蛋白质能保存亿万年吗？根据衰变率测量的结果, 答案是否定的。从这85份世俗研究报告中可以看出不利于亿万年历史的五大趋势。我们的综述加剧了生化材料保存时间之短与包含它们的化石的假定年龄之间的紧张关系。我们写道：
“胶原蛋白衰变率实验结果建立了一个时间期望，将骨胶原蛋白限制在考古学的时间框架内，然而，几十年来，在古生物学文献中，有许多关于比考古学样品更古老的胶原蛋白和其他蛋白质的报告。对生命物质不稳定性（化学分解敏感性）的预期和对其年龄的观察之间的张力，引发了关于化石中原始生物材料真实性的持续争论。”1 
这85份报告所描述的包括原始皮肤、结缔组织、柔软和具有分支结构的血管、骨细胞和疑似血细胞。原始生化材料包括破碎但仍能检测到的骨钙素、血红蛋白、弹性蛋白、层粘连蛋白、卵白蛋白、PHEX(磷酸盐调节中性内肽酶) 、组蛋白、角蛋白、几丁质、疑似DNA、胶原蛋白和胶原蛋白序列，这些物质都存在于骨骼化石中。
我们发现的第一个趋势是，这些生化材料来自各种不同的动物化石，而不仅仅来自恐龙。[2] 因此，研究人员不必将他们对生物材料化石的搜索局限于任何特定的植物或动物类型。
从这些涵盖了半个多世纪的研究报告中看出的第二个趋势是, 各种古生态环境保存生物材料的能力相差不大。无论这些生物在变成化石之前是生活在空气、海洋、湖泊、沼泽或森林中，其化石中都含有生物材料。[3]
第三，从相关出版物数量的年度柱状图可以看出，在过去20年里，人们对这一领域的兴趣与日俱增。此外，我们论文中的图5展示了化石中生物材料的发现在世界地图上的分布，相关发现几乎遍布全球。我们预测未来的调查研究将会发现:凡是有化石的地方，就有原始的生物材料。
第五个也是最后一个趋势，对那些坚持认为岩层代表漫长时期的人来说，是最大的障碍。我们发现，这些生物材料所在的地层占据了10个标准地质系统中的7个，还有一个是地球最底层的前寒武纪和埃迪卡拉纪地层。正如我们的一位匿名审稿同行针对这些发现提出的抗议，生物材料可以保存超过7000万年，这简直是幻想，更不用说5亿年了。
蛋白质会无情地、迅速地腐烂。然而，在古生物中却不断发现蛋白质的存在。因此，“争论很可能会持续下去。”1 对于化石中看上去“年轻”的生物材料所存地层之深以及分布之广，我们的世俗同行现在有了更清晰的认识。

The Chinese Communist Party regards the United States as an enemy and utilizes American’s kindness to grab resources and develop itself, according to a veteran ideology professor for the party’s Central Party School.

“The Chinese Communist Party (CCP) teaches the people to hate the United States … has consistently, from 1949 to this day, promoted anti-American sentiment,” CCP insider and retired professor Cai Xia wrote in an article published by the Hoover Institution on June 29 (pdf). “The words I have been most familiar with since kindergarten and primary school are phrases such as ‘stop the American imperialist wolves,’” she said of her experience growing up in communist China.

Cai then gave an example of the result of the CCP’s anti-American education. “Once, I bought a toy pistol and gave it to a six-year-old boy. The boy played with it and blurted out: ‘Kill the Yankees.’”

Perceiving the United States as its enemy, the CCP regime uses any method it can to benefit from America.

Believing “there can never be too much deception in war,” Cai wrote, “the CCP took advantage of opportunities for economic and cultural exchanges to sneakily acquire economic, commercial, technological, political, and military intelligence. In particular, the theft of high-tech research results is not only carried out in foreign companies within China but also by Chinese students and scholars who go abroad and may be required to ‘cooperate’ with certain agencies to filch various information.”

However, although Americans have been cheated by the CCP for over 40 years, many U.S. elites “still regard the CCP regime as an authoritarian one,” Cai resigned.

She warned that they have not realized that “China has turned into a refined form of neo-totalitarianism.”

“Relying on unilateral good wishes and illusions, they adhered to engagement, which caused the policy to have a certain ‘appeasement’ effect in reality,” Cai said of the prevailing approach by the U.S. government.

She warned that the “totalitarian system” of the CCP’s rule is “the greatest threat to American security and world peace, and the CCP regime has no moral compass” because “the CCP utilizes everything to achieve its aims.”

“They think that as long as the purpose is achieved, any means can be used (the ends justify the means),” Cai wrote.

She urged Washington to see the CCP’s true face clearly, which can help the nation and its people to take the right actions to protect itself as well as the world.

At the same time, Cai believes that “the CCP may suddenly collapse” because the regime “has the ambition of a hungry dragon but inside, it is a paper tiger.” Anything can happen in a totalitarian regime, she said.

70 Years of Hatred, 40 Years of Deceit

Cai’s essay is titled “China-US Relations in the Eyes of the Chinese Communist Party.” She spends most of the 28 pages talking about U.S.-China relations from the Chinese perspective. As a professor who used to give communist ideological lessons to senior CCP officials, Cai concluded that the CCP had hated the United States for over 70 years and has deceived it for over 40 years.

From 1949—the year that the CCP seized control of the Chinese mainland—to 1969, the United States and China have had bad diplomatic relations, although both parties met for ambassador-level meetings over 100 times in Geneva, Switzerland, and Warsaw, Poland.

In China, the CCP’s education has taught people to think that the United States is the biggest enemy of the country and the Chinese people, Cai also warned of the regime’s propaganda efforts.

Things started to change when Beijing’s closest communist ally, the Soviet Union, started to challenge the CCP in 1958, when then-leader Mao Zedong and Soviet head Nikita Khrushchev couldn’t agree with each other on multiple issues. In March 1969, the Soviet Union and China clashed over a small islet on the Ussuri River—China called it Zhenbao Island and the Soviets called it Damansky Island—marking the start of worsening Soviet-China relations.

“Choosing the United States in the confrontation between the U.S. and the Soviet Union at that time helped the CCP to rely on the strength of the U.S. to reduce Soviet threats,” Cai wrote. On the diplomatic side, the CCP was actively building up relations with the United States throughout the 1960s, although it kept teaching its people that the United States was still the enemy.

On Jan. 1, 1979, the United States and China formally established diplomatic relations, and the U.S. helped China develop its economy with a hope that a “China under the CCP’s rule would become more liberal, even democratic, and a ‘responsible’ power in the world,” Cai wrote.

Ten years later, the CCP has killed its own people who asked for democracy and freedom in Beijing, resulting in the Tiananmen Square Massacre. Cai said then CCP leader Deng Xiaoping ordered the regime to “hide our capacity, to bide our time,” when dealing in foreign affairs. He tried to convince Washington that China’s market is huge and promised that the regime welcomed foreign companies to participate in this market.

This is the basic rule that the CCP regime had followed since then, Cai wrote. She gave an example of how the CCP has cheated Americans by selling this promise.

“It is precisely because the CCP has seen through the American capitalists’ strong desire for the Chinese market that it knew that big business would willingly pressure the U.S. government to make concessions. Therefore, the CCP couldn’t care less about criticisms of its human rights violations, and it has become increasingly repressive domestically,” Cai wrote.

However, these American enterprises and businessmen haven’t received the treatment they expected in China.

“[The CCP] will use enticing language to lure multinational companies into China. But then, these companies will soon find that they have fallen into a trap: they must transfer their technologies or face shutdown. After acquiring the foreign technology, China often figures out ways to force these companies to leave the Chinese market,” Cai wrote. “Elon Musk’s Tesla company is experiencing this situation now.”

At the same time, the CCP regime has kept up its brainwashing of the Chinese people, including CCP officials, to be loyal to the party and treat the United States as their enemy.

“After 1989, the CCP continued to strengthen its ‘crisis education’ within the party, emphasizing that if the CCP fell from power, as in the former communist party-states, tens of thousands of cadres could be incarcerated or killed, and most party members and cadres would face unemployment and difficulties in making a living,” Cai wrote.

Threats & Ambitions

Cai said the CCP regime started to have the ambition to control the world in 2008, when “China hosted the Olympic Games” and the United States “fell into the subprime financial crisis.”

Since then, the CCP has tried to involve itself in global rule-making like at the World Trade Organization. It had also busied itself with building a modern military “aimed at the United States,” expanding its overseas propaganda activities, and penetrating overseas “media, finance, economy, technology, education, think tanks, museums, and other fields and institutions.”

Cai pointed out that the CCP has restricted foreign scholars entering China, preventing them from sharing their mentality of free thought in China. The regime controls communications between Chinese scholars and foreign officials. At the same time, “the CCP’s ‘long arm control’ has reached Chinese students and Chinese organizations across the U.S., and the party has even set up CCP branches in American universities [to steal the know-hows and influence the free world],” Cai wrote.

Cai pointed out that Chinese current leader Xi Jinping is the most aggressive one, whose target is clearly the United States.

The CCP regime amended its National Defense Law on Jan. 1. Cai pointed out that one item specifying, “The State’s military activities are to prevent and resist aggression, prevent armed subversion and division, and defend national sovereignty, unity, territorial integrity, security, and development interests,” has a special meaning behind it.

“These two key terms, ‘division’ and ‘development interests,’ have profound implications: one is for Taiwan; the other is a threatening signal for all countries, and most importantly the U.S., that China’s military will go to war with whoever prevents the CCP from unifying Taiwan and whoever affects China’s development interests,” Cai wrote.

Cai, 68, was raised in a military family and joined the army in 1969. After retiring from the military, Cai became a CCP official in 1978. In 1992, Cai started her life at Central Party School as a postgraduate student.

In 1997, Cai became a lecturer at Central Party School to teach CCP ideology and politics. In 2000, she received the Doctor of Laws degree from the school and became a professor. She retired in 2012.

In 2020, when COVID-19 spread in China, Cai was in the United States as a tourist, and couldn’t return to China as planned.

In June 2020, an audio recording of Cai criticizing Xi Jinping was leaked online. Two months later, the CCP regime announced it was revoking Cai’s party membership and stopping her retirement benefits. She has remained in America since.

It was the voice of experience every American needs to hear.

Obviously tired of hearing Democrats equating the documented dangers of communist dictatorship with their boogeyman of a “white nationalism” that barely exists, an Arizona lawmaker who arrived in the country as a refugee from war-torn Vietnam took to the floor of the state House to deliver a lesson on historical realities leftists would prefer to ignore.

And when Quang Nguyen was speaking, every liberal should have been listening.

 “If we don’t stand up to teach communism to our children, we’ll lose this country,” he said in a speech last week in Phoenix that’s now attracting national attention after its spread on social media.

Nguyen was responding to a speech by Democratic state Rep. Daniel Hernandez, who claimed that "white nationalism" was the greater threat to American democracy.

According to the Capitol Media Services, Nguyen was addressing a debate Friday on a 232-page bill encompassing changes in the state’s K-12 education program.

A portion of the bill required a “comparative discussion of political ideologies like communism and totalitarianism,” the newspaper reported, and their “conflict with the principles of freedom and democracy essential to the founding principles of the United States.”

“The reality is one of the greatest threats facing the globe today is communism and totalitarianism,’’ Republican state Rep. Jake Hoffman said during the debate.

“We have governments like the communist Chinese government, that their stated goal is to be the world’s sole and only superpower, and that they will achieve that goal through any means possible.’’

Americans with even a passing familiarity with the history of this country and the communist world should understand that is the opposite of the freedom envisioned by the Founding Fathers.

All citizens of a nation birthed in rebellion against monarchy, that saved Western civilization from National Socialist barbarities in the Second World War, then stood firm against communist dictatorship until the Cold War ended in victory, should well understand the value of passing along those lessons to younger generations blessed with lives that aren’t spent at war with totalitarian ideologies.

Some of those citizens are liberal Democrats, however, and in the year of 2021, they see dangers where none exist, and ignore the very real hazards from the world at large and within the country itself.

Coddled by a cooperative mainstream media, they insist that the Capitol incursion of Jan. 6 represented some sort of “white nationalist” attack on the republic. They confuse their temporary political opponents with ideological enemies who want nothing more than to see this nation forget who its real enemies are.

That was the audience Nguyen was addressing.

 “You know I just recently heard somebody said that … communism is not the enemy, but white nationalism,” Nguyen said.

“So let me tell you something about white nationalism. White nationalism didn’t drown 250,000 Vietnamese in the South China Sea. Communists did.

“White nationalism did not execute 86,000 South Vietnamese at the fall of Saigon. Communists did.

“White nationalism did not put me here. Communism did.

 “So, don’t take it lightly. Don’t mock me. Don’t mock what I go through in life. It’s rough.

“I lost most of my cousins, my family members due to communism. If we don’t stand up to teach communism to our children, we’ll lose this country. So, sir, don’t mock me. I’m p****d.”

He had plenty of supporters online.

But this one put it perfectly.

Nguyen was only talking about his own life from his own homeland. Other Americans have similar horror stories -- if not as numerically murderous -- of their own homelands taken over by communists, whether in Cuba, Venezuela or any other country that’s been under the jackboot of communist dictatorship.

The list is long and tragic. The Soviet Union’s communism killed tens of millions -- rivaling or even surpassing Nazi Germany for the lives it destroyed, as George Mason University law professor Ilya Somin wrote in a 2016 piece for The Washington Post.

But firmly ahead of both those butchers, as that same report noted, was Mao Zedong, the Chinese Communist Party leader, dictator and predecessor of current Chinese “President” Xi Jinping.

In fact, for an ideology that has only plagued humanity for less than two centuries, communism has established a remarkable record for the sheer scale of its murderous past.

And Democrats want to compare the regrettable events of Jan. 6 -- events that have been distorted and inflated out of all proportion to their actual importance – to an evil like that?

No sane human being could go along with that. But in a United States where unionized teachers have created an inexcusable educational vacuum when it comes to history, that’s knowledge that isn’t being disseminated nearly widely enough.

But into that vacuum every once in a while comes a voice like Nguyen’s. It’s a voice of experience every American needs to hear, so it’s an experience they don’t have to share.

Biden was explaining how “we are harnessing new tools and technologies to better identify and respond before new fires grow into large, uncontrolled conflagrations” when he got stuck.

"So, for example, the National Ocean -- uh, the National Oceanogra -- Ocean -- Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration,” he stuttered out, before managing to recover and explain that the agency “has satellite technology that is able to see from space when new fires start while they're still small."

Poor Joe.

If reading off a teleprompter is such a challenge, you can certainly see why he’s told reporters on multiple occasions that he might "get in trouble" for taking their questions when he's "not supposed to."

And yet, as we saw during his campaign, the teleprompter seems to be a safer choice than allowing the president to freestyle, even during live television interviews.

Not only has White House press secretary Jen Psaki admitted that Biden's staffers would prefer him not to talk to reporters off the cuff, but he also holds the record for the longest a newly elected president has gone without giving a news conference.

Of course, when his team finally did arrange the long-awaited media event, Biden was armed with notes and cards and appeared to have been given direction on which reporters to call on. Unfortunately, this didn't prevent him from descending into nonsense.

Jones explained that's "helpful for the queer community, I think whether you're straight or gay or whatever you are, the fact that God is not equivocally male perhaps is actually quite helpful in our understanding of humanity."

Jones is at St. John the Baptist Church in Cardiff

"When I offered myself for ordination 20 years ago, I said at my very first interview, 'Look, there's this medical history that you need to know about'. And I really didn't know how they'd react. And they were fine. I mean they were a little bit sort of, 'Oh, OK, we don't really know what to do, but give us some time, and we'll work it out'. And it did take them time, but they did work it out and eventually I was ordained," Jones said.

Trump Organization: Criminal Probe Against CFO Is ‘Scorched Earth’ Attempt to Go After Trump

The Trump Organization has reacted to reports that its chief financial officer, Allen Weisselberg, has surrendered to a Manhattan prosecutor and may face a grand jury indictment.

In a statement on July 1, the company described the criminal probe against Weisselberg and the company as a political witch hunt.

“Allen Weisselberg is a loving and devoted husband, father and grandfather who has worked at the Trump Organization for 48 years. He is now being used by the Manhattan district attorney as a pawn in a scorched earth attempt to harm the former President,” a Trump Organization spokesperson said in a statement. “The district attorney is bringing a criminal prosecution involving employee benefits that neither the IRS nor any other District Attorney would ever think of bringing.

“This is not justice; this is politics.”

Weisselberg’s attorneys confirmed to news outlets that he surrendered on July 1.

The Trump Organization didn’t respond to a request for comment by press time.

The charges come in the midst of a nearly three-year investigation by Democrat Manhattan District Attorney Cy Vance’s office into the Trump Organization, a real estate firm owned by former President Donald Trump and operated by his family members. The former commander-in-chief has described Vance’s probe as a partisan affair designed to politically wound him.

A lawyer for Trump earlier this week told Politico that Vance’s office informed him that Trump won’t face charges in the case.

“We asked, ‘Is there anything else?’” Trump lawyer Ronald Fischetti told the political news website on June 28, referring to the conversation he had with Vance’s office. “They said, ‘No.’

“It’s crazy that that’s all they had. They just said, ‘When this indictment comes down, [Trump] won’t be charged. Our investigation is ongoing.’”

Last week, Fischetti said that a company shouldn’t be indicted for allegedly not paying taxes on benefits.

“It’s outrageous. It’s unprecedented. It’s never happened before,” Fischetti said, according to CNN.

In a separate case, New York Attorney General Letitia James, a Democrat, informed the Trump Organization that they’re pursuing criminal charges against the company. Initially, James’s probe was a civil case.

“We have informed the Trump Organization that our investigation into the organization is no longer purely civil in nature,” James spokesman Fabien Levy said in a statement last month.

That case also involves the firm’s tax dealings.

Weissberg was given immunity by federal prosecutors in 2018 regarding a case involving former Trump attorney Michael Cohen. Cohen was ultimately convicted and sentenced on tax evasion and other charges—before becoming a critic of the former president on Twitter and in mainstream media appearances.

Section 1.
Only registered voters may vote. A register voter must prove citizenship in the United State of America, the person must be alive in the local, city, county, state, and USA of an election. Exception: military personal who will be automatically registered at time of service. These registered voter lists must be updated every 30 days. (This should be easy to set up by contact with vital statistics and utility companies, etc…) At election time all who vote must match the voter list and get one vote each.
Section 2. All election procedures, equipment, software, etc. Must be approved by referendum vote of the registered voters of the local, city, county and state held on July 1 every 2 years.
Section 3. When 5% of the registered voters request a referendum vote on any government legislation, any part of any legislation or any executive order, it must be brought up on the ballot of the next local, city, county, state, and federal election to which that legislation or executive order applies too.
Section 4. When 20% of the registered voters sign a petition to recall any elected official there must be a recall election setup immediately.
Section 5. Any violation of this Amendment is punishable by five years in prison or $250,000 fine or both. Any deliberate violation is treason and in this case is punishable by death.
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ICE Agents, Sheriffs Sue Biden Admin Over ‘Unlawful’ Deportation Policy

GALVESTON, Texas—A group of sheriffs and active Immigration and Customs Enforcement (ICE) officers have filed suit against the Biden administration for its “unlawful and unconstitutional” requirements regarding the arrest and deportation of illegal aliens.

The plaintiffs are seeking an injunction to a Feb. 18 memorandum that they say “commands ICE officers to violate the specific terms of federal immigration law.”

“The relief we are seeking is that the court order ICE and the Department of Homeland Security to simply follow the law,” lead attorney Kris Kobach said after filing the suit at the Galveston federal courthouse on July 1. “To follow the specific laws … that require them to detain and deport certain illegal aliens.”

The lawsuit (pdf) alleges that “many extremely dangerous illegal aliens who would have been detained prior to the February 18 Memorandum are now not being detained—against the wishes of the ICE officers seeking to detain them, and in violation of federal statutes requiring their detention and/or removal.”

The Department of Homeland Security (DHS) issued interim guidelines on Feb. 18 for handling the arrest, detainment, and deportation of illegal immigrants.

DHS directed ICE officers to focus on only three priority groups of illegal immigrants, including national security threats, such as known or suspected terrorists; those who crossed the border illegally after Nov. 1, 2020; and public safety threats who are convicted of aggravated felonies or gang members.

Part of ICE’s job is to track down and remove the 672,000 fugitives who have been ordered removed by a federal immigration judge but are still in the United States.

But the new DHS directive says that ICE agents must first get clearance from supervisors if they encounter illegal immigrants who aren’t convicted criminals during operations.

The decision of whether to arrest the individual needs to take into account whether the person might be suffering from a serious physical or mental illness, a DHS official said at the time.

“We want [ICE] to think about ties to the community, whether the individual has family here in the United States, U.S. citizen family members, and other considerations,” the official said.

Upon the rollout of the new guidelines, a DHS official said that ICE arrests weren’t expected to drop under the new guidelines.

However, ICE reported a record low 2,962 deportations in April, in comparison to an average of 8,634 illegal immigrant deportations per month during fiscal year 2020.

ICE officers have been “rarely granted preapproval for enforcement actions against non-priority aliens,” according to the lawsuit.

“The time-consuming paperwork and the low probability of preapproval being granted have caused many ICE officers not to even attempt seeking preapproval,” the lawsuit reads.

The lawsuit outlines several cases provided via affidavit by ICE officers who were forced to release illegal alien criminals into the community.

In one case, ICE officers sought approval to arrest a twice-deported illegal alien who had been convicted of sexual battery against a child. ICE management denied the request, according to the lawsuit.

In another case, local police initiated the arrest of a twice-deported illegal alien for selling heroin.

“The alien attempted to evade arrest by ramming the police car with his vehicle, nearly hitting an officer who was standing outside the police car,” the lawsuit states.

“The alien was eventually arrested and found to have a quarter of a pound of heroin in his possession, as well as a female and a baby in the back seat of his vehicle.”

ICE officers requested approval to place a detainer on the illegal alien, in order to gain custody once he was released from local custody. ICE management denied the request, according to the lawsuit.

A third case involved an illegal alien arrested by local authorities for the rape of a child. ICE officers sought approval to place a detainer on the illegal alien, in order to detain him upon release from local custody. ICE management denied the request, according to the lawsuit.

The lawsuit says that ICE officers are being forced to choose between following the Feb. 18 memorandum and following federal laws.

“Plaintiffs fear that they will be disciplined or will lose their jobs if they follow the law,” the lawsuit states.

The Texas sheriffs joining the lawsuit include Hudspeth County Sheriff Arvin West, Kinney County Sheriff Brad Coe, Edwards County Sheriff J.W. Guthrie, and McMullen County Sheriff Emmett Shelton. More counties are expected to join the lawsuit in the coming weeks.

The sheriffs allege in the lawsuit that they’re “no longer able to present illegal aliens arrested for criminal activities to ICE for removal and expect them to be removed.”

“The detention costs, crime response costs, crime investigation costs, and related costs experienced by the Plaintiff sheriffs and counties have consequently increased dramatically,” the lawsuit reads.

“Since all this began six to eight months ago … we’ve seen a drastic increase in human smuggling and what we call foot traffic—those that are walking through the ranches,” Sheriff Brad Coe of Kinney County said outside the federal courthouse in Galveston on July 1. Kinney County shares 16 miles of international border with Mexico.

“As far as jail space, it’s putting a huge dent in my budget. At one time I had up to 18 people in the neighboring county jail. And they were charging me $65 a day per person.”

Kinney County has 14 jail spaces available. Currently, Coe has 18 inmates, which includes six housed in a neighboring jail. Ten of the 18 are charged with human smuggling.

Acting ICE Director Tae Johnson said during a May 13 congressional hearing that the agency’s relationship with the state and local community is “vital in us being able to carry out our important mission.”

“Without their support, it’s very difficult for us to be efficient and effective. So when local jurisdictions do not cooperate, whether that’s in terms of not honoring our detainers, or not letting us in there at their facilities, then it puts ICE in a situation where we actually have to go out into the communities to find individuals that in this case would meet our priority,” she said.

The group is suing President Joe Biden, Secretary of Homeland Security Alejandro Mayorkas, Acting Director of ICE Tae Johnson, and Acting Commissioner of Customs and Border Protection Troy Miller.

Representatives from the White House, DHS, and ICE didn’t respond to requests for comment by press time.

In fiscal year 2020, ICE’s Enforcement and Removal Operations removed almost 186,000 individuals, of whom 92 percent had criminal convictions or pending criminal charges, according to ICE’s end-of-year report.

The new guidelines place priority on those who have been convicted of an aggravated felony, not those with pending charges.

ICE detention facility capacity has been decreased from 52,000 to 15,000 illegal aliens.

Ban on goods made with forced labor slows clothing imports

Retail industry says burden of proof is too high, expectations are unclear

(BIZPAC REVIEW) – Increased enforcement of a ban on imported products made with forced labor has led to cargo stoppages and complaints from importers, the Wall Street Journal reported.

Customs and Border Protection (CBP) officers are charged with enforcing the ban on goods, such a cotton and tomato products from the Xinjiang region of China, where Uyghurs are detained in forced labor camps. The bans were first put in place during the Trump administration in an effort to remove forced labor from import supply chains, the WSJ reported.

The ban on cotton from the region has had an impact on retailers who rely heavily on the commodity and must prove their supply chains don’t rely on slave labor, the WSJ reported. Importers have three months from the time of detainment to prove products pass CBP standards, if not, cargoes will be exported or abandoned.

Experimental Assessment of Carbon Dioxide Content in Inhaled Air With or Without Face Masks in Healthy Children

Many governments have made nose and mouth covering or face masks compulsory for schoolchildren. The evidence base for this is weak.1,2 The question whether nose and mouth covering increases carbon dioxide in inhaled air is crucial. A large-scale survey3 in Germany of adverse effects in parents and children using data of 25 930 children has shown that 68% of the participating children had problems when wearing nose and mouth coverings.

The normal content of carbon dioxide in the open is about 0.04% by volume (ie, 400 ppm). A level of 0.2% by volume or 2000 ppm is the limit for closed rooms according to the German Federal Environmental Office, and everything beyond this level is unacceptable.4
Methods

We measured carbon dioxide content in inhaled air with and without 2 types of nose and mouth coverings in a well-controlled, counterbalanced, short-term experimental study in volunteer children in good health (details are in the eMethods in Supplement 1). The study was conducted according to the Declaration of Helsinki and submitted to the ethics committee of the University Witten/Herdecke. All children gave written informed consent, and parents also gave written informed consent for children younger than 16 years. A 3-minute continuous measurement was taken for baseline carbon dioxide levels without a face mask. A 9-minute measurement for each type of mask was allowed: 3 minutes for measuring the carbon dioxide content in joint inhaled and exhaled air, 3 minutes for measuring the carbon dioxide content during inhalation, and 3 minutes for measuring the carbon dioxide content during exhalation. The carbon dioxide content of ambient air was always kept well under 0.1% by volume through multiple ventilations. The sequence of masks was randomized, and randomization was blinded and stratified by age of children. We analyzed data using a linear model for repeated measurements with P < .05 as the significance threshold. The measurement protocol (trial protocol in Supplement 2) is available online.5 Data were collected on April 9 and 10, 2021, and analyzed using Statistica version 13.3 (TIBCO).

Results

The mean (SD) age of the children was 10.7 (2.6) years (range, 6-17 years), and there were 20 girls and 25 boys. Measurement results are presented in the Table. We checked potential associations with outcome. Only age was associated with carbon dioxide content in inhaled air (y = 1.9867 – 0.0555 × x; r = –0.39; P = .008; Figure). Hence, we added age as a continuous covariate to the model. This revealed an association (partial η2 = 0.43; P < .001). Contrasts showed that this was attributable to the difference between the baseline value and the values of both masks jointly. Contrasts between the 2 types of masks were not significant. We measured means (SDs) between 13 120 (384) and 13 910 (374) ppm of carbon dioxide in inhaled air under surgical and filtering facepiece 2 (FFP2) masks, which is higher than what is already deemed unacceptable by the German Federal Environmental Office by a factor of 6. This was a value reached after 3 minutes of measurement. Children under normal conditions in schools wear such masks for a mean of 270 (interquartile range, 120-390) minutes.3 The Figure shows that the value of the child with the lowest carbon dioxide level was 3-fold greater than the limit of 0.2 % by volume.4 The youngest children had the highest values, with one 7-year-old child’s carbon dioxide level measured at 25 000 ppm.

Discussion

The limitations of the study were its short-term nature in a laboratory-like setting and the fact that children were not occupied during measurements and might have been apprehensive. Most of the complaints reported by children3 can be understood as consequences of elevated carbon dioxide levels in inhaled air. This is because of the dead-space volume of the masks, which collects exhaled carbon dioxide quickly after a short time. This carbon dioxide mixes with fresh air and elevates the carbon dioxide content of inhaled air under the mask, and this was more pronounced in this study for younger children.

This leads in turn to impairments attributable to hypercapnia. A recent review6 concluded that there was ample evidence for adverse effects of wearing such masks. We suggest that decision-makers weigh the hard evidence produced by these experimental measurements accordingly, which suggest that children should not be forced to wear face masks.

The Chinese Communist Party Has Destroyed the Best of China

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The Chinese Communist Party (CCP) has taken strict precautions in its preparations to mark its 100th anniversary. Beijing is heavily guarded. Knife stores are required to ask for ID and report customers’ information to the police. Restaurants in restricted areas have been forced to close their doors. The CCP is arresting people going to Beijing and blocking any social media account that might not show enough self-censorship.

The CCP might look strong on the outside, but in reality, it is extremely nervous. Despite decades of tight control and brainwashing, the Chinese people are well aware that the communist system is against human nature and will not last long.

Since its takeover of China, the CCP has killed an estimated 80 million Chinese people. During its existence, it has never stopped its campaigns to purge different groups, every time picking a new group to target. The Chinese people have a long tradition of being loyal to their family and their spouses. When CCP officials reached the cities, they divorced their wives and married city girls. The Chinese also had a long history of respecting and supporting those who lived in temples. But the CCP forced monks to marry.

All communist countries have experienced famine. It’s an inevitable result of the communist system. In China, the Great Famine from 1958 to 1962 is estimated to have killed around 40 million people. In thousands of cases, people were driven to insanity and turned to cannibalism.

There is one such story that is widely known. A father and his two children, a boy and a girl, were the only ones left in their farmhouse. One day, the father drove his daughter out of the house. When the girl came back, her brother had disappeared. There was a layer of white foam floating in the wok, and a bone had been thrown by the stove. A few days later, the father added water to the wok and then asked his daughter to come over. The girl was so scared that she hid behind the door, crying and begging: “Da, don’t eat me. I will tend the grass and keep the fire for you. If you eat me, no one will work for you.”

China has a history of 5,000 years of civilization. For most of that time, China was the envy of surrounding countries. The people were civilized and led stylish lives. Even kings from other countries chose to stay and even die in China. Communism, however, has brought famine, poverty, and an endless war against the Chinese people.

The Chinese have a tradition of being extremely respectful toward the elderly, showing respect to their parents, grandparents, and teachers. “One day my teacher, life-long my father,” as the old saying goes—he who teaches me for one day is my father for life.

However, in the 1960s during the Cultural Revolution, teenagers were encouraged by communist officials to beat their parents and teachers. In Beijing alone, more than a thousand teachers were beaten to death by their students. The CCP used teenagers to search civilians’ homes and destroy antiques, artwork, and traditional objects they found, as well as public artwork, temples, and so on—anything that could remind people of traditional Chinese culture.

The Chinese culture was always believed to be divinely inspired. But communist ideology is against humanity and against human nature. Anything that represents traditional culture and principles is an obstacle to enforcing its ideology.

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Trump Promises to Restore Free Speech in America

Former President Donald Trump warned at his third “Save America” rally on Saturday night that Americans no longer have free speech, describing a powerful system “for media and online censorship” that only presents the Democratic Party’s view of politics, including that Trump is attacking democracy by discussing potential election fraud.

“We have a truly sick election system, it’s got to be changed,” the 45th president told thousands of supporters gathered in Robarts Arena in Sarasota, Florida.

“Remember this, I am not the one trying to undermine American democracy,” he said in response to the legacy media and Democrat claims. “I am the one trying to save American democracy.”

Democrats and Republicans have exchanged barbs since the chaotic 2020 election, which Trump maintains he will not concede, awaiting the results of a complete audit for Arizona’s Maricopa County that has been run independent of the secretary of state’s office. Additional audits are expected to follow in other jurisdictions.

“We can’t let them take away our free speech so we can[‘t] talk about corrupt elections. Otherwise you’ll have … that’s communism. That’s what they do in these communist countries, you have no voice,” Trump warned.

Communist and socialist states like Cuba and Venezuela remain embroiled in repeating cycles of contested elections, with their populations split between recognizing two heads of state, and both sides of politics accusing the other of election fraud.

“Democrats used COVID to cheat. They illegally changed the rules in key states. They stole the votes,” Trump continued. “They abolished signature verification requirements, created a powerful system for media and the online censorship of their opponents, and did everything possible to facilitate fraud just like you would do in a third world country. That’s what happened with this election.”

Trump gave special mention to the Right Side Broadcasting Network (RSBN), which was suspended by YouTube from live-streaming to their channel for a week just hours ahead of the rally. RSBN has carried feeds of Trump’s public appearances since July 2015. Following the suspension, the company migrated to the video platform Rumble to stream Trump’s speech.

The former president also mentioned how left-wing billionaires had allegedly funded unsecured drop boxes in the 2020 election. He named Facebook as an example, referring to reports that Facebook’s CEO Mark Zuckerberg and his wife, Priscilla Chan, partly funded a nonprofit that irregularly distributed $350 million to nearly 2,500 election officials in 48 states and the District of Columbia, which could have helped increased voter turnout for Democrats.

Trump, true to the stated mission of his “Save America” campaign office, said he will continue working to help secure support for “Republicans or MAGA” in the upcoming 2022 elections, with the goal of retaking the House and the Senate.

But in order to do so, the 75-year-old said that actions are needed to restore trust and transparency for all Americans in the nation’s election systems.

“We got them by surprise in 2016. And then they work for four years to make sure it didn’t happen again,” Trump said of the Democrats, accusing them of election fraud.

He again questioned President Joe Biden’s vote count, saying that he found it hard to believe that Biden got more votes from black people than President Barack Obama. Trump said that, like many other things including the Wuhan virus lab leak theory and his border policies, he believes his claims about a “rigged election” will be proven right.

“I wonder what I will be proved right about next. Perhaps it will be the election, perhaps,” he said.

Trump said that Republicans around the nation are uniting around efforts to secure future elections, by progressing legislation to demand voter ID, universal signature signature verification, citizenship confirmation, chain of custody integrity controls, and updated voter rolls.

“That’s before the elections, not after the elections,” Trump added, amid his criticism of Democrat actions passed ahead of the 2020 election to expand voter access that he said in effect reduced voter security in the name of needing to allow people to vote from home during the pandemic.

He said that Republicans “will restore the right to free speech in America again, which we don’t have.”

Hundreds of Trump’s supporters had lined up for the event overnight, with a large crowd staying until past 8 p.m. for Trump’s speech despite a thunderstorm ahead of Tropical Storm Elsa.

Trump remarked that if American voters had faith in the integrity of the 2020 election, he wouldn’t have so many people still attending his rallies.

“If we lost the election … I wouldn’t have a crowd that goes beyond what the eye can see, that stays in a thunderstorm,” he said of the crowd.

He then joked that some of the women in attendance were “a mess” from the pouring rain, adding “but the truth is, you look more beautiful now than you did when you went to the beauty parlor … You’re real, it’s great.”

He also dismissed legal efforts launched by New York prosecutors to bring charges against his company, the Trump Organization, and its chief financial officer Allen Weisselberg over “fringe benefits.”

“It’s really called prosecutorial misconduct. It’s a terrible, terrible thing,” Trump said of the legal efforts, contrasting them against cases of murder and human trafficking that he said were not pursued to the full extent by prosecutors. Weisselberg has pleaded not guilty to the charges.

Florida Gov. Ron DeSantis did not join Trump at the rally after both decided the state leader would remain in South Florida to oversee recovery efforts for the condominium collapse at Surfside and preparations for Elsa, according to state GOP Chairman Sen. Joe Gruters, local media reported.

Trump’s speech was followed by a fireworks display in celebration of Independence Day, when “56 brave patriots at Philadelphia proudly declared our independence and boldly proclaimed the eternal truth that we are all made equal by the almighty hand of our creator,” Trump said.

“With the spirit of July 4, 1776 stirring in our souls … We will make our elections free and safe again, we will make America powerful again, we will make America wealthy again, we will make America strong again, we will make America proud again, we will make America safe again, and we will make America great again,” he said in his closing remarks.

Former State Department Official: As Violence Pulls Nigeria Apart, US Focuses on Climate Change

Nigeria, a key U.S. ally, celebrated “Democracy Day” on June 12, the same day a former high-ranking U.S. official warned that the African nation is spiraling into chaos.

“The country is falling apart—if not already,” former Assistant Secretary of State Robert Destro told the online conference Democracy in Peril, sponsored by the International Committee on Nigeria, about the massacres, kidnappings, and ISIS-linked insurgency that have taken more than 60,000 lives, according to multiple sources.

“One of the most sobering things I heard last year in Abuja is that the civil war has already started,” he said in an interview with The Epoch Times, which was his first public review of lessons learned since leaving the Bureau of Democracy, Human Rights, and Labor.

“My contacts didn’t say it was a civil war with two sides. They said it was a civil war with everyone against everyone. People will be presumed to be a threat even if they are not because the government is actively encouraging division and discrimination based on ethnic, religious, and regional origins.”

Although the most populous nation in Africa, Nigeria may soon be Africa’s biggest failed state, according to Stephen Enada, co-founder of the International Committee on Nigeria.

By all accounts, Nigerian security forces are stretched thin battling an 11-year insurgency in the country’s northeastern states, a Biafra insurgency in the forests of its southeast, and rampant massacres of citizens in its so-called middle belt states. In addition, polls show that most Nigerians are terrified of being kidnapped for ransom by terrorists or bandits, Destro told the conference.

“A friend told me that the only time he felt safe as a child growing up in Biafra was during the war, when the lines were clearly drawn up and you knew who the enemy was. Today there are many enemies. Nobody is safe,” he told The Epoch Times.

After his confirmation in September 2019, Destro was at loggerheads with State Department experts, he told The Epoch Times.

“As I pulled people together, I learned a lot about the bureaucracy and also about the importance of narrative. The operating narrative at State Department is that this is all about climate change. Do we really care about people being massacred? About getting kidnapped and held for ransom? No, what we really care about is climate change—which is a little like saying, ‘We love humanity, it’s just people we can’t stand,’” Destro told the conference.

“Climate change is the metanarrative that makes reliance on facts on the ground unnecessary,” Destro told The Epoch Times. “If herders are invading farmers’ lands, climate change is a convenient way to avoid looking at the economic, ethnic, and religious elements of these conflicts. It’s an easy way to shut off debate, and to mask their unwillingness to address what those who live in constant fear of physical violence consider to be the root causes. Doing so would antagonize the government of President Muhammadu Buhari, whom they prefer to appease.”

Security experts have warned that if Nigeria sinks into a caliphate quagmire, most of West Africa could follow suit. But Destro says he found it difficult to break the metanarrative of the career foreign service officers.

“They don’t want to talk about terrorism. That’s a broader issue involving more than Nigeria. Mozambique is a disaster. The Sahel is the new focus of al-Qaida terrorists. The American people are not being told why this should matter to us,” he said.

“Finding out what actually is happening in every region would be contrary to the farmer-herder narrative accepted in foreign policy circles, both here and abroad. The official position of DOS and USAID is that the whole conflict is between farmers and herders. It’s not about corruption. It’s not about attempts by some ethnic groups to dominate others, or about Muslim farmers taking land held by Christians. And, most importantly, we cannot speak frankly of corruption, which is the foundation of most human rights problems.”

The threat of violence to Nigerian citizens is dire, Destro says.

“The fact that USAID and state programs are fleeing from Nigeria’s Borno State and facing dangers in other places tells an objective observer that the Nigerian federal authorities are failing in their most basic of human rights obligations: to protect physical security. There is no physical security, there is no rule of law, and there is no concern for Nigerians, as people.”

Some critics of U.S. Ambassador to Nigeria Mary Beth Leonard have called for her to answer questions from congressional oversight committees.

“The ambassador should have to testify,” Destro said. “But I think it’s pointless. She will parrot the narrative and bend over backwards to avoid tough questions. Far better would be hearings where recipients of non-health-related foreign assistance must justify, under the Foundations of Evidence-Based Policymaking Act, what the U.S. taxpayers are getting for the billions we’re spending in Nigeria and whether their programming is effective by any measures under the Evidence Act.”

As protests hit L.A. spa that allegedly let transgender expose himself to minors, Antifa thugs go on attack

Last week, a luxury spa in  Los Angeles became the subject of intense debate after a viral video appeared showing an enraged customer charging that a man who identified himself as a transgender "woman" had entered a women's-only area and exposed his genitalia to them, including minors.

The customer's supporters decided to protest, just like leftists have been protesting businesses and the residences of politicians that they disagree with for the past year.

This was apparently unacceptable for antifa-related groups, who only believe you have the right to protest if you agree with them. Otherwise, they have the right to show up and engage in all kinds of thuggery.

First, the viral video that started this all, in case you missed it. It features a woman confronting staff members at Wi Spa in L.A.'s Koreatown over their refusal to do anything about a man in an area for women:

“So, it's OK for a man to go into the women's section, show his penis around the other women, young little girls -- underage -- in your spa?" the woman can be heard telling the front-desk clerk. "Wi Spa condones that, is that what you're saying?"

When told the customer identified as transgender, the woman responded:

"He is a man. He is a man. He is not no female … He is not a female, sweetie."

According to KNBC-TV, the Wi Spa defended its policy:

 “Like many other metropolitan areas, Los Angeles contains a transgender population, some of whom enjoy visiting a spa,” it said in a statement. “Wi Spa strives to meet the needs of all its customers.”

Obviously this wasn't going to mollify anyone. A protest was scheduled for 11 a.m Saturday in front of Wi Spa by opponents of the spa's policy.

However, KNBC reported a group called SoCal Antifa launched a counter-protest titled "No Bigotry in L.A." Antifa chronicler Andy Ngô also discovered more tweets from similar groups urging their members to show up, presumably not for Socratic dialogue:

For those inclined to use the, "Well, sure, they're in black masks and black hoodies, which is traditional antifa garb -- but are they really antifa?" feint, here's footage of thugs assaulting what Ngô said was a videographer. One of the members out front is carrying an Antifascist Action flag; its logo is modeled on the original logo of the German antifa movement and is used by American antifa groups:

"Get the f*** out of here! Keep walking!" they yelled at the videographer. "No safe spaces for chuds! Get the f*** out of the neighborhood!" ("Chud." in case you were wondering, is far-left slang for anyone to the right of Joe Biden.)

In another series of confrontations, a man and woman were harassed and physically assaulted by counter-protesters. In one video, the antifa thugs warn, “You’re gonna get your a** knocked out." In another, even though the couple said they "come in peace," their signs are torn up and counter-protesters turn them around with physical force -- with one screaming, "Get the f*** out of here!"

When another young man's sign was ripped up by antifa goons, they beat him to the ground after he defended himself with pepper spray.

Another woman was hounded to her car by a threatening mob.

A man identified as a street preacher was beaten to the ground -- again by a crowd with a member displaying the Antifascist Action flag.

And yes, there was some violence that came from both sides -- although you had to search harder for individuals who were protesting Wi Spa engaging in illegal or intimidating behavior.

In one case, a man hit a counter-protester in the head with what Ngo described as a rosary (it's tough to tell from the video what's in the man's hand). He was attacked by someone in a black hoodie and he was the only one arrested on the scene by the Los Angeles Police Department. This will be perhaps the one time you see antifa types celebrate the police.

Ngô posted other video of brawls between the two factions:

And yet, police mostly took a hands-off approach to reports of assault:

According to KCBS-TV, an unlawful assembly was declared by the LAPD at 12:30 p.m. and "[o]fficers in tactical gear ushered the crowd off the street, while some demonstrators set a dumpster on fire and screamed in the faces of police."

So this is where we are now: When a spa refuses to stick up for women who were upset a man who identified as transgender exposed his penis to women and children, conservatives want to protest. Antifa thugs are then given free rein to disrupt said protest, all because they say there are "no safe spaces for chuds!"

Hear that, chuds? Freedom of speech is contingent upon whether or not your speech is favored. If not, you may be better off keeping it to yourself. Otherwise, these are the consequences.

U.S. admiral warned of 'breathtaking' nuclear expansion from China, now satellites show it

In April, U.S. Navy Adm. Charles Richard, the commander of U.S. Strategic Command, warned a congressional panel that China’s nuclear program was in the midst of a “breathtaking expansion,” including the development of intercontinental ballistic missiles, mobile missile launchers and nuclear-capable submarines.

Now, satellite imagery has confirmed that Richard was by no means exaggerating.

Researchers from the James Martin Center for Nonproliferation Studies in Monterey, California, obtained the images which were initially captured by commercial satellites.

The images depict the construction of over 100 new silos for ICBMs in the desert outside the city of Yumen, which is in northwestern China, The Washington Post reported.

Should these 119 near-identical construction sites be completed, it would mark a significant expansion in the country’s relatively meager stock of nuclear weapons. The Post noted that the number of silos doesn’t necessarily indicate the number of weapons intended to be stored within them, as China has been known to use decoy silos in the past in a similar fashion to a strategy used by the U.S. during the Cold War to mislead Soviet intelligence forces.

“The reported silo construction project could provide China with yet another means of concealing its most powerful weapons. The construction sites spotted on satellite photos are arrayed in two huge swaths, covering parts of a desert basin stretching to the west and southwest of Yumen, a city of 170,000 people along China’s ancient Silk Road,” The Post explained.

“Each site is separated from its neighbors by about two miles, and many of the sites are concealed by a large, dome-like covering, following a practice observed at known construction sites for missile silos in other parts of China. At sites where the dome is not in place, construction crews can be seen excavating a characteristic circular-shaped pit in the desert floor. Another construction site appears to be a partially built control center.”

Jeffrey Lewis, who was part of the team that reviewed the satellite images, explained in a summary of his analysis on the findings as provided to The Post that, when added to similar construction projects, these silos would bring the total count to 145 across the Chinese mainland.

“We believe China is expanding its nuclear forces in part to maintain a deterrent that can survive a U.S. first strike in sufficient numbers to defeat U.S. missile defenses,” he explained.

This intelligence underscores the urgency with which China is bolstering its defenses in likely anticipation of any attempt at foreign intervention in its aggressive expansion of power both at home and abroad.

Lewis, who described the sheer scale of the construction projects as “incredible,” believes the silos are likely intended for a Chinese ICBM known as the DF-41, which is capable of carrying multiple warheads and can strike targets as far off as 9,300 miles.

Yes -- that means they could, potentially, have the capacity to reach the U.S. mainland.

Although the U.S. Department of Defense declined to comment on the satellite images or discuss any of its own intelligence on China’s nuclear capabilities, a spokesperson pointed to previous warnings that any such concern is likely justified.

“Defense Department leaders have testified and publicly spoken about China’s growing nuclear capabilities, which we expect to double or more over the next decade,” spox John Supple said.

Lewis believes that China, which boasts a significantly smaller nuclear arsenal than those in the U.S. and Russia, has engaged a “limited deterrence” doctrine that simply prioritizes its ability to retaliate if attacked.

Yet while he believes that the satellite images could be indicative of a “shell game” on the part of China, i.e. that they’re simply designed to give the appearance that they’re more nuclear-capable than they really are, the sheer multitude of so many potential launch sites could serve as a warning to U.S. officials to modernize our own arsenal.

While Secretary of State Antony Blinken said in February that the Biden administration plans to “pursue arms control to reduce the dangers from China’s modern and growing nuclear arsenal,” he offered no specifics on what this would look like, merely vowing to pursue “effective arms control that enhances stability, transparency and predictability while reducing the risks of costly, dangerous arms races.”

It appears that we’re in an arms race with China whether we like it or not, however, and that’s exactly where the nation wants us to be.

In 2019, China unveiled new nuclear warheads amid massive pomp and circumstance reminiscent of Soviet and Mao-era military parades as the 70th anniversary of the establishment of the People’s Republic of China was being celebrated. This came as a trade war with the United States loomed thanks to former President Donald Trump’s tough stance on the aspiring global superpower.

That was when the DF-41 made its public debut amid the tightly synchronized goose-stepping and Cold War-style theatrics of the celebratory parade.

Now that President Joe Biden is in office, Beijing has made clear it's hardly afraid of Trump’s successor -- a fact made embarrassingly plain in the first diplomatic talks between his administration and China when the nation's diplomatic team publicly humiliated Blinken -- on U.S. soil, no less.

The Biden administration has publicly condemned China’s human rights abuses among the Uyghur population in the Xinjiang province and its authoritarian crackdown in the previously liberal and autonomous Hong Kong, but has stopped short of taking any action against the antagonistic communist nation.

During his remarks on the centennial anniversary of the founding of the Chinese Communist Party this week, President Xi Jinping vowed “broken heads and bloodshed” to any foreign adversaries which provoke or enrage China, a message which is entirely consistent with the notorious “wolf warrior” diplomacy exercised by his regime.

China may be doing its best to fluff up its feathers and appear more powerful than it is on the world stage -- but it's determined to increase its power by any means necessary, and it is this fierce determination and fearless provocation of foreign powers that we have to be concerned about.

As long as Biden continues to take a weak and soft stance on China and President Xi, a man he once described as a “friend,” China will take every single advantage such leniency affords it.

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San Francisco Target, Walgreens Stores Forced to Close Early Due to Rampant Theft
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Target and Walgreens recently stepped up security efforts in several California cities in the midst of a wave of theft and crime, and, according to the companies, they will be closing earlier.

A spokesperson for Target confirmed that stores in San Francisco are now closing early and are moving hours from 7 or 8 a.m.–10 p.m. to 9 a.m.–6 p.m. A financial district store will close as early as 5 p.m. on Saturday, according to the company’s website.

The reason why, according to a spokesperson for the corporation, is because of an increase in shoplifting.

“For more than a month, we’ve been experiencing a significant and alarming rise in theft and security incidents at our San Francisco stores, similar to reports from other retailers in the area,” the spokesperson told KPIX-TV over the weekend. “Target is engaging local law enforcement, elected officials, and community partners to address our concerns.”

The spokesperson then said that “with the safety of our guests, team members and communities as our top priority, we’ve temporarily reduced our operating hours in six San Francisco stores.”

Other than San Francisco, Los Angeles and Sacramento have also been hit hard by organized retail crime in recent months, says the California Retailer’s Association. Due to the increase in thefts, a number of stores have been forced to close early or are permanently shutting down.

Walgreens, has already closed several San Francisco stores or reduced hours due to thefts. Managers in some locations have told security guards not to physically engage with individuals who are shoplifting.

“I don’t have any intention of getting stabbed for $60 worth of stuff,” security guard Kevin Greathouse told KGO-TV. “It’s going to be lawsuits, obviously they don’t want ourselves or anybody else to get injured while we’re out here attempting to make these apprehensions and leave it to law enforcement.”

Target’s decision to reduce hours doesn’t come as a surprise, said Rachel Michelin, president of the California Retailers Association, “because we’ve seen other retailers close in San Francisco.”

“I’m actually proud of the fact that they are trying to hold on and keep the stores open,” she added. “There comes a point—with what we have shared with the elected leaders of the city—where these types of decisions have to be made,” said Michelin. “The bottom line is when these employees don’t feel safe coming to work. That’s when they have to take these drastic measures.”

San Francisco is No. 5 in the nation for retail theft, while Los Angeles is No. 1, according to the Retailers Association.

Some police groups have blamed local district attorneys for enabling criminal behavior because of lax bail reform laws.

San Francisco Police Officers Association head Tony Montoya last month criticized District Attorney Chesa Boudin for enabling “criminals-first” policies. Others, including Los Angeles District Attorney George Gascon, have faced similar pushback.

“Chesa Boudin has made it clear that you’re more likely to get a stern talking-to than a cell when it comes to most crimes committed in our city and the criminals know it, are taking advantage of it, and we’re all suffering because of it,” Montoya said in a statement.

The Epoch Times has contacted both Walgreens and Target for comment.

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China Courts US Consumers Through a Familiar Storefront in Amazon
Despite fake reviews, China-based merchants make up 50 percent of all Amazon sellers
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News Analysis
“Made in China” is a phrase all U.S. consumers are intimately familiar with.

In past decades, that term referred to a major branded product sold at U.S. stores manufactured by factories located in China. For example, a Matchbox car bought from Toys ‘R Us and made in China by Mattel. Today, U.S. consumers are increasingly purchasing Chinese-branded products from Chinese stores directly over the internet, and both Beijing and the world’s biggest online retailer—Amazon.com—have been facilitating that trend.

Half of Amazon Sellers Based in China
On Amazon, 50 percent of all global sellers are based in China, according to data from Marketplace Pulse, a website that provides e-commerce market data. They warehouse their goods and products in the United States, at Amazon’s warehouses, so the items are shipped domestically and qualify for fast “Prime” shipping (also dubbed as the “Fulfillment by Amazon” program).

Chinese sellers make up the highest percentage of all sellers on Amazon.es, the company’s Spanish retail website, at 64 percent. More than 50 percent of Amazon’s French, Canadian, and Italian sites are Chinese sellers, highlighting a dearth of domestic e-commerce companies within those countries. Amazon’s U.S. website consists of 44 percent Chinese sellers, meaning the majority of sellers on the U.S. website—for now—are based in the United States.

But the U.S. trend is also shifting. More than 60 percent of new sellers on Amazon’s U.S. website in January 2021 are from China, compared to less than 40 percent in January 2020, according to Marketplace Pulse data. Globally, China’s share of new sellers is even higher, at 75 percent, for Amazon’s websites as a whole.

While these raw numbers could be skewed because some sellers maintain multiple selling accounts, the directional trend is clear: Amazon is the biggest and most efficient direct-to-consumer vehicle for Chinese brands to target U.S. and European consumers. And China is the world’s biggest factory and arguably has the highest e-commerce adoption. On paper, it shouldn’t be shocking that many products on Amazon are from China.

But there is a transparency concern. Since the sellers all market their products on Amazon’s local e-commerce websites, consumers may be unaware that they are purchasing their products directly from Chinese stores.

E-Commerce Expansion a Key Initiative for Beijing
This trend has been years in the making.

In China, the “Made in China, sold on Amazon” motto is a critical business model for Chinese e-commerce merchants. Merchants selling products on Amazon have formed a hub in the southern city of Shenzhen, Guangdong Province, a region dubbed as China’s “Silicon Valley.” Many well-known brands on Amazon are headquartered there, including Aukey, Mpow, RAVPower and Taotronics, which all make popular tech accessories sold on Amazon.

This strategy has the blessing of the Chinese Communist Party (CCP) at the highest levels.

On July 1 China’s customs began implementing a new, faster clearance system for outbound business-to-business e-commerce in an effort “to promote healthy and orderly development of cross-border e-commerce and to help the expansion of Chinese companies in international markets,” according to a South China Morning Post report.

This effort has cabinet-level support. Premier Li Keqiang said at a late June meeting of the State Council that cross-border e-commerce is a key strategic initiative for Beijing, and signaled for Chinese merchants to build up their inventories abroad and increase logistical capabilities.

While the biggest merchants have had an advantage before, the new rules should allow smaller Chinese merchants to clear customs faster.

There’s a Chinese cottage industry to support this as well. A website called Yuguo Platform provides training courses for Chinese sellers to establish themselves on Amazon, AliExpress, TikTok, eBay, and a number of foreign e-commerce websites.

It’s important to note that Amazon currently does not operate an e-commerce site in China, having shut down Amazon.cn in 2019 citing domestic competition from the likes of Alibaba and JD.com. However, Amazon maintains operations in China for its non-e-commerce business lines.

A Tumultuous Relationship
Amazon has also actively courted Chinese sellers.

Amazon has built a Chinese-language website specifically catering to Chinese sellers, offering tutorials and guidance on setting up storefronts. Amazon also holds “seller conferences” in several cities across China to gather current and potential sellers for education and networking sessions.

The Seattle-based giant does not disclose the amount of gross sales made by third-parties (i.e. non-Amazon sales) or the amount of sales made by Chinese third-party sellers, so the magnitude of China-originated sales is unknown. As of press time, Amazon has not responded to an email inquiry from The Epoch Times.

Founder and Chairman Jeff Bezos’s mantra is putting customers first, which includes offering products at the lowest prices (often sourced from China).

“How in the world can a company in China make, ship, and pay Amazon fees and commissions and sell an item for $3 when it costs more than an American seller can even buy it for wholesale?” A U.S.-based seller wrote in a post on Amazon’s seller forums. “We have an item manufactured for us in China and we sell it at $10 and make only a couple of bucks after all the costs. The same company that makes our product sells it on Amazon 5 for $10 ($2 a piece). How is that possible?”

Amazon has also battled integrity issues with its Chinese sellers. Several China-based storefronts on Amazon were temporarily suspended in May 2021, including those of popular sellers Mpower and Aukey.

While Amazon did not disclose the reasons for the suspensions, the enforcement actions were related to fake product reviews, according to a letter Amazon sent to its third-party seller base.

Amid the competitive environment, some vendors have resorted to paying customers for product reviews. This author has received e-mails from certain China-based vendors to post reviews on Amazon in exchange for an Amazon gift card, which is a violation of Amazon’s seller agreement.

“I admit that I pay for some reviews, but that’s because my competitors are doing the same. I have to do it, too,” a seller wrote in a discussion forum of an online merchant community about Amazon’s fake review crackdown, according to a South China Morning Post report.

“If there’s a healthy environment for competition, who would want all these deceptions?”

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Energy company TC Energy has said it is seeking $15 billion in damages from the United States government over President Joe Biden’s decision to cancel the Keystone XL pipeline project.

In a statement on Friday, the Canada-based company said it had filed a notice of intent with the State Department to begin a legacy North American Free Trade Agreement (NAFTA) claim under the United States-Mexico-Canada agreement.

The company said it aims to “recover economic damages resulting from the revocation of the Keystone XL Project’s Presidential Permit,” adding that it suffered a loss of more than $15 billion “as a result of the U.S. Government’s breach of its NAFTA obligations.”

The Epoch Times has reached out to the State Department for comment.

President Joe Biden signed an executive order on his first day in office halting the Keystone Pipeline project that President Donald Trump had approved, saying it was part of his administration’s larger agenda to tackle a projected climate crisis.

Subsequently, TC Energy on June 9 officially pulled out of the project, which was first proposed in 2008 and would carry hundreds of thousands of barrels of oil per day from Canada into the United States.

While Biden’s decision was hailed by his supporters and many environmentalists, most Republicans and industry groups criticized his executive order blocking the pipeline. Critics have said tens of thousands of jobs were lost essentially overnight by the pipeline’s cancellation. After Biden revoked the pipeline’s permit, the energy company said it would “directly lead to the layoff of thousands of union workers.”

While asserting that the Keystone project “would not serve the U.S. national interest,” Biden said that his Jan. 20 order is designed to “promote and protect our public health and the environment, and conserve our national treasures and monuments, places that secure our national memory.”

The pipeline was slated to carry 830,000 barrels of oil per day from the Alberta oil sands to Nebraska. It had been delayed for over a decade amid opposition from many environmentalists, Native Americans, and some landowners.

Bloomberg reported in February that Biden’s decision to ban the pipeline has sparked renewed interest in transporting Canada’s oil-sands crude to U.S. refineries by more carbon intensive rail, as supplies from Mexico and Venezuela decline. Data shows that Canada has been exporting an average of 129,727 barrels of oil per day by rail for the month of April as the industry continues to discuss with alternatives to address the demise of the Keystone XL project.

Alberta Premier Jason Kenney said in a statement on June 9 that he remains “disappointed and frustrated with the circumstances surrounding the Keystone XL project, including the cancellation of the presidential permit for the pipeline’s border crossing.”

Reports said that the province had invested roughly $1.1 billion in the pipeline, which means it’ll now have to take a loss on the project.

In May, 19 Republican-led states, led by Montana Attorney General Austin Knudsen, called on the president (pdf) to reinstate the pipeline.

Military Members Say They’ll ‘Quit’ If Army Mandates COVID-19 Vaccine: Congressman

Rep. Thomas Massie (R-Ky.) said he was informed by some members of the U.S. military that they would quit if the armed forces mandated a COVID-19 vaccine, coming after a report claimed that Army headquarters told commanders to prepare for mandatory vaccinations in September.

“I’ve been contacted by members of our voluntary military who say they will quit if the COVID vaccine is mandated. I introduced HR 3860 to prohibit any mandatory requirement that a member of the Armed Forces receive a vaccination against COVID-19. It now has 24 sponsors,” Massie wrote on Twitter. He didn’t provide more details.

It isn’t clear how the service members could quit or how many would try to do so. Once a member reports to their first duty station, they are obligated to stay within the service of the armed forces. If a service member leaves without approval, they can be declared AWOL, or absent without leave.

The Republican lawmaker was referring to a report published by the Army Times over the weekend that detailed an executive order sent by the Department of the Army Headquarters that commands should be prepared to administer COVID-19 vaccines starting as early as Sept. 1. The date is contingent on when the Food and Drug Administration (FDA) issues its full approval of the vaccines.

The Army Times reported that it had obtained the directive, HQDA EXORD 225-21, COVID-19 Steady State.

“Commanders will continue COVID-19 vaccination operations and prepare for a directive to mandate COVID-19 vaccination for service members [on or around] 01 September 2021, pending full FDA licensure. Commands will be prepared to provide a backbrief on servicemember vaccination status and way ahead for completion once the vaccine is mandated,” the directive reads.

An EXORD is a directive issued by the president to the defense secretary to execute a military operation.

The Department of Defense and the U.S. Army didn’t respond to a request for comment by press time.

“We do not comment on leaked documents,” a U.S. Army spokesperson told the Army Times, noting that “the vaccine continues to be voluntary.”

“If we are directed by [Department of Defense] to change our posture, we are prepared to do so.”

On July 5, Massie noted that his Twitter post was “targeted” by “science-illiterate, military hating, angry blue [checkmark]” users on Twitter.

“There are no health outcomes based studies that show any benefit from the vaccine for those who have already had COVID,” he wrote.

The congressman also pointed to a Department of Defense study published in late June that found a higher number of military members who got the vaccine experienced higher than expected rates of heart inflammation.

U.S. Army, Navy, and Air Force physicians found 23 cases of myocarditis, a type of heart inflammation, in previously healthy men. They developed the condition within four days of getting the vaccine, a study published in JAMA Cardiology found.

The study comes weeks after the U.S. Centers for Disease Control and Prevention panel found a higher rate of heart inflammation after mRNA vaccines were administered. However, the agency and other health officials have said the benefit of getting the vaccine outweighs the risks.

COVID-19 is the illness caused by the CCP (Chinese Communist Party) virus.

Clyburn: Trump May Testify Before Jan. 6 House Panel

House Democrat No. 3, Jim Clyburn (D-S.C.), has said that former President Donald Trump may have to testify before a select committee to investigate the Jan. 6 incident.

“Oh, if it comes to that, they should go wherever the facts lead. They may be able to get what they want and need without him testifying,” Clyburn said during a CNN interview on July 4.

“I would not want to see a former president testifying in such a situation as this. But if that’s what it takes in order to get to the bottom of this, because this is more than any one person. This is this country.”

The House last week voted to create a select committee to look into the Jan. 6 Capitol breach. All Democrats voted to create the committee, while just two Republicans joined them.

Earlier, Democrats and a handful of House Republicans sought to create a panel they described as bipartisan to investigate the incident. However, it was blocked by Senate Republicans, who decried it as a partisan exercise.

House Speaker Nancy Pelosi (D-Calif.) last week named several lawmakers to the committee, including House Homeland Security Committee Chairman Bennie Thompson (D-Miss.), House Intelligence Committee Chairman Adam Schiff (D-Calif.), House Administration Committee Chairwoman Zoe Lofgren (D-Calif.), Rep. Pete Aguilar (D-Calif.), Rep. Jamie Raskin (D-Md.), Rep. Elaine Luria (D-Va.), Rep. Stephanie Murphy (D-Fla.), and Rep. Liz Cheney (R-Wyo.).

After Cheney accepted the offer to serve on the panel, House Minority Leader Kevin McCarthy (R-Calif.) suggested she could lose her committee assignments.

“I’m not threatening anybody with committee assignments,” McCarthy said during the conference. “It was shocking to me that—if a person is Republican, they get their committee assignments from the Republican conference. For somebody to accept committee assignments from Speaker Pelosi—that’s unprecedented.”

When she was named to the committee, Cheney released a statement that she’s “honored to have been named to serve” and said it serves lawmakers’ “oath to the Constitution, our commitment to the rule of law, and the preservation of the peaceful transfer of power must always be above partisan politics.”

Cheney and Rep. Adam Kinzinger (R-Ill.) were the two Republicans to vote in favor of the panel. Both are frequent critics of Trump.

Trump was impeached for a second time earlier this year for allegedly inciting the breach. He was ultimately acquitted by the Senate.

The former president, during a rally over the weekend in Florida, has repeatedly said that the congressional Democratic-led investigations and impeachment efforts were part of a partisan “witch hunt.”

Democrats, Trump said on July 3, are trying to politically wound him because he’s “called them out on their lies, exposed their incompetence, and taken away their power.”

The Epoch Times has contacted Trump’s office for comment.

There's a deliberate coup attempt that right now is targeting the Supreme Court of the United States, and other courts, according to a new report from new report from First Liberty Institute.
It's already begun, with the first federal judicial nominations from President Biden.

"The U.S. Senate recently confirmed the first five (5) federal judges of the Biden administration, including Judge Ketanji Brown Jackson to the influential D.C. Circuit of Appeals, largely considered the 'second highest' court in the country after the U.S. Supreme Court, as well as a handful of judges to the lower district courts," the report explains, with Brown a top contender for the Supreme Court if Justice Stephen Breyer were to retire.

"Although the appointment of such few judges to the lower courts might appear a slow start to the confirmation of Biden’s judicial picks, this shouldn’t lull us into complacency, and especially not Americans who value and cherish religious freedom," the report said.

What's happened already "could possibly indicate what’s to come in the next several months—a future in which the far Left doubles down in its push to stage a coup of the Supreme Court and the lower courts."

It explains Democrats already have committed to restoring the "balance" in American courts, but that's no more than a "jab" at the administration of President Trump, and the 230 judges in got confirmed.

"Second, because President Biden inherited less than half the number of vacancies of his predecessor at inauguration, it’s no surprise why the current administration is so fixated on exploring ways to 'reform' the courts," the report said. "If the vacancies aren’t there for President Biden to install his judicial nominees, and more vacancies are needed, then the obvious answer is to create the spots for him to fill."

That leads directly to court-packing, which would involve Democrats adding to the number of judges, a move that would give Biden the opportunity to make many appointments.

Are Democrats trying to stage a coup against the U.S. Supreme Court and lower courts?

And it warns "slow and steady" is not the key to winning this race, and Democrats will want to appoint as many and as quickly as possible. And while a good number of judges are eligible to retire, that ends up being their decision.

"If future vacancies are not in the realm of control, then that leaves very few alternatives. Here we come full-circle, right back to the scenario where Biden, Schumer and their Democratic allies do have some modicum of control to dictate the number of judges at their disposal: court-packing," the report said.

"Or, calling it for what it really is, a coup attempt to overthrow our nation’s judiciary."

"We can likely expect the threat to stage this brazen judicial coup to intensify over the next several months. (Biden’s alleged 'impartial and bipartisan' commission on the Supreme Court is underway and will deliver their recommendation for court 'reform' sometime in November)," the report said.

A video interview with legal scholar Patrick M. Garry on the issue:

The report explains the stages at issue are no less than the nation's freedoms themselves.

Concern over the concept already has appeared in a bipartisan fashion, with Sen. Ted Cruz, a Republican, explaining, "Packing the Court means one very specific thing: expanding the number of justices to achieve a political outcome. It is wrong. It is an abuse of power."

And Democrat Sen. Jon Ossoff said, "We shouldn’t expand the Supreme Court just because a justice may be confirmed with whom we disagree on policy."

But Democrat operatives and activists, including Sen. Chuck Schumer, D-N.Y., have demanded a court-packing plan, stating that "everything" is on the table.

The Institute reported, "In 2021, President Biden and far-Left members of the Democratic Party have an unquenchable thirst for unbridled power and control.

"Along with Vice President Kamala Harris, Senate Majority Leader Chuck Schumer and Chair of the Senate Judiciary Committee, Dick Durbin, Senators Elizabeth Warren, Raphael Warnock, Amy Klobuchar and others, they are conspiring to rig the Senate rules and stack the Supreme Court with liberal justices. And their rigged Court will help rubber-stamp their radical legislation (i.e. the 'Equality' Act or the 'For the People Act') and fundamentally change America," the institute reported.

The roadblock for the agenda so far is the Senate filibuster, which requires 60 votes for legislation to move forward in the body that is divided 50-50 Democrat-Republican.

Democrat Sens. Joe Manchin and Kyrsten Sinema have voiced opposition to killing that procedure, but if it falls, Democrats, by virtue of Kamala Harris' tie-breaker as vice president, could adopt any legislation they wanted.

If the coup succeeds, the Institute warned, the legitimacy of the Supreme Court could be undermined, the separation of powers would be lost, religious liberty would be gone, the high court would forever be politicized and court rulings would no longer have the confidence of the public, the report said.

Further, America soon would look like Venezuela or Argentina, where court coups were followed by political upheaval, economic chaos and social nightmares, the report charges.

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After pandemic's forced isolation, researchers now look at loneliness

'Implicated in depression, anxiety, substance abuse, even heart disease'

As the pandemic recedes and Americans re-enter public life, the surgeon general and other public health experts are urging the country to focus on another national crisis, one that has lingered for decades and worsened in recent years: loneliness.

For many, pandemic-related lockdowns, social distancing, and physical isolation resulted in their most severe experiences of loneliness. Studies have shown that an uptick in loneliness and other mental health issues coincided with the pandemic, and that lockdown requirements almost certainly exacerbated pre-existing mental conditions. But for researchers who have studied loneliness, the recent increase is only one notable event in an extensive history.

Loneliness is not just a crisis in America, but also in Europe, Canada, Japan, China, Australia and, increasingly, South America and Africa. Loneliness also occurs regardless of race, class, culture, and religion. Even before the lockdowns, tens of millions of people throughout the world felt isolated.

A March 2020 report by health care provider Cigna found that out of 10,441 adults surveyed, 61% said they felt lonely — a seven percentage-point increase from 2018. And according to a preliminary study published in February 2021 from Harvard University’s Making Caring Common project, 36% of respondents reported feeling serious loneliness “frequently” or “almost all the time or all the time” in October 2020. The demographic make-up of lonely respondents included 61% of young adults ages 18-25 and 51% of mothers with young children.

Efforts to confront the problem are growing. Surgeon General Vivek Murthy, who has written extensively on the topic, recently outlined ways Americans can begin to address loneliness.

Niobe Way, professor of developmental psychology at New York University and author of “Crisis of Connections,” told RealClearPolitics that she is forming a group of national researchers under an entity called the Building Connections Collective. It consists of 10 national organizations researching human psychology and is raising funds for a national database to help create “opportunities for social connections within and across communities.”

According to the Harvard study, loneliness is defined as “the negative feelings that emerge from a perceived gap between one’s desired and actual relationships.” It does not merely mean the lack of friends: People with many friends can still feel lonely, just as those with few friends may rarely or never feel lonely.

The damage it causes can be severe. Loneliness is implicated in depression, anxiety, substance abuse, even heart disease. It increases the likelihood of mortality and, according to one estimate, can be as harmful as smoking 15 cigarettes a day. A 2017 report from AARP estimates that the treatment of social isolation costs Medicare $6.7 billion annually.

“Loneliness is a brutal experience,” Richard Weissbourd, a psychologist and co-director of the MCC team at Harvard, told RCP. “It’s anguishing, it can be excruciating.” Weissbourd co-authored the Harvard study, and in April he collected a comprehensive national data set showing that, while rates of loneliness have decreased since the height of the pandemic, it still remains as high as one in five Americans.

Weissbourd provided RCP with his latest figures, which he expects to publish in full later this summer. The numbers show significant differences in the effects of loneliness by partisan leanings, age, income, and education, but none by region, race or community type.

The political differences are not stark, but they are significant: 22% of Democrats reported feeling “serious loneliness,” compared to 15% of Republicans. But ignoring politics is not the answer: Non-voters are lonelier than those who participate in elections. By age, older Americans felt less lonely than younger Americans.

It doesn’t help to be poor, either: 29% of Americans earning less than $30,000 a year experience serious loneliness. For those making six figures or higher, the percentage was less than half that. Education is also a factor: 31% of respondents who didn’t finish high school experienced serious loneliness. Among those with at least a four-year college degree did, this figure was 13%.

In 2018, the United Kingdom appointed a “minister for loneliness” to confront its $3.5 billion  public health crisis. Japan followed suit this February, appointing a loneliness minister after suicide rates in the country rose for the first time in 11 years.

While neither Weissbourd nor Way believes the U.S. government will appoint a loneliness czar, they believe doing so wouldn’t hurt. Way says the surgeon general should assume this role, but that President Biden should also become a spokesperson for the issue.

The root causes of loneliness vary. Julianne Holt-Lunstad, a professor of psychology and neuroscience at Brigham Young University, suggests that America’s sense of individualism is one factor. “We value being self-reliant, and needing help is often viewed as a weakness. Even when help is offered, we often have a hard time accepting help,” she told RCP.

Weissbourd pinpoints the self-esteem movement, born in the 1960s, as being partly responsible for an over-emphasis on attaining happiness. “Happiness is not a bad thing,” he said, “but we have a lot of parents who are over-attuned to their kids’ happiness, and under-attuned to their kids' relationships.”

Emblematic of this is sex-ed courses, he said, noting that students are taught more about how to have safe sex than about how to develop healthy intimate relationships. “Having a good romantic relationship is a wonderful buffer to loneliness. It helps tremendously.” But “if you look at what schools focus on, which is usually bad sex-ed, it isn’t about love.” It’s rarely about how to develop relationships, how to maintain them, and how to deal with breakups, “and in our research we find large numbers of kids want to talk about those things,” Weissbourd added.

Way targeted the deregulatory economic policies of the late-20th century as a culprit, blaming the rise of income inequality and the drift toward a “me, me, me” culture. She believes the increased use of self-referential language reveals this trend: Starting in the ’70s and ’80s, pronouns such as “me” and “I” were in much greater use than “we,” which “started to fade out of our language.”

Of particular concern for researchers is young people’s experience with loneliness. As it is often accompanied by depression, “it can make them more vulnerable to other emotional problems later in life,” Weissbourd said.

It’s not the individual that needs to be fixed, said Way -- it’s society. “We live in a culture that doesn’t value what we most want in the world, which is each other.” The researchers encourage viewing loneliness as a social problem rather than a merely individual one. “Everyone wants to connect; it’s not a partisan issue,” Way said.

The implications of loneliness go deeper for Way, who believes that political extremism, an increase in violent crime, and school shootings are symptomatic of this condition. In response to a recent New York Times article that suggested ambivalence at a motive of mass shooters, Way retorted: “Yes, we know, we’ve been knowing for a long time.” It’s an attempt to kill themselves and others because they’re angry at their own isolation, “that nobody’s listening and nobody cares.” Even mice, when isolated for long periods of time, become “extremely violent,” she added.

The solutions, these experts say, include destigmatizing loneliness and reaching out to one another on a personal basis – whether you are the person who’s lonely or whether you suspect a friend or relative is suffering from isolation. On a national scale, the proposed remedies include increased college attendance and universal national service.

“Helping people who are lonely or depressed is hard,” said Weissbourd. “If we’re going to build the kind of society we want, we’re all going to have to sacrifice.”

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Bliken Holds Meeting With Uyghur Survivors of China’s Internment Camps

U.S. Secretary of State Antony Blinken held a virtual meeting on July 6 with seven Uyghurs including internment camp survivors, and expressed the United States’ commitment to ending Beijing’s ongoing crimes against humanity and genocide in China’s far-western Xinjiang region.

“The United States will continue to place human rights at the forefront of our China policy and will always support the voices of activists, survivors, and family members of victims who courageously speak out against these atrocities,” stated State Department spokesperson Ned Price in a statement following the meeting.

Price warned that the United States could place additional U.S. sanctions on Chinese officials responsible for crimes against Uyghurs and other Muslim minorities.

“As we deem appropriate, I suspect we’ll be employing additional tools going forward to hold to account those officials responsible for what has taken place there,” Price said during a daily briefing on Tuesday.

In Xinjiang, over a million Uyghurs and other Muslim minorities are currently being held in Chinese internment camps, where they face forced labor, torture, sexual abuse, political indoctrination, forced abortion, and forced sterilization. The Chinese Communist Party (CCP) has claimed these camps as “vocational training centers” for “curbing extremism.”

The United States designated the suppression campaign in Xinjiang as a form of genocide in January. Since then, Belgium, Canada, the Czech Republic, Lithuania, the Netherlands, and the United Kingdom have followed suit.

According to Price, Blinken wanted to hold the meeting so he could “hear firsthand their stories, [and] to hear firsthand their impression of the ongoing atrocities in Xinjiang,” as well as hearing any recommendations they might have.

The State Department did not release the names of the seven participants in the meeting, but only said they were former detainees, advocates, and relatives of individuals detained in Xinjiang.

Rayhan Asat, an international human rights lawyer and a nonresident senior fellow at the Washington-based think tank Atlantic Council, was one of the seven participants at the meeting, according to her Twitter account.

“I discussed my brother Ekpar’s illegal imprisonments, solitary confinement, and my goal at the @AtlanticCouncil to redress and bring an end to the mass atrocities in Xinjiang,” Asat wrote, recounting her talks with Blinken in a series of Twitter posts.

Her brother Ekpar Asat, a businessman, was forcibly disappeared in April 2016 and was sentenced to 15 years in prison in 2020 after being convicted on charges of “inciting ethnic hatred and ethnic discrimination” in a secret trial. In January, he communicated with his family for the first time since his disappearance via a video call but looked pale and had lost significant weight.

Asat also recounted telling Blinken how the secretary of state said earlier this year the United States needed to engage China “from a position of strength.” As a result, she recalled telling Blinken: “This cannot be through mere factional opposition. America’s strength must come from seriously opposing genocide.”

“And so, Secretary Blinken, I ask you the question which is echoing right now between the narrow walls of my innocent brother’s prison cell: America, America are you still there?” Asat added.

Omer Kanat, executive director of Washington-based nonprofit Uyghur Human Rights Project, also took to Twitter to recount his meeting with Blinken.

“Huge thanks to @SecBlinken for a very constructive roundtable today. We appreciate his leadership on action to end the Uyghur genocide, especially coordinated sanctions and the G-7 commitment on Uyghur forced labor in global supply chains,” Kanat wrote.

In March, the United States, the European Union, the United Kingdom, and Canada announced coordinated sanctions against Chinese officials responsible for human rights abuses of Uyghurs. Last year, several Chinese officials and entities were slapped with U.S. sanctions for the same reasons, including Chen Quanguo, a member of the CCP’s powerful Politburo.

The whereabouts of another missing Uyghur was also recently revealed. On July 2, the Washington-based nonprofit Campaign for Uyghurs (CFU) issued a statement saying that the Chinese regime had confirmed the imprisonment of Dr. Rahile Dawut, who went missing in December 2017. Dawut was a professor at China’s Xinjiang University.

“I feel infuriated to hear that my mother is in prison, while the Chinese authorities kept silent on this matter for more than three years,” stated Akida Pulat, Dawut’s daughter and CFU’s director of outreach, according to the statement.

She added: “This sad news only strengthens my determination to speak up on the atrocities committed by the Chinese regime. I am sincerely asking for help from human rights organizations.”

New Zealand Parliament Condemns China Over Human Rights Abuses in Xinjiang
Fails to declare CCP's treatment of Uyghurs as a 'genocide'

The New Zealand parliament on Wednesday unanimously passed a motion that declared China was committing severe human rights abuses on the Uyghurs in Xinjiang.

Politicians in parliament declared they were “gravely concerned about the severe human rights abuses taking place against Uyghurs and other ethnic and religious minorities in the Xinjiang Uyghur Autonomous Region.” They called on the Ardern government to “work with all relevant instruments of international law to bring these abuses to an end.”

“The New Zealand Government, in concert with others, will continue to call upon China in the strongest terms … We call on China to uphold its human rights obligations,” Foreign Minister Nanaia Mahuta said in a speech to parliament.

The conservative opposition ACT Party, who brought the motion to Parliament, accused the Labour Party of working to water down the original motion, which said China was committing genocide against the Uyghurs.

Act Deputy Leader Brooke van Velden told news outlet Stuff.co.nz that the Labour Ardern government said they would not support the motion unless the term “genocide” was removed.

“It’s a sad state of affairs that we’ve needed to soften our language to debate hard issues,” van Veldon said. “But what I have done is to ensure that our Parliament is able to talk, debate, and discuss the human rights abuses of the Uyghur people in China.”

Van Veldon also called out the Labour party for its weakness.

“We know that a genocide is taking place. The evidence is voluminous, from multiple sources and credible,” she said. “Here in New Zealand, other parties, who had the power of veto, would not allow this debate to proceed if the motion mentioned genocide.”

New Zealand China expert Prof. Anne Marie Brady also commented on the watering down of the quote. In a post on Twitter, Brady said that it would be unimaginable for New Zealand to consider letting the United States dictated to the government what it could and count not debate.

She said it was “sickening to see how our political representative let pressure from the [Chinese Communist Party] CCP stop them from speaking up on the Uyghur genocide.”

Both opposition and government politicians have said they are pleased with the parliamentary statement.

Prime Minister Jacinda Arden said she believed that the fact that the motion passed with the support of all elected parliamentarians made it an effective message.

“We have a statement that is strong, and that is clear, and that has the support of parliament,” Ardern said.

“I’m pleased that unlike many other countries, where they’ve been abstentions from motions, where government parties, in particular, have not voted in favour, we have a statement that is strong, and that is clear,” she said on Wednesday.

There was discussion in parliament that the use of the term “genocide” was politicising the crime.

Foreign Minister Mahuta said that the government was very aware that there was a potential issue in the motion but noted that although the NZ government had not formally designated the situation as genocide, that did not mean they were not concerned.

“This is not due to a lack of concern,” Mahuta said. “Genocide is the gravest of international crimes, and a formal legal determination should only be reached following a rigorous assessment on the basis of international law.”

Worry Over Chinese Backlash

The criticism of the Labour government comes after political leaders from Labour and the Opposition National Party noted that there was a potential for NZ’s trade relationship to be hit if it made a declaration of genocide.

“Clearly, the Chinese government wouldn’t like something like that. I have no doubt it would have some impact [with trade]. That’s hardly rocket science,” Trade Minister Damien O’Connor said, reported the Australian Associated Press.

Likewise, opposition National Party Trade Spokesman Todd Muller said that New Zealand had strong commercial and cultural connections with China, reported Stuff.co.nz.

“It is the depth of those personal relationships that will guide us through this difficult conversation because the conversation will be difficult,” he said.

He noted that he understood that Beijing would view the issue as a matter for its own consideration. But he said, “We share one planet.”

“This Parliament and the five million people we represent believe that it is a basic human right for people to feel safe in their homes, to pray to whom they wish to pray to, to hug who they love, and to identify with a cultural tradition that best reflects their whakapapa [genealogy],” Muller said.

On the CCP’s Centennial, 380 Million People Have Already Quit the Party and Its Organizations

Despite the Chinese Communist Party touting itself as the savior of the people, hundreds of millions of Chinese in the country and around the world have already quit the Party and its affiliated groups, records from an overseas human rights group show.

On July 1, in a speech celebrating the CCP’s 100th birthday, Chinese leader Xi Jinping claimed the Party “was chosen by history and the people” and declared the two inseparable.

Xi spoke to an orchestrated crowd of 70,000 at Beijing’s Tiananmen Square handpicked for the occasion, who raised red flags and clapped to cheer him in a display of Party loyalty.

Under the Party’s tight censorship system, there are limited means to gauge the broader sentiment of the Chinese public, who risk jail time for posting a wrong comment online that runs afoul of the ruling regime. But data from Global Service for Quitting the CCP, a New York-based advocacy group known colloquially as the “Tuidang Center”, suggests that faith in the Party seems to be receding.

The website of the organization, which began coordinating the grassroots efforts in 2004 for people to cut ties with the three main CCP affiliated organizations—the Communist Party, Communist Youth League, and Young Pioneers organizations—shows that nearly 380 million Chinese have done so and renounced the oaths they once made to devote themselves to communism.

The number currently stands at 380,033,002 as of July 6, marking an increase of roughly 25 million compared to October last year. Fearing the regime’s reprisal, many people adopt a pseudonym when publishing their withdrawal statements.

China has 95.1 million CCP members as of June, according to official data. This figure does not include those who have the Communist Youth League and Young Pioneers.

In 2004, The Epoch Times published the editorial series, Nine Commentaries on the Chinese Communist Party, detailing the Party’s history and inner workings since its inception. From there, the “Tuidang” movement was born, with people in China printing copies of the series and passing them among each other.

The New York-based Tuidang Center, which has more than 100 branches worldwide, has dubbed July 1 the “Tuidang Day,” or the “Withdrawing from the Party Day.”

Yi Rong, the organization’s director, said the number of withdrawals represents a growing awakening of the Chinese populace—a fact in itself “worth celebrating,” she said.

“The more than 10 years of the Tuidang movement has left the CCP shuddering with fear,” she told The Epoch Times.

One by one, she laid out the regime’s disastrous political campaigns over the past century, including: the Great Leap Forward, a massive push to boost the country’s steel production that led to a three-year famine and tens of millions of death; the Cultural Revolution; the recently-abolished one-child policy under which over 300 million abortions were carried out; its suppression of religious faith and stifling of Hong Kong’s freedoms.

“There are few families in China that have escaped its persecution,” she said.

Last year, amid the pandemic, the Tuidang Center initiated a petition calling for an end to Chinese communist rule. It has gathered more than 1.1 million signatures.

The CCP has only itself to blame, said Yi. The regime’s initial handling of the pandemic and continued coverup of the virus origin, she said, have shown the world its “shameless face” and as a result, made it increasingly unpopular on the world stage.

A volunteer at the Tuidang Center recently talked with a group of more than 20 Chinese college students in front of Manhattan’s Rockefeller Center. After she went into the damage the regime has brought to Chinese traditional heritage and asked them to draw a line from the Party, all except for one readily agreed, she told NTD, an affiliate of The Epoch Times.

The lone dissenter, a female student, eventually turned around and decided to quit the Party after being persuaded by her peers, according to the volunteer.

Yi saw the Tuidang movement as the best solution to peacefully dissolve the Party.

“Abandoning the CCP … and embracing what’s kind, this is the best choice for people,” she said.

Education Union to Target Those Opposing CRT: Florida Mom Says ‘Bring It On’

Despite growing opposition to Critical Race Theory (CRT) being implemented in public schools, the National Education Association (NEA) not only adopted a resolution to prioritize their effort to implement CRT in “K-12 and higher education,” it vowed to use all resources at their disposal–including friendly media—to go after those who are “attacking educators doing anti-racist work.” In response, Quisha King—a Florida mother who gained notoriety when she blasted the Duval County school board in strong opposition of CRT—says “bring it on.”

“I think it’s mob rule,” King told The Epoch Times. “Truly these teachers’ unions have a lot of power and a lot of money and they have the resources to do something like that. But obviously, parents are tired of what’s going on. We’re trying to make a difference and we’re trying to draw attention to this thing. It’s bullying to me. It’s a bully tactic.”

“We are coming out of the worst year on record for modern education and you would think the NEA would focus on reading and writing and math instead of trying to divide us by our skin color,” Tina Descovich, co-founder of Moms For Liberty told The Epoch Times.

“Parents are not standing for this,” Descovich added. “You already see them standing up all around the country and they will continue to push back against this.”

“What does it say about the state of affairs when you have the largest union in the U.S., with three million members and $300 million in their budget, that they are afraid of moms and the voice of moms?”

School Board Recall Efforts

The NEA isn’t the only teachers’ organization feeling the heat. According to numbers recently released by Ballotpedia, increased efforts to eradicate CRT in education have led to a growing national trend of recalling school board members in the first six months of 2021.

As of June 30, at least 51 local recall efforts targeting at least 130 elected members on K-12 school boards have been initiated. That’s more than twice the annual average.

King, who is a member of Moms For Liberty, said she isn’t opposed to the teaching of real history. Nor does she oppose having children learn about racism, as CRT advocates claim they are doing. It’s the growing determination of certain teachers, the NEA, and school board members to push CRT on an increasingly resistant public that has her concerned.

“You can teach about racial injustices,” King iterated. “You can teach about history and all of these things and not go anywhere near critical race theory. So, to me, it says that there’s an even more sinister plan because if it was just about teaching history I don’t think we’d see any parents up in arms. But because it’s not and they’re pushing so hard, I think their goal is to further divide the country.”

According to King, most of the feedback she has received since voicing her opposition to CRT before the Duval County school board has been supportive and favorable. However, she said some of the responses have been “absolutely vile.”

The more tame among her critics call her “a traitor to her race” and claim she is “the reason why black people can’t get ahead.” The worst of them call for her death and express hope that she will be raped “by white men in particular.”

“It’s been head-scratching,” King said. But she is not backing down.

“If I’m going to fight for anything and I’m going to put myself on the line it’s for Christ first and of course it’s for my family next,” King attested. “I’m not willing to stand by the wayside and let this type of poison be introduced to my children any further or to anyone else’s child. So, if that’s what they want, what they’re saying is they don’t care about our children. They would rather tear down the parents so we can’t even provide for our children or care for our children.”

“Essentially, you’re coming after our kids,” King added, addressing the members of the NEA directly. “You’re still coming after our kids and you’re using your money and your connections to do so. That is evil.”

Despite the growing number of parents and citizens flocking to school board meetings to voice opposition to the implementation of CRT in their schools, and despite the recent polls showing the vast majority of Americans strongly oppose CRT, advocates of the divisive curriculum claim resistance is really coming from elsewhere.

“The attacks on anti-racist teachers are increasing, coordinated and well-funded organizations such as the Heritage Foundation,” the NEA insisted in their recently adopted resolution. “We need to be better prepared to respond to these attacks so that our members can continue this important work.”

‘The Goal Is to Discredit Us’

“I don’t know where this well-funded group is on the right,” King balked. “This is a parent thing.”

“What they’re trying to do is paint all of us negatively,” King countered. “They’re trying to disparage us. The goal is to discredit us so people will not listen to what we’re saying. It’s an old media tactic, you discredit someone then you just go about saying negative things about them. It works. I don’t know of any parent that’s going to back down when it comes to our kids. These people have gone too far.”

“I don’t know anything about the involvement of other organizations,” Descovich said. “I just know about our organization. We are moms that are protecting their child and I believe that a mom that’s upset and worried and trying to protect their child is the most powerful force on earth and I think the NEA knows that.”

Asked what she thought of the NEA’s vow to target those like her who oppose their effort to push CRT in the school system, King did not hold back.

“Well,” King said bluntly. “I say bring it on. Because what they don’t realize is that, my Father in Heaven is who I get my strength from. I’m not funded by any group. I’m relying on Him. They can do whatever they want to do. They can say whatever they want to say. Bring it on. You want to go? Let’s go.”

“We’re not afraid of their three million members or their $300 million budget,” Descovich said in response to the same question. “The voice of one mom protecting her child is stronger than all of them.”

Trump Announces ‘Major’ Class-Action Lawsuits Against Twitter, Facebook, and Google

Former President Donald Trump announced Wednesday he is filing lawsuits against Twitter, Facebook, and Google after the firms suspended his social media accounts six months ago over his comments after the Jan. 6 Capitol incident.

Speaking from his property in Bedminster, New Jersey, Trump and his team said the lawsuits are about protecting the First Amendment right to free speech. They argued that his rights were denied when the three big tech companies banned him.

Trump described the “major” lawsuits as a “very beautiful development” to protect free speech in the United States. The suits will be filed U.S. District Court in the Southern District of Florida and will ask a judge to order an immediate halt to social media companies’ alleged shadowbanning, censoring, blacklisting, and canceling of people who express political viewpoints outside the mainstream.

“It’s destroying the country,” Trump said of social media’s alleged control over political discourse.

Twitter, Facebook, and Google said in January they banned Trump over his claims that the Nov. 3 election was stolen and alleged he contributed to the Jan. 6 violence. Twitter executives have said Trump’s ban will be permanent, Facebook imposed a two-year ban on the former president’s account, and Google-owned YouTube has said it would curtail his suspension until it has determined if “the risk of violence has decreased.”

Facebook CEO Mark Zuckerberg, Google CEO Sundar Pichai, and Twitter CEO Jack Dorsey were named in the lawsuits—as well as the companies themselves. Trump said the lawsuits will try to compel the court to award him punitive damages over the suspension.

Trump argued that social media companies have “ceased to be private” companies and cited the Section 230 protection shield that such firms employ to protect themselves from liability. Republicans have argued that the federal rule has allowed Big Tech firms to censor their political opponents—while some have gone further, arguing that social media giants should be regulated as utilities.

“This lawsuit is just the beginning,” Trump said of the suits.

Section 230 of the 1996 Communications Decency Act allows internet companies to be generally exempt from liability for the material that users post. The law, which provides a legal “safe harbor” for internet companies, also allows social media platforms to moderate their services by removing posts that, for instance, are obscene or violate the services’ own standards, so long as they are acting in “good faith.”

Trump’s lawyers said the lawsuit will focus on provisions in Section 230, which they argued was created in the 1990s to protect children from harmful content online. The way in which Big Tech firms currently use the law as a shield, his team argued, oversteps what it originally intended to do.

“They are not immune anymore,” lawyer Pam Bondi said.

Meanwhile, the former president also appeared to preempt his opponents’ criticism of his lawsuit, arguing that mainstream media outlets and Democrat politicians are the “biggest spreaders of disinformation.” Trump described mainstream narratives around Republicans wanting to “defund the police,” the Russia-collusion claims, and COVID-19 as false.

During his news conference on Wednesday, Trump accused the federal government of using Facebook, Twitter, and Google as its “de facto censorship arm” during the COVID-19 pandemic. One claim that was censored, he added, was the assertion that COVID-19 emerged from a Wuhan virology lab last year. But earlier this year, President Joe Biden said many members of the U.S. intelligence community now view the theory as viable.

“This was especially true during the pandemic when social media companies began censoring information” based on federal health guidance, the former president said.

Since leaving office, Trump has opted to release statements via his Save America PAC and through a now-defunct section of his website. The former president, who hasn’t signed up for any upstart social media sites like Parler or GETTR, said Wednesday that he isn’t sure if he’ll join Twitter, Facebook, or YouTube if the lawsuit is successful.

Trump announced the legal effort is supported by the America First Policy Institute, adding that he believes thousands of other people may join his lawsuit.

Google, Facebook, and Twitter didn’t immediately respond to requests for comment on Wednesday.

Over 70 Percent of YouTube Videos Viewers Deemed Objectionable Were Recommended by YouTube’s Own Algorithm: Study

A new study by software nonprofit Mozilla Foundation found that 71 percent of videos study participants deemed objectionable were suggested to them by YouTube’s own recommendation algorithm.

“Research volunteers encountered a range of regrettable videos, reporting everything from COVID fear-mongering to political misinformation to wildly inappropriate ‘children’s’ cartoons,” Mozilla Foundation wrote in a statement.

The largest-ever crowdsourced probe into YouTube’s controversial recommendation algorithm found that the automated software continues to recommend videos that viewers considered “disturbing and hateful,” Mozilla said, including ones that violate YouTube’s own content policies.

The study involved nearly 38,000 YouTube users across 91 countries who volunteered data to Mozilla about the “regrettable experiences” they have had on the world’s most popular video content platform. Overall, participants flagged 3,362 regrettable videos between July 2020 and May 2021, with the most frequent “regret” categories being misinformation, violent or graphic content, hate speech, and spam/scams.

Mozilla said that almost 200 videos that YouTube’s algorithm recommended to volunteers have since been removed from the platform, including several that YouTube deemed violated their own policies.

“YouTube needs to admit their algorithm is designed in a way that harms and misinforms people,” said Brandi Geurkink, Mozilla’s senior manager of advocacy, in a statement. “Our research confirms that YouTube not only hosts, but actively recommends videos that violate its very own policies.

“Mozilla hopes that these findings—which are just the tip of the iceberg—will convince the public and lawmakers of the urgent need for better transparency into YouTube’s AI.”

A YouTube spokesperson told The Epoch Times that the company has taken steps to reduce the recommendations of content it considers harmful to less than 1 percent of videos viewed on the platform. The company also said it welcomes more research on this front and is exploring options to bring in external researchers to study its systems.

Mozilla’s report provides fresh insight into YouTube’s secretive recommendation algorithm, which the company itself acknowledged in a 2019 blog post was in need of tweaks. YouTube said that, since January 2019, it had “launched over 30 different changes to reduce recommendations of borderline content and harmful misinformation,” with the company claiming that its actions have led to an average 70 percent drop in watch time for this kind of content.

“That said, there will always be content on YouTube that brushes up against our policies, but doesn’t quite cross the line,” YouTube said.

Mozilla’s report also found that the rate of “regrettable” videos was over 60 percent higher in non-English speaking countries, most notably in Brazil, Germany, and France.

Google Sued By 36 states, DC Over Alleged Antitrust Violations

Google on Wednesday was hit by a lawsuit from a group of state attorneys over alleged violation of antitrust laws by its Android app store.

Attorneys general for 36 states and the District of Columbia sued the Big Tech company in a 144-page complaint filed in a Northern California federal court. The group alleges that Google’s Play store for Android apps violates antitrust laws.

The complaint centers on the control Google is able to exert on its Play store, allowing it to collect commissions of up to 30 percent on digital transactions within apps installed on Android-powered smartphones. Those devices represent more than 80 percent of the worldwide smartphone market.

Led by Utah, North Carolina, Tennessee, New York, Arizona, Colorado, Iowa, and Nebraska, it marks the fourth major antitrust lawsuit filed by U.S. government agencies against the company since October 2020.

Other lawsuits filed against Google include a complaint filed by a bipartisan coalition of states, and one filed by the Department of Justice. It echoes allegations made against the company by mobile game maker Epic Games in August 2020. That case is awaiting trial.

The complaint contends that Google has deployed various tactics and set up anticompetitive barriers to ensure it distributes more than 90 percent of the apps on Android devices—a market share that the attorneys general argue represents an illegal monopoly. It also alleges Google has been abusing that power to reap billions of dollars in profit at the expense of consumers, who wind up paying higher prices to subsidize the commissions, and the makers of apps who have less money and incentive to innovate.

“Google must be held accountable for harming small businesses and consumers,” Utah Attorney General Sean D. Reyes said in a statement. “It must stop using its monopolistic power and hyper-dominant market position to unlawfully leverage billions of added dollars from smaller companies, competitors, and consumers beyond what should be paid.”

Responding to the lawsuit, Google called the allegations “meritless.”

“We don’t impose the same restrictions as other mobile operating systems do,” Wilson White, Google’s senior director of Public Policy, wrote on Wednesday. “So, it’s strange that a group of state attorneys general chose to file a lawsuit attacking a system that provides more openness and choice than others.”

Google didn’t immediately respond to a request for comment by The Epoch Times.

Dr. Robert Malone, mRNA Vaccine Inventor, on the Bioethics of Experimental Vaccines and the ‘Ultimate Gaslighting’

“What would happen to the entire vaccine enterprise—I’m talking about pediatric vaccines, the fundamental bedrocks of public health—if we basically validate the criticisms of those that have been labeled anti-vaxxers?”

In this episode, we sit down with mRNA vaccine pioneer Dr. Robert Malone to discuss questions surrounding the COVID-19 vaccines and repurposed drugs, as well as the bioethics of experimental vaccines.

 

Below is a rush transcript of this American Thought Leaders episode from July 6, 2021. This transcript may not be in its final form and may be updated. 
Jan Jekielek: Dr. Robert Malone, such a pleasure to have you on American Thought Leaders.

Dr. Robert Malone: Likewise, thank you.

Mr. Jekielek: You’re, of course, an outbreak specialist, you’re the inventor of mRNA vaccine technology, and you’re also a biostatistician, which is an interesting collection of-

Dr. Malone: Well, I would say that I’ve been trained in some biostatistics. That’s to be a biostatistician for me. That’s a step above where I’m at, but I do epidemiology and biostats, among other things.

Mr. Jekielek: Well, so I really want to touch on this whole kind of censorship question, but before we do that, let’s talk about where do you stand right now when it comes to treatment for COVID-19 or vaccination for COVID-19, given everything we know as we speak and given your rather unique background.

Dr. Malone: Okay. So that’s a good tee-up because you’re talking about both treatment and vaccines, and I’ve actually been primarily focused with the team that I’ve been working with on repurposing drugs for COVID. And we’re trying to launch three clinical trials right now, one India and two in the States, under IND (Investigational New Drug) for a drug combination involving anti-inflammatories that we’ve developed. And it’s already been tested and was initially discovered in a small hospital in Beloit, Wisconsin.

I made an initial threat assessment in January, as we were discussing. Well, I got a signal at Wuhan and decided that I didn’t think that the time needed was available to develop new vaccines and get them safety tested in a timely fashion to mitigate the risks of the pandemic. So even though I’m a vaccine specialist, I also have started a company in the past, focusing on drug repurposing for Zika [virus], and so I have this background, and so I’ve seen both sides of what’s going on and how it’s rolled out.

My take on the vaccines is that we have some new technologies in the mRNA vaccines. We have a fairly well-established genetic vaccine technology, so related to RNA, but using the gene therapy vector called recombinant adenovirus, we have two examples of those right now. People call them the AstraZeneca and the J&J. AstraZeneca-Oxford is that cluster that’s not licensed in the United States. So we’re right now in the States, we have patients, and everybody has access to three genetic vaccines.

There is a more traditional vaccine that’s about to, I think, gain emergency use authorization from Novavax. That’s also showed greater than 90% protection against disease and death. So that’s in line with what the genetic vaccines are showing.

And I think that that one offers options for those that are uncomfortable with the genetic vaccine strategy. And I know a lot of people that have been contacting me are interested in having an option, they’re uncomfortable with the genetic vaccines, and they’re interested in having an alternative that they can use. I think that Novavax could be a suitable alternative for them.

Now, worldwide, there’s a number of more traditional vaccines, inactivated virus, vaccines, and many that are coming online that involve purified subunits, often at very low cost with more traditional antigens. We have the vaccines coming from the Soviet Union and also from China. Those are more traditional and have lower efficacy. Efficacy being these endpoints of death or disease in a structured clinical trial.

So for the vaccines, there are more options worldwide. In the States, the options are currently restricted to the genetic ones. Many people that are uncomfortable with those for various reasons might be more comfortable with the Novavax product. I have no financial ties to Novavax, just to say the conflict of interest, I’m just expressing what I perceive as the vaccine landscape.

In terms of therapeutics, I sit on the ACTIV committee at NIH, which is the Foundation for NIH committee. I’m not a voting member. I’m an observer. This is the committee that is managing these inpatient and outpatient trials for new agents and now repurposed agents. So they’ve just opened ACTIV-6, which is the first ivermectin trial that’s federally sponsored to the best of my knowledge here in the States. And it’s an outpatient virtual trial structure.

With our group from the DoD (Department of Defense), we attempted to include an ivermectin included arm in the trial that we have pending with the agency as an IND right now, but the FDA raised so many objections and asked us to do some fundamental studies about demonstrating the mechanism of action of ivermectin that the Department of Defense decided that it just wasn’t worth the delay in time to get the trial started. And so they dropped the ivermectin arm.

So the landscape right now for the therapeutics and prophylactic drugs looks like… I’m going to stick my neck out, but I’m in close contact with Andrew Hill, who’s doing the meta-analysis; I’ve seen the work of Tess Lawrie, who’s now published another meta-analysis from worldwide ivermectin data.

I think the data keeps getting stronger and stronger in favor of ivermectin as having some protective activity within a safe dosing range. And that seems to be impacting in various emerging economies that don’t have access to vaccines and is impacting on event rate for severe COVID disease and death.

So there’s some great kind of epidemiologic studies or data coming out of India where Indian States had been on ivermectin. The incidents of attack rate of disease was low. Then they withdrew it for political reasons. There was a change in regime. It went up. Then they reimplemented it. It went back down again. So that’s pretty strong evidence.

There is also reasonable evidence for the use of ivermectin as a therapeutic, but there are many others. And it’s just the one that has gotten a lot of press, in part because of Pierre Kory, Senate testimony.

And so ivermectin, even a whole host of anti-inflammatories, because what folks often don’t understand about COVID is that we have the SARS-CoV-2 virus infection event. And typically, that leads to a disease of varying severity at something in the range of four to seven or eight days afterwards. But that disease only happens in a subset of patients, maybe 80%, maybe 50% of patients taken across all age groups, maybe even less. And the disease is the hyperinflammatory response to the virus.

So the disease is really our reaction to the virus. The good news is with drugs is that we have this rich library of anti-inflammatory drugs that appear to be quite useful against keeping people out of the hospital if it’s used early enough or treating them once they’re in the hospital.

The antiviral that’s been licensed, remdesivir, in the United States, the WHO is not recommending remdesivir globally, and many physicians in the United States find remdesivir to be of limited use in special situations.

So the idea of antivirals for this is really not panning out. And there are multiple other antivirals that have been tested. This is often the case with respiratory viruses.

So we all know about Tamiflu and influenza. Tamiflu, in theory, should be good. And it may be, it has an impact, but you have to take it within 24 to 48 hours of first getting influenza. And during that period, often you don’t know that you have influenza. So it’s a little bit of a catch-22. Likewise, remdesivir it appears.

The other agent that has gotten a lot of attention is dexamethasone that comes out of the recovery trial in Oxford. And that trial actually shows that the utility of dexamethasone is very limited. Now, here in the States, a lot of docs have kind of gone all in, and you may even recall the president when he was infected with even before, he wasn’t that severe, and yet they put him on dexamethasone.

Now the actual indication of dexamethasone based on the recovery trial, you should already be on oxygen and high flow oxygen or even intubated. So it appears that in the States, dexamethasone is being overused. This is often the case when dexamethasone is often kind of a first-line go-to when you have a new inflammatory disease.

Then, over time, additional agents come in that are more specific, and dexamethasone drop. Problem with dex is it’s super non-specific, and it hammers the lymphocytes. It hammers a lot of the cell populations that you actually need to recover from COVID long-term. So cynics might say that dex is a great way to get patients out of the hospital over the short term, but whether or not it’s actually helping them over the long-term, that’s actually never been studied. So that’s the landscape as I see it.

The RNA vaccines obviously have gotten a lot of attention. They’re remarkable. The adenovirus vectored vaccines probably produce more protein over a longer period of time. They came out fairly early and were identified as associated with coagulation problems. Those coagulation problems are now being seen more with the RNA vaccines.

And there’s an odd spectrum of symptoms, and the governments across the world have largely denied that there are any safety concerns with the RNA vaccines. That’s now not so tenable.

We had the CDC come out last week, talking about the pericarditis and other cardiomyopathies that are showing up in the pediatric population. So this is up to the age of 18. And that is a significant safety risk. That was only recently identified about two months ago. It’s taken two months for the CDC to verify it.

And there appear to be a number of other adverse events that are buried within the admittedly flawed databases that we have, that we’re mining data mining, to identify adverse events that are associated with the RNA vaccines. These include thrombocytopenia. Also, so this is low blood platelets, and that can be associated with bleeding or other problems.

Clearly, there is a signal relating to blood clotting abnormalities, again, as with adenovirus vectored vaccines. There is cerebral venous thrombosis. That’s a big fancy word, but what it means is blood clots in the veins draining your brain. So you can imagine that that’s not a very good thing to have. It’s kind of related to stroke.

And I think that there’s a good chance that we’re having some of these cardiac symptoms exist in older age cohorts, but they are subject to what’s called masking, which is this problem when you’re looking at databases of epidemiology or whatever, if you have a confounding variable, like for instance, certainly, I am in an age cohort where cardiac events are not rare. And the problem is if you have a relatively rare event associated with a drug or a vaccine, and it’s in a cohort, an age population that has a high background for related things, it’s really hard to pick out the stuff that’s coming from the new drug, as opposed to the background levels that’s masking.

So I think that it may turn out over time that that cardiac signal that we’re seeing in the adolescent population, we can pick it out because they have such a low background level. So there’s very little noise. It’s easy to see the signal.

In older age groups where there’s more noise, it’s harder to find the signal, but a lot of cardiologists and others are reporting things that are making people uncomfortable.

So with the RNA vaccines, it is remarkable, the level of activity, the technology has enormous potential, but there’s these events. And it’s a little odd. Physicians are starting to talk about the overlap between long COVID, this is these chronic symptoms that come after you get the acute infection. And by the way, you don’t necessarily have to have the severe disease to get long COVID.

Because these longer term adverse events and sickness problems that you can get after you get the disease, there seems to be overlap between those symptoms, that profile of symptoms, the disease-associated symptoms, and the vaccine-associated symptoms.

So long COVID, COVID, and some of these vaccine adverse events seem to have some overlap. And there are physicians that are claiming that they can actually do laboratory tests and show that they’re having similar profiles in terms of laboratory abnormalities with these genetic vaccine, genetic COVID vaccine-related syndromes, and long COVID.

So there’s things going on there with the vaccines. The problem is we don’t know how severe they are in general. What is the bell curve distribution for severity? And what’s the incidence? And often the question is asked, why don’t we? And the answer is because the FDA elected during this phase of emergency use authorization to not require that the drug manufacturers rigorously capture adverse events and efficacy signals.

So we end up relying on really outdated antiquated systems that have been set up a decade or more ago for the most part or some systems that are self-reported like V-safe at the CDC, but those capture 1% typically of the events because they’re all self-reported.

And because they’re self-reported, there are problems in interpreting those data because someone might say, “Well, aunt Mary died two days after vaccination, and we’re going to report this.” And this is one of the big controversies is there’s a large number of deaths reported, but they’re not verified as being vaccine-related. And so there’s a real arm wrestling going on about what do those mean both in the US and Europe.

So that’s kind of where things are at right now, as I see it. And then there’s a whole cluster of issues around what would it actually take to get to herd immunity? And in this push that 70% often in many countries, Canada, for example, the government is saying, “We want 70% uptake of vaccine if we’re going to release restrictions on a community or something like that.”

The problem is that we don’t have any data from these clinical trials about the impact of vaccination on transmission. So you can’t really make a real calculation to say, epidemiologically how much vaccine, how many people within a population have to have either been infected or vaccinated.

So that’s kind of surfing the surface. There’s a lot of other stuff underneath, but it’s complex. It always is during an outbreak because there’s never enough information.

Mr. Jekielek: Now I have about 15 questions for you, of course. But let’s start with this one. You give this example that there’s just a lot of, especially when it comes to the adverse effects. It could be an adverse effect. It could be just what would have happened normally to somebody, but wouldn’t some rigorous data collection around this actually help kind of elucidate?

Dr. Malone: If we have had things done more rigorously from the get-go, we would be in a totally different situation, I believe, in terms of reassuring the public.

Mr. Jekielek: Can we start right now?

Dr. Malone: That could be done. And I’ve suggested to some philanthropic people that they could implement trial registry structure. And there are some that are starting to grow towards that, basically.

Mr. Jekielek: What is that exactly?

Dr. Malone: So a trial registry is one type of clinical trial. We talk about double-blind, randomized controlled prospective trials. You can also do more data collection type trials.

And ideally, you ask that people register at the time they received the agent, and then you implement a system there’s a lot of different ways. It could be a call center, it can be electronic, it can be on your cell phone, a lot of different types of systems to follow up with those people and inquiry them about whether or not they’re experiencing this out of the other symptom, or are they experiencing any symptoms, those kinds of things.

So that you get instead of a purely voluntary offering of, “I’ve experienced this, or my patient has experienced that, or aunt Mary said this, or whatever,” which is where we’re at right now, you have something that’s a lot more structured where people are identified, they’re put into some sort of a data collection tool, and then they’re followed over time.

That is possible. Basically, that is what the Scandinavian countries do anyhow, because of their structure of their socialized medicine. Often, in these kinds of situations, we end up with the best data coming from Finland, Norway, Scandinavia because of the rigor with which they’re socialized medicine system captures those data.

We had hoped to have rigorous data set from Israel, and the CDC and FDA had been very comforted by what they thought was a rigorous data set from Israel and the ability of the Israeli government-related epidemiologic monitoring people to data-mine that database and identify signals.

The cardiac events in the adolescent population were actually first identified by an Oracle Biostatistician, working with people at the FDA that are outside of all this, and was data mining, the various publicly available database. He identified it, notified CDC. They identified it then and tracked it. They notify the Israelis, and then the Israelis were able to verify that they saw that signal in their database too. And how could this happen?

The statistics of how you query these databases is not trivial because you can’t just ask everything under the sun, “is anything related?” Because you’ll end up with so much statistical noise. If you set a 95% confidence interval, 5% of all hits are going to be false.

And so you end up with this massive amount of false information, false linkages, and somehow you got to pick the signal from the noise within that. So that’s the problem, but getting reassurance that the Israelis, we’re able to the fact that they hadn’t detected something gave reassurance up until this case. And now we’re in a different world, and we’re relying on the Dutch and the Norwegians and others.

Mr. Jekielek: So you mentioned that Israeli data and Dutch data. And I think both of those, actually, I have to ask you about this because they intersect in this relatively new paper that has come out, which I understand is actually potentially being withdrawn. Maybe I’ll get you to comment on that, but basically this paper, the safety of COVID-19 vaccinations, we should rethink the policy, and in their abstract, essentially they say for three deaths prevented by vaccination, we have to accept two inflicted by vaccination. And that the conclusion is to rethink policy, but wow.

Dr. Malone: Yeah. So we call it a risk-benefit ratio. And that gets to the core of all of this, is typically the advisory committee on immunization practices. And the truth is the world is looking to the United States for all of this stuff in a significant way, including the World Health Organization.

Typically the advisory committee on immunization practices of the CDC for a new vaccine would be evaluating risk-benefit in a rigorous way, using quality-adjusted life years. This is actuarial table tool that the insurance industry uses. You can understand why the insurance industry would want to do it right because that’s how they make their nickel.

So that’s been adapted for public health purposes and typically use that kind of a tool to make a risk-benefit, formal calculation for each population, stratified special populations. So those are adults, elderly adolescents, children, infants, pregnancy, and immunosuppressed typically. And you would do this calculation for each of those groups.

And then the ACIP (Advisory Committee on Immunization Practices) would come out with a recommendation saying this vaccine is good to be used in, say, the elderly. And that’s pretty compelling in this case with these vaccines that even though there’s adverse events, their risk of COVID death or significant disease is pretty high. So that’s an easy one to say, yes.

Adolescents, in contrast, have a very, very low probability of disease or death from COVID. And in some non-trivial level of adverse events, and we were just talking about the cardiac. And so that calculation doesn’t come out looking so good.

And the paper that you’re referring to came out, and just to give you some history. We were talking about me being deleted from LinkedIn. Well, one of the things that’s happened over the last week is that the authors of those paper, that paper sent it to me and said, “Robert, what do you think about this? Can you get some feedback on this?”

So I posted it without editorial comment on LinkedIn and Twitter, and it generated a lot of discussion. And obviously, a lot of folks were pretty alarmed by that, that you’ve just read. And it brought out some academics who felt that they needed to react strongly against this paper and come out and say, “No, this can’t possibly be true. This must be a statistical over statement or mis-analysis.”

And it generated a whole lot of pushback from a subset of academics. And then people that were responding to that LinkedIn post decided that they would write these academics, write directly to the journal and say, “This should be withdrawn.”

So that’s how that cascade happened. And the journal has now placed a note on the manuscript that it’s now being re-reviewed, even though it’s already been through peer review once.

The essence of their concerns to my eye, and like I said, I’m not a full biostatistician, I know enough to talk to them, but the essence of their concern seems to be this same issue of a database where the relatedness between the reported event and the vaccine is not determined.

In many cases, it’s not determinable. But these conclusions in that paper are drawn in such a way that those academics feel very strongly. They’re inappropriate because the database didn’t establish unequivocal linkage between the event and causation from the vaccine.

This is always the case with these types of databases. And you have to word the findings carefully and say, “We have deaths that are temporarily associated or associated in some way, but not necessarily causative,” because you can’t determine causation very well retrospectively, particularly if you can’t review the patient’s chart.

So that is a great example. I like to call it the academic thought police, and this is the self-appointed academic thought police. This has become a major problem throughout the whole sector, is there are lots of academics that feel it is their mission to block publication of papers that might compromise in some way the vaccine mission.

And I think this is part of why it’s become so hard to publish anything about repurpose drugs because there’s a perception. And I think it’s probably valid as you can watch people when they talk about ivermectin.

There’s a cohort of people that would rather take a drug than take a vaccine, a prophylactic drug. And if a drug is available for outpatient use that minimizes the risk of hospitalization disease, and death, then the risk-benefit ratio calculations for the vaccines become even more tenuous. And so that I think is what’s underlying a lot of this.

Narration: The paper we talked about titled “The Safety of COVID-19 Vaccinations—We Should Rethink the Policy.” It had undergone the standard process of peer review.

Mr. Jekielek: It’s pretty fascinating. I had a guest on recently Victor Davis Hanson. He was talking about the Platonic Noble Lie. This is one of our topics. And so this is almost like a preemptive because the point is we don’t know. And a lot of cases, what the answer is, but there’s certain types of information that you’re just not allowed to go there.

Dr. Malone: Yeah.

Mr. Jekielek: Right?

Dr. Malone: Yeah. And I’ve never experienced this before. It’s reinforced by the social media platforms. And just to illustrate the point. One of the things that’s a little bit heartbreaking, and I get these calls from patients that are just distraught, crying.

If you are somebody who has experienced symptoms after receiving vaccine, I’m saying that carefully. I’m not saying those are related. I’m not judging that. But imagine the mother who’s had a cascade of symptoms. She’s now debilitated. Perhaps she’s worried about her ability to conceive now because she’s had menstrual alterations and things like that.

So she’s had this cascade of events, and she’s surrounded by friends, family, social contacts that all believe that the vaccines are fully safe, and she must be crazy. It can’t possibly be that there’s any relationship between vaccine acceptance uptake and her symptoms.

So let’s say this person goes on Facebook and joins the Facebook group that’s being created for people that have had believed they’ve had symptoms that have been triggered by vaccines. So there’s a group there. They build up to about 150,000 people. Facebook deletes them.

Now the practical implication is for this cohort of people that believe that they’ve had a vaccine, post-vaccination syndrome, whether or not they did, they’re getting all kinds of social messaging from the top of the government on down that these are perfectly safe vaccines. They couldn’t have had the symptoms that they’re experiencing.

They’re getting that from all the people around them. They’re not even able to communicate on social media with others. And they’re all isolated, of course, to discuss what their symptoms are, as opposed to somebody else’s symptoms. It is the ultimate gaslighting, and for these people, it is profoundly depressing.

Can you appreciate what I’m saying? I feel this is fundamentally wrong as a physician. We’re compromising not only people’s physical health, and we can argue whether their symptoms were related or not related. That’s the essence of this complaint against this paper is it can’t be proven with this type of database.

But these people, these patients had symptoms. They’ve experienced something, and they’re not able to get any resolution. They’re told that it’s all in their head. That they’re crazy. That’s not right.

The consequences of what we’re doing socially right now in this context, and I think it’s driven by fear. I think we’re kind of driving ourselves a little bit mad with our fear over this pathogen.

Now I’ve had COVID, I’ve had long COVID, it’s changed my body. I don’t have the exercise tolerance I used to have. But I didn’t die. And I’m 61, I’m in a moderate risk group, but we fear it almost like the Africans fear Ebola in the West African outbreak. And it’s driving us, I think, to compromise some of our fundamentals, including with this censorship initiative.

And I don’t know what that looks like on the other side, we’re eventually going to get through this, but it’s impacting on society in profound ways. And this censorship of information is those that are experiencing it, including myself, are profoundly disturbed by what we’re seeing. And the long-term meanings of that.

Mr. Jekielek: One of the things that really strikes me when I think about this stuff is when you kind of shut off areas of inquiry or the opportunity to have an open discussion about exactly this question that you mentioned that actually breeds creation of all sorts of conspiracy theories. From wherever, whatever political side from wherever, because people just don’t know, they know that what they’re seeing doesn’t look right. There’s only one narrative.

Dr. Malone: They’ve experienced something their friends have experienced something, and yet they’re told they couldn’t have. And I agree. So I posted something on my old LinkedIn account that’s now deleted, that went viral for LinkedIn. It had done 25,000 likes or whatever, which for LinkedIn was a big deal. I mean, I got almost 6,000 people, but usually, I’ve been to like 2000 people on my LinkedIn feed.

So this went viral, and all it was, was I posed the question, what will happen to public trust in the public health system if it turns out that ivermectin is safe and has therapeutic benefit and the vaccines turn out to not be perfectly safe? And it generated a blizzard of responses.

Now I elected not to add the third leg to that stool, which is the controversy about the lab leak hypothesis, which is another example that was shut down very hard and censored, and now has come to for that there is some merit to that. And as demonstrated by the current president seeking clear investigation on that.

If any two or three of those come to pass, and I think there’s a chance all three will, in my opinion, that’s just my opinion, where do we go from there in terms of public trust in the world public health system? And I don’t know the answer and what I got back from people with this open-ended question was a lot of folks saying, “We can’t trust the government anymore. We can’t trust the World Health Organization.”

The fear that I’ve had from the get-go with Warp Speed in the vaccine development enterprise as a vaccinologist, I’d spent my whole career in vaccines. I literally invented mRNAs vaccine technology when I was 28. And before that, I was involved in AIDS vaccine development at UC Davis. This is my whole life, since 1983, has been focused on vaccines.

My fear has been in rushing this through that we would end up with problems. It’s kind of, how can you not end up with problems if you cut corners and rush these things, particularly the safety issues? What would happen to the entire vaccine enterprise and talking about pediatric vaccines, the fundamental bedrocks of public health.

If we basically validate the criticisms of those that have been labeled anti-vaxxers, and that’s kind of a pejorative over-simplification too, that term, we’re labeling and excluding a whole block of debate and discussion by labeling it that way.

But what if what we do in doing this validates what they’re saying about pharma and the FDA and the government playing fast and loose with lives with vaccines? I’m having people write me saying, “I’m not going to vaccinate my kids anymore. I can’t believe in this, this whole enterprise.”

There was an interesting statistic I heard the other day on the Highwire when I was interviewed there that the baseline self-identified anti-vaxxer historically has a bit about 3% of the population. And according to them in the latest survey, it’s bumped up to 40% of the population is self-identifying as anti-vaxxer.

Where does that go? And how by shutting down, as you point out, this information in this discussion, I mean, to lock me out of LinkedIn, because I have been carefully responsibly raising concerns and questions and trying to engage in discussion about those.

I’m bonafide. I mean, you can’t say that I’m not an expert. Maybe some say I am the expert. But to block my ability to communicate, let alone all the others that have contacted me saying, “Hey, I can’t even say the things that you’ve been saying. So speak for me.” They now don’t even have me as a voice. That’s profoundly disturbing. We can’t get to scientific truth if we can’t discuss things.

Narration: After Dr. Malone’s LinkedIn account was restricted, he submitted an appeal and received a response saying several of his posts about vaccine safety had violated LinkedIn’s policies, “Sharing content that contains misleading or inaccurate information.” His account has since been reinstated. But given the censorship, he says he’ll be migrating most of his discussions to Twitter and to his personal blog.

Mr. Jekielek: Robert, on top of everything else, you’re actually a trained bioethicist. And you’ve already started addressing some of the ethical questions are conundrums around what’s happening or what you see happening. Give me a little bit of the scope of this as we start finishing-

Dr. Malone: I wrote… Thank you for that. And for that lead-in, I personally, I think this is one of the most important topics, is the bioethics of use of an experimental medicine and experimental vaccine.

And the genesis of this whole thought thread was a two-hour conversation with a Canadian physician a number of weeks ago, where he just poured his heart out about what he was seeing with his patients and what was going on in Canada. And I was left saying, “Well, thanks for sharing this, but I can’t help you. I don’t have anything.”

I woke up that Sunday morning with an aha moment. And I said, “I know what I can do for this guy. I can write a piece about bioethics, the bioethics of vaccination under emergency use authorization.”

So, I dug into rich literature that exists as well as federal law. That goes back to The Helsinki Accords, The Belmont report, et cetera, and looked at what are the fundamental principles of bioethics as they relate to use of an experimental product.

So point number one just summarize that, and this is, you can find it in The Code of Federal Regulations, it’s referred to as the Common Rule. So this is actually Federal Law. It’s not just words that academicians agree to. So the first thing is that an emergency use authorization product, which is what all these vaccines are, and many of the drugs, is an experimental product. It’s not yet licensed. So that’s point number one. They’re all experimental products.

Point number two, if you’re going to be administering experimental products to patients that falls under clinical research, medical research. And so, you have to follow the guidance for medical research. And I mentioned the Common Rule is codified in the Code of Federal Regulations.

The first clause, importantly in the Common Rule, is there has to be complete disclosure of risk. You know, intuitively what that means because when you buy a bottle of aspirin, you pull out this little piece of paper, and you look at that, and you go, “Holy Moly, this aspirin is going to kill me.” If you read all the way through, it could cause heart attacks or gastric erosions, or whatever. And you look at that, and you say, “Oh, I don’t know if I want to take that aspirin.”

But the truth is that the ones that are common are up at the top, and we all take aspirin or Tylenol or some version of that. That’s the level of disclosure of adverse event risk that must be provided to patients participating in clinical research. That level of information, as we’ve just been discussing, is censored. It’s not available. So we are not meeting the criteria for full disclosure of risk.

Second key principle is that that full disclosure has to be comprehensible and comprehended. Earlier on, I referred to thrombocytopenia, and you were like, “What the heck was that?” And I said, “Low platelets.” That’s a great example. The first one was scientific jargon that was incomprehensible to you. The second one you could understand. So these risks have to be conveyed using language that people can comprehend.

Third key principle, you cannot coerce. You cannot entice. The patient or the subject has to freely accept the experimental medicine of their own volition. All these messaging about, “You must take the vaccine. You must take the vaccine because otherwise and aunt Mary could get infected.” All of this messaging that the vaccine is safe, et cetera, all the peer pressure that’s happening around the vaccine, that’s coercion.

Now it gets even more florid with those nations. I don’t think we’ve done it here in the States, but the Canada has. We’re going to give out ice cream cones to get the kiddies to come and take the jab that’s been done. That’s coercion and enticement.

Then there’s the last little codicil in all this. We call it the age of consent. So we here in the States generally agree that the age of consent is 18. If you are at or below the age of consent, you need to have approval or consent from your parent or guardian to take an experimental medicine. They act as your agent because you’re not able to provide consent by definition.

We cannot, by law, have infants, children, and adolescents receiving experimental products without authorization of their parents.

Now, listening to this, [one] might say, “Well, we have this special case of an epidemic, and we have to all get vaccine. Why do we have to all get vaccine? What’s the logic behind that?” What we’re told is we have to all get vaccinated so we will reach herd immunity. That’s the logic.

The problem is that that is a fallacy. We have not gathered the data to even be able to calculate in these clinical trials what would give us herd immunity? What would herd immunity mean? It would mean that we have what’s called sterilizing immunity, or in some way, if we get infected, we don’t spread it to somebody else. That means that we’re not producing virus and shedding virus.

Just today, the World Health Organization made an announcement clear and unequivocal. You’ve got to start using masks because none of these vaccines are preventing infection. They’re preventing disease. They’re not preventing transmission, and they may be reducing transmission, but by how much we don’t know. And so we can’t calculate what the percent uptake is required to reach herd immunity, if we could reach herd immunity with these vaccines.

So there’s an underlying logic that’s been pushed out globally about why we have to take vaccine and how many of us have to take vaccine. And it’s not actually supported by data. And to my mind, that’s a problem. And it’s kind of gone all the way through this outbreak where key public health officials have felt comfortable substituting their opinion for evidence-based medicine.

And that always has to happen at the start of an outbreak because there’s no data. Somebody’s got to have expert opinion. We’re past that point. We have a lot of data, and it’s time we start relying on evidence to make public health decisions, and we’re not doing it.

So to my eye, from the bioethics, we appear to be failing to meet the Code of Federal Regulations, Federal Law, let alone fundamental precepts that go back to the end of World War II. We’re not providing full disclosure of risk. We’re not doing so in a way that’s readily comprehended by the public. And we are enticing, compelling, coercing, and otherwise not respecting the rights of the individual to choose what happens to their body.

And in my mind, that’s bedrock is we all have in Western society, the right to choose the State does not own our body, we do. Particularly for an experimental product.

I argue that we’ve crossed a line. It’s a bioethical line. It may actually be Federal Law that we’ve crossed. Inadvertently, I’m sure for all the best reasons, but if you go back, read the code, read the Nuremberg Code. What we’re doing is not aligned with fundamental principles. And as you know, this happens from time to time during war and crisis.

Cultures decide that it’s okay to bend the rules on some fundamentals of ethics, whether it’s torture, internment of populations, whatever. I believe they almost universally end up regretting it. And so, I’m trying to responsibly ethically with the credibility that I have in my CV, and because of my role in inventing this technology to alert people that I believe that we’re pushing and crossing some key lines here that we really should be respecting.

Mr. Jekielek: Robert, we’re going to have to finish up shortly, but I have probably about a few hours more worth of questions for you at this point. So we’ll have to actually invite you back. Any final thoughts before we finish up for today?

Dr. Malone: Yeah. If I can speak to your audience, like I said, it’s your body. In my recommendation, general recommendation is, in my opinion, these vaccines are saving lives. They’re saving many lives, particularly in the elderly. I get asked the question all the time, “Should I take this vaccine or that vaccine because I have this preexisting condition, an autoimmune disease, or whatever?”

And my recommendation is that you know your body best, you and your medical care provider, and that you have the right to accept or not accept a vaccine product, particularly an experimental one. And that you make your own decision. I can’t advise you, in the end neither can your physician completely advise you.

It’s up to you. It’s your body. It’s your choice. And I just suggest strongly that you take the time to get informed, do the best you can, and then make the decision that you think is right for you.

Mr. Jekielek: And Robert, again, just before we finish up, is there a resource that you would recommend to be able to kind of see the broader totality of the picture?

Dr. Malone: Unfortunately, there isn’t. And I’m involved with a couple of different coalitions that are starting to build websites, particularly for helping inform students like university students that are returning to class so that university administrators or others can use these as resources and point people to them so that they can become informed themselves.

In the interim, there’s the WHO site website for vaccines. For COVID, there’s one that the CDC maintains. There’s the NIH recommendations for drugs, but all of these are kind of lagging. They’re not right out at the front edge of the latest information. Understandably, they have to pass through a bureaucratic filter. And they often don’t link to the primary data, and people are just crazy hungry for information right now. So hopefully, that’ll come to pass over time.

Mr. Jekielek: And some people may be concerned that some of these very, very official sites might be following the kind of, I guess, like approach that you’ve been describing in this episode. So they may be wondering, where can I look to be-

Dr. Malone: That’s exactly right. And many people were coming to my LinkedIn and Twitter feeds seeking that level of information and seemed to have been trusting me as a neutral arbiter of that information. Unfortunately, that’s getting shut down. So I was trying to do it through that vehicle, but I no longer have that channel. And so I really grateful for you in Epoch for making it possible to reach people through this video medium, which many find more useful than reading a dry peer-reviewed academic paper. I don’t know what the answer is right now in a time when people are increasingly distrusting official public health.

Mr. Jekielek: Well, on that note. And we’ll definitely have you back again soon, Dr. Robert Malone, such a pleasure to have you on.

Dr. Malone: Thank you very much.

"We are deeply concerned about any effort to enlarge the federal estate or further restrict the use of public lands in our states," the April letter stated.

"We oppose any increase in land use restrictions on lands under our state jurisdiction. Assuming there is some authority which would allow the program, obtaining the 30 percent goal from state or private lands would require your Administration to condemn or otherwise severely limit the current productive uses of such lands, infringing on the private property rights of our citizens and significantly harming our economies."

The Biden administration's lack of clarity in this matter is certainly cause for concern.

The federal government is allowed to forcibly seize private property if it compensates the owner -- perhaps one of the "strategies" that could soon become common under Biden's executive order.

On top of that, the Biden administration could subject farmers and ranchers to new regulations if the land they work on is considered "conserved."

How convenient. Get ready for expanded federal power in the name of "tackling the climate crisis."

‘Devastating Situation’: South Dakota Governor Sends More Troops to Border

South Dakota Gov. Kristi Noem announced additional state National Guard members will be sent to the U.S.–Mexico border to assist immigration enforcement efforts.

The deployment, she said, would add 75 members to the 50-strong troops that are deployed there. Noem, a Republican, is one of several governors who have sent law enforcement or National Guard members to the border following a request from the governments of Arizona and Texas for assistance, although Noem said they are being sent to the border at the request of the federal government.

“Our South Dakota National Guard is the very best in the country, and they are prepared for the sustained response the national security crisis at our southern border requires,” Noem said in a statement Wednesday. “I am hopeful that this mission indicates the Biden administration is waking up to the devastating situation at the border.”

The Guard members will be deployed to the border for up to 9 or 12 months, according to her office.

In elaborating on the move, she said they will “provide non-law enforcement support to U.S. customs agents” who are enforcing federal immigration law.

“The request for South Dakota Guard members came from the U.S. Department of Homeland Security and the National Guard Bureau,” her office said. “About 3,000 Guard members from several states are involved in this federal mission. For security reasons, additional information about the Guard members’ duties will not be provided.”

Texas Gov. Greg Abbott and Arizona Gov. Doug Ducey, both Republicans, requested all other states send extra law enforcement to the border in light of what they described as a historic surge in illegal immigration. Several states, including Florida and Nebraska, responded to the request and will send or have sent law enforcement to the border.

It comes in the midst of a Republican-led campaign to denigrate the Biden administration’s immigration policies, describing them as weak and ineffective.

Starting from his first day in office, President Joe Biden has signed dozens of orders that have rescinded rules that were implemented during the Trump administration. Notably, the president diverted funding away from the construction of the wall along the southern border, did away with the “remain in Mexico” mandate, and restarted “lateral flights” that include the transportation of illegal immigrants from one part of the border to another, among other measures.

Noem, meanwhile, confirmed in late June that a private donor has partially funded the earlier National Guard deployment to the border. Ian Fury, a spokesman for Noem, told Politico that it will “help alleviate the cost to South Dakota taxpayers.”

Ohio to Send 185 National Guard Members to Southern Border

Ohio will send 185 members of its National Guard to the U.S.–Mexico border, Gov. Mike DeWine said on Friday.

The Department of Homeland Security (DHS) and the National Guard Bureau (NGB) had requested the activation of more members of the Ohio National Guard to support the Southwest Border mission, according to a release from DeWine’s office. The Republican governor said that he approved the request.

The 185 members will be deployed later in the year, and will provide non-law enforcement support to assist Customs and Border Protection (CBP) at the border mission. They will join an estimated 3,000 other National Guard members that have been requested from other states to support the mission.

Details about the duties of the guard members were not provided.

The release noted that 115 members from the Ohio National Guard’s 1484th Transportation Company were previously deployed to support the Southwest Border mission, also at the request of the DHS and NGB, and they remain on active duty as of July 2.

The Southwest Border mission, formerly referred to as “Operation Faithful Patriot,” began in October 2018 under the Trump administration and seeks to enhance security along the Mexican border of Texas, New Mexico, Arizona, and California.

The ongoing mission is approved through Sept. 30—the end of fiscal year 2021.

Separately, Republican state governors of South Dakota, Iowa, Florida, Nebraska, and Idaho each recently announced they will deploy law enforcement officers from their respective states to the southern border in response to a call from a June 10 request from Texas Gov. Greg Abbott and Arizona Gov. Doug Ducey for more law enforcement manpower to address the ongoing migrant crisis.

Abbott and Ducey, both Republicans, wrote in their letter, “With your help, we can apprehend more of these perpetrators of state and federal crimes, before they can cause problems in your state.”

The letter asserted that under a mutual agreement between states, the Emergency Management Assistance Compact, any officers that states send to Texas or Arizona will be given “the same power … duties, rights, and privileges as are afforded forces of the state in which they are performing emergency services,” which will “include the power to arrest migrants who illegally cross the border into our territory.”

According to data from U.S. Customs and Border Protection, there were 180,034 apprehensions related to border crossings in May—the largest number in two decades.

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Liberal Author, Censored by Twitter and Youtube After Questioning Fauci, Considers Suing

Women’s health and civil liberties author and journalist Naomi Wolf has had her Twitter account suspended and Youtube channel frozen after she raised questions regarding the COVID-19 vaccine side effects, the constitutionality of lockdowns, and the candor of Anthony Fauci, head of the U.S. National Institute of Allergy and Infectious Diseases (NIAID).

She now considers legal action, she told The Epoch Times.

“It’s premature to give details but I am in discussion with a legal team about a lawsuit against Twitter,” she said via email. “I’ve also been approached by another legal team about joining a class action lawsuit against several social media platforms.”

She hasn’t been given any explanation as to what piece of content that she posted on the social media platforms triggered the suspension, despite her multiple attempts to reach out to both Twitter and Youtube, she said. In fact, she received no explanation whatsoever from either platform. Instead, Twitter told the media that she was spreading vaccine misinformation. She considers that both false and defamatory.

Google, which owns Youtube, and Twitter didn’t respond to requests for comment.

Wolf’s case highlights the escalation of social media censorship over the past several years. While the giant tech companies started with purges of voices that the establishment considered right-wing fringe, such as radio host Alex Jones and activist Laura Loomer, the list of taboo topics has now expanded so far that censors are coming after people like Wolf, a liberal feminist and life-long Democrat who used to be published by establishment press, including publications like The New York Times and The Guardian.

Her Twitter account was suspended around June 4, shortly after she posted a video of her husband, a private investigator, reading a publicly available CV of Prof. Ralph Baric, a coronavirus researcher. The bio indicated that Baric’s projects received tens of millions in funding from NIAID.

Fauci testified to Congress that NIAID didn’t fund any “gain of function” research, referring to experiments that enhance viruses, such as by modifying them to infect a different species. But Baric’s CV listed several NIAID grants that have been disclosed as a source of funding for gain of function research in a 2015 paper co-authored by Baric that describes an experiment in which a bat virus spike protein that didn’t work on humans was grafted onto the SARS virus, resulting in a new virus that was not only capable of infecting humans, but also resistant to treatment. The research was also funded by the EcoHealth Alliance group, which in turn received millions in funding from NIAID.

Some of Baric’s research has been conducted in partnership with the Wuhan Institute of Virology (WIV), which also received some EcoHealth Alliance funding. A leak from WIV’s facilities has been identified by a number of experts as a possible origin of the CCP (Chinese Communist Party) virus that causes the COVID-19 disease and has claimed over 3 million lives over the past 15 months, according to official statistics.

Fauci at first dismissed the lab leak theory, but recently, as the story gained more traction, said he is no longer ruling it out.

Shortly after Wolf’s Twitter account was suspended, Youtube blocked her from accessing her channel, called “Daily Clout.” It’s not clear why Youtube took the action and why at this time. Much of the channel’s content over the past year has been dedicated to criticism of COVID-19 lockdowns and the prospect of vaccine passports. The last video was posted in late May, more than a week before Youtube’s action.

Wolf said she’s read carefully the terms of service of both Twitter and Youtube and isn’t aware of breaking them.

Inconvenient Voice

As a former political consultant for campaigns of former Vice President Al Gore and former President Bill Clinton, Wolf sees her line of inquiry crossing vital interests of her own party.

“Dr. Fauci is clearly … an important part of the Democrats’ brand and their reelection strategy, right? They’re going to run on having beaten coronavirus and he’s being made the face of that,” she said.

While she’s not alone in asking pointed questions, her reputation as a liberal makes her criticism particularly inconvenient, she acknowledged.

“The talking point of the administration is, this is a Republican attack, political attack on Dr. Fauci. Well, it’s not a political attack coming from me. I’m being a reporter and asking questions all serious reporters should be asking. So I think that makes me not a convenient voice to have in the mix,” she said.

Media Blitz

Within a few days of Wolf getting censored, several media ran stories labeling her as being “anti-vaccine” and said she was de-platformed for posting misinformation about vaccines. She denies doing that and being any such thing, noting both she and her children are vaccinated.

She called the reports “extremely inaccurate” and “defamatory,” noting that her social media posts were quoted “way out of context.”

It seemed to her the articles all used the same source information, “as if from a press release,” though she didn’t want to elaborate further in order to avoid speculation.

“It was a very Stalinistic experience,” she said.

Except for the Times of London, no outlet reached out to her for comment, she said. Even publications like The Guardian and The New Republic, which have previously published Wolf’s writings, ran their pieces without asking for her side of the story. Both publications didn’t respond to requests for comment.

One claim against Wolf was that she called a COVID-19 vaccine a software platform. She says she didn’t mean literal software. Her tweet referred to the Moderna website that calls the mRNA, a core functioning element of the pharmaceutical company’s COVID-19 vaccine, the “software of life.” She says that’s what she was referring to.

In another tweet, she suggested that perhaps the excrements of vaccinated people need to be separated from general sewage as they may contain the spike protein produced by their bodies due to the vaccination, which may then enter the drinking water supply. The comment was based on a Food and Drug Administration (FDA) document regarding the monitoring of potential “shedding” of “gene therapy products” by individuals receiving such treatment (pdf).

Wolf called the document “terrifying.”

It defines gene therapy as “products that mediate their effects by transcription and/or translation of transferred genetic material and/or by integrating into the host genome and that are administered as nucleic acids, viruses, or genetically engineered microorganisms.”

The mRNA vaccines use nucleic acids carrying genetic material to prompt translation of a spike protein by human cells. The protein then triggers the human immune system to develop antibodies that help the body fight off COVID-19.

Viral RNA (ribonucleic acid) can be detected in wastewater.

The FDA document says, however, that “transmission to untreated individuals [via shedding] is an extremely low probability event.”

Responding via email, Wolf said her “describing being personally alarmed” isn’t vaccine misinformation.

“I think it’s clear that when I said the white paper was ‘terrifying’, that I personally found it terrifying,” she said. “I think these are fair questions to explore and honest emotions for me to share. I’m not a medical doctor—I am a citizen who has long written about the human body and the need to take care of it and to respect it.”

Concerns about spike protein shedding have so far been dismissed by experts.

In another tweet, Wolf recalled overhearing an Apple employee as saying that the company was working on a technology that could deliver a vaccine with “nanoparticles that let you travel back in time.”

Wolf said she almost immediately deleted the tweet. She thought that she probably misheard what the person was talking about. There is in fact a product on the Apple Watch called “Time Travel” that allows the user, among other things, to go back in time to review one’s biometric readings. There is also an emerging field of developing “bio-digital interfaces,” imagining a future where “we will wear or ingest bio-digital technology to monitor and enhance our health and lifestyle,” according to MIT.

Uncontrolled Conversation

Wolf has received a number of warnings from Twitter over the past several months regarding COVID-related content.

It resembled “behavior modification” in her view, as the language used conveyed a “very demeaning way to treat any customer.”

“It was like the platform was training a four-year-old. … ‘This is your second warning’ and ‘you have a time out,’ like you’re sent to your room,” she said.

One piece of content that was flagged by the social media was her reporting that a number of women have complained about menstrual irregularity after receiving the vaccine. The topic has since been broadly picked up by the media, quoting experts as saying the vaccines are still safe, but also acknowledging that there’s a lack of research on this issue.

Wolf suggested social media need to be more transparent about the extent to which they stifle discussion.

“If people are not supposed to engage in thoughtful discussion or even joking discussion or rhetorical questions and they’re not supposed to raise public health concerns, then people should know because I’m quite sure that would lead to an exodus to platforms where people can say, ‘Hey, I heard that post-menopausal women are bleeding or I experienced this myself.’ I mean, we have to be able to educate each other as human beings or else we don’t live in a free society,” she said.

In the past, her reporting helped to identify subpar or even dangerous health products that government authorities initially considered safe. Each time, the investigation started with informal, anecdotal reports from patients and consumers.

“A lot of really important information that made breast implants better or made contraceptives pills better or took vaginal mesh off the market arose in uncontrolled discussions,” she said.

She acknowledged she can no longer pursue certain leads with the same intensity now.

“Every day I get women emailing me testimony of menstrual disorders, like really dramatic ones. I’m scared to even report them because then I lose the last few platforms I have,” she said.

Wolf stressed she doesn’t believe this was the reason for her de-platforming.

“I mean, I talked about vaccines and women’s health and myocarditis [as a side effect of the COVID vaccines in some people] for the duration of the pandemic,” she said.

“It’s no secret that I was very critical of lockdowns, of what they were doing to the economy, to children’s mental health, transfer of wealth. I mean, I’ve been very vocal about all these things. That’s not when I was de-platformed. I was de-platformed when I posted Dr. Baric’s CV.”

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California’s ‘Epsilon’ COVID-19 Variant Could Evade Vaccines: Study

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A variant of the CCP (Chinese Communist Party) virus has properties that may help it be more resistant to current vaccines or the immunity a person has gained from past COVID-19 infection, according to a new peer-reviewed study.

The “Epsilon” variant, first detected in California in May 2020, has three mutations in its spike protein that help it to neutralize antibodies that are produced by mRNA vaccines such as Pfizer and Moderna, researchers from University of Washington and the San Fransisco-based lab Vir Biotechnology said in their report.

Spike proteins are found on the surface of the coronavirus and are what enable the virus to attach to and enter human cells. Current vaccines are being used against it.

The study, published in the journal Science on July 1, suggests that the spike protein mutations may also help the Epsilon variant evade the immunity that a person previously developed from past infection with the CCP virus, which causes the disease COVID-19.

The effectiveness of antibodies generated by current vaccines or by a person’s previous infection was 50 to 70 percent less effective against the Epsilon variant than against wild-type circulating CCP virus strains (that contain no major mutations), according to the study’s findings.

The Epsilon variant has split into lineages—B.1.427 and B.1.429—since its first emergence. Cases of the variant became more widespread in the United States and it has since been reported in at least 34 other countries.

As of June 30, the California Department of Public Health has recorded 20,585 Epsilon cases. The United States has recorded at least 47,987 cases in total, which comprise 97 percent of the 49,221 cases worldwide, reported the Daily Mail. The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) says the variant currently accounts for 0.1 percent of total CCP virus cases in the United States.

The variant is believed to be about 20 percent more infectious relative to wild-type circulating CCP virus strains, according to the CDC.

The CDC previously labelled Epsilon a “variant of concern” but its classification has been deescalated to a “variant of interest” as of June 29, which the agency says is due to the “significant decrease” in the proportion of the viruses circulating in the country, as well as “available data indicating that vaccines and treatments are effective against this variant.”

Pastor Who Resisted Church Lockdowns Threatened With Death, His Family Intimidated
BY ELLA KIETLINSKA AND JOSHUA PHILIPP
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Pastor Brian Gibson, who has been a target of cancel culture for resisting draconian lockdown measures as well as for exercising his First Amendment rights, has received hundreds of death threats. He and his family have experienced various forms of harassment.

“Just for being a vocal proponent of the First Amendment, just for being someone that supported President Trump, and someone that spoke out actively, I received close to 1,500 death threats. People broke into my house, kicked my gate down, hacked all of our accounts,” Gibson said on EpochTV’s “Crossroads” program.

 “It’s amazing what they can do and how coordinated some of these intimidation rings can really be. I think I underestimated what that would really be until it happened to me.”

Gibson and his family were threatened on social media and received intimidating phone calls or mail. It affected his three kids, aged 9 to 15, the pastor said.

“My kids … weren’t able to go home for over a month. And then … we had to sell that home and relocate.”

Gibson took his family to a rather isolated place in the Rocky Mountains to get away, but they were found, even there, and intimidated while spending time in a park.

“I didn’t know if they were going to try to kill me,” Gibson said. “So I went into a convenience store, sent my kids out the back through woods to where we were staying, and I went around the other side of a building—flanked this guy and found out what he was doing there [and] confronted the man.”

Resisting Lockdowns

Gibson has multiple churches in Texas and Kentucky. Through his organization Peaceably Gather, he has helped churches to reopen when pandemic-related lockdowns were imposed across the country.

When lockdowns due to the pandemic caused by the CCP (Chinese Communist Party) virus were in effect, Gibson’s church in Kentucky ran a drive-thru Easter egg giveaway for kids. The Health Department told the pastor that his church would be shut down if he continued to pass out eggs.

There were “less than 10 people working, gloved and masked, giving an egg to a kid in the name of Jesus,” Gibson said, yet the health department had concerns about it.

“They’re letting the liquor stores do drive-thru sales. They’re letting the fast food places do that. The Lowe’s is full of people, Home Depot’s full of people, all the big box stores right?” he said.

“It blew a fuse in me. I called all the local media [and] told them: ‘I’m going to defy the governor’s orders. Here’s when I want to do it, here’s how I’m going to do it. Have them come arrest me.’ And I was looking to get arrested for Jesus.”

He then started Peaceably Gather and rallied pastors. “I think the hand of God was guiding me. God called me for that time. And over the course of the next three weeks, 5,000 churches opened up with us.”

Capitol Protest
On Jan. 5, the day before the U.S. Capitol breach, Gibson gave a speech at Freedom Plaza in Washington.

“The only thing I did on the fifth is, I preached the gospel of Jesus Christ of Nazareth in Freedom Plaza, telling people about his death, burial, resurrection, telling people they could be forgiven of their sins, and also standing up and speaking for the First Amendment,” he said.

About six months earlier when speaking out in Arizona, Gibson had taken a selfie with a man who stood out in the crowd because he was wearing a large, horned fur hat.

“I take a pic with him, post it up on my Instagram, [saying], ‘This guy’s got the craziest outfit in Arizona today,’” he said.

It turned out that the man in the picture became one of the people who entered the Capitol building during the breach on Jan. 6 and was later arrested.

Media used the picture to try to frame the pastor, saying that he was “one of the masterminds of the Capitol siege,” according to Gibson.

“I wasn’t in the Capitol, but I think what they do when they create these hit pieces, they’re trying to build a narrative against you, build a case against you: No. 1, with the public, and No. 2, they want a legal case against you,” he said.

“The mainstream media works to try to spin the narrative, and to spin public opinion before they’ll ever file charges on somebody.”

Do Not Be Afraid
“In America, especially in the West, a lot of the churches bought into that the blessing of God will make sure there’s no problems in your life,” Gibson said. “I preach that [God will bless you]—I believe that 100 percent—but he also promised people persecution.

“In America, we’ve become so comfortable. We don’t want to give up any of our comforts for real truth and real conviction anymore. And that’s why the church remained silent during the lockdowns. So that’s why so many pastors didn’t speak up and push back.”

People don’t want to speak up against critical race theory or on other issues because they don’t want to be labeled a racist, Gibson said.

“Stand up for what you believe in. Don’t be afraid. Continue to love your enemies, but stand your ground. I think that’s really what we need in Americ,” he said/

Gibson advises people, especially Christians, to look at the current situation and issues such as cancel culture from a broader perspective.

“Stop being afraid of what somebody might do to you. … The high cost of living is potentially dying,” Gibson said. “I don’t want to die. Don’t get me wrong, I don’t have a martyr’s complex, I want to live a long life, be an old man, see all of my kids’ kids.

“But if someone has such a grip of fear around you, [that] you can’t live or be who you are, what good is living anyway? So I really think it’s time for people to not be afraid.”

Pope John Paul II, during his inauguration ceremony in 1978, said, “Do not be afraid.”

Historians agree that the pope’s words informed by his faith uplifted people’s spirits and inspired people to stand up to communist oppression leading to the fall of communism in Eastern Europe.

Dr. Lee Edwards, a leading historian at The Heritage Foundation, wrote for the conservative think tank about John Paul II, “The pope spoke firmly for freedom and against tyranny, taking as his text Christ’s words, ‘Be not afraid.’”

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North Dakota on July 8 sued President Joe Biden’s administration over its cancellation of a planned auction of oil and gas leases.

Under the Mineral Leasing Act, lease sales must be held at least once a quarter in each state where eligible lands are available. But the lease sale scheduled for March was canceled and a regularly scheduled sale pegged for June was not held.

North Dakota officials said in the lawsuit, filed in federal court, that the illegal cancellations appeared to be in response to a Biden executive order that directed the secretary of the Interior to “pause new oil and natural gas leases” provided doing so was consistent with the law.

“Ignoring the Executive Orders admonition to act consistent with applicable law, the Federal Defendants’ actions violated several Federal statutes and exceeded their limited scope of discretionary authority,” the 30-page suit states.

The impact of the actions was compounded because the blocked development of federal lands has led to a delay in developing state and private interests, the suit added.

“I have taken this action to protect North Dakota’s economy, the jobs of our hard-working citizens, and North Dakota’s rights to control its own natural resources,” said North Dakota Attorney General Wayne Stenehjem, a Republican, in a statement announcing the filing.

The cost of the cancellations is already over $80 million, a number that could enter the billions unless the administration’s actions are stopped, Stenehjem asserted.

The Department of the Interior and the Bureau of Land Management, two of the named defendants, declined to comment. The White House did not respond to a request for comment.

Administration officials have also canceled or postponed lease sales in other states after Biden’s order was issued. Biden has said he wants to push the country to adopt alternative forms of energy at a faster pace.

Biden in his order claimed that climate change has “become a climate crisis” and necessitates urgent action to combat it.

“There is little time left to avoid setting the world on a dangerous, potentially catastrophic, climate trajectory. Responding to the climate crisis will require both significant short-term global reductions in greenhouse gas emissions and net-zero global emissions by mid-century or before,” he wrote.

More recently, Biden said he wants to end tax breaks for oil companies, even as gas prices remain above $3 a gallon in most of the United States.

A federal judge in Louisiana last month blocked the suspension of the sales, ruling in favor of 13 states led by Louisiana Attorney General Jeff Landry, a Republican.

The Biden administration failed to adequately explain why it was canceling sales, U.S. District Judge Terry Doughty, a Trump nominee, said in his ruling.

“The omission of any rational explanation in canceling the lease sales, and in enacting the Pause, results in this Court ruling that Plaintiff States also have a substantial likelihood of success on the merits of this claim,” he wrote.

Anti-Trump Lawyer Michael Avenatti Sentenced to More Than 2 Years in Prison

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Michael Avenatti was sentenced to 2 1/2 years in prison on July 8 after he was found guilty of an extortion scheme against Nike, finalizing the downfall of Stormy Daniel’s former attorney and mainstream media commentator.

Avenatti, who rose to fame for his criticism of then-President Donald Trump, received a much lower sentence than the sentencing range suggested by federal guidelines. He also received a sentence of three years of supervised release.

“Mr. Avenatti’s conduct was outrageous,” Judge Paul Gardephe said in U.S. District Court in Manhattan during a hearing.

“He hijacked his client’s claims, and he used him to further his own agenda, which was to extort Nike [for] millions of dollars for himself.”

Gardephe noted Avenatti’s notoriety in recent years as a lawyer for Trump accuser Stormy Daniels, saying that he tried to exploit his power and fame during the extortion attempt.

“Mr. Avenatti had become drunk on the power of his platform, or what he perceived the power of his platform to be.”

However, Gardephe said Avenatti deserved a more lenient sentence because he “has expressed what I believe to be severe remorse today.”

For Avenatti, the sentencing marks the conclusion of a tumultuous period that saw him publicly musing a potential presidential bid during media interviews with CNN and MSNBC. Avenatti, who had often attacked Trump on Twitter and in the media, quickly rose to fame and became a mainstay on the two networks during the early part of the Trump administration.

As a frequent guest on mainstream news programs to discuss his lawsuit, he logged more than 100 CNN and MSNBC appearances between March and May 2018, according to an analysis. At the same time, he gained a massive following on Twitter.

Avenatti was arrested in early 2019 in New York for trying to extort Nike out of $25 million, according to prosecutors at the time. They alleged that he threatened to publicly accuse the clothing giant of illicitly paying amateur basketball players unless the firm paid him.

According to court documents, Avenatti threatened a Nike lawyer and claimed he would “take 10 billion dollars off your client’s” stock market capitalization.

“I’m not [expletive] around with this, and I’m not continuing to play games,” he told the Nike attorney, the court documents allege.

Avenatti was arrested shortly thereafter. About a year later, in April 2020, he was found guilty on all three counts.

Also in 2019, a U.S. attorney in California filed a complaint accusing Avenatti of wire fraud and bank fraud, alleging that he had embezzled money from a client and had defrauded a Mississippi bank by submitting false tax returns. For those counts, Avenatti was charged by a federal grand jury in Santa Ana, California, for allegedly embezzling funds from NBA player Hassan Whiteside. He’s pleaded not guilty to the charges.

While in court on July 8, Avenatti read a statement.

“I am truly sorry for all of the pain I caused to Mr. Franklin and others,” Avenatti said, referring to client Gary Franklin, who had relayed information to him about Nike’s alleged illicit payment scheme.

“I alone have destroyed my career, my relationships, and my life. And there is no doubt I need to pay.”

Jan. 6: A tool to justify government power grabs

Laura Hollis warns of the State's 'dangerous ability to spew unadulterated lies 24/7'
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As the nation limps out of the COVID-19 pandemic, many Americans assume that we are also leaving behind the serious – and in some cases, shocking – power grabs that government leaders insisted were necessary to "defeat the virus."

The headlines suggest otherwise. A number of trends have emerged, the confluence of which should concern all Americans who love this country and value their freedom.

First and foremost is the obsession with characterizing the Jan. 6 riot in the Capitol as an "insurrection." Like so much else the American public has been told in recent years, this is a "narrative" – wrapped in secrecy and sold with a heaping helping of propaganda, hyperbole and flat-out lies – which falls apart as the truth slowly leaks out. While unruly and disruptive, Jan. 6 was no attempt to overthrow the federal government. Hundreds of protesters were let into the Capitol building by the U.S. Capitol Police; no one was carrying a firearm of any sort. USCP Officer Brian Sicknick was not killed by chemical spray or a blow to the head from a fire extinguisher, but died of a stroke. In fact, the only person killed on Jan. 6 was Ashli Babbitt, an unarmed protester shot by a USCP officer who will not stand trial and whose name has never been released to the public. Perhaps most disturbing, Revolver News has raised pointed and unanswered questions about the FBI's possible role in Jan. 6.

It is vital to understand that the "insurrection" obsession is itself grounded in another claim of far more serious import: that there was no fraud in the November 2020 election, and that Joe Biden won the presidency "fair and square." While this is certainly possible (if unprecedented, given Trump's increased support in 2020 and every historical benchmark from previous presidential elections), the still-inexplicable simultaneous vote count stoppages in multiple battleground states, coupled with millions of unverified mailed-in ballots and massive middle-of-the-night vote dumps for Biden, raised legitimate suspicions that Americans deserve to have addressed.

And then, there is the Democrats' abject terror of forensic vote audits in battleground states like Arizona (or any states, for that matter). This terror manifests itself as: insisting that mailed-in votes have somehow already been audited (they haven't); suing to block the audit; demonizing every government official or concerned voter calling for an audit as a "Trump voter," and, therefore, a QAnon nutcase at best or a "domestic violent extremist" at worst; and threatening states conducting audits or implementing election integrity legislation, as Attorney General Merrick Garland has done with the states of Arizona and Georgia.

This is not how a government acts when it is confident in its victory.

As anyone in government should know, an audit not only verifies facts that have been reported, but also the procedure by which those reported facts were obtained. It is odd, to say the least, that the same institution whose various agencies (IRS, SEC, EPA) audit individuals and entities regularly is now telling us that asking for an audit of election results is not only unnecessary and unpatriotic, but somehow a signal of bad faith and questionable – if not criminal – intent.

Jan. 6 is also behind President Biden's recent announcement that "white supremacists" represent the single biggest threat of violence within the United States. Even for an administration that plays as fast and loose with the truth as this one does, that's a whopper; one weekend in Chicago would disprove it. Attorney General Garland also pointed to Jan. 6 in his announcement of the administration's new plan to confront domestic terrorism, lumping Trump voters in with "white supremacists" and "militia groups."

The government's dangerous ability to spew unadulterated lies 24/7 was not created by the pandemic, but was certainly enhanced by it. The government has been exposed in one lie after another related to COVID-19, from its possible origin in a Chinese virology lab, to pharmaceutical interventions and treatments for it. At every turn, the government's lies have been disseminated by a compliant and unquestioning TV and broadcast news media, and anyone attempting to get accurate information out to the public has been silenced and banned by social media companies acting as the government's de facto censors.

All of this, without more, should have Americans deeply concerned. But there is more.

Last year's Black Lives Matter riots spawned a "defund the police" movement, which has had grievous consequences in our major cities, where cops have retired in record numbers or been ordered to stand down. Murders are at record numbers in Chicago. Retail theft is not being prosecuted in California. Criminals are released without bail in New York.

And even as state, county and local police forces struggle with funding cuts and attacks, the Capitol Police are opening "field offices" in California, Florida and other states. What's coming? A "United States Police Force" hunting down disgruntled Trump voters with the aid of Facebook and Twitter?

If you want to leave the major cities for the relative peace of the suburbs, alas, the Biden-Harris administration has a power-grab policy for that, too. As further proof that Obama and his people are pulling Pappy Joe's puppet strings, here comes Obama's Affirmatively Furthering Fair Housing rule. As reported by Tucker Carlson last week, the AFFHA and Sen. Cory Booker's proposed HOME Act would force cities and towns to eliminate single-family zoning and minimum lot sizes, and build high-density apartment complexes instead.

Carlson warned that the plan is to "destroy the suburbs." But this month's National Geographic cover story, "Beating the Heat," warns that "wealthy areas" of Los Angeles – meaning single-family neighborhoods – are "shady and cool," compared to poorer neighborhoods, which have fewer trees, less shade, more concrete and more high-density structures. Why would those who care about "climate change" want even more of us in those circumstances?

Concerned yet?

36 states sue Google for anticompetitive practices

Web giant accused of blocking and discouraging alternatives

State attorneys general of 36 states and the District of Columbia filed an antitrust lawsuit against Google on Wednesday alleging the company engaged in anticompetitive practices in its Play Store for Android.

The complaint argues Google holds and unlawfully maintains a monopoly in the market of “Android app distribution,” using anticompetitive tactics such as blocking competitors from accessing the Play Store, discouraging the creation of competing app stores, and acquiring smaller app developers. The complaint also alleges Google charges app developers up to a 30% commission when customers purchase their products through the Google Play Store.

“Google has taken steps to close the ecosystem from competition and insert itself as the middleman between app developers and consumers,” the plaintiffs argue.

The plaintiffs claim that Google’s size and anticompetitive tactics have made it so app developers have no choice but to use Google’s software, which puts developers at the mercy of Google’s policies and fees.

 “Google Play Store distributes over 90% of all Android apps in the United States. No competing Android app store has more than 5% of the market,” the complaint reads.

The complaint also argues that Google’s practices harm consumers. The plaintiffs claim the tech giant’s policy requiring all Play Store apps sell digital in-app content through Google’s billing service creates a monopoly on in-app payment processing, which the company can then abuse.

“Because Google’s tie prevents their use of other payment processors for in-app purchases, consumers are harmed by paying Google’s supracompetitive commission of up to 30%,” the plaintiffs say.

Google responded to the lawsuit in a statement posted on its blog, calling the complaint “meritless” and questioning the motivations of the state attorneys general.

“This lawsuit isn’t about helping the little guy or protecting consumers. It’s about boosting a handful of major app developers who want the benefits of Google Play without paying for it,” Wilson White, Google’s Senior Director of Public Policy, wrote in the statement.

“If you don’t find the app you’re looking for in Google Play, you can choose to download the app from a rival app store or directly from a developer’s website,” White said.

Google has faced several recent antitrust complaints, both in the United States and Europe. The Department of Justice filed an antitrust complaint in October 2020 alleging similar anticompetitive practices related to the Google Play Store.

State attorneys general of 38 states sued Google in December 2020 over alleged manipulation of search results, while another December complaint led by Texas’s attorney general went after the company’s online advertising practices.

An Ohio lawsuit in June asked for a judge to declare Google a “common carrier” and therefore subject to regulation like a public utility.

The company was also fined $270 million last month by a French antitrust regulator for its anticompetitive data practices.

Black father: 'CRT teaches my daughter her mother is evil'

Tells school board theory being used 'to indoctrinate the kids to hate each other'

In yet another confrontation at a school board meeting over the Marxist-based Critical Race Theory, a black father in Michigan told members his daughter will be taught that her white mother is "evil."

"Critical race theory is teaching that white people are bad. That's not true. That would teach my daughter that her mother is evil," said Ian Rice of Caledonia, Michigan, according to a smartphone video posted on Twitter and highlighted by the Gateway Pundit.

Rice argued Critical Race Theory was never meant to be taught in grade schools or high schools.

"It's actually taught in the collegiate atmosphere — and more importantly, the legal portion of the collegiate atmosphere — to see different laws through the lens of race ... from an ethical standpoint, not for grade schoolers and high schoolers," Rice said.

The theory essentially views the world through the lens of oppressor and the oppressed, regarding anyone who is white as a de facto oppressor.

Rice said teachers are unqualified to handle CRT and are "using it as their own agenda to indoctrinate the kids to hate each other."

"What is your criteria to educate the educators?” he asked.

"And who are you to educate my children — or any of our children — in life issues?" he asked.

Is Critical Race Theory an evil curriculum?
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"That's our job," he said of parents. "Your job is to teach them math and science. Our job is to teach them about life."

See Ian Rice's testimony:
Last month, a black mother, Keisha King, told the Florida Board of Education on it was teaching hate and ruining the "greatest country in the world."

Earlier that week, a mother who survived Mao's Cultural Revolution in China before immigrating to the U.S. told the Loudon County School Board in Northern Virginia she was "very alarmed" by what schools are teaching.

"You are now teaching, training our children to be social justice warriors and to loathe our country and our history," she said.

The mothers, Xi Van Fleet, compared the ideology of CRT to the propaganda that fueled Mao's deadly purge, which resulted in the deaths of as many as 20 million people from 1966 to 1976.

'A semantic game'
Many education officials claim that Critical Race Theory is not being taught in K-12 schools. But HotAir.com blogger Allahpundit noted that the American Federation of Teachers is preparing to go to court to defend its prerogative to teach CRT while the union's president, Randi Weingarten, is claiming that schools are not teaching it.

"Weingarten's playing a semantic game in which 'Critical Race Theory' is defined narrowly to refer to a particular vein of legal scholarship, which naturally wouldn’t be covered in middle or high schools," he wrote.

"But opponents of CRT mean something broader, a spectrum of 'anti-racist' dogma that believes 'whiteness' is evil, America is hopelessly 'structurally racist,' and the only solutions to social problems are fringe-left ones."

Two scholars considered to be among the founders of the CRT legal subdivision once marveled at its growing influence in education, the Daily Caller reported last week.

Richard Delgado and his wife, Jean Stefancic, both professors at the University of Alabama School of Law, said in a 2010 interview with a legal journal that promoters of CRT have "found a natural affinity in education,"

Delgado referred to the founders of CRT as "a bunch of Marxists," noting a founding conference on CRT scholarship in 1989 at the University of Wisconsin drew dozens of legal scholars.

In February, Carol Swain, a former political science professor and vice chairman for President Trump's 1776 Commission, warned that having already "destroyed" higher education, the political left is ramping up its effort to fundamentally transform K-12 schooling, teaching children that anything associated with Western Civilization is dangerous.

She said in an interview last month that CRT may infringe on constitutional rights and even violate civil rights laws.

The primary tenet of CRT is that "all white people are considered oppressors who benefit from undeserved advantages," she said.

"The demonization of one group of people because of the color of their skin is something that is discriminatory," said Swain, who taught at Princeton and Vanderbilt universities.

She argued that the Civil Rights Act of 1964 protects everyone, including white people, from discrimination on the basis of race, color, national origin, religion and disability. In addition, the Equal Protection Clause of the 14th Amendment guarantees certain protections to all people, even non-citizens. So, if any public institution, including a university, moves to restrict people’s speech or behavior, it could be a First Amendment violation, Swain said.

Embedding racial 'equity'
In his first week in office, President Biden unveiled a plan to "embed racial equity," rather than equality of opportunity, in all government agencies and "redress systemic racism where it exists" across the nation.

In April, as WND reported, the Biden administration proposed offering grants for K-12 history classes that teach Critical Race Theory and the "1619 Project," the New York Times series that contends the United States was founded on slavery, regarding it as the defining characteristic of the American experience.

Biden immediately eliminated President Trump's 1776 Commission, for which Swain served as vice chairman. The Biden administration called the report the commission released just prior to Biden's inauguration "counterfactual."

With the aim of restoring education on America and its founding, the 1776 report argues that while the country "has its imperfections, just like any other country, in the annals of history the United States has achieved the greatest degree of personal freedom, security, and prosperity for the greatest proportion of its own people and for others around the world."

"These results are the good fruit of the ideas the founding generation expressed as true for all people at all times and places."

Last October, two members of the 1776 Commission, Hillsdale College President Larry Arnn and Hoover Institution fellow Victor Davis Hanson, were among the professors, academics and historians who signed a letter urging the Pulitzer Prize Board to rescind its award to the author of the "1619 Project," Nikole Hannah-Jones.

Posted on the website of the National Association of Scholars, the letter asserts there is "simply no evidence" for her claim that "protecting the institution of slavery was a primary motive for the American Revolution."

The New York Times' own fact-checker, Leslie M. Harris, the scholars point out, has "warned the newspaper that an assertion that 'the patriots fought the American Revolution in large part to preserve slavery in North America' was plainly false."

Utah Black Lives Matter Founder Faces Backlash for Calling US Flag ‘Symbol of Hatred’

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In a Facebook post made on Independence Day, Utah’s Black Lives Matter (BLM) Chapter wrote that the American flag is “a symbol of hatred” and those flying are “racist.”

“When we Black Americans see this flag, we know the person flying it is not safe to be around,” the post reads. “When we see this flag, we know the person flying it is a racist. When we see this flag, we know that the person flying it lives in a different America than we do. When we see this flag, we question your intelligence. We know to avoid you. It is a symbol of hatred.”

Lex Scott, the chapter’s founder, said she stands by her words about the American flag being a symbol of hate.

“If you see that every person that hates you is carrying an American flag how would you feel about that flag? If every message of hate that you receive comes from a person flying that flag, how would you feel when you see that flag,” Scott said in a written statement further explaining her July 4 Facebook post. “I feel fear. That is not up for debate. I feel like the person flying it is racist because every racist that I have come in contact with is either wearing that flag or flying that flag. I feel as if I should avoid that person because they may be dangerous.”

“I told the world that the American flag is a hate symbol. And the world erupted in rage, but when Neo N@zis fly that flag you say nothing, you do nothing,” Scott continued. “If people truly believe that it is a symbol of love, independence, dignity, patriotism. They would defend it, not only when it is critiqued by me, but when it is used for hate. But they don’t and they won’t.”

The national BLM movement was founded on the premise that black people in America are systemically oppressed and that the system of capitalism does not value all lives.

“Black Lives Matter is an ideological and political intervention in a world where Black lives are systematically and intentionally targeted for demise. It is an affirmation of Black folks’ humanity, our contributions to this society, and our resilience in the face of deadly oppression,” states the BLM “Herstory” webpage.
Patrisse Cullors, a BLM co-founder said in an interview with Real News Network in 2015, “We actually do have an ideological frame. Myself and Alicia [Garza, one of 3 co-founders] in particular are trained organizers. We are trained Marxists.” Cullors created the hashtag #BlackLivesMatter and co-founded BLM with Alicia Garza and Opal Tometi in 2013.

In a 2018 interview with Democracy Now, she said her “mentor” is Eric Mann, a member of the radical-left militant group Students for a Democratic Society and the Weather Underground, which bombed government buildings and police stations in the 1960s and 1970s.

In a December 2020 YouTube post, Cullors said she does not believe capitalism works for most people, adding, “but I do believe that we can get to a place where there’s a socio-economic system that doesn’t oppress some groups of people and only uplifts a few.”

Scott said in a 2020 interview that her chapter is not a part of the national BLM network and its primary goal is to reform policing.

“While we are an independent chapter, we don’t incite violence, we don’t destroy property, those are the rules of the chapter. We work on police reform, we have a summer camp for black children, we have a ski camp, we registered inmates to vote,” Scott said in a 2020 interview with ABC Utah.

While Scott’s chapter does not advocate destroying property, other BLM groups do. The Chicago BLM organizer, Ariel Atkins said that her group “100 percent” supports the violent looters and sees their actions as “reparations.”

“The whole idea of criminality is based on racism anyway,” she told a local NPR station Chicago’s WBEZ. “Because criminality is punishing people for things that they have needed to do to survive or just the way that society has affected them with white supremacist B.S.,” she said.

Scott started United Front in 2014, a national civil rights organization, and about three years ago she formed BLM Utah. She said she is focused on getting laws changed to hold police officers accountable, end police brutality and mass incarceration of blacks.

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Mothers of Tamir Rice, Breonna Taylor Criticize Black Lives Matter: ‘Benefitting Off the Blood of Our Loved Ones’

The mothers of several people whose names have been invoked by Black Lives Matter activists panned the group’s co-founder, Patrisse Cullors, for benefitting “off the blood” of their family members.

Cullors announced last week that she would be departing the organization, coming after reports disclosed her finances and real estate holdings.

“They are benefiting off the blood of our loved ones, and they won’t even talk to us,” Samaria Rice, the mother of a 12-year-old boy, Tamir Rice, who was shot by police in Cleveland, told the New York Post.

Rice added that she contacted Black Lives Matter to help in re-opening a federal investigation into her son’s death in 2014, exchanging several emails with Cullors years ago before nothing came of it.

“I don’t believe she is going anywhere,” Rice said of the BLM co-founder. “It’s all a facade,” she continued. “She’s only saying that to get the heat off her right now.”

Lisa Simpson, whose son was also killed in a Los Angeles Police Department officer-involved incident in 2016, also criticized the organization’s co-founder.

“Now she doesn’t have to show her accountability,” Simpson, 52, told the newspaper in reference to Cullors’ move to leave the organization. “She can just take the money and run.”

In an interview with The Associated Press, Cullors said that recent criticism and reports about her finances were not the reason why she’s leaving Black Lives Matter, saying she wants to focus on other endeavors including a book and a TV deal with Warner Bros.

What’s more, Cullors—who previously called herself a “trained Marxist” and has praised Chinese Communist Party founder Mao Zedong—alleged that the articles about the multiple homes she owns that are reportedly worth millions of dollars are part of a “right-wing” smear campaign. The Epoch Times has contacted Black Lives Matter for comment.

Black Lives Matter revealed to AP that the group took in $90 million after George Floyd’s death, which sparked nationwide Black Lives Matter demonstrations, riots, and related violence last year.

But, according to Simpson, Black Lives Matter raised $5,000 for her son’s funeral and she never received any of the money.

In March, both Rice and Simpson panned Black Lives Matters’ leadership.

“We never hired them to be the representatives in the fight for justice for our dead loved ones murdered by the police,” their statement said, the Post reported. “The ‘activists’ have events in our cities and have not given us anything substantial for using our loved ones’ images and names on their flyers. We don’t want or need y’all parading in the streets accumulating donations, platforms, movie deals, etc. off the death of our loved ones, while the families and communities are left clueless and broken.”

The mother of Breonna Taylor, meanwhile, criticized local Louisville Black Lives Matter activists earlier this year for using her daughter’s death for their benefit.

“I could walk in a room full of people who claim to be here for Breonna’s family who don’t even know who I am,” Tamika Palmer said in the since-deleted Facebook post. “I’ve watched y’all raise money on behalf of Breonna’s family who has never done a damn thing for us nor have we needed it or asked so talk about fraud. It’s amazing how many people have lost focus.”

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Trump: Big Tech censorship conspiracy with feds threatens democracy

'I am suing to stop it'
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Donald Trump, the 45th president of the United States, says he's taking America's Big Tech industry to court because Congress has "illegally deputized" its companies "as the censorship arm of the U.S. government," and that's unconstitutional.

"The Supreme Court has held that Congress can't use private actors to achieve what the Constitution prohibits it from doing itself," he explains in a new commentary in the Wall Street Journal. "This should alarm you no matter your political persuasion. It is unacceptable, unlawful and un-American."

WND reported earlier in the week when Trump announced class-action claims against billionaires Mark Zuckerberg, the chief of Facebook; Jack Dorsey, head of Twitter, and Sundar Pichai, CEO for Google, and their companies on behalf of "cancel culture" victims.

The case is being handled by the America First Policy Institute, which explained the case seeks an end to "shadow banning" and "blacklisting" by the companies.

Trump, in making the announcement, said he does not expect a "settlement."

"We're going to hold Big Tech very accountable," he explained. "We are asking the court to impose punitive damages on these social-media giants."

Social-media companies in the past few years have moved aggressively against conservative voices, commentators, news organizations and more.

They have used their position as near-monopolies to control and eliminate voices with which they disagree, and they claim the right to do so as private companies, exempt from the First Amendment.

Does the Big Tech censorship conspiracy with the federal government threaten democracy?
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Now Trump has explained in his column that the problem is that America's democracy is being threatened by "a powerful group of Big Tech corporations that have teamed up with government to censor the free speech of the American people."

"Social media has become as central to free speech as town meeting halls, newspapers and television networks were in prior generations. The internet is the new public square. In recent years, however, Big Tech platforms have become increasingly brazen and shameless in censoring and discriminating against ideas, information and people on social media—banning users, deplatforming organizations, and aggressively blocking the free flow of information on which our democracy depends," he said.

In fact, he charged, those digital companies are "manipulating and controlling the political debate itself. Consider content that was censored in the past year. Big Tech companies banned users from their platforms for publishing evidence that showed the coronavirus emerged from a Chinese lab, which even the corporate media now admits may be true. In the middle of a pandemic, Big Tech censored physicians from discussing potential treatments such as hydroxychloroquine, which studies have now shown does work to relieve symptoms of Covid-19. In the weeks before a presidential election, the platforms banned the New York Post—America’s oldest newspaper—for publishing a story critical of Joe Biden’s family, a story the Biden campaign did not even dispute."

He pointed out, though, that those social media companies let "Chinese propagandists and the Iranian dictator spew threats and hateful lies on these platforms with impunity."

He pointed out that the federal law protecting tech companies addresses them as platforms, "not publishers."

"Unlike publishers, companies such as Facebook and Twitter can’t be held legally liable for the content posted to their sites. Without this immunity, social media companies could not exist," he said.

But those companies routinely boast of censoring material based on its content – a function of a "publisher."

Trump explained Democrats are exploiting the scenario to censor those who differ politically.

"In recent years, we have all watched Congress haul Big Tech CEOs before their committees and demand that they censor 'false' stories and 'disinformation'—labels determined by an army of partisan fact-checkers loyal to the Democrat Party," Trump said.

"Further, Big Tech and government agencies are actively coordinating to remove content from the platforms according to the guidance of agencies such as the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention. Big Tech and traditional media entities formed the Trusted News Initiative, which essentially takes instructions from the CDC about what information they need to 'combat,'" he said.

The resulting collusion between tech executive and government officials is not only illegal, but unconstitutional, he charged.

He said the lawsuits are to restore free speech for "all Americans."

If the court accepts the premise that the tech companies are working in concert with Democrats, that would mean they are acting on behalf of the government, which would subject them to the requirements of the First Amendment.

Brooke L. Rollins, president of AFPI, said, "There’s not much precedent for an American president taking major-media corporations to court — nor is there much precedent for an American president engaging the judiciary to shape the landscape of American freedoms after his presidency."

Rollins continued, "President Trump often remarked that if Big Tech is out to get him, it’s because they’re out to get the American people — and he was just standing in the way. The actions of the Big Tech firms we’re taking to court illustrate the point perfectly. What they’ve done, what they’ve wrought in the past few years staggers the imagination."

Remarks from China's leader should be believed

And Communist regime 'will accept the confrontation this will trigger' with U.S.

Xi Jinping’s July 1 speech to commemorate the Chinese Communist Party’s centenary has received much fanfare. Accompanied by great pageantry, the speech was the CCP’s most significant public event in the past decade.  All authoritarian states attach significant importance to public gatherings.  These events give a visual demonstration of the faux solidarity between leadership and the people.

But events like this also reveal a great deal about an authoritarian regime’s self-perception. In a society like China’s, where a single party holds absolute political power, public pronouncements are a chance to signal to domestic and international audiences precisely how the regime defines itself, what it prioritizes, and which threats it thinks deserve a response.

This is particularly true in China, the world’s literary society par excellence. From the 3rd century Han dynasty to the Qing dynasty’s collapse in 1912, Chinese emperors relied upon a class of scholar-bureaucrats, termed mandarins by the Portuguese, to govern their territories. Selected through competitive intellectual examination, the members of this unique class were steeped in philosophical and historical literature. They attached overwhelming importance to speechcraft and the art of writing. The CCP carries forward this mandarin heritage, and as such, Xi’s directs several subtle signals toward the careful listener.

These signals convey a clear message: Xi Jinping’s Chinese Communist Party intends to direct the Chinese nation in a titanic struggle for global dominance. To this end, the Party and nation must prepare for conflict. And China’s first blow will fall on Taiwan.

Xi asserted that modern China is a continuation of five thousand years of Chinese history and is therefore the expression of a rich civilization and culture. But unmistakably, he views the CCP’s rule as the highest point of Chinese historical development. Hence his boast that “the socialist revolution” overturned “the exploitative and repressive feudal system that had persisted for thousands of years,” and Xi’s equivalence between China’s 5,000-year history and the Party’s 70 years of governance. Even more striking was the way Xi invoked China’s founding revolutionaries, foremost among them Mao Zedong. Naturally, Xi must profess loyalty to the CCP’s historical leaders and publicly advocate the maintenance of their ideologies. However, Xi indicates that the “socialist revolution” had one primary purpose – it “laid down the fundamental political conditions and the institutional foundations necessary for national rejuvenation”.

If the end or purpose of the socialist revolution is this “national rejuvenation”, then it follows that the individuals who execute this rejuvenation – that is, Xi Jinping’s CCP – have a unique role in this end. The CCP’s primary historical relevance is preparing the conditions for the present Party to achieve national rejuvenation, a theme reinforced by Xi’s refusal to speak of the Party’s history in more than generalities, outside of his broad historical overview. Moreover, the modern Party came into existence in 2012, when “socialism with Chinese characteristics entered a new era” with Xi’s accession to paramount leadership. Xi framed this in effect as almost a new founding of the Chinese nation.

Should remarks from China's leader be believed?
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Xi does not define national rejuvenation.  The closest he comes is in his opening remarks, when he invokes the Party’s second centenary goal, “building China into a great modern socialist country in all respects.”  One may, however, infer the objective of “national rejuvenation” from Xi’s discussion of China’s future, which he portrayed as lessons from its history. Three themes are apparent. First, the Party and the country are identical, an outgrowth of his previous remarks that Chinese history functionally began in 1921, with the CCP’s founding. Second, the Party must be unified. It must “keep in alignment with central Party leadership”, that is, with Xi’s vision. And third, the Party and nation must prepare for conflict. The Party must “accelerate the modernization of national defense” because of the “irrefutable truth that it must command the gun”.

Why does China need a “world-class” military? To protect, as Xi delineates, Chinese “sovereignty, security, and development interests.” This is not boilerplate. Xi mentions only one international organization in his entire speech, China’s neocolonial One Belt, One Road initiative. And after praising international cooperation, he pivots immediately to identifying the need for “the courage to fight” for China’s national dream, a dream that will require a greater struggle than ever before to achieve.

It is here that the Taiwan question comes to the fore. It is the last substantive remark in his speech, the denouement of his vision for Party and nation. Xi identifies only three specific territories in his speech —  Hong Kong, Macau, and Taiwan — and the last receives particular attention. Notably, COVID-19 is never mentioned. Behind the advocacy for peaceful reunification is Xi’s true message. “Taiwan independence” is deemed a threat to Chinese national sovereignty and “territorial integrity.” And, the People’s Liberation Army is meant to secure this sovereignty.

Xi is correct to state that the future does belong to China’s youth. But he makes a specific demand of the Chinese people – that its young become, like China, “proud, confident, and assured” to “live up to...the expectations of our times, our Party, and our people.”  For what trials does the Party expect the Chinese people to prepare? There is only one answer: the conflict necessary to achieve national rejuvenation, beginning over Taiwan, and securing for China global dominance.

Xi Jinping has made the use of force an integral element of Chinese foreign policy. That use of force is not limited to the “grey zone” “below threshold,” using the “salami-slicing” tactics that the U.S. foreign policy establishment insists are China’s modus operandi. The centenary speech objective is conquest: China will absorb Taiwan by military means if necessary and will accept the confrontation this will trigger between it and the United States. Xi said it. That he means it is beyond issue.

People Who Recover From COVID-19 at ‘Very Low Risk’ of Re-Infection: Study

People who have contracted COVID-19 and recovered should know that the risk for re-infection is very low, a doctor said after a study he worked on was published.

Researchers analyzed records from Curative, a clinical laboratory based in San Dimas that specializes in COVID-19 testing and has during the pandemic been conducting routine workforce screening. None of the 254 employees who had COVID-19 and recovered became re-infected, while four of the 739 who were fully vaccinated contracted the disease.

“The big takeaway was that if you are not vaccinated, and were not previously infected, one, you have a very high risk getting infected—24 percent of employees over a year tested positive. However, on the flip side, if you were vaccinated or previously infected your risk was near zero,” Dr. Jeffrey Klausner, clinical professor of preventive medicine and medicine at the University of Southern California’s Keck School of Medicine, told The Epoch Times.

Klausner and Dr. Noah Kojima of the University of California, Los Angeles’ Department of Medicine joined with Curative workers to analyze the records. They released a pre-print, or pre-peer reviewed version of the study online this week.

Researchers found that of the 4,313 employees who were not previously infected or fully vaccinated, 254 became infected.

The findings add to the growing body of research that indicates people who had COVID-19 and recovered enjoy a similar level of protection as those who have gotten a vaccine, following a study in the United Kingdom and one by Cleveland Clinic researchers.

“It should give confidence to people who have recovered that they are at very low risk for repeat infection and some experts including myself believe that protection is equal to vaccination,” Klausner told The Epoch Times.

“And we’re trying to update policy such that people who have recovered have the same privileges and access as people who are vaccinated.”

According to federal guidance, vaccines should be administered to people irrespective of whether they’ve had COVID-19 in the past.

The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) has said officials are aware of evidence suggesting natural immunity among those who have been infected but has not altered its recommendations to incorporate that evidence.

“We do not comment on non-CDC authored papers. We continually evaluate the science that leads to our guidance, and if it needs to be changed, we will be base that on our own research and studies,” a spokesman told The Epoch Times in an email last month.

The limitations of the new study, which has been submitted to a journal and is being peer reviewed, include the possibility employees could have tested positive for COVID-19 outside of the routine screening, or employee testing program.

The group plans to conduct more analysis on the Curative data.

Dr. David Boulware, professor of medicine at the University of Minnesota, told The Epoch Times via email that the study “adds to the body of literature that generally healthy adults <65 years old with prior COVID-19 infection are generally not at risk of recurrent SARS-CoV-2 infection in short term after initial symptomatic infection.”

SARS-CoV-2 is another name for the CCP (Chinese Communist Party) virus, which causes COVID-19.

Boulware, who was not involved in the research, noted that the median age of those tested was 29 years old and very likely included few people 65 years old or older, or many people without immune system problems.

“Thus, this may not apply to elderly persons or persons with substantial co-morbidities—but does likely apply to adults 18-65 years of age without major medical problems,” he said, adding that because the follow-up time period of those studied was relatively short, the paper does not give insight into longer-term protection.

“Long term protection is more unknown, which is why persons with prior infection still are recommended to receive at least 1 vaccine dose, but there is not any urgency to receive the vaccine (and waiting ~3 months likely would be fine),” he said.

Klausner said that besides bolstering the idea of natural immunity, the study shows that vaccination in the workplace is important.

“We need to continue to promote workplace vaccination requirements. Businesses have the authority and have the ability and have the legal power to require employees get vaccinated,” he said. “And I think our study supports that benefit.”

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CDC announces it is targeting kids for COVID shots

Tests underway on experimental treatments for children

The Centers for Disease Control, the organization that has been at the forefront of the lobbying on various COVID-19 issues over the last year, says it will be targeting children with its vaccinations program as parents starting thinking about schooling this fall.

That's even though a study described in Fortune confirmed they face an "extremely low" risk from COVID, and "have no need to shield from the virus."

That analysis "backs up clinical reports that show children and teens are less likely to be hospitalized or face severe effects from the virus. Covid-19 does increase the chance of serious illness in the most vulnerable children – those with complex disabilities and severe existing medical conditions – but even in those cases the risks are smaller compared with adults," the report said.

Nonetheless, The Gateway Pundit noted the CDC's instructions for schools in the fall include: "Masks should be worn indoors by all individuals (age 2 and older) who are not fully vaccinated. Consistent and correct mask use by people who are not fully vaccinated is especially important indoors and in crowded settings, when physical distancing cannot be maintained."

Further, it recommends "schools maintain at least 3 feet of physical distance between students within classrooms, combined with indoor mask wearing by people who are not fully vaccinated, to reduce transmission risk. When it is not possible to maintain a physical distance of at least 3 feet, such as when schools cannot fully re-open while maintaining these distances, it is especially important to layer multiple other prevention strategies, such as indoor masking."

The report explained, "Children have virtually zero chance of dying from COVID yet the CDC is specifically calling for unvaccinated children to be abused and 'marked' with a face mask."

And, the report explained, a new JAMA pediatrics report warns children wearing masks can be exposed to "dangerous levels of carbon dioxide."

Technically, all COVID vaccines are experimental yet, and they're not even available for those under 12, as tests still are ongoing.

Should children be targeted for COVID shots?
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The study described in Fortune noted that Elizabeth Whittaker, of Imperial College London, confirmed, "It is reassuring that these findings reflect our clinical experience in hospital -- we see very few seriously unwell children."

The Fortune report said, "Under 18s in England had about a 1-in-50,000 chance of being admitted to intensive care with coronavirus during the first year of the pandemic, one study in the analysis found."

"There's a general feeling among pediatricians that probably too many children were shielded in the first elements of the pandemic and that there’s probably very few children that need to shield according to these data," explained Russell Viner, of University College London.

The BMJ noted, on the issue of vaccinations, "The net benefit of vaccinating children is unclear, and vulnerable people worldwide should be prioritized instead."

Healthline said Pfizer and Moderna, two of the vaccine manufacturers, have been researching whether the vaccines are safe and effective for children.

Healthline said, "These developers have enrolled thousands of children across the United States, Poland, Finland, and Spain."

YouTube Deletes CPAC’s Video About Trump’s Lawsuit, Group Can’t Upload Content

YouTube has deleted a video uploaded by the American Conservative Union, which hosts the Conservative Political Action Conference, for allegedly violating its terms and conditions about COVID-19, the group said on July 11.

In an emailed statement, the American Conservative Union (ACU) said its video featured former President Donald Trump’s announcement that he would file lawsuits against Google, as well as Facebook and Twitter.

YouTube “issued a strike against” the group’s account two days after the video was uploaded on July 9. The Big Tech firm also “banned the organization from posting for one week,” according to the statement.

“As a result, YouTube has prevented ACU from sharing content from CPAC 2021 Part 2 in Dallas, Texas, including former President Donald Trump’s speech on Sunday, July 11,” the statement said.

Trump was scheduled to deliver CPAC’s headliner speech on July 11 at 3:35 p.m. CDT.

According to the ACU, YouTube said the video contained alleged “medical misinformation” regarding COVID-19 when it cited the reason for removing the video. The group said YouTube didn’t cite any examples that violated its policies.

“It is clear that YouTube censored CPAC because we stood with former President Donald Trump on his lawsuit against Big Tech,” ACU Chairman Matt Schlapp said in a statement. “This is yet another example of Big Tech censoring content with which they disagree in order to promote the political positions they favor.”

The ACU further suggested that YouTube opposed a comment from Trump referencing studies about hydroxychloroquine and saying it’s effective in treating COVID-19.

“Google’s political biases heavily influence YouTube’s definitions of ‘misinformation’ and that the political beliefs of Google executives take priority over the free speech rights of Google users,” the group stated.

When reached for comment, an ACU spokesman told The Epoch Times that claims in the video “are backed by sound medical research conducted by local health authorities” and it’s “clear to CPAC that YouTube’s removal of our content and the one-week ban they imposed on our account has nothing to do with ‘medical misinformation’ and everything to do with suppressing content about the class-action lawsuit.”

Trump announced last week that his class-action lawsuits against the social media giants and their CEOS are about protecting the First Amendment right to free speech. They argued that Trump’s rights were denied when the three Big Tech companies banned him.

Twitter, Facebook, and Google said in January that they banned Trump over his claims that the Nov. 3 election was stolen and alleged that he contributed to violence during the Jan. 6 protest. Trump has categorically denied those allegations.

The former president’s lawyers have argued that Twitter, Facebook, and Google have “ceased to be private” companies and cited the Section 230 protection shield that such firms employ to protect themselves from liability. Republicans have said the federal rule has allowed Big Tech firms to censor their political opponents, while some have gone further, suggesting that social media giants should be regulated as utilities.

Representatives from YouTube didn’t respond to a request for comment by press time.

House Republicans Call for Comprehensive Audit of Pandemic-Related Unemployment Insurance Fraud

Thirty House members, all Republicans, asked the Labor Department acting inspector general to do an “official audit” of unemployment insurance fraud during the COVID-19 pandemic.

“It is past time we learned how much of American taxpayers’ dollars have actually been given to fraudulent claims,” the lawmakers wrote in a letter (pdf) to Acting Inspector General Larry Turner on July 8. “We therefore urge that United States Department of Labor, Office of the Inspector General conduct an official audit to determine to what extent did fraud occur in COVID-related unemployment assistance programs.”

Reps. Doug Lamborn (R-Colo.), Devin Nunes (R-Calif.), Louie Gohmert (R-Texas), Mo Brooks (R-Ala.), Lauren Boebert (R-Colo.), and 25 other House Republicans coauthored the letter.

The Republicans said that fraudulent activities are still running rampant across the country in unemployment insurance programs, citing a report from Turner’s office and a media report.

In the report (pdf) issued on May 28, the Labor Department Office of Inspector General said that the department and states were struggling to implement three pandemic-related unemployment insurance programs including the $600 supplemental unemployment payment. As a result, unemployed individuals can’t get timely payments.

Meanwhile, states also have a hard time detecting improper payments and recovering overpayments.

Twenty states didn’t perform certain required improper payment detection measures and 19 states didn’t perform required overpayment recovery activities, the report stated.

Around $5.4 billion in unemployment insurance benefits was likely paid to potentially fraudulent individuals between March 2020 and October 2020, the Labor Department said in an alert memorandum (pdf) back in February 2021.

Blake Hall, CEO of ID.me, told Axios that about $400 billion, as much as 50 percent of all unemployment payments, might have been stolen.

The Epoch Times reached out to Turner’s office for comments.

Many unemployment insurance fraud cases have been charged by U.S. attorneys during the pandemic, according to information released by the Justice Department (DOJ).

Antwine Demon Hunter, 24, from Las Vegas pleaded guilty to filing two dozen fraudulent unemployment insurance claims for over $250,000 on Wednesday.

Several days earlier, a male from Massachusetts, 68-year-old Alan Neal Scott, pleaded guilty in a case connected to pandemic-related unemployment insurance fraud.

Scott “submitted these [fraudulent] claims using his own identity as well as the identities of various individuals, including some who were not eligible for unemployment benefits as they were incarcerated at the time and could not have been employed as reported,” the DOJ said in a press release.

The DOJ lists unemployment insurance fraud as one of the four major scams related to COVID-19 on their website.

White House, lib media, RINOs aim their guns at GOP opponents of door-to-door vaccine push

Psaki claims they're 'literally killing people'

Don't like President Joe Biden's administration deputizing "trusted messengers" to go door-to-door and preach to the unvaccinated to get the COVID jab? The White House wants you to know you're "feeding misinformation."

And, if you're a politician looking askance at the proposal, you're "literally killing people."

Yes, Democrats -- and the odd Republican, albeit one in name only -- are beginning the push back against those who would push back at a divisive and unhelpful plan to boost the numbers of the vaccinated by having volunteers act as traveling salespeople for the Pfizer, Moderna and Johnson & Johnson shots.

The Biden administration first announced the plan last week.

“Now we need to go to community-by-community, neighborhood-by-neighborhood, and oftentimes, door-to-door — literally knocking on doors — to get help to the remaining people" vaccinated, the president said Tuesday, according to a White House transcript.

Also on Tuesday, White House press secretary Jen Psaki mentioned the door-to-door push while talking with reporters about the possibility of new lockdowns and other COVID restrictions during a media briefing.

“Well, the states are going to have to make evaluations and local communities are going to have to make evaluations about what’s in their interests,” Psaki said.

 “And, as you know, there are much higher rates of vaccinations in some parts of the country over others, and we certainly support their decisions to implement any measures that they think will help their community [be] safe,” she continued, adding that Biden wanted a “targeted, community-by-community, door-to-door outreach to get remaining Americans vaccinated by ensuring they have the information they need on how both safe and accessible the vaccine is.”

It didn't take long for Republicans to push back on this, and for good reason.

"I have directed our health department to let the federal government know that sending government employees or agents door-to-door to compel vaccination would NOT be an effective OR a welcome strategy in Missouri!" Missouri Gov. Mike Parson tweeted Wednesday.

Rep. Jim Jordan of Ohio, meanwhile, wondered whether this meant government agents would be "knocking on your door to see if you own a gun" next.

However, the biggest White House push-back came when South Carolina Gov. Henry McMaster, a vocal Biden critic, wanted to block the door-to-door efforts of the administration in his state, according to The Associated Press.

In a letter to his state's health department, McMaster requested it block state and local groups from “the use of the Biden Administration’s ‘targeted’ ‘door to door’ tactics.”

 “A South Carolinian’s decision to get vaccinated is a personal one for them to make and not the government’s,” McMaster wrote, according to the AP.

“Enticing, coercing, intimidating, mandating, or pressuring anyone to take the vaccine is a bad policy which will deteriorate the public’s trust and confidence in the State’s vaccination efforts.”

On Friday, Psaki insinuated McMaster was "literally killing people."

“The failure to provide accurate public health information, including the efficacy of vaccines and the accessibility of them to people across the country, including South Carolina, is literally killing people, so maybe they should consider that,” Psaki said during a media briefing Friday.

Department of Health and Human Services Secretary Xavier Becerra, meanwhile, told CNN it was "absolutely the government’s business" who was vaccinated and who wasn't.

 “The federal government has had to spend trillions of dollars to try to keep Americans alive during this pandemic, so it is absolutely the government’s business," Becerra told CNN on Thursday.

“It is the taxpayer’s business if we have to continue to spend money to try to keep people from contracting COVID and helping reopen the economy. And so, it is our business to try to make sure Americans can prosper, Americans can freely associate, and knocking on a door has never been against the law.”

Whether or not it's against the law isn't quite the issue, however. It's whether or not having surrogates of the federal government peddling the vaccine as if they're Boy Scouts selling candy bars comes across as invasive, divisive and counterproductive.

You can do anything door-to-door, but you would think there would be enough self-awareness on the administration's part to realize why Amway and the Jehovah's Witnesses have branding issues.

But when that fails, feel free to fall back on the old "misinformation" feint. White House COVID-19 coordinator Jeff Zients certainly did.

Are the government and media intentionally trying to impugn opponents of COVID vaccines?

“For those individuals, organizations that are feeding misinformation and trying to mischaracterize this type of trusted-messenger work, I believe you are doing a disservice to the country and to the doctors, the faith leaders, community leaders and others who are working to get people vaccinated, save lives and help end this pandemic," Zients said.

That kind of rhetoric may not win the vaccine-reticent over, but the media needed little wooing to swoon over the Biden administration's offensive.

"For the usually reserved Biden White House, which has long harbored private frustrations about some states’ laggard vaccination programs but refused to condemn them publicly for fear of playing up political divides in public health, it was a bridge too far," the AP claimed regarding states' push-back against the nascent door-to-door initiative.

Here was ABC News on Friday: "President Joe Biden's push to enlist volunteers, including local doctors and pastors, to go 'literally knocking on doors' to encourage vaccinations in some states sparked an outcry this week among conservatives, who mischaracterized the effort as the deployment of government agents to strong-arm reluctant Americans."

However, the White House hadn't made any particularly strenuous effort to characterize the vaccine drive in enough detail for anyone to have "mischaracterized" it.

Per the AP's fawning report on Thursday, Psaki has "rebutted some allegations about the door-knocking program."

 “They are not members of the government. They are not federal government employees," she said. "They are volunteers. They are clergy. They are trusted voices in communities who are playing this role and door knocking."

By that time, though, it was clear this was a bad idea no matter who was doing it or how much the administration or the media tried to apply a fresh coat of lipstick to the pig.

But if all else fails, let Illinois GOP Rep. Adam Kinzinger -- the biggest RINO in Congress who's not named Liz Cheney -- try to convince that you're "pretending this is a real threat" if you have reservations about the government sending trusted voices in communities to knock at your door and ask why you haven't gotten a jab.

Kinzinger, who attracted obsequious media coverage after he voted to impeach then-President Donald Trump earlier this year over the Capitol incursion, is apparently feeling the sting of the fading spotlight. I suppose that'll give it a little juice.

It's not "misinformation," "disinformation," "mischaracterization," "literally killing people" or even figuratively killing people if you reject the door-to-door model. It's not "absolutely the government’s business" whether you're vaccinated and you're not being a "tough guy" politician if you question the logic of this plan.

Contrary to the AP's claims, the Biden White House is not "usually reserved," nor has it "refused to condemn [Republicans] publicly for fear of playing up political divides in public health." (Remember "Neanderthal thinking?")

Most conservatives who have expressed skepticism haven't "mischaracterized the effort as the deployment of government agents to strong-arm reluctant Americans."

But don't expect this to stop. The rhetorical guns in the White House, the mainstream media and among turncoat Republicans have long been aimed at the GOP over the Biden administration's desire to micromanage COVID policy -- and they're not going to stop shooting now that they've started firing.

‘Down With Dictatorship’: Thousands of Cubans Demonstrate Against Communist Regime
The regime is shutting off the internet, says Florida Congresswoman

Thousands of Cubans took to the streets on Sunday in a number of cities to protest against human rights abuses, a lack of freedom, and a worsening economic situation in the communist-ruled country.

Videos uploaded to social media appear to show demonstrations in a number of towns and cities, including the capital, Havana, on Sunday. Protesters, chanting in Spanish, said they “weren’t afraid” of the regime led by Miguel Diaz Canel, and said they wanted access to COVID-19 vaccines and an end to the regime.

It comes amid reports of gas, electricity, and vaccine shortages across the Caribbean island nation. Some analysts noted online that Sunday’s demonstrations are the first time that so many had protested the government since the Maleconazo uprising in 1994, which prompted a number of Cubans to leave the country by boat to the U.S.

Shouts of “down with the dictatorship,” “freedom,” and “homeland and life” were also heard during the demonstrations, according to footage uploaded online.

During different live broadcasts across Facebook, thousands of people can be seen marching through the streets of cities like San Antonio de los Baños, Guira de Melena, and Alquízar, reported South Florida’s WTVJ-TV.

“I just walked through town looking to buy some food and there were lots of people there, some with signs, protesting,” local resident Claris Ramirez said by phone. “They are protesting blackouts, that there is no medicine,” she added, reported the Reuters news agency.

In response to the demonstrations, Diaz-Canel echoed an often-repeated claim by other Marxist governments and blamed the protests on a foreign smear campaign initiated by the United States.

“The order of combat is given, the revolutionaries take to the streets,” he said on a state-run radio and television network, apparently ordering his security forces to disperse the demonstrators.

Sen. Marco Rubio (R-Fla.), who is of Cuban descent, chronicled the protests on Twitter.

Rand Paul Demands Investigation Into Allegations US Intelligence Spied on Tucker Carlson

The National Security Agency’s head should investigate whether officials spied on Tucker Carlson, Sen. Rand Paul (R-Ky.) said.

“I write to demand that you investigate the National Security Agency’s (NSA) alleged spying and unmasking of Tucker Carlson, as well as any leaks of his private emails from the NSA to other reporters,” Paul wrote in a recent letter to Gen. Paul Nakasone, the NSA head.

Carlson, the most popular cable news host in the country, alleged on his Fox News show last week that his identity was unmasked by the NSA after he tried arranging an interview with Russian President Vladimir Putin.

Carlson also alleged that the NSA leaked some of his emails to media outlets.

Unmasking refers to intelligence officials revealing the identity of a person.

If Carlson was identified in intercepts, then it should have been vague, as a “U.S. journalist,” Richard Grenell, the former acting director of national intelligence, told The Epoch Times. “But, unfortunately, something illegal happened. Somehow Tucker Carlson’s name was leaked out. And that means that someone within the intelligence community requested that U.S. journalist name to be unmasked,” he said.

The NSA, which did not immediately reply to a request for comment, said last month that Carlson’s charge that the agency was monitoring his communications and planned to leak them to try to take his show off the air was not true.

“Tucker Carlson has never been an intelligence target of the Agency and the NSA has never had any plans to try to take his program off the air,” the agency said.

Before Carlson made the allegations, Axios reported, citing anonymous sources, that Carlson had been communicating with Russians about interviewing Putin.

Paul said a probe would settle the matter.

“I am open-minded enough to believe, if given convincing evidence, that the NSA may be telling the truth, but when a long train of abuses by the NSA evinces a consistent design to evade the law and violate the constitutionally-protected liberties of the people, the NSA must do more than tweet a carefully worded denial to be trusted,” he wrote to Nakasone.

“As the head of the NSA, you can help restore credibility to your agency by being completely honest with the American people and explaining in detail whether the NSA conducted surveillance on Tucker Carlson in his role as a journalist, whether you or anyone else within the federal government approved his alleged unmasking, and whether Mr. Carlson’s private emails were shared with any other reporters or news organizations,” he added.

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Trump Releases Letter From Ex-US Attorney Alleging Barr Pressured Him Not to Probe Voter Fraud Claims

Former President Donald Trump on Monday released a letter he received from a former federal prosecutor in Pennsylvania last month, outlining how the attorney was allegedly pressured by former Attorney General William Barr against investigating claims of voter fraud and election irregularities in the state.

William M. McSwain, who served as the chief federal law enforcement officer in the Eastern District of Pennsylvania from April 2018 to January 2021, addressed a letter (pdf) to Trump on June 9 outlining his allegations.

“U.S. Attorney from the Eastern District of Pennsylvania was precluded from investigating election fraud allegations. Outrageous!” the former president said in a statement releasing the letter.

McSwain in his letter to the former president expressed his discontent with the instructions he said he received from Barr following the November 2020 presidential election.

“President Trump, you were right to be upset about the way the Democrats ran the 2020 election in Pennsylvania,” McSwain wrote.

“On Election Day and afterwards, our Office received various allegations of voter fraud and election irregularities,” he continued. “As part of my responsibilities as U.S. Attorney, I wanted to be transparent with the public and, of course, investigate fully any allegations.”

“Attorney General Barr, however, instructed me not to make any public statements or put out any press releases regarding possible election irregularities,” the former state attorney added. “I was also given a directive to pass along serious allegations to the State Attorney General for investigation—the same State Attorney General who had already declared that you could not win.”

Days before the presidential election last year, Pennsylvania Attorney General Josh Shapiro wrote on Twitter that “Trump is going to lose” if “all the votes are added up” in Pennsylvania.

McSwain said that while he “disagreed with that decision,” he did as instructed as “those were my orders.”

He added, “As a Marine infantry officer, I was trained to follow the chain of command and to respect the orders of my superiors, even when I disagree with them.”

Barr in December 2020 told The Associated Press that the U.S. Justice Department had uncovered no evidence of voter fraud “on a scale that could have effected a different outcome in the election.”

A month earlier, Barr had issued a directive to U.S. attorneys nationwide authorizing them to probe any “substantial allegations” of voting irregularities before the certification of the presidential election.

The Department of Justice didn’t immediately respond to a request for comment from The Epoch Times.

Trump last month said during an appearance on Just the News’ “Water Cooler” that he never admitted defeat in last year’s presidential election and that he has “not conceded.”

Texas Governor: Missing Democrat Lawmakers ‘Will Be Arrested’ After Returning to Texas

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Texas Gov. Greg Abbott said Democrat state legislators who left a special session to protest against a voting overhaul bill “will be arrested” when they return from Washington D.C.

The lawmakers on Monday announced that they left Texas to deny Republican lawmakers quorum to convene the special legislative session to consider an election overhaul in the state and confirmed they left on a charter flight to Washington. Members of the Democrat caucus staged a similar walkout on May 30 to block the election overhaul bill, which calls for limits on early and curbside voting, bans 24-hour voting centers, limits the usage of ballot drop-boxes, and other provisions.

Abbott, a Republican, told KVUE-TV that the House speaker’s office has the power to arrest the lawmakers and he will continue to call special sessions until they “get the job done.”

“There is something the governor can do. First of all, I’ll tell you what the House of Representatives can do. What the speaker can do is issue a call to have these members arrested,” Abbott said. “In addition to that, however, I can and I will continue to call a special session after special session after special session all the way up until election next year.”

Abbott said that the Democrats are “going to have to be prepared to do it for well over a year.”

“As soon as they come back in the state of Texas, they will be arrested, they will be cabined inside the Texas Capitol until they get their job done,” Abbott remarked.

“Everybody who has a job must show up to do that job, just like your viewers watching right now. State representatives have that same responsibility.”

When the House convenes Tuesday, if there is no quorum, any House member can make a call for a quorum to consider a bill, resolution, or motion, according to the House rules. The motion then has to be supported by 15 members and ordered via a majority vote, noted the Texas Tribune.

If the motion is supported, the missing Democrats will then become essentially fugitives.

But one Texas Democrat, Rep. Jasmine Crockett, said the governor cannot arrest her because she hasn’t committed a crime.

“I don’t worry probably because I know the law, as well, and the governor knows the law, as well. I’m a criminal defense attorney and so I understand that I’ve not committed a crime, so I can’t get arrested,” she said during an interview on CNN on Tuesday morning.

Crockett further added that the “most that can happen is that we can be detained, which is why we got out of the state. The governor of Texas has no jurisdiction outside of the state of Texas, along with [the Texas Department of Public Safety].”

Democrats’ decision on Monday came as a Texas state House committee on Sunday voted to advance a bill that would bring back a number of voting integrity-related proposals that didn’t pass during the previous session. Later on Sunday, Senate lawmakers advanced their version of the voting legislation in a committee vote.

The reason for the walkout, according to Texas Democratic Party Chair Gilberto Hinojosa, is to prevent the bill from passing. Democrats have said the measure would place undue stress on minority voters, saying it would suppress their ability to cast ballots.

“After Abbott dragged lawmakers back to the Capitol for his suppression session,” Hinojosa said, “Democrats are fighting back with everything we’ve got.”

Abbott and Texas Republicans have argued that the bill is necessary to protect elections and restore the public’s confidence in the state election system.

“By and large, individual voters are trying to vote. They’re trying to do the right thing,” Republican state Sen. Bryan Hughes said told KWTX over the weekend. “We want them to do that. The security measures in this bill, by and large, are directed at vote harvesters or folks who are trying to steal votes.”

When he announced the special legislative session, Abbott also said he wants lawmakers to consider measures targeting bail reform and critical race theory in schools. Meanwhile, Lt. Gov. Dan Patrick said he wants a bill to prevent biological males from competing in women’s and girl’s sports.

The Epoch Times has contacted the Texas Democratic Party, Gov. Abbott’s office, and the Texas House Speaker’s office for comment.

Cuba Accused of Using Chinese Tech Systems to Block Internet Access Amid Protests

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Cuba is accused of having adopted China-made technology systems to control and block internet access, amid reports that messaging apps and Cubans’ internet service are being blocked in the communist-ruled country after thousands of citizens took to the streets on July 11 to protest against a lack of freedoms and worsening economic conditions.

Sen. Marco Rubio (R-Fla.) warned in a July 11 statement on Twitter that the Cuban regime would “block internet & cell phone service soon to prevent videos about what is happening to get out to the world.”

Later in the day, he wrote: “I warned about this earlier today. It is happening and will continue. … By the way, they use a system made, sold, & installed by #China to control and block access to the internet in #Cuba.”

The Chinese Communist Party is a close ally and supporter of the Cuban regime.

Thousands of Cuban citizens took to the streets in several cities spanning the communist Caribbean island on July 11, calling for greater freedoms and an end to the communist dictatorship. They also protested against ongoing food shortages and high food prices amid worsening economic conditions in the country, made worse by the pandemic.

According to The Associated Press, protesters gathered at rallying points shared on popular social media platforms such as Twitter and Facebook. Authorities then began shutting down internet services in some cities on the afternoon of July 11 to prevent dissidents from broadcasting the protests live, the news agency reported.

The Open Observatory of Network Interference (OONI), a global internet censorship watchdog, reported on July 12 that Cuba had begun blocking WhatsApp, Telegram, and Signal messaging apps amid the protests.

Alp Toker, director of Netblocks, a London-based internet monitoring firm, told The Associated Press that Facebook, WhatsApp, Instagram, and Telegram had been blocked. Twitter didn’t appear to be blocked, but Toker said that the regime could cut it off if it wishes to do so.

Internet access has been limited and is expensive in Cuba. The communist regime announced in 2017 that it would gradually extend home internet services. In 2019, homes and businesses were allowed private Wi-Fi networks. Cubans were also given full mobile internet access in December 2018 via state telecom company ETECSA—the only company that provides internet access in the country.

But as a result, it has extensive control over communications. According to Human Rights Watch, the Cuban regime regularly stifles voices who publish information critical of the government by subjecting them to “harassment, violence, smear campaigns, travel restrictions, internet cuts, online harassment, raids on their homes and offices, confiscation of working materials, and arbitrary arrests,” as well as holding them incommunicado.

Freedom House rates Cuba as “not free” for internet freedom, giving it a score of 22 out of 100.

Chinese technology has previously been implicated by various groups as potentially being used by the Cuban regime to facilitate its censorship.

The Institute for War and Peace in December 2020 reported that ETECSA’s primary technology providers are three Chinese companies—Huawei, TP-Link, and ZTE.

OONI reported in 2017 that Chinese telecom giant Huawei was “found to be supporting Cuba’s internet infrastructure.”

“The server header of blocked sites, for example, pointed to Huawei equipment,” the report reads. “While it is clear that Cuba is using Huawei’s access points, it remains unclear whether and to what extent the company is actually implementing internet censorship in the country.”

The group also stated that it had found Chinese codes used for Wi-Fi access portals in Cuba, noting that the login portal of state-owned ETECSA contains in its source code “comments written in Chinese.” The report states that this “indicates that ETECSA likely hired Chinese developers to implement the portal.”

The report further notes that the server HTTP header contained “V2R2C00-IAE/1.0” which “appears to be associated to Huawei equipment called eSight,” a network management system.

This observation was also noted by Sweden-based nongovernmental organization Qurium Media Foundation in a June 2020 report.

“The presence of the V2R2C00-IAE header in some ‘Web Filtering’ responses suggests the presence of a NIP product (Huawei Intrusion Detection System) that sits inline in the network,” the report reads.

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Einstein, the universe, and God
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by Russell Grigg
Chosen by Time magazine to be their ‘Person of the Century’,1 Albert Einstein2 is famous for many things (apart from his shaggy visage). His theories of special and general relativity and his formula for the equivalence of mass and energy, E = mc2, changed forever our views on time and space, light and gravity, matter and energy. He is somewhat less well-known for his remark ‘God does not play dice with the universe.’ But what did Einstein really mean by ‘God’? Was his ‘God’ anything like the God of the Bible? 

Childhood influences

Although born in 1879 of German-Jewish parents, Albert was not brought up in the Jewish faith. He attended a nearby Catholic elementary school in Munich and then the local high school. A rather slow and dreamy student, Albert was bored with non-scientific subjects,3 and learned little under the harsh military-style 19th century German education system. He grew up with an aversion to discipline, and a life-long suspicion of all authority. 

Albert Einstein was not a Christian. He had no concept of the God of the Bible or trust in Jesus Christ as his Lord and Saviour. His views on religion and ‘God’ were evolutionary and pantheistic. 

At age 11 he went through an intense religious phase during which he ate no pork and composed songs to God, which he sang to himself on the way to school.4 

From age 12 Albert read popular books on science, taught himself algebra, geometry and calculus, and studied Immanuel Kant’s anti-theistic Critique of Pure Reason. Concerning this time in his life, Albert later wrote, ‘Through the reading of popular scientific books I soon reached the conviction that much in the stories of the Bible could not be true. The consequence was a positively fanatic (orgy of) [sic] freethinking coupled with the impression that youth is intentionally being deceived by the state through lies; it was a crushing impression. … It is quite clear to me that the religious paradise of youth, which was thus lost, was a first attempt to free myself from the chains of … an existence which is dominated by wishes, hopes, and primitive feelings.’4 

Albert’s anti-authoritarianism, and probably also his desire to escape compulsory military service at age 17, led him to renounce his German citizenship. On January 28, 1896 he became a stateless person at the age of 16. His application for Swiss citizenship was approved February 21, 1900. 

Tertiary studies, fatherhood and marriage

Einstein’s belief in ‘the divinity of nature’

Pantheists believe that everything is God. It means that ‘God’ just becomes another word for ‘everything’ and loses any real meaning—saying that everything is ‘zinquth’ is just as meaningful. Albert Einstein explicitly shared the pantheism of Spinoza, of whose views The Hutchinson Softback Encyclopedia, 1996, writes: ‘Mind and matter are two modes of an infinite substance that [Spinoza] called God or Nature, good and evil being relative.’ Like New Age and Eastern thought, this is a ‘monistic’ belief, which explicitly denies a Creator in the normal meaning of the word, i.e. one who pre-existed (and is thus independent of, or ‘outside’) that which was created. 

From 1895 to 1900 Albert attended the Zurich Polytechnic in Switzerland,5 then the finest technical school in Europe. He seldom attended lectures, but spent much of his time doing his own experiments in the excellent physics laboratory, and reading about the latest advances in physics by Hertz, Helmholtz, and other pioneers in science. He also learned about revolutionary socialism from his friend, Friedrich Adler (who in 1918 achieved fame by assassinating the Prime Minister of Austria). 

Albert fell in love with Mileva Maric, a Hungarian and the only woman student in his class who, though rather plain, afflicted with a limp, and not in the least flirtatious, knew enough physics to be able to have intelligent conversations with him. In 1901 he fathered an illegitimate child with her. He married Mileva in 1903, after he had secured a job as patent examiner at the Swiss Patent Office in Berne.6 

In 1905, the prestigious Berlin journal Annalen der Physik published four papers written by Albert between March 17 and June 30 of that year in his spare time!7 The first, for which he received the Nobel Prize 16 years later, described how light could behave as both a wave and a stream of particles. The second, on the size of atoms, earned him a doctorate from Zurich University.8 The third, on Brownian motion, is the foundation of modern statistical mechanics, and the fourth became the basis for his Special Theory of Relativity. This was based on Albert’s ‘thought experiments’, such as what he might or might not see if he were in a space ship travelling at the speed of light. 

In 1916 Albert published ‘The Foundation of the General Theory of Relativity’. This was based on more ‘thought experiments’ that gravity and acceleration produce identical effects, and that this is a consequence of gravity warping (distorting) both space and time. Scientists were both bedazzled and bewildered. Then the theory appeared to be confirmed during an eclipse of the sun in the West Indies, on May 29, 1919.9 The world’s press started referring to Albert as ‘the greatest genius on earth’. 
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Einstein became a wanted man when Hitler and the Nazis began a campaign against ‘Jewish science’, offering a 20,000 Mark reward for his assassination. 

Albert and Elsa

Albert and Mileva’s marriage had gradually fallen apart and in 1914 they had separated. In 1918, divorce proceedings were set in motion, based on the adultery of Albert with his divorced cousin Elsa Löwenthal,10 who had cared for him during a period of illness. The Zurich court granted the divorce on February 14, 1919, and ordered inter alia that Albert should give the monetary reward from a Nobel Prize, if and when he should receive it,11 to Mileva.12 

Albert married Elsa on June 2, 1919, but again he was unfaithful.13 He wrote that he admired a deceased friend for having lived for many years in peace and ‘lasting harmony with a woman—an undertaking in which I twice failed rather disgracefully.’14 

The Nobel Prize

In 1922 Albert received official news that he had been awarded the 1921 Nobel Prize for Physics for his work in theoretical physics and his photoelectric law. Relativity, still highly controversial, was specifically excluded.15 

People now wrote to Albert from all over the world; some of his answers revealed his wry sense of humour. In Berlin, he received a letter from New York asking, ‘Would it be reasonable to assume that it is while a person is standing on his head—or rather upside down—that he falls in love or does other foolish things?’ Albert wrote, ‘To fall in love is by no means the most stupid thing man does—gravitation cannot be held responsible, however.’16 

On another occasion, he was asked his formula for success. He replied, ‘If A is success, I should say the formula is A = X + Y + Z, X being work and Y being play.’ ‘And what is Z?’ ‘Keeping your mouth shut.’17 

In 1933, after Adolf Hitler had come to power, the Nazis launched a campaign against ‘Jewish science’ and offered a 20,000-mark reward for Albert’s assassination.18 He emigrated to the USA and settled in Princeton, New Jersey, a scientific super-celebrity, becoming a US citizen on October 1, 1940. 

Relativity and Morality

Some people have mistakenly blamed Einstein’s theory of relativity for the decline in morality seen today. In fact, Einstein proposed a view of nature in which absolute space and time were replaced by absolute velocity of light. He preferred to call his theory the ‘invariance’ theory, but the term ‘relativity’ stuck. 

The basis for morality is the absolute truth of the Word of God, which contains God’s rules for holy living. These have been undermined, not by Einstein’s theory of relativity, but by the teaching of evolution, wherein man rejects the absolute truth about God and our need to live in a right relationship with Him, and man himself decides how he wants to live. 

Science can only tell us what is, not what ought to be. For example, science tells us that shooting a man in the heart will (normally) kill him, and that certain sexual practices promote the spread of AIDS, but it cannot tell us whether these actions are right or wrong. For this we need a divine Lawgiver. 

Albert and ‘the bomb’

For most of his life Albert was a gentle pacifist. However, on August 2, 1939, after learning that German scientists were working on splitting the uranium atom, he signed a letter to President F. D. Roosevelt which stated, ‘This new phenomenon would also lead to the construction of bombs,’ and urged ‘quick action’ on the part of the United States in atomic bomb research.19 

The Manhattan Project, which produced the world’s first atomic bombs, got under way two years later. Albert, regarded as a security risk, was excluded from participation in this.20 After the bombs had exploded on Hiroshima and Nagasaki, he considered this letter one of his greatest mistakes. 

In November 1952 Albert declined an offer by David Ben-Gurion, Prime Minister of Israel, to be that country’s president.21 

For most of the last 30 years of his life, Albert tried, unsuccessfully, to establish a mathematical relationship between electromagnetic forces (such as light) and gravity. His aim was to find a single formula to explain the behaviour of everything in the universe, from electrons to stars, called a Unified Field Theory. He died in his sleep on April 18, 1955, from a ruptured defect in the main abdominal artery. 

Einstein and ‘God’

Albert Einstein was not a Christian. He had no concept of the God of the Bible or trust in Jesus Christ as his Lord and Saviour. His views on religion and ‘God’ were evolutionary and pantheistic. 

He wrote,

‘I cannot conceive of a God who rewards and punishes his creatures, or has a will of the kind that we experience in ourselves. Neither can I nor would I want to conceive of an individual that survives his physical death; let feeble souls, from fear or absurd egoism, cherish such thoughts.’22 

‘The desire for guidance, love, and support prompts men to form the social or moral conception of God. … The man who is thoroughly convinced of the universal operation of the law of causation cannot for a moment entertain the idea of a being who interferes in the course of events. … A God who rewards and punishes is inconceivable to him … .’23
‘During the youthful period of mankind’s spiritual evolution human fantasy created gods in man’s own image. … The idea of God in the religions taught at present is a sublimation of that old concept of the gods. … In their struggle for the ethical good, teachers of religion must have the stature to give up the doctrine of a personal God … .’24
Christians who inappropriately invoke Einstein in their preaching, writing or witnessing do so to the detriment of their cause. 

Relativity and distant starlight

Einstein’s General Theory of Relativity (GR) is the most experimentally vindicated theory of gravity in existence. It has not ‘disproved’ Newton’s laws, but has absorbed them within a larger framework, being a more accurate description under certain conditions. 

GR involves many counter-intuitive notions, such as black holes—regions of space with so much mass that even light rays cannot escape. Another of its implications is that gravity distorts time itself, so there is no such thing as ‘absolute time’. 

A leading creationist model, by physicist Dr Russell Humphreys, of how distant starlight could reach the earth in a young universe, relies heavily on GR. This is explained in detail for the layperson (with technical appendices) in Dr Humphreys’ book, Starlight and Time. 

Many ‘progressive creationists’ have strongly attacked Dr Humphreys’ work, but to date he has been able to soundly answer them. For those familiar with the book, the controversy has been documented in our Journal and in our Q&A section, ‘Astronomy and Astrophysics’.

Answering a Japanese scholar who asked him about ‘scientific truth’, Albert wrote, 

‘Certain it is that a conviction, akin to religious feeling, of the rationality or intelligibility of the world lies behind all scientific work of a higher order. This firm belief, a belief bound up with deep feeling, in a superior mind that reveals itself in the world of experience, represents my conception of God. In common parlance this may be described as "pantheistic" (Spinoza).’25 

It is thus clear that when Albert mentioned ‘God’, e.g. ‘God does not play dice with the universe’, and ‘The Lord God is subtle, but malicious he is not’,26 he was referring to something like rationality in the universe. He is recorded as saying that a ‘deeply emotional conviction of the presence of a superior reasoning power, which is revealed in the incomprehensible universe, forms my idea of God’.27 However, he certainly was not referring to anything like the God of the Bible, who is Creator, Lawgiver, Judge and Saviour. 

Addressing Princeton Theological Seminary on May 19, 1939, Albert said, ‘[A] conflict arises when a religious community insists on the absolute truthfulness of all statements recorded in the Bible.’25,28 

Christian apologist Dr Hugh Ross claims that, despite not believing in the biblical God, ‘Einstein held unswervingly, against enormous peer pressure, to belief in a Creator.’29 However, in the normal meaning of these terms, Einstein believed no such thing (see aside above on starlight). Thus, Christians who inappropriately invoke Einstein in their preaching, writing or witnessing do so to the detriment of their cause. 



Note: As Einstein wrote his scientific papers and most of his correspondence in German, translations used above vary slightly among his biographers. 

Update, 2011: After this article was published, physicist Dr John Hartnett produced another model based on Einstein’s theory, but in a refinement called Carmelian Special Relativity. Here is a summary Has ‘dark matter’ really been proven?, and his book is Starlight Time and the New Physics. You can see Drs Humphreys and Hartnett dialogue on their models in the DVD on the right.
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There’s little doubt that the most famous scientist of the 20th century was Albert Einstein (1879–1955). Today his name is synonymous with ‘genius’. Most people today would recognize his most famous equation, E=mc2 (though many would be hard-pressed to explain what it actually means!). But even Einstein had his science heroes.

So whom would the great Einstein have admired? They must have been incredible scientists for Einstein to have thought highly of them! And they were. Einstein had pictures of his three heroes of science on his study wall.1 They were Isaac Newton2 (1642–1727), Michael Faraday3 (1791–1867), and James Clerk Maxwell4 (1831–1879). 

But these three men also had another thing in common—they were all Bible-believing creationists. 

All three men were deserving of Einstein’s veneration. Newton’s laws of motion and his notion of gravity were the first ideas that successfully unified ideas about the motions of the stars, planets, and the earth. Faraday is widely regarded as the greatest experimenter of all time. His work involved showing that magnetism could produce electricity, and discovering benzene, among many other things. Maxwell discovered the four fundamental equations of electricity and magnetism, and predicted electromagnetic radiation at a certain enormous speed. Light was measured to have that speed—300,000 km (186,000 miles) per second—showing that light was electromagnetic radiation. Without their discoveries, we wouldn’t have much of the technology we have today. Practically everything involving moving parts, electricity, and magnetism can in part be attributed to the work of these three men. 

But these three men also had another thing in common—they were all Bible-believing creationists. By today’s standards all three would be regarded as ‘fundamentalists’. Newton wrote more on theology than he ever did on science, believing the Bible to be God’s Word. Faraday was a member of a very conservative offshoot of the Church of Scotland, the Sandemanians. The Sandemanians were known for their plain interpretation of the Bible. A recent book said: 

“A member of a gentle Christian sect, the Sandemanians, Faraday was deeply religious and viewed science—exploration of nature—as an extension of his heartfelt faith. 

“Although we in the 21st century debate the conflict of science and religion, Faraday saw no such division. “‘The book of nature, which we have to read, is written by the finger of God,’ he wrote. For Faraday, ‘unravelling the mysteries of nature was to discover the manifestations of God.’”5
Maxwell was widely read in theology. He interacted with many of the best theological minds of his day, always as a solid evangelical Christian. In fact, he often chided other believers for tying religious truth too tightly to the science of the day. He understood this not as a problem for God’s unchanging Word, but as a problem for man’s ever changing understanding of how the world works. 

Maxwell’s faith in the Bible even shocked a young Karl Pearson6 who, when he questioned the Flood, was reprimanded by Maxwell for questioning the Bible! 

“The conversation turned on Darwinian evolution; I can’t say how it came about, but I spoke disrespectfully of Noah’s Flood. Clerk Maxwell was instantly aroused to the highest pitch of anger, reproving me for want of faith in the Bible! I had no idea at the time that he had retained the rigid faith of his childhood, and was, if possible, a firmer believer than Gladstone7 in the accuracy of Genesis.”8
Newton, Faraday, and Maxwell were not biblical creationists for nothing. 

Sadly, Einstein did not share the spiritual convictions of his heroes. Like many in his day and now, he felt free to abandon the biblical God.9 Little did he know that for all his great work he was operating on borrowed assumptions. Newton, Faraday, and Maxwell were not biblical creationists for nothing. They understood that the only reasonable ground for the amazing regularity we find in the natural world is the orderly and unchanging God of Scripture. They understood that the assumptions of science,10 which only find their grounding in God, cannot be separated from the history11 to which He has testified. And they understood that His Word is surer than the foundations of the universe, including the laws that govern it. They sought to think God’s thoughts after him. 

Einstein’s heroes have a lot to teach us. The world is ordered because God orders it. God’s Word doesn’t change and is always trustworthy, unlike man’s scientific theories. But good science will always square with Scripture—they both come from the same God, after all. They also teach us that far from being opposed to science, biblical creation is its solid foundation. 
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A “new Christianity” movement spreading across the United States has altered religion to fit changing standards on morality, according to Lucas Miles, pastor and author of “The Christian Left.”

Miles told EpochTV’s “Crossroads” that the growing phenomenon of churches in the United States following progressive policies and drifting from standards that they used to hold is part of a long trend that goes back several centuries.

“I think the more concerted efforts for this we see this start happening in the 1700s. There was an individual named Henri de Saint-Simon, who basically invented a religion, and he called it ‘new Christianity’ … after his death, he had some disciples that picked this up.”

Henri de Saint-Simon was a utopian socialist who considered the welfare of a country proportionate to its number of workers. He advocated the death of the rich, who he believed to be parasites.

Saint-Simon wrote that the new Christianity, or Nouveau Christianisme, encompassed the belief that “the whole of society ought to strive towards the amelioration of the moral and physical existence of the poorest class; society ought to organize itself in the way best adapted for attaining this end.”

“I actually did some work tracing this as far as [Karl] Marx being impacted by some of his thoughts,” Miles said. “It was really sort of some early critical race theory [CRT] essentially, or at least critical theory in general—that God had favorites, and that favorite was the oppressed class, you know, a lot of the same things that we hear today from Marxists and from critical theorists today.”

CRT espouses the idea that race is not natural, but socially constructed to oppress and exploit minorities, and is an offshoot of the quasi-Marxist critical theory social philosophy.

“So it’s interesting when you look back to see that … something like this has been going on for a really long time, that we are seeing a relationship between progressive thought and Christianity leading the church away from really a biblical Judeo Christian mindset,” Miles added.

Miles made reference to the arrest of pastors who held church services during the height of the COVID-19 pandemic in Canada and the United States as an example of “soft totalitarianism” creeping in.

For example, Canadian pastor James Coates was charged in February with breaking Alberta’s COVID-19 rules and refusing to comply with his conditions of release. It came after GraceLife church in Edmonton was fined CA$1,200 ($950) in December 2020 when it hosted more people than the 15 percent limit mandated by the Alberta public health measures for faith-based services.

The church was then issued a closure order in January, but Coates, the church’s pastor, continued holding services and was charged with one count of breaking the Public Health Act.

“This is something that should be really established within our Bill of Rights and within our constitutional framework, that we have the right to freedom of religion, that we have the ability to meet. A pandemic shouldn’t change that,” Miles added.

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DALLAS, Texas—The high number of illegal immigrants streaming into the United States threatens to destroy America, Rep. Yvette Herrell (R-N.M.) believes.

“I think we’re ruining our nation. I think this is a national security issue. I think we’re diluting the people that are coming here for the right reasons,” Herrell told The Epoch Times at the Conservative Political Action Conference.

“We have a policy, we have policies in place. I’m all for people migrating to America through the right process but now we’re infiltrating our neighborhoods, our schools with criminal aliens,” she added.

Since President Joe Biden took office, illegal immigrant apprehensions at the border have skyrocketed. The number of apprehensions was over 180,000 in May, the last month for which data are available. That was the highest monthly total in over 20 years.

Herrell has visited the border five times in recent months. She recounted seeing one of the Health and Human Services-run facilities for unaccompanied minors, or illegal immigrant children, at Fort Bliss in El Paso, Texas.

The Biden administration stopped utilizing Title 42 powers, which were imposed because of concern that immigrants could be carrying the virus that causes COVID-19 amid the pandemic, on such minors, claiming it was not humane.

But Herrell said the administration is not doing background checks and officials thus cannot know if the kids are being sent to legitimate sponsors, usually relatives.

“We don’t know if these kids are going to people here legally, if these are real sponsors, if these are cartel, I mean, we don’t even know where they’re going. But all of this is at the expense of the taxpayer,” she said.

The United States is spending about $60 million a week just to shelter illegal immigrant children.

The Department of Health and Human Services (HHS) said in an emailed statement this week that the Biden administration “is committed to implementing an immigration system that is humane, orderly, and lawful” and “is monitoring the border and marshalling all corners of the government to find compassionate and fair solutions.”

As part of that effort, the administration is working to move illegal immigrant children quickly from Department of Homeland Security (DHS) custody to HHS-run facilities, and then to vetted family members or other sponsors as safely and quickly as possible.

Over 15,000 such children were in HHS care as of July 12, with another 724 in the custody of DHS.

Herrell warned that there are consequences for the explosion in migration, noting that many of the women and kids who journey from the south become victims of rape and sex trafficking.

“These are children that are being dropped off at our borders. The Democrats don’t want to talk about it because it doesn’t fit their narrative. And with the mainstream media not talking about it in the way that it needs to, very openly and very honestly—I mean, this entire process, it’s cruel, it’s cruel for the families, the kids that are coming here illegally, because a lot of them don’t even understand what they’re doing,” she said.

“It’s costly to the American people and it’s very cowardly, that our administration wouldn’t take the upper hand, admit that they made a promise. They made a mistake by opening the border, but here we are, with the numbers coming through, every month there is another increase. We’re at 20-year highs right now, our country cannot sustain this. And quite frankly, we cannot afford this.”

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59 of 96 Phones Assigned to Robert Mueller Probe Missing: GOP Senators

Sens. Chuck Grassley (R-Iowa) and Ron Johnson (R-Wis.) have sent a letter to the Department of Justice (DOJ) requesting more information about missing cellphones that were used by then-special counsel Robert Mueller during his investigation into former President Donald Trump’s 2016 campaign.

In a statement, the senators said they were compelled to send the letter (pdf) after the DOJ failed to review more than 20 phones for record preservation after Grassley in September 2020 asked about a possible violation of federal record-keeping laws, following a Freedom of Information Act revelation showing records on devices used by Mueller’s team had been deleted.

The DOJ’s Office of the Inspector General in September 2020, the senators wrote, told them that several phones belonging to “multiple people on then-Special Counsel Robert Mueller’s investigative team were ‘wiped’ for various reasons during [the Russia investigation].” Meanwhile, on May 11, the inspector general said 59 of 96 phones assigned to Mueller’s team couldn’t be located, according to the senators.

Relating to the phones, the two senators are seeking the names of the special counsel’s office team members whose cellphones weren’t reviewed by officials, if there are any actions being taken to recover the missing phones, and whether the DOJ reviewed the devices to see if “they were used to leak sensitive or classified information,” among other requests.

The Mueller probe in 2018 ultimately concluded that Trump’s campaign didn’t collude with the Russian government, although Democrats in Congress have continued to accuse Trump of having a cozy relationship with Russian President Vladimir Putin. For the past several years, Grassley and Johnson have sent a number of requests to the DOJ about the investigation, as well as asking the agency about records relating to President Joe Biden’s son Hunter Biden.

Around the same time that House Democrats were leading an impeachment inquiry into Trump’s efforts in Ukraine in late 2019, the DOJ’s inspector general released a report finding that the FBI abused the Foreign Intelligence Surveillance Act (FISA) court processes in obtaining—and renewing—warrants to surveil former Trump campaign aide Carter Page. In all, the inspector general found at least 17 “significant errors or omissions” in the FISA surveillance of Page.

“That so many basic and fundamental errors were made by three separate, hand-picked teams on one of the most sensitive FBI investigations that were briefed to the highest levels within the FBI, and that FBI officials expected would eventually be subjected to close scrutiny,” the report stated, “raised significant questions regarding the FBI chain of command’s management and supervision of the FISA process.”

DOJ officials didn’t immediately respond to a request by The Epoch Times for comment.

George Floyd Mural Destroyed by Lightning Strike, Witnesses Say; Cause Disputed
Toledo witnesses and fire department say lightning caused it to collapse, but city inspector said building was in disrepair

Witnesses and a local fire department spokesperson said a George Floyd mural in Toledo, Ohio, was destroyed Tuesday after it was struck by lightning, although some local officials disputed their assertion and said it crumbled due to disrepair.

Sterling Rahe, a spokesman for the city’s Fire and Rescue Department, told the Toledo Blade that the department agreed with witnesses’ claims that the mural collapsed due to a lightning strike. That assertion, according to Rahe, was also based on an inspection of the scene.

Heavy thunderstorms replete with lightning rolled across the Midwest and the northeastern United States this week. Weather forecasters with WTVG-TV reported there was a lightning strike in the area of the mural at Summit and Lagrange streets in Toledo.

A city building inspector, Hugh Koogan, disputed the claim that a lightning strike destroyed the mural, which was created amid protests, riots, and violence after Floyd’s officer-involved death in May 2020.

“It was just age. It just came away,” he told the Toledo Blade. “It happens to the older buildings.”

Koogan added that city officials noted that the middle of the wall, where much of the damage occurred, was bowing in recent days. The official dismissed claims that any weather, including lightning or wind, was the cause.

David Ross, who painted the mural, told the Toledo Blade that he believes the mural did not simply collapse, suggesting that vandals may have targeted it. Ross alleged that he received threats and criticism for painting the picture, which shows an idealized image of Floyd behind a multicolored backdrop.

“When I did the mural, there was stuff on the wall that I couldn’t remove and that let me know how strong that structure was,” Ross was quoted by the paper as saying and added that he’ll repaint it despite the cause. “The lightning thing, that’s possible, but I know it didn’t just fall.”

Photos taken at the scene of the mural collapse show what appears to be a black streak in the center of the brickwork, although it’s not clear whether that’s due to age, a lightning strike, or something else.

As reported by WTVG-TV, the mural collapsed nearly one year after it was finished, in July 2020. Local Black Lives Matter groups have held demonstrations and other events in front of the mural since then.

A Toledo building inspector told the station that after the collapse, the building is structurally sound.

The Epoch Times has contacted the City of Toledo for additional comment.

41 Percent of Baltimore High School Students Earn Below 1.0 GPA: Analysis

A significant number of Baltimore public high school students earned below a “D” grade point average during the first three quarters of the 2020–2021 school year, according to an analysis.

The analysis by Project Baltimore, an investigative reporting series by Fox affiliate WBFF, found that during that time period, 41 percent earned a 1.0-grade point average (GPA) or below. That would mean that more than 8,400 of Baltimore City Schools’ 20,500 students are getting grades below a “D” overall.

Meanwhile, the analysis found that 21 percent of city high school students obtained a 3.0 or better GPA—or a “B” average.

The school district, in a statement to Fox News and other outlets, appeared to blame the poor student performance on the COVID-19 pandemic.

“Consistent with the experience of many school districts across the country, the COVID-19 pandemic created significant disruptions to student learning. As early as the summer of 2020, City Schools identified large numbers of students with decreases in their grade point averages and classroom performance when compared to past performances,” Baltimore City Schools stated.

The statement added that “City Schools is providing students with a variety of opportunities to acquire the unfinished learning they lost” and “each student’s progress will be assessed, and an action plan will be developed to complete any unfinished learning,” which will “guide families and teachers in helping students get back on track.”

Across the United States, a number of public schools struggled to implement online learning for students during COVID-19-related lockdowns. Some districts saw an increased rate of failures and an increase in absences from classes.

For example, nearby Anne Arundel County in Maryland saw failure rates more than double to 7 percent from 3 percent, according to data obtained by the Baltimore Sun.

Jovani Patterson, who ran for Baltimore City Council president last year, noted that the school district absorbs a considerable amount of funding but doesn’t deliver results.

“We don’t see much change. Our schools outspend 97 percent of other major school districts,” he said in a campaign ad.

“They don’t care, man. They come from the same environment,” Patterson said of city officials and what he described as an inability to deliver positive results for students. The Baltimore City Council leader, Nick Mosby, and other officials are “a product of Baltimore City schools.”

“But then when you bring this [analysis] to them, they don’t care. They don’t care at all. You have to raise the standard … Everyone should be speaking out about this.”

Officials for the city of Baltimore and its school district didn’t immediately respond to a request by The Epoch Times for comment.

The Marxist organization has faced strong criticism since posting a statement on July 14 in response to protests that have erupted in multiple cities across Cuba, where demonstrators have called for greater freedoms and an end to leader Miguel Díaz-Canel’s authoritarian regime.

In the note that was posted to its social media profiles, the group condemned the 1962 U.S. embargo, claiming it was instituted with the “explicit intention” to destabilize Cuba and “undermine the right of Cubans to choose their own government.”

“Black Lives Matter condemns the U.S. federal government’s inhumane treatment of Cubans and urges it to immediately lift the economic embargo,” the group wrote. “This cruel and inhumane policy, instituted with the explicit intention of destabilizing the country and undermining Cubans’ right to choose their own government, is at the heart of Cuba’s current crisis.”

The largest protest that the communist-controlled country has seen in decades erupted over the weekend after citizens rallied for freedom.

Secretary of State Antony Blinken, who rejected the claim that the United States is to blame for Cuba’s unrest, said on July 12 that the main factor that has led people to the streets lies with the mismanaged economy of the nation and the communist regime’s failure to supply its citizens with basic needs.

Sen. Marco Rubio (R-Fla.), among other officials, also rebuked the group for the claim.

“The extortionist ring known as the Black Lives Matter organization took a break today from shaking down corporations for millions & buying themselves mansions to share their support for the Communist regime in #Cuba,” the Florida senator said on social media.

Cuban leader Díaz-Canel in a televised address on July 14 conceded that government shortcomings in handling shortages and other problems played a role in the protests, while also urging Cubans to not act with hate.

Before his announcement, the Cuban regime had only blamed social media and the U.S. government for the protests, which were the biggest in Cuba since a quarter-century ago.

The BLM statement—which was posted around the same time as Díaz-Canel commented about the revolt—was quickly disputed online, including by the group’s own followers, urging them to take the post down.

“Very disappointing and uninformed statement,” one person wrote. Another said BLM’s view of Cuba’s situation is “a horrible misrepresentation of what’s happening.”

In the note, BLM also praised the communist regime for its “historically demonstrated solidarity with oppressed peoples of African descent” and “protecting black revolutionaries” such as Assata Shakur, also known as JoAnne Chesimard, a former member of the Black Liberation Army who escaped from prison in 1979 while serving life for the execution-style murder of a New Jersey state trooper; she was granted asylum by former Cuban leader Fidel Castro. She remains one of the FBI’s Most Wanted Terrorists.

BLM, known for organizing protests against police brutality in the United States, didn’t mention Cubans’ calls for “freedom” against an oppressive regime and widespread reports of police brutality, sparking controversy.

“Disgusting! Despite the Cuban dictatorship’s murdering and beating of protestors (many of them black), BLM’s statement on Cuba … condemns the U.S., praises the Castro regime, and makes no mention of the atrocities being committed by the dictatorship,” said Giancarlo Sopo, a communication strategist who once worked on President Donald Trump’s reelection campaign.

Federal Judge Declares Obama-Era DACA Program Illegal

Order stipulates that current DACA recipients aren't affected

A Texas federal judge on Friday ruled that the Deferred Action for Childhood Arrivals (DACA), an Obama-era policy that shields certain illegal immigrants from being deported, is unlawful and blocked new applications from being filed.

U.S. District Judge Andrew Hanen argued that the policy goes against the Constitution because Congress never provided the executive branch authorization to grant deportation reprieves to illegal immigrants in the United States. DACA, which was established in 2012 by President Barack Obama’s administration, has granted an estimated 800,000 individuals protection.

After arguing that the Department of Homeland Security violated the Administrative Procedure Act, Hanen ruled that DHS now needs to stop approving new DACA applications. The order doesn’t affect the status of current DACA recipients, the judge wrote.

“Congress has not granted the Executive Branch free rein to grant lawful presence outside the ambit of the statutory scheme,” wrote Hanen (pdf), who was appointed by former President George W. Bush. “It is not equitable for a government program that has engendered such significant reliance to terminate suddenly,” he also wrote in ordering that the status of people currently in DACA doesn’t change and they can continue to seek renewal of their status.

“This consideration, along with the Government’s assertion that it is ready and willing to try to remedy the legal defects of the DACA program, indicates that equity will not be served by a complete and immediate cessation of DACA,” the judge wrote.

Illegal aliens in the United States who were 30 years or younger received protection from the program. In order to receive DACA protection, they must have arrived in the country by 2007 before they turned 16, and they also had to be a student or a graduate with no serious criminal record, among other requirements.

The Obama administration and Democrats often referred to the young illegal immigrants as “Dreamers” after the Dream Act, which would have granted them an easier path to becoming American citizens, failed to pass in Congress about a decade ago.

Later, the Trump administration attempted to rescind DACA in 2017, which drew significant criticism from Democrats and triggered a mainstream media-driven pressure campaign that painted the administration as heartless. President Donald Trump wrote at the time that DACA “gives the President of the United States far more power than EVER anticipated.” Before that, he described it as an illegal amnesty program that only serves to boost Democrats’ chances of winning elections.

The Supreme Court ultimately blocked Trump’s attempt to do away with the program in 2020, which led to the Trump administration’s attempts to block new applications under DACA. Another judge rejected the administration’s bid and ordered DACA’s restoration.

Hanen ruled on a lawsuit that was brought by Texas, which was joined by Alabama, Arkansas, Louisiana, Nebraska, South Carolina, and West Virginia. The states argued that the program is tantamount to federal overreach.

The ruling is sure to put more pressure on Congress and the Biden administration to try and pass a permanent law. This comes as nearly 190,000 illegal immigrants were apprehended along the U.S.-Mexico border in June. If such a bill is proposed, amid the significant surge of illegal immigrants, Republicans likely won’t support it.

Democrat Congresswoman Arrested After Leading Protesters Into Senate Building: Officials

U.S. Capitol Police on Thursday arrested Rep. Joyce Beatty (D-Ohio) during a protest at the Hart Senate Office Building in the Capitol.

Photos taken by media outlets show Beatty, the chair of the Congressional Black Congress, being led away by a female officer while in handcuffs.

Beatty also appeared to celebrate her own arrest, posting photos of herself on Twitter being led away by the Capitol Police officer.

The protest appeared to be about voting rights and demonstrating against GOP-led state legislatures passing election integrity measures in recent months.

“I stand in solidarity with black women and allies across the country in defense of our constitutional right to vote,” Beatty said in a statement after her arrest. “We have come too far and fought too hard to see everything systematically dismantled and restricted by those who wish to silence us. Be assured that this is just the beginning. This is Our Power, Our Message.”

The congresswoman also suggested in a statement that Senate Republicans should not be able to use the 60-vote filibuster hurdle to block a voting bill that was passed in the Democrat-led House earlier this year. Beatty was seen on video chanting “end the filibuster” with other protesters.

The U.S. Capitol Police confirmed in Twitter posts that protesters were arrested at the Senate building.

“After officers arrived on the scene, they warned the demonstrators three times to stop,” the law enforcement agency said. “Those who refused were arrested,” it said, adding: “Two males and seven females were transported to USCP Headquarters for processing.”

Democrats have claimed that Republican-backed voting bills are attempts to suppress minority votes by making voting less convenient. Republicans, however, say that such bills are necessary to secure future elections and restore the public’s confidence in respective states’ election systems amid reports of irregularities during the Nov. 3 election.

In the Senate, GOP Leader Mitch McConnell (R-Ky.) has repeatedly panned House Democrats’ voting bill and said Republicans won’t support it because the measure would grant too much power to the federal government over how elections are carried out. In June, Republican senators invoked the filibuster to block the legislation.

“By now, the rotten inner workings of this power grab have been thoroughly exposed to the light,” McConnell said last month. “We know that it would let Democrats take a red pen to election laws in each of the 50 states … It’s a recipe for undermining confidence in our elections. For remaking our entire system of government to suit the preferences of one far end of the political spectrum.”

Nursing home workers in New York state who refuse to get a COVID-19 vaccine should not be allowed to work says Fox News’ Geraldo Rivera.

“No vaccine, no work, no school, no in-person shopping,” Rivera said on Twitter on July 13. “You have a right not to be vaccinated. I have the right to protect my kids.”

“Nearly 1/3 of nursing home workers in NYS have not been vaccinated.” Says the NYPost. “Absolutely insane” says a local assemblyman. Agree with him.

Rivera’s tweet was in reference to the New York Post’s July 12 article that said only 67 percent of nursing home staff have received a COVID-19 vaccine, compared to the 87 percent residents who’ve been vaccinated in the state of New York.

Around 67 percent of nursing home staff have also been vaccinated in New York City compared to 81 percent of its residents. However, only 58 percent of staffers in Brooklyn have received an inoculation compared to 75 percent of its nursing home residents as of July 10, according to the Post.

Overall, 58 percent of people 18 and older in Brooklyn are fully vaccinated and 63 percent have received at least one dose, as of July 15.

Individuals are considered fully vaccinated two weeks after being injected with the second dose of a messenger RNA vaccine or a one-dose Johnson & Johnson vaccine.

The largest healthcare union, 1199SEIU, which represents the nursing home workers, said members are encouraged to get vaccinated but do not support a vaccine mandate.

“We strongly encourage our members to get the vaccine when available, as we believe it is a vital tool to help us move forward from COVID-19. We do not, however, support a mandate,” the organization said in a statement.

CNN medical analyst Dr. Leana Wen said that COVID-19 vaccines should be mandated. The emergency physician and former president of Planned Parenthood said that businesses and schools should make it difficult for people to stay unvaccinated.

“What we really need to do at this point is to make vaccination the easy choice. It needs to be hard for people to remain unvaccinated,” Wen said on July 10.

“Right now, it’s kind of the opposite. It’s fine, I mean it’s easy if you’re unvaccinated, you could do everything you want to do anyway. But at some point, these mandates by workplaces, by schools, I think it will be important to say, ‘Hey, you can opt-out, but if you want to opt-out, you have to sign these forms, you have to get twice-weekly testing,’” she added.

White House Press Secretary Jen Psaki reiterated that the Biden administration has no plans to issue a nationwide vaccine mandate but will support local mandates.

“If I remember the context of the question, it was about federal mandates … that’s not a decision that we are making. That’s not our intention from the federal government,” Psaki said at a press conference on July 12.

She added, “There will be decisions made by private sector entities, by universities, by educational institutions, and even perhaps by local leaders—should they decide that is how to keep their communities safe. If they decide to make that decision, we certainly support them in that step.”

Opponents of vaccine mandates say that the three COVID-19 vaccines offered in the United States have only been issued emergency use authorization and haven’t been fully approved by the Food and Drug Administration (FDA).

Yet, the U.S. Equal Employment Opportunity Commission in updated guidance in May 2021 said that businesses may require their employees to be vaccinated as long as “employers comply with the reasonable accommodation provisions of the ADA [Americans with Disabilities Act] and Title VII of the Civil Rights Act of 1962 and other EEO [equal employment opportunity] considerations.”

Lawmakers in many states, except Nevada, West Virginia, Maryland, and Maine have responded by introducing legislation to prohibit businesses from mandating a COVID-19 vaccine as a condition of employment, including legislation banning vaccine passports or a vaccine requirement to attend school.

A total of 141 bills have been introduced across the country with seven having passed legislation and 15 signed into law by the governor, according to the National Academy for State Health Policy.

Oklahoma became the first state to ban the COVID-19 vaccine as a requirement to attend public schools, colleges, and universities when Gov. Kevin Stitt, a Republican, signed Senate Bill 658 into law on May 28. The bill also prohibits schools from implementing mask mandates on unvaccinated students.

In addition, Gov. Mike DeWine has signed House Bill 244 into law on July 14 to prevent k-12 schools and universities from mandating COVID-19 vaccines that are not FDA-approved.

Texas Rep. Introduces Bill to Audit 13 Most-Populous Counties’ Election Results

A Texas House representative announced Monday he’s introducing a bill for a forensic audit of the most populous counties’ election results.

According to the text of House Bill 241, introduced by Republican state Rep. Steve Toth, forensic reviews of counties with more than 415,000 population should be carried out before Nov. 1, 2021, and they should be completed before Feb. 1, 2022.

“Not later than March 1, 2022,” the bill’s text states, “the independent third party conducting the audit under this section shall submit a report to the governor, lieutenant governor, speaker of the house of representatives, and each member of the legislature detailing any anomalies or discrepancies in voter data, ballot data, or tabulation.”

The counties that should be audited, according to the bill, include Harris, Dallas, Bexar, Tarrant, Collin, Travis, Denton, Hidalgo, Fort Bend, El Paso, Williamson, Montgomery, and Cameron.

It’s not clear whether the Republican-led Texas Legislature has the appetite for the sweeping audit, which would be one of the largest election reviews in U.S. history. The Epoch Times has contacted House Speaker Dade Phelan’s office and Republican Senate President Pro Tempore Donna Campbell for comment.

A news release posted by Toth on Monday cited recent comments from Texas Attorney General Ken Paxton, who said last month that about 500 election fraud cases are being prosecuted by his office—although scant details have been provided to date. During a speech at CPAC this month, Paxton said he’s investigating 400 more fraud cases.

His release also included a statement of support from Montgomery County Judge Mark Keough, who said Toth’s “proposed bill is timely and necessary” in potentially “exposing any instances of fraud during the 2020 election and reassuring Texas voters.”

After the months-long audit of Arizona’s Maricopa County’s Nov. 3 results, lawmakers in other Republican-led states like Wisconsin or Pennsylvania have pushed for election reviews of their own. Last week, an audit team that reviewed ballots and election equipment in Maricopa told a state Senate hearing they found thousands of discrepancies, although Maricopa County executives and Democrats have frequently denigrated the audit and said the results are not credible.

Meanwhile, the Texas state House is currently in a state of limbo after dozens of Democrat lawmakers left the state earlier this month in a bid to deny Republicans quorum to block a separate election overhaul bill and met with top Democrats, including Vice President Kamala Harris, in Washington D.C. The stunt drew condemnation from Phelan and Texas Gov. Greg Abbott, who both threatened to arrest and detain the lawmakers upon their return to the Lone Star State and force them to be present to hold the special legislative session.

A quorum is the minimum number of members of an assembly or legislative chamber who must be present at any of its meetings to make the proceedings of the meeting valid.

In reasoning why they left the state, Democrats said they have no other choice to block the election bill—which they described as a measure designed to suppress minority voters’ rights. But Republicans said the bill is necessary to restore the public’s confidence in their elections and safeguard future ones.

“By and large, individual voters are trying to vote. They’re trying to do the right thing,” Republican state Sen. Bryan Hughes told KWTX earlier this month in why the election overhaul bill needs to be passed. “We want them to do that. The security measures in this bill, by and large, are directed at vote harvesters or folks who are trying to steal votes.”

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US Life Expectancy Drops 1.5 Years, Driven by COVID-19 Pandemic
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Life expectancy in the United States dropped by a year-and-a-half in 2020 versus a year prior, researchers said Wednesday.

The decrease of life expectancy at birth from 78.8 years to 77.3 years was largely attributed to the COVID-19 pandemic, which has devastated America and many other countries.

“The decline in life expectancy between 2019 and 2020 can primarily be attributed to deaths from the pandemic. COVID deaths accounted for nearly 75 percent of the decline. More than 609,000 Americans have died in the pandemic so far, roughly 375,000 of those lives were lost last year,” the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) said in a statement.

COVID-19 is the disease caused by the CCP (Chinese Communist Party) virus. Cases of the illness first appeared in China in late 2019 and in America soon after.

The report detailing the statistics (pdf) came from the National Center for Health Statistics, part of the CDC. Researchers used death certificates received and processed by the center, as well as birth records and population estimates.

A rise in unintentional injuries, murder, diabetes, and chronic liver disease, and cirrhosis were named as other contributors to the life expectancy decline, which was sharper than a provisional estimate of the first six months of 2020.

According to the new, full-year provisional estimate, life expectancy for males has declined nearly 2 years to 74.5 years while females saw a decline of 1.2 years to 80.2 years.

The male life expectancy dropped to a level not seen since 2003; the female level is the lowest since 2005.

“Life expectancy has been increasing gradually every year for the past several decades,” Elizabeth Arias, a CDC researcher who co-authored the report, told Reuters. “The decline between 2019 and 2020 was so large that it took us back to the levels we were in 2003. Sort of like we lost a decade.”

Life expectancy decreased by 3 years for Hispanics, nearly 3 years for blacks, and 1.2 years for whites.

Other countries also saw life expectancy driven down by the COVID-19 pandemic.

Life expectancy in Brazil dropped by 1.3 years in 2020, according to a study published in Nature last month. Officials in Belgium said last week that life expectancy declined by one year in 2020.

COVID-19 cases, hospitalizations, and deaths started falling late last year and reached lows not seen since March 2020 in recent months.

At the same time, the number of Americans vaccinated against the CCP virus has continued rising.

But officials are warning about the Delta virus variant, especially as the number of cases jumps across the nation.

“The message from CDC remains clear—the best way to prevent the spread of COVID-19 variants is to prevent the spread of disease and vaccination is the most powerful tool we have,” CDC Director Rochelle Walensky told members of Congress on Tuesday. “We must continue to expand vaccine coverage.”

The Johnson & Johnson vaccine, though, is significantly less effective against some variants, including Delta, a new study suggests. Additionally, some researchers have noted the growing body of evidence showing people who recover from COVID-19 enjoy immunity from the disease.

“They are at very low risk for repeat infection,” Dr. Jeffrey Klausner, clinical professor of preventive medicine and medicine at the University of Southern California’s Keck School of Medicine, told The Epoch Times in a recent interview.

“Some experts, including myself, believe that protection is equal to vaccination,” he added.

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Sen. Paul Sending Criminal Referral of Fauci to Department of Justice

Sen. Rand Paul (R-Ky.) plans to send a criminal referral of Dr. Anthony Fauci to the Department of Justice, in the aftermath of their contentious back-and-forth during a congressional hearing.

“I will be sending a letter to the Department of Justice asking for a criminal referral because he has lied to Congress,” Paul said late Tuesday on Fox News’s “Hannity.”

The office Fauci heads, the National Institute of Allergy and Infectious Diseases, did not respond to a request for comment.

Paul accused Fauci of lying during a Senate hearing earlier in the day, a charge Fauci disputed.

At issue is funding Fauci’s agency gave to the Wuhan Institute of Virology via an intermediary. The top-level laboratory used the money to conduct gain of function experiments, Paul said, citing the U.S. government’s definition of gain of function. Fauci claims that the experiments conducted do not fit the definition.

Fauci made the claim during a May hearing on Capitol Hill. In the hearing on Tuesday, Paul asked whether he wanted to retract the claim.

Fauci said he did not.

People convicted of lying to Congress can go to prison for up to five years.

Fauci, who has been in his position for over two decades, has struggled with messaging during the COVID-19 pandemic. He was among the officials who said early last year that masks would not be effective against the disease. After he and others reversed themselves, citing what they said was new data, he acknowledged that he misled people on the efficacy of masks because of concerns that there weren’t enough for healthcare workers.

Republicans recently called for Fauci to step down after the release of troves of internal emails obtained by nonprofits and news organizations through Freedom of Information Act requests, but the doctor has thus far refused to do so.

Fauci has the backing of President Joe Biden’s administration and serves as the president’s chief medical adviser.

“I’m very confident in Dr. Fauci,” Biden told reporters last month.

‘Under Attack’: US Needs Tougher Actions to Combat Chinese Hacking, Experts Say

The coordinated effort by the United States and allies to call out the Chinese regime for its global cyber hacking campaign was a welcome move, experts say, but more needs to be done to punish Beijing for its malign activities.

The United States on July 19 formally attributed the massive breach of Microsoft’s email server earlier this year to hackers affiliated with the regime’s top intelligence agency, the Ministry of State Security (MSS). Microsoft had already blamed the hack, which compromised tens of thousands of systems globally, on China.

The Biden administration was joined by NATO, the European Union, Australia, Britain, Canada, Japan, and New Zealand in condemning Beijing’s worldwide cyberattacks, which U.S. Secretary of State Antony Blinken said have posed “a major threat to our economic and national security.”

Also on July 19, the Justice Department unsealed an indictment charging four Chinese nationals working with the MSS on a global hacking campaign to steal secrets from companies, universities, and government bodies from 2011 to 2018. The charges are unrelated to the Microsoft hack.

Unlike in April, when President Joe Biden imposed sanctions on Russia over the major SolarWinds hack that affected U.S. government agencies and more than 100 companies, no penalties, other than the criminal charges, were announced against Beijing—an omission noted by analysts.

“Guilting and shaming a country like China or Russia, it’s something that doesn’t work,” Dustin Carmack, research fellow in technology policy at Washington-based think tank The Heritage Foundation, told The Epoch Times.

He called on the United States and allies to “put their money where their mouth is” and impose costs on Beijing such as sanctions and other economic restrictions.

“Until that happens, there’s not really a deterrence,” Carmack said. “They’ll just keep on doing it.”

The White House, for its part, left open the possibility of punitive measures going forward.

“We are not holding back, we are not allowing any economic circumstance or consideration to prevent us from taking actions. … Also we reserve the option to take additional action,” White House press secretary Jen Psaki said on July 19.

For cybersecurity adviser Casey Fleming, who for years has been sounding the alarm on Beijing’s sweeping efforts to steal foreign technology, the official statements were “about 10 to 12 years late.”

“The issue is the private sector—U.S. businesses and their CEOs and their boards—is under attack by a nation state. That’s never happened before in history,” Fleming, CEO of BlackOps Partners, told The Epoch Times. “And they don’t know what to do.”

Cyber Warfare

The Chinese regime oversees a vast network of cyber hackers to carry out its global espionage operations.

The MSS and People’s Liberation Army are the main actors involved; working alongside them are thousands of contracted hackers attached to other agencies or companies controlled by the Chinese Communist Party (CCP), Rick Fisher, senior fellow at Virginia-based think tank International Assessment and Strategy Center, told The Epoch Times in an email.

A contract hacker from eastern China’s Jiangsu Province told The Epoch Times last year that his ostensibly private tech firm was controlled by senior provincial security officials and directed to carry out complex cyber intrusions known as “advanced persistent threats” (APT) to steal trade secrets from foreign businesses and governments. APT attacks are designed to gain access into a system and stay undetected for a long period of time, pilfering a steady stream of data.

In particular, his firm was directed to do jobs that were too difficult for cyber hackers working directly for the state. “They leave all hard-to-intrude websites to us, where China’s police, national security, or the General Staff Department of the People’s Liberation Army have failed,” the hacker said.

Chinese hackers target an array of industries, universities, and government bodies around the world, stealing trade secrets, sensitive research, and any other information that’s of value to the regime and its state-owned enterprises.

The goal of these cyber operations is to “support China’s long-term economic and military development objectives,” a U.S. government advisory issued on July 19 states.

Their activities form part of the communist regime’s cyberwarfare offensive against the West, according to Fisher. On this front, he said the CCP has two main strategic objectives: control and exploitation.

“They seek any and all information that can assist victory in military campaigns, advantages in military technology, or advantages for use in political and economic coercion,” he said.

“But the CCP’s larger goal is to be able to exercise control over regions, countries, and individuals within those countries.”

Exploits

While most of the CCP’s hacking activities are carried out in the shadows, there are numerous public cases of Chinese hackers stealing foreign technology to benefit domestic industries.

China’s state-owned commercial aircraft manufacturer Comac is one example.

In a bid to rapidly advance its fledgling homegrown plane maker, the Chinese regime undertook an ambitious hacking operation involving intelligence officers, underground hackers, security researchers, and staff at foreign companies whom they recruited, a 2019 report by cybersecurity firm CrowdStrike detailed.

Between 2010 to 2015, hackers associated with the MSS breached foreign suppliers for Comac’s C919 Jetliner. U.S. companies that were hacked included Honeywell, General Electric (GE), and Capstone Turbine.

After six years of persistent hacking, Comac and another Chinese state-owned aerospace company AVIC launched a new company called AECC to manufacture aircraft engines. AECC subsequently produced an engine called CJ-1000AX, which bears multiple similarities to an engine that was supplied by a foreign contractor to Comac to power the C919.

“It is highly likely that its [Chinese engine] makers benefited significantly from the cyber espionage efforts of the MSS … knocking several years (and potentially billions of dollars) off of its development time,” the report stated.

The United States has charged several actors allegedly involved in the hacking operations, including an MSS officer named Xu Yanjun and former GE engineer Zheng Xiaoqing.

Another high-profile victim of Chinese hacking was the Canadian company Nortel Networks.

Now defunct, the $250 billion firm was once a global titan in telecom equipment manufacturing. But its fortunes took a turn for the worse after it was hacked in the 2000s.

“Chinese IP theft was a significant contributor to the demise of Nortel,” James Andrew Lewis, senior vice president and program director at the Center for Strategic and International Studies, stated (pdf) in his written testimony for a Senate hearing in 2019.

Hackers based in China began hacking into Nortel as early as 2000, and they stole passwords from the Canadian company’s executives to gain access into the company’s network. In one single day in April 2004, the hackers downloaded nearly 800 files from Nortel’s network, including technical papers and proprietary source code. The hacking continued until about 2009.

The hackers’ internet addresses were traced to a front company in Shanghai.

Nortel’s fall coincided with the rise of its Chinese competitor—China’s tech giant Huawei—which was listed among the Global Fortune 500 companies by 2010.

Former Nortel cybersecurity adviser Brian Shields, in a 2014 interview with NTD, sister media outlet of The Epoch Times, said the hacking operation was “very organized.” Though he didn’t have any evidence connecting the hacking operation to Huawei, he said the main benefactor of the data theft would have been Huawei.

“Where was the manufacturer that was reaping the benefits of this? Was it the companies in Russia or France that were suddenly doing real good? No,” he said.

“It was economic espionage, and we lost an industry here in Canada. That’s what happened.”

Huawei has denied allegations that it was involved in hacking Nortel.

Protection and Punishment

For business leaders, there’s no reason to think that what happened to Nortel and other victims of Chinese cyber theft can’t happen to them, said cybersecurity expert Fleming.

CEOs, boards of directors, and the U.S. government must take this threat seriously, he said. “They’re living on borrowed time, and they need to get educated very quickly before it’s too late.”

This means companies need to prioritize data security and enact top-down training and data handling processes to protect their intellectual property, Fleming said.

Meanwhile, the United States should consider tougher action to knock down these groups, said Fisher from the International Assessment and Strategy Center.

“Chinese and Russian cyberwarfare and cybercrime has become so pervasive that there must now be serious consideration to simply shutting them off,” Fisher said.

“It is time to simply shut down global cable nodes to severely limit China’s and Russia’s digital access to the world.”

Public Health Experts Tell House GOP Forum CCP Virus ‘Likely Originated’ in Wuhan Lab Leak

A panel of public health experts told a Republican-sponsored congressional forum that the CCP virus, also known as the novel coronavirus, “likely originated” in a leak from China’s Wuhan Institute for Virology (WIV).

A memorandum written by Republican staffers on the House Committee on Oversight and Government Reform’s Select Subcommittee on the Coronavirus Crisis and released July 20 said the five main conclusions of the experts were:

· The CCP (Chinese Communist Party) virus likely originated in the WIV.

· The virus was likely modified through dangerous gain-of-function research.

· The National Institutes of Health (NIH) and its National Institute of Allergy and Infectious Diseases (NIAID) likely continue to be involved in dangerous research in China.

· The World Health Organization (WHO) didn’t conduct an impartial investigation of the origins of the virus.

· The CCP and its People’s Liberation Army (PLA) have an advanced biological weapons research and development program that may be functioning within or in coordination with the WIV.

The June 29 forum’s witnesses included Adm. Brett Giroir, who, as assistant secretary for health at the Department of Health and Human Services (HHS) during the Trump administration, managed the development of the first tests used to detect the presence of the virus in an individual.

The second expert witness testifying was Dr. David Asher, a senior fellow at the Hudson Institute, who, while working under Secretary of State Mike Pompeo, led the State Department’s investigation of the virus’s origins.

The other expert witnesses included Dr. Richard Muller, emeritus professor of physics at the University of California–Berkeley, and Dr. Steven Quay, founder of Atossa Therapeutics, a Seattle-based clinical-stage biopharmaceutical research firm.

Dr. Francis Collins, director of the NIH, and Dr. Anthony Fauci, director of the NIAID, were invited to testify but declined.

“Every scientific test that distinguishes between the zoonotic and lab leak origins gives results that highly favor the lab origin. We have found no credible evidence that favors zoonotic origin,” Muller told the forum, according to the memorandum.

Giroir agreed, saying, “I assess that the most likely origin was an accidental infection of laboratory personnel from the [WIV lab], with secondary transmission to the local population, and subsequent spread to hundreds of millions of people around the world.”

Among the evidence they pointed to in support of their conclusion was that while more than 80,000 samples were taken from more than 200 animal species linked to the Wuhan open-air meat market near the WIV and elsewhere in China, none tested positive for the virus. The only animals not tested were the humanized mice being used at the WIV in gain-of-function experiments, they said.

In addition, the witnesses noted that a study of the earliest known victims of the virus in China hadn’t visited the Wuhan market, and the CCP acknowledged in May 2020 that the market wasn’t the source of the virus jumping from bats to humans, as both the Chinese regime and the WHO had originally claimed.

The witnesses also said the evidence was overwhelming that gain-of-function research was being conducted at the WIV for some time prior to the original outbreak of the virus in China in November 2019. The first confirmed case appeared in the U.S. in January 2020.

Quay told the forum that the virus “has a unique trigger on its surface called a ‘furin cleavage site’ and a unique code for that site, called a ‘CGG-CGG dimer … in gain-of-function experiments, the WIV … [has] inserted furin sites into viruses.

“It is the only sure method that always works and makes viruses more infectious. And the CGG-CGG code found in [the virus] is commonly used in the laboratory; you can literally order it on the internet.”

The virus, he added, was “pre-adapted for human-to-human transmission from the first patient. Specifically, the part of the virus that interacts with human cells was 99.5 percent optimized.”

Giror cited a 2015 Nature Medicine publication in which WIV researchers reported “the creation of a new, hybrid bat coronavirus that could bind to and infect human airway cells.”

All of the witnesses noted that NIH and NIAID funding went to the WIV via sub-grants from the New York-based nonprofit EcoHealth Alliance for gain-of-function research prior to and during a three-year moratorium on such activities from 2014 to 2017.

“After 2017, the pause was lifted and replaced with an impartial oversight body, the P3. According to recently released emails, the NIH bypassed the P3 to continue funding gain-of-function research at the WIV,” the memorandum said.

“No coronavirus work has gone through P3 oversight process. In fact, since 2017, not a single grant, for any research, has gone through P3 oversight process,” the memorandum stated.

“It’s unbelievable to me that coronavirus work would not get even into the [P3] process,” Giroir told the forum. “If you look at the abstract from the latest grant that was done to EcoHealth, it talks about using protein sequence data, infectious clone technology … this is all gain-of-function.”

In a related development on July 20, House Democrats defeated a Republican motion to bring a proposal to a floor vote that would require the Director of National Intelligence to make public evidence held by the intelligence community on the origins of the virus. The GOP motion, which had passed the Senate unanimously, was defeated in the House on a party-line vote of 216–207.

Michigan Legislature Repeals Governor’s Emergency Powers Act

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LANSING, Mich.—The Michigan House of Representatives voted on July 21 in favor of repealing the Emergency Powers Act used by the governor to implement COVID-19 restrictions in the state. The vote follows the approval of the repeal by the state Senate last week and means that the 1945 law is officially off the books.

The House voted 60–48 to repeal the law, with four Democrats—state Reps. Sara Cambensy, Tim Sneller, Karen Whitsett, and Richard Steenland—joined all of the Republicans in voting for the repeal. The state Senate voted to do so by a 20–15 vote on July 15.

State Rep. Rachel Hood, a Democrat who opposed the measure, told The Epoch Times: “I believe we need to improve the act, not abandon it. In an emergency, executive power allows us to be more agile and responsive to rapidly emerging needs.”

Republican state Rep. Phil Green, who supported the repeal, told The Epoch Times: “You better believe I voted ‘yes.’ I circulated a petition for it. Our system is designed to have checks and balances. This law erroneously gave to the executive powers that belong to the legislature.”

The Senate vote followed two days after the state Board of Canvassers certified that Unlock Michigan, a coalition of state residents, had obtained more than the required 340,000 valid signatures to put a repeal proposition before the voters at the next general election.

The Legislature’s action to repeal rendered a vote of the people unnecessary. Under Michigan law, if both chambers of the Legislature approve a measure put before them by a citizens’ initiative, the governor has no power to veto it and a referendum vote isn’t needed.

As the CCP (Chinese Communist Party) virus pandemic began to ravage Michigan in early spring 2020, Gov. Gretchen Whitmer invoked the 1945 Emergency Powers Act to impose severe and prolonged orders that all but shut down the state’s economy and locked down its residents, businesses, schools, and churches in an effort to “stop the spread” of the disease.

As the “temporary” restrictions dragged on, state lawmakers asserted their authority under the Emergency Management Act of 1976, requiring Whitmer to obtain legislative approval of an extension if an order’s duration exceeded 28 days.

Initially, Whitmer complied, and the Republican-controlled Legislature granted the governor two 28-day extensions of her orders.

When the Legislature refused to extend Whitmer’s lockdown orders beyond April 30, 2020, the governor began justifying her continuance under the emergency powers of the Michigan Department of Public Health. Whitmer’s move prompted the filing of a flurry of lawsuits challenging the legality of her orders and actions.

In July 2020, Unlock Michigan launched a petition drive to repeal the Emergency Powers Act.

Before the petition had collected enough signatures, the Michigan Supreme Court ruled in October 2020 that the law was an unconstitutional ceding of legislative powers to the governor. The court also unanimously decided that, because the Legislature had refused to extend Whitmer’s orders, her maintaining them violated the requirements of the Emergency Management Act and ruled that those orders were unconstitutional.

As the state Supreme Court’s decisions were being announced, Unlock Michigan submitted to the state Board of Canvassers 539,000 signatures supporting the repeal of the Emergency Powers Act, nearly 200,000 more than the 340,000 valid signatures required. The Board of Canvassers subsequently announced that 460,358 of the signatures were valid.

Despite the surplus of signatures, the Board of Canvassers deadlocked on a decision in April and the petitions weren’t certified, with the two Democrat members demanding an investigation of alleged wrongdoing on the part of some of the petition’s circulators.

A group calling itself Keep Michigan Safe, a self-described “coalition to protect the executive power of Michigan’s governor during a public health crisis,” led an effort to oppose the ballot initiative.

“The petition will undermine the ability of our elected leaders and medical experts to keep Michigan families safe,” the group said in an online statement.

During the petition drive, Keep Michigan Safe implemented an online clearinghouse called “Report a Circulator,” by which people could record any complaints about alleged misconduct on the part of Unlock Michigan petition circulators, in an effort to document any alleged irregularities.

The Michigan Attorney General’s Office conducted an investigation and found no criminal violations on the part of the circulators.

When the Michigan Supreme Court weighed in on June 11, ruling that the Board of Canvassers must certify the petitions, Keep Michigan Safe filed a motion for reconsideration, to no avail. After being directed a second time by the high court to certify the petitions on July 13, the Board of Canvassers voted 3–0 to approve them.

Also on July 13, the Board of Canvassers approved the form of a new petition drawn up by Unlock Michigan to limit the Michigan Department of Public Health’s emergency powers. Unlock Michigan spokesperson Fred Wzolek told The Epoch Times that the new petitions will be available to the public in a “few weeks.”

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Republicans Threaten Boycott of Jan. 6 Panel After Pelosi Rejects 2 GOP Choices

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Republicans indicated on July 21 that they may boycott a select House committee formed to investigate the Jan. 6 U.S. Capitol breach, after House Speaker Nancy Pelosi (D-Calif.) said she wouldn’t accept two GOP lawmakers tapped for the panel by House Minority Leader Kevin McCarthy (R-Calif.).

Pelosi rejected Reps. Jim Banks (R-Ind.) and Jim Jordan (R-Ohio), both of whom had objected to 2020 electoral results during the joint session of Congress held on Jan. 6.

“With respect for the integrity of the investigation, with an insistence on the truth and with concern about statements made and actions taken by these Members, I must reject the recommendations of Representatives Banks and Jordan to the Select Committee,” Pelosi said in a statement.

McCarthy told reporters on Capitol Hill that Pelosi’s move was unprecedented.

“Speaker Pelosi has taken the unprecedented step of denying the minority party’s pick for the select committee,” he said. “It’s an egregious abuse of power. Pelosi has broken this institution.

“This panel has lost all legitimacy,” McCarthy said.

While Pelosi said she would accept McCarthy’s other three recommendations, Republicans are likely to boycott the panel in light of her decision.

“Unless Speaker Pelosi reverses course and seats all five Republican nominees, Republicans will not be party to their sham process,” McCarthy said in a statement.

GOP members said they would have fought to get answers about how ill-prepared the U.S. Capitol Police and other agencies were on Jan. 6.

“She knows that we were prepared to fight to get to the truth, to find the facts about what happened on that day, to make sure that Jan. 6 would never happen again,” Banks said.

Pelosi announced the formation of the panel after Republicans in the Senate blocked a bill that would have created a 9/11-style commission to investigate the breach. Every Democrat and two Republicans voted last month to create the select committee.

Pelosi later named seven members, all Democrats except for Rep. Liz Cheney (R-Wyo.). Several objected to electoral votes in 2017, Republicans noted.

Pelosi gave McCarthy the opportunity to name five representatives to the committee. In addition to Banks and Jordan, McCarthy recommended Reps. Rodney Davis (R-Ill.), Kelly Armstrong (R-N.D.), and Troy Nehls (R-Texas).

Pelosi said the panel was set up to “investigate and report upon the facts and causes of the terrorist mob attack on the United States Capitol on January 6, 2021.”

“It will also be charged with reporting its findings, conclusions, and recommendations for preventing future attacks,” she said.

No one has been charged with terrorism in the breach. More than 500 people have been charged with crimes including obstruction of Congress, assault, and disorderly conduct. One man was sentenced to eight months in jail this week for entering the Capitol and waving a flag.

Cheney told reporters outside the Capitol later on July 21 that “there must be an investigation that is nonpartisan, that is sober, that is serious, that gets to the facts, wherever they may lead.”

“And at every opportunity, the minority leader has attempted to prevent the American people from understanding what happened to block this investigation,” she said, adding that she backed Pelosi’s move.

Biden Education Department Says It Was an ‘Error’ to Push CRT Activist Handbook

The Biden administration says that it was a mistake to promote an activist handbook that included critical race theory (CRT) in schools.

“The Department does not endorse the recommendations of this group, nor do they reflect our policy positions,” the Department of Education (DOE) said in a statement, referring to a book from the Abolitionist Teaching Network called “Guide for Racial Justice & Abolitionist Social and Emotional Learning.”

“It was an error in a lengthy document to include this citation.”

The Abolitionist Teaching Network’s Twitter account, which uses jargon that’s heavily used by CRT proponents or individuals within the “antiracist” movement, describes itself as an activist group that promotes “liberation” for “Black, Brown, and Indigenous folx, inclusive of all intersecting identities.”

The group also calls (pdf) on educators to “remove all punitive or disciplinary practices that spirit murder Black, Brown, and Indigenous children” and to “build a school culture that engages in healing and advocacy.” It doesn’t offer an explanation about how certain forms of disciplinary practices “spirit murder” the aforementioned minority groups.

The group’s handbook also states that social and emotional learning is a “covert form of policing used to punish, criminalize, and control Black, Brown, and Indigenous children and communities to adhere to White norms.”

The group doesn’t make any specific mentions of CRT on its website, but it uses many terms and ideas from the ideology—including that U.S. institutions are inherently racist. A number of Republican-led states have signed executive orders or have approved legislation prohibiting curriculum that claims the United States was founded on racist principles or that any groups—namely white people—are inherently racist.

In recent years, CRT has become somewhat of a catchall term used to describe the “antiracist” movement and training or instruction around “diversity, equity, and inclusion.”

Opponents of the theory say that it’s an outgrowth of the European Marxist critical theory school, which itself drew on the writings of Karl Marx, Sigmund Freud, and others.

CRT typically divides society into “oppressors” and the “oppressed,” based on the alleged inherent privilege derived from being a member of a particular race or gender. Critics say it employs heavy use of the Marxist “struggle” ideology and tactic that advocates for the destruction of history, traditions, and culture of a society.

Proponents have said that attacks on CRT are part of a Republican-backed plan and have attempted to separate it from Marxism or communist movements. They’ve also claimed that it provides a more accurate interpretation of U.S. history.

Around the United States, there has been a growing movement of parents who have become increasingly dissatisfied with the CRT-derived curriculum being taught in their children’s classrooms.

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Cubans warn students about Marxist indoctrination

'Communism kills; they tell you what to think, what to feel'
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Karl Marx

Cuban immigrants who protested President Biden's policies outside the White House this week had a message for college students entertaining Marxism.

"Communism kills. They take everything ... they tell you what to think, what to feel; they even control what music you listen to," said one who spoke with Campus Reform's Addison Smith.

"In Cuba, after 62 years of communism, kids are getting shot in the streets just for chanting ‘freedom,'" he said.

The real problem, the Cuban immigrant said, is not the lack of food or medicine.

"It's the lack of freedom. If we had freedom, we would have food and medicine."

Another protester pointed out that when dictator Fidel Castro came to power in 1959, he "took the guns from everybody, and then he killed the smart, intelligent intellectuals."

"And then, they indoctrinate everybody: They send them to schools — to special schools — to indoctrinate you."

One protester warned that similar indoctrination is taking place on America's college campuses.

Should American students listen to Cubans about Marxist indoctrination?
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"I went through the college system here in the United States, and it's just obvious that that's what's happening," he said.

Cuban immigrant Efren Ferro pushed back against Democrats such as Rep. Alexandria Ocasio-Cortez of New York who blame the current Cuba crisis on the U.S. embargo.

“The Democrats ... are talking and talking, but they are not giving us any answers," he said.

Ferro noted President Biden said this week he wants to lift the embargo, but "that's not what we're asking for."

All that will do, he said, "is let the dictatorships have more money to control the people.

"It’s communism: Everything they want to do is control," he said.

"We want a change in the government."

Ferro also disputed claims that the Cuban protests are about a lack of COVID-19 vaccines.

“Cuba made their own vaccine. They have it," he said. "That's not what they’re protesting for. ... There’s no good care in Cuba, so it’s not because of the COVID-19."

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Segregation returns! Unvaxxed students threatened, harassed

Schools requiring shots even though they're still 'experimental'

Millions of students across the United States are waking up to the reality that getting a college education now requires them to submit to a new medical treatment that the U.S. Food and Drug Administration considers experimental.

Some are halfway or more into their degree programs, with tens of thousands of dollars in student-loan debt amassed, only to now find out they cannot finish their degrees unless they submit to an all-new “vaccine” using mRNA gene therapy that has already caused thousands of serious adverse reactions in young people.

Some classes can be taken online but not those requiring lab work or hands-on training, meaning if you don’t get the required injection, you don’t graduate.

Evidence of an emerging two-tiered society is difficult to overlook — a society in which young people face immeasurable pressure to inject something into their bodies that they fear is much more dangerous than the disease it claims, without much scientific data, to prevent. The COVID recovery rate in people aged 17 to 22 is known to be 99.9 percent but the long-term health impact of the shots will be anybody’s guess.

The average age of people dying of COVID in America is 77. For someone that age, the long term risks of an experimental vaccine may not be that big of a deal.

But what if you’re 18 or 20 years old and have another 60 or 70 years of life ahead of you?

Dr. Peter McCullough, the most highly cited U.S. medical doctor in COVID-19 treatments, said in a July 19 interview with Brannon Howse that the CDC has documented 2,000 cases of myocarditis, which involves inflammation of the heart, in vaccinated people under age 30.

Is America being segregated by vaccination status?
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McCullough, a cardiologist, internist and epidemiologist on the medical staff at Baylor University in Texas, said he has personally been very busy in recent weeks treating young people with vaccine-related injuries, most of them permanent injuries involving cases in which the COVID spike protein collected in the heart, the blood vessels, the brain, the ovaries and other organs.

Myocarditis, a condition involving inflammation of the heart, is just one of the problems he’s treating.

“They need heart-failure medication, three to six months of no physical activity. Can you imagine having 20 million college kids put under the menace of being given vaccination and then an array of unlucky kids who develop myocarditis and it’s going to screw up their college or high school education in the next few years?” McCullough told Howse. “It’s really extraordinary. And I ‘ve been on national TV multiple times, and listen, nobody under 30 ought to consider this vaccine under any circumstances. Myocarditis is one of the reasons.”

He’s also seeing cases of Bells Palsy, partial paralysis or blindness and ringing in the ears. Most of these conditions are not showing up until six to eight months after people were given the injections, he said.

A majority of the more than 400 U.S. college campuses mandating the shot are offering religious exemptions, but getting such an exemption is not always easy. In fact, some schools are making it incredibly difficult to opt out on the basis of one’s religious convictions.

The intransigence of some university administrators on this issue may be nowhere better exemplified than at Edward Via College of Osteopathic Medicine (VCOM), a private university in Monroe, Louisiana, where three students have been denied religious exemptions and are now threatening to sue the school.

One of the many public-interest law firms being inundated with requests for legal help from students across the country is the Orlando, Florida-based Liberty Counsel.

The law firm sent a demand letter dated July 20 to officials at VCOM on behalf of the three medical students who were denied religious exemptions. They also claim to have been threatened and harassed by school officials, all because they refuse to take a COVID injection that they believe violates their faith.

VCOM has campuses not only in Louisiana but also in Auburn, Alabama; Spartanburg, South Carolina; and Blacksburg, Virginia.

It bills itself as America’s “most affordable private medical school” and is focused on preparing students to be “globally minded, community-focused physicians” willing to practice in underserved rural locations, according to its website.

But when the three students applied for religious exemptions to the vaccine mandate, the school’s administrators balked.

The students, identified only as R., S., and K. were notified that the administration was requiring them to receive a COVID-19 “vaccine” as a pre-condition of enrollment and participation in on-campus classes and activities, according to Liberty Counsel.

Students at the college are also required to wear masks until they provide proof of vaccination.

Louisiana law requires all colleges to grant an exemption from a vaccine upon receipt of a “basic written dissent” from the student.

The students exceeded the state’s legal requirement by completing the school’s forms, submitting their own personal letters, and statements from their ministers confirming that having the injection violates their sincerely held beliefs.

One student also opposes the shots because all three COVID-vaccine providers, Moderna, Pfizer and Johnson & Johnson, used aborted fetal cell lines in the testing phase. J&J also uses aborted fetal cell lines in its deployment or distribution.

“This student believes life begins at conception and the intentional destruction of a human life is sinful,” reported Liberty Counsel in a press release. “Her sincerely held religious beliefs prevents her from participating directly or indirectly in abortion or the destruction of human life.”

According to Liberty Counsel, the school not only denied the students’ exemption requests but created a “snitch” program targeting students who refuse to get vaccinated.
The students have received threatening emails and have been told they could be suspended or expelled if they continue their studies without taking the shot. Other harassments have included “singling them out in front of other students for embarrassing confrontations,” the letter to VCOM states.

 “Liberty Counsel will not permit VCOM to continue its harassing conduct against our clients, nor to affix an embarrassing ‘Scarlet Letter’ to them by policy, words or deeds,” the letter concludes. “Prompt approval of the students’ exemption requests is necessary to prevent further action by Liberty Counsel.”

The school policy states:

“In order to create a safe workplace, and one where physicians who care for patients, university athletes, and others, to avoid transmitting COVID-19 the faculty who work on campus as well as the students must participate in vaccination. This prevents the spread of COVID-19 between the students in the classroom, the employees on campus, and the patients being cared for. VCOM expects a medical student to be informed on and stay abreast of evidence-based medicine rather than the media or political opinion regarding COVID-19. There is a predominance of evidence that vaccination is the only means to prevent the spread of COVID-19 and lead to an assurance for the health and welfare of patients.”

However, the medical school seems to ignore the federal government’s VAERS data, which reports 10,991 deaths and more than 41,000 serious injuries from the COVID shots as of July 9.

 “It is shocking that a medical school would violate federal and state law and medical evidence to threaten these students to succumb to an experimental drug,” said Mat Staver, chairman and founder of Liberty Counsel.

Meanwhile, the casualties continue to mount, says Dr. McCullough.

“Most of what I’ve mentioned are permanent. That is the great fear. The neurological ones are very worrisome, and so we’re seeing these now in practice six or nine months later,” he said. “The first thing the patients ask is, ‘Am I going to have this ringing in my ears forever or is this going to go away?’ Or, a patient reports ‘my face is paralyzed on one side, is it going to get partially better or am I going to be stuck with my face contorted?'”

McCullough said anyone considering these vaccines ought to be asking serious questions.

 “And by golly, the CDC ought to come clean. And really start to describe what’s going on,” he said. “They hold all the clinical data, all the clinical vignettes. So when the CDC says there are 2,000 cases of myocarditis, I don’t think Americans should doubt that. What they should doubt is, why in the world is the CDC being silent on this? Why aren’t we having formal safety reports? Why aren’t we having risk mitigation? Why aren’t we doing something to make this safer? How can we just try to force every high school and college student right into this threat of heart injury, neurologic injury? It’s unconscionable.”

Staver said university administrators seem to ignore the fact that the COVID injections are not licensed by the FDA and are still in the investigation and experimental phase.

The COVID vaccine was only allowed on the market because President Trump declared a national health emergency, which allowed the products to be rushed to market under the federal Emergency Use Authorization law. This law explicitly states that such treatments must remain “optional” and based on “informed consent.”

“Even if they were licensed by the FDA, employers and schools must respect a person’s personal and religious decision to not inject a drug into their body,” Staver said. “No school may force or coerce anyone to take these injections, and certainly not when doing so violates sincerely held religious beliefs.”

Louisiana Attorney General Jeff Landry also sent a letter to VCOM officials on behalf of the three medical students, stating: “I am committed to defending the students’ right to make informed, individualized choices about whether to receive COVID-19 vaccines. I will pursue any legal means available to ensure that the rights of Louisiana residents attending VCOM are protected from both overt and covert coercion, harassment, and retaliation by VCOM for asserting their legal rights.”

One of the first U.S. cases of students suing a university over the right not to be vaccinated did not go well for the students. This case involved a group of students at Indiana University, where a Trump-appointed federal U.S. District judge, Damon Leichty, denied an injunction sought by several students this week who objected to the university’s vaccine mandate. This case is sure to get appealed and the issue will likely be decided by the U.S. Supreme Court.

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Arizona Rally Demands Release of Jan. 6 ‘Political Prisoners’

Hoisting flags and political signs, more than 250 Arizona conservatives rallied in Scottsdale on July 14 to demand the release of pro-Trump protesters being held in federal prisons since Jan. 6.

“This nation will not be [made] safe by cowards,” said keynote speaker Matt Braynard of Look Ahead America, co-sponsor of the rally with local branch Look Ahead Arizona, at Sue Wood’s Scottsdale Studios.

Both groups have called upon conservatives to organize at the community level to free more than 500 pro-Trump protesters in federal custody.

Braynard, a former Trump data analyst, is leading the charge with Look Ahead America to release what he called “political prisoners.”

He said the July 14 rally was a run-up to a large political protest to be held on July 17 at a federal prison in Washington.

While the FBI has arrested 535 protesters, Braynard said, “in almost all cases, these were non-violent” people.

“They’re losing their jobs because their employers don’t want to employ them,” Braynard said, noting that 100 to 200 people have been held without bail since they were arrested. “They’re not forgotten.”

He also spoke of the shooting death of Ashley Babbitt by a still unidentified White House security member inside the Capitol building on Jan. 6.

“I can’t help but wonder how a 90-pound woman who clearly was not armed—why the response was a bullet,” Braynard said. “You’re in the cross-hairs, too. The insurrection narrative is the root of a very poisonous tree—the ‘Big Lie’ of insurrection.”

The rally was framed around Arizona’s coyote-skin clad “Q-Anon Shaman,” Jacob Chansley, who turned himself in to authorities three days after the Washington protest.

Jeff Blase of Phoenix, wielding a “Free Jake!” sign, said he attended the rally to support Chansley and other political detainees.

“If you know anything about Jake, he’s a non-violent person,” said Blase, who participated in other protests with Chansley. “Jake is a very smart individual as well.”

To prove his point, Blase said Chansley was videotaped inside the Senate Chambers leading the protesters in prayer.

“The reason I’m here is because of people like Jake who are nonviolent and who are being held in the [federal] gulag,” Blase said.

Chansley’s St. Louis-based defense attorney, Albert Watkins, described the conditions his client is facing in jail as “gulag-like treatment.”

“Mr. Chansley has been in solitary confinement since he voluntarily and peacefully surrendered himself to federal authorities on Jan. 9,” Watkins told The Epoch Times in an email. “His mental health and emotional well-being are significantly challenged. His ability to focus on his own defense has been encumbered.

“He was not violent or disorderly or destructive in any manner. He was not armed. He did not threaten. There is no end in sight. His only reliable unmonitored contact with the outside world is his attorney—me. He is alone.”

Martha Chansley, Jake’s mother, told those attending the July 14 gathering that her son called her just minutes before the rally.

“He is very touched and he really appreciates you and your love and your support and your prayers, because it’s really tough. It’s a tough time,” she said.

“It takes a lot of courage to do what you know is right. Let’s continue to keep this faith because ultimately, in the end, God wins.”

Congressman Paul Gosar (R-Ariz.) told those attending the rally that he was protesting for the fair treatment of those arrested in connection with the Capitol breach.

“There are reports that some of the prisoners have been tortured or held in solitary confinement 24 hours a day,” he said.

“What are they trying to hide? Americans deserve the truth. [The prisoners] need to be treated fairly and with due process. So we have come here to demand equal justice under the law.”

Arizona state Rep. Mark Finchem, a Republican, asked the crowd rhetorically, “Have you seen my country lately?”

Over 15,000 Illegal Immigrants Apprehended Along Southern Border in One Week as Large Group Crossings Spike

U.S. Border Patrol agents in the Rio Grande Valley sector in Texas over the recent weekend encountered the biggest single group of illegal immigrants so far this fiscal year, according to U.S. Customs and Border Protection (CBP).

Agents with the Rio Grande City station on July 17 encountered a group of 298 people walking north along a ranch road near La Grulla after illegally entering the United States, according to a CBP statement released on July 19. That’s the largest single group so far this fiscal year, CBP noted, amid a spike in large groups of people crossing the southern border illegally.

One individual within the group showed symptoms of COVID-19 and was taken to an area hospital, where the person later indeed tested positive for the CCP virus.

“Even with the spread of the COVID-19 virus, human smugglers continue to try these brazen attempts with zero regard for the lives they endanger, nor to the health of the citizens of our great nation,” CBP said.

On July 16, agents apprehended an additional group of 235 illegal immigrants near La Grulla, including 27 unaccompanied children, according to CBP. Another large group of 203 illegal immigrants was found on July 18, along the same ranch road as the July 17 group.

Rio Grande Valley Sector Chief Patrol Agent Brian Hastings on July 20 shared photos of one of the encounters on Twitter, along with the message that a total of more than 15,000 illegal immigrants were taken into custody in the Rio Grande Valley sector in one week.

Hastings wrote in a follow-up tweet that, while agents’ attention was distracted by the large groups, a smuggler fled the scene, leaving 11 people in a moving vehicle.

“Human smugglers always have and always will place profit over human lives,” Hastings added, sharing a photo of the pickup truck, which appeared to be stuck in bushes after running off the road.

Agents in the Yuma sector in Arizona also encountered several large groups of illegal immigrants this past weekend, with Yuma Sector Chief Patrol Agent Chris Clem announcing on Twitter that over 8,000 people have been apprehended in the sector so far this month.

“Since FY21, Yuma Sector has apprehended 68,008 migrants, a 854 percent increase from the 7,129 total migrants apprehended during the same time last year,” Clem wrote.

Meanwhile, a recent analysis by Steven Kopits, head of Princeton Policy Advisors think tank, projected that immigration officials could encounter nearly 1.7 million people seeking to enter the United States illegally by the end of 2021, with Kopits blaming the Biden administration’s “open border” policies.

The analysis comes after federal immigration officials announced that they had apprehended 188,829 people illegally crossing the southwest border in June, up from 180,034 in May. The figure includes more than 15,000 unaccompanied minors, over 55,000 family units, and over 117,000 single adults.

“The only way to achieve such stratospheric numbers is by a deliberate policy of holding the border open,” Kopits wrote in the analysis.

“In all but two of the last twenty-one years, June apprehensions were below May apprehensions,” Kopits wrote. “The case is just the opposite this year, suggesting that extraordinary factors—like an open border—are stimulating continued and counter-seasonal flows of illegal immigration.”

The White House didn’t immediately respond to a request for comment.

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Nikki Haley calls for boycott of Beijing Games in 2022

'The physical and sexual abuse that’s happening to women and children … it’s unthinkable'

As the U.S. prepares to compete at the Summer Olympics in Tokyo, former Ambassador to the U.N. Nikki Haley is making it clear the country needs to boycott next year’s Winter Olympics in Beijing.

Haley supports a boycott of the games as a response to the Chinese government’s human rights abuses against Uyghur Muslims and other ethnic minorities in the Xinjiang region, which the U.S. has recognized as genocide.

“The physical and sexual abuse that’s happening to women and children, the forced labor … it’s unthinkable,” Haley said in an interview with the Daily Caller News Foundation. “We have to fight for these people who can’t fight for themselves.”

Agnès Callamard, the secretary general of Amnesty International, called the conditions a “dystopian hellscape,” after the organization’s 2021 report found the Chinese government was engaging in “state-organized mass imprisonment, torture and persecution.” Another report released by the Newlines Institute for Strategy and Policy in March concluded the Chinese government “bears state responsibility for an ongoing genocide” against the Uyghur people.

Haley published an op-ed for Fox News in February comparing the situation to 1936 when the U.S. competed at an Olympics hosted by Nazi Germany, stating the U.S. would not have attended the games if it had known the atrocities Adolf Hitler was planning. She reiterated that comparison to the DCNF.

“That was the biggest propaganda victory for the Nazis,” she said. “Why are we going to do that for China when they gave us Covid? When there’s literally genocide happening right in front of us?”

Should America boycott the Beijing Games in 2022?
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Haley added that she found it “disgraceful that companies like Nike and Coca-Cola would boycott the state of Georgia, but won’t do anything against China.” To her, the only reason people aren’t “getting up in arms” is because there are “corporate financial interests that are involved.”

Haley isn’t alone in calling for countries to boycott the games come 2022. Several human rights groups issued a joint statement in May asking all governments not to go to Beijing and compete, while former Vice President Mike Pence told an audience at The Heritage Foundation last week the location for the Olympics needed to be moved, The Hill reported.

“President Biden should make a clear and unequivocal demand that the 2022 Winter Olympics be moved from Beijing unless China comes clean on the origins of COVID-19 and immediately ends persecution of the Uyghur people,” Pence said.

But not all Republicans have taken Haley’s side of the argument. In a separate Fox News op-ed, Sen. Ted Cruz of Texas insisted that “athletes should go to Beijing next year proudly, bring home medal after medal, and show the world what it means to compete on behalf of a free society.”

Sen. Mitt Romney of Utah wrote that denying American athletes their life’s dream would be the “easy, but wrong, answer” in his own op-ed for The New York Times.

“It’s not okay to say ‘Oh, let’s just go fight and win some medals and that’ll make everything okay,'” Haley told the DCNF. “Anyone that says that we should just go ahead and fight the good fight at the Olympics and turn our backs on genocide is not remembering the atrocities that have happened in history.”

“My heart goes out to the athletes and I know that our athletes represent all that is free and is great about America,” she added. “But I know if they heard the stories of these people, I know if they saw the abuses, they would see where we’re coming from.”

The last time the U.S. boycotted the Olympics was when the Soviet Union hosted the games in 1980. Former President Jimmy Carter decided to lead an international boycott after the Soviet Union invaded Afghanistan, but the choice proved to be largely unpopular and failed to hurt the host country as intended, according to Politico.

Haley admitted she does not believe a boycott will “suddenly change Chinese Communist behavior,” but to her, that isn’t the reason she’s pushing for it. “The point is whether America and freedom-loving people around the world should promote or condone what’s going on in China. And our participation would do that,” she said.

“Don’t underestimate, in this time where China wants to show this great big win by hosting the Olympics, the one thing that stops that is when every news story talks about how the U.S. boycotted,” she added.

Former President Donald Trump also came under pressure to take stronger actions against China for its treatment of the Uyghurs during his administration, but admitted to Axios in 2020 that he didn’t sanction the country because he was “in the middle of a major trade deal.”

When asked if Trump should have taken more forceful steps to stop the human rights violations against the Uyghurs, Haley said she wasn’t going to discuss the past “with either Trump or Biden.”

“I think what’s important is what do we do now,” she said. “Whether it’s a current president or former president or any elected official or people in between, call them out, let’s boycott the Olympics.”

“That’s the right, moral thing to do, and we should be at the forefront of that,” she said.

Biden Used Private Gmail Account to Leak Government Information

The laptop of Hunter Biden that was seized by the FBI back in December 2019 continued to release shocking details; this comes amid a new report that Biden used a personal Gmail account to send sensitive government information to his son, Hunter Biden.

According to a new report, Biden used a personal Gmail account during his term as the vice president. He used the email robinware456@gmail.com to forward government information to his notorious foreign-deal-making son, and would even sign “Dad” to the emails.

Although some of the email exchanges were personal messages between the father and son, others were more political in nature and related to business matters. Some information forwarded by the personal Gmail account pertains to emails from senior White House officials, State Departments, as well as other government entities.

For instance, the personal email forwarded to Hunter Biden is an email from the U.S. Embassy in Istanbul putting in detail the release of Martin O’Conner from detention.

The email that was sent to the office of Vice President Biden was then forwarded to the private email of Joe Biden by his aide Colin Kahl; Kahl is now sitting as the Under Secretary of Defense for Policy under the Biden administration. After the email was sent to the private email, it was afterward forwarded by then-Vice President Biden to his son.

Meanwhile, the existence of the personal email address of Biden was confirmed by the former senior official under the Obama administration. Speaking on the condition of anonymity, the former official stated that some Obama officials are aware of the existence of Biden’s personal email.

They would even use it from time to time, including Secretary of State Tony Blinken who would have emails sent to the personal account. The former official continued, confirming that he saw it used by Biden when talking to his family and friends…and particularly when forwarding government information to them.

Other than establishing the fact that Biden forwarded government details to Hunter, the news also raised a number of questions relating to federal law. It was thereafter related to the case of Hillary Clinton.

Doctors Raise Awareness on Ivermectin as Treatment for COVID-19 to Help End the Pandemic

In an effort to help end the pandemic, an international coalition of medical experts is holding worldwide events Saturday to raise awareness about the effectiveness of ivermectin as a treatment for COVID-19.

Organizers of the World Ivermectin Day say doctors and supporters of the inexpensive FDA-approved drug will host free online and public events in over a dozen countries.

Two nonprofits—Front Line COVID-19 Critical Care (FLCCC) Alliance and the British Ivermectin Recommendation Development (BIRD) group—who have been campaigning for the off-label use of ivermectin to prevent and treat COVID-19 say the event’s focus is to let more people know that the antiparasitic drug can treat COVID-19, possibly end the pandemic, and help eliminate fear of the CCP (Chinese Communist Party) virus.

“We have an incredibly positive and uplifting message to share: ivermectin treats and prevents COVID and it is the key to unlocking the never-ending cycle of pandemic peaks and personal restrictions and will help restart economies,” Dr. Tess Lawrie, cofounder of the BIRD group said in a press release.

Lawrie is also a co-author of a peer-reviewed meta-analysis study published in the American Journal of Therapeutics that found ivermectin to be effective against COVID-19, the disease caused by the CCP virus. Lawrie and her team concluded with a moderate level of confidence that ivermectin reduced the risk of death by an average of 62 percent, at a 95 percent confidence interval of 0.19-0.73, especially when prescribed early.

FLCCC Alliance also conducted their own review of 18 randomized controlled trials on COVID-19 treatment with ivermectin. They found “large, statistically significant reductions in mortality, time to clinical recovery, and time to viral clearance.” The authors also said that studies on the prevention of COVID-19 reported significantly reduced risks of the disease with regular use of the drug.

Members of the FLCCC Alliance have developed various protocols for the prevention and early treatment of COVID-19,  instead of having patients wait until they develop a severe illness to receive treatment at the hospital. These treatment protocols including one for the management of long COVID are being used globally.

The current standard protocol for COVID-19 positive patients is to isolate at home, avoid dehydration, rest, and take over-the-counter medications for fever, headache, cough, and body pain.

According to updated guidance from the National Institutes of Health (NIH), patients with mild to moderate COVID-19 and who are at high risk of disease progression, are recommended to take a monoclonal antibody if hospitalization or supplemental oxygen is not required.

Despite evidence showing ivermectin may treat all stages of COVID-19 and reduce death and hospitalization as a result of its anti-viral and anti-inflammatory properties, the FDA has not approved its use, saying that the drug isn’t an anti-viral. The federal regulator issued a warning that people should not take ivermectin intended for horses as the larger doses may be harmful to humans.

The NIH has not changed its neutral stance on the use of ivermectin to treat COVID-19, while the World Health Organization (WHO) does not recommend the use of the drug except in a clinical study. Both organizations cite insufficient data for not making a recommendation.

Unprecedented Censorship

Online discussions of ivermectin have faced an unprecedented level of suppression with doctors claiming that their videos are being taken down or their LinkedIn accounts closed.

Lawrie said she has experienced censorship with her work on ivermectin, claiming that her videos about the drug have been removed and posts censored on social media.

“I have experienced a lot of censorship ever since I started doing work on ivermectin (never before),” Lawrie told The Epoch Times via email. “I have had my post of my published peer-reviewed scientific manuscript removed from LinkedIn.”

She also said that many people have informed her that their accounts would be restricted or censored “if they post the work my company has produced on ivermectin or interviews that I have done.”

LinkedIn did not reply to a request for comment.

Dr. Mobeen Syed, chief executive officer of Drbeen Corp, an online medical education, said YouTube took down three of his videos on ivermectin within 24 hours.

“[Third] book burnt in 24 hours. @Youtube @TeamYouTube continue to burn books,” Syed said on Twitter on July 11. “This video was important to keep people safe who are using ivermectin regardless of what YouTube thinks.”

YouTube did not reply to The Epoch Times inquiry on clarification of which terms or conditions Syed’s videos had violated.

Ivermectin is not the only topic being suppressed or blocked by Big Tech firms. Social media posts about the lab leak theory that the CCP virus escaped from a laboratory in Wuhan, China, and information that goes against the narrative about the safety and efficacy of the COVID-19 vaccine has also been censored.

White House Press Secretary Jen Psaki suggested at a White House briefing that people should be banned from all social media platforms if they post misinformation online about COVID-19 vaccines, alleging that this type of information was “leading to people not taking the vaccine.” Psaki’s suggestion has drawn widespread condemnation.

Regardless of the suppression of ivermectin around the world, people have found unique ways to get the information out. Social media posts of lawn signs have appeared in Manitoba, Canada with a simple message that reads, “Ivermectin treats COVID-19” along with the FLCCC website listed.

Members of the FLCCC Alliance said in a reply to an email that they would continue their mission in getting ivermectin approved for COVID-19 despite the censorship.

“Thank you for your email. Abandoning our mission is not [an] option. Yes, it has been hell. But as Winston Churchill once said, ‘If you’re going through hell, keep going.’ So if we need to leave you here, we understand. But we’ll march on. Your life matters that much,” the nonprofit said earlier this month.

Anti-Parasitic Drug Ivermectin Kills COVID-19 in Lab

An anti-parasitic drug available throughout the world has been found to kill COVID-19 in the lab within 48 hours.

A Monash University-led study has shown a single dose of the drug Ivermectin could stop the SARS-CoV-2 virus growing in cell culture.

“We found that even a single dose could essentially remove all viral RNA (effectively removed all genetic material of the virus) by 48 hours and that even at 24 hours there was a really significant reduction in it,” Monash Biomedicine Discovery Institute’s Dr. Kylie Wagstaff said on Friday.

While it’s not known how Ivermectin works on the virus the drug likely stops the virus dampening the host cells’ ability to clear it.

The next step is for scientists to determine the correct human dosage, to make sure the level used in vitro is safe for humans.

“In times when we’re having a global pandemic and there isn’t an approved treatment, if we had a compound that was already available around the world then that might help people sooner,” Wagstaff said.

“Realistically it’s going to be a while before a vaccine is broadly available.”

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California is Experiencing a Crime ‘Tsunami,’ DA Says

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California is experiencing a wave of crime despite Gov. Gavin Newsom’s claims of a decrease during the past three decades, officials say.

“You’ve got violent crime off the charts,” Sacramento County District Attorney Anne Marie Schubert told The Epoch Times. “You’ve got this tsunami of things that are happening. Violent crime, illegal guns, [and] rampant theft.”

On July 21 in Los Angeles, when asked if state policies are making crime worse, Newsom denied the state is seeing a rise in crime.

“The evidence doesn’t back it up. Last three decades we’ve actually seen a significant decline in crime in the state,” Newsom said.

According to a Public Policy Institute of California (PPIC) released in 2021, four major cities have witnessed an increase in homicide and car thefts. Los Angeles, Oakland, San Diego, and San Francisco are experiencing such heightened crime despite dropping in violent crime in March 2020 when the COVID-19 pandemic began.

Data provided by PPIC shows that in 2020, Los Angeles reported a 40 percent homicide increase in comparison to 2019; Oakland reported a 36 percent increase. San Francisco and San Diego both witnessed increases from 41 to 48 percent and 50 percent to 55 percent, respectively.

In January and February 2021, violent crime was 12 percent lower in comparison to the first few months of 2020. PPIC attributed the decrease to fewer robberies and aggravated assaults. Out of the four cities, Oakland was the only one that witnessed an increase in aggravated assaults of about 10 percent.

“There isn’t a person in the state who believes that crime is on the decline,” Rescue California campaign manager Anne Dunsmore told The Epoch Times. “You have people casually walking out of the stores with stolen items. You have a store clerk who was shot and killed by people who are just going into stores and shoplifting. [Newsom] wants to manipulate numbers to make it look like California is roaring back and crime is on the decline.”

Dunsmore said state policies enforced by Newsom, such as Prop 47, could attribute to heightened crime in the state. Through Prop 47, certain theft and drug possession offenses are marketed as misdemeanors rather than felonies. When passed, previous offenders that were serving sentences for felony offenses became eligible for resentencing.

Pending bill AB 333 would remove burglary, identity fraud violations, looting, and felony vandalism from gang-related crimes.

“He’s trying to show that he’s cutting down on prison population and that somehow indicates that crime is on the decline,” Dunsmore said.

While Newsom said that there are fewer felons, Dunsmore attributed the drop to the state reducing many felonies to misdemeanors.

As well, between 2021 to 2022, California is to close two state prisons as a part of the governor’s 2020-21 state budget plan to implement reforms and changes that will significantly reduce prison populations.

In May, efforts to decrease prison populations escalated after the California Department of Corrections and Rehabilitation (CDCR) announced under Prop 57 that it would increase good conduct credit toward eligible inmates, allowing them to potentially be released early.

Of those eligible to receive good credits, 63,000 are incarcerated for violent crimes, and 20,000 inmates are sentenced to life in prison with the possibility of parole.

“You let a lot of felons out of prison, they’re on the streets, there’s a reason that crime is on the rise,” Dunsmore said. “They’re letting all these people out without any structure in place to monitor them, or even rehabilitate them.

“For these people [to] sit there and know that their children’s killers could get out, like the guy who killed Michael Lyons” and committed aggravated sexual assault, Dunsmore said. “That guy is a model prisoner; he actually qualifies for early release.”

In 1996, Robert Boyd Rhoades was charged with first-degree murder in Sutter County after torturing and killing 8-year-old Michael. Rhoades was no stranger to the criminal justice system as he committed multiple crimes prior to 1996.

Rhoades is set to receive the death penalty, but California’s changing law might say otherwise.

While some lawmakers are for reducing prison times, others advocate for victims’ rights.

“Michael’s killer is on death row because he’s a horrific, not just serial killer [but] his history was atrocious,” Schubert said. “Now we have a legislature that even though the jury has recommended a certain sentence wants to pass a bill that he can petition to get out.”

She continued, “It’s despicable when a cop talks about a crime victim and putting them through the wringer. Time and time again when they’ve been given assurance that this horrific serial rapist-murderer has been sentenced to never get out of prison.”

Schubert said lenience toward those that have committed horrid offenses is making the state a more dangerous place.

“You’ve got the Los Angeles DA who’s essentially doing everything you can do to dismantle the justice system,” she said. “You’ve got a legislature who’s consistently voted for bills that weaken accountability. You’ve got ballot initiatives that have misled the public, to the point that we’ve basically decriminalized left.”

Amid the crime crisis, Schubert and Dunsmore said they are advocating for more structure within the state to enforce and carry out laws.

“[Newsom] can’t fix a problem if he denies the fact that it’s there, and that’s what he’s doing,” Dunsmore said. “That’s dangerous.”

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Rep. Paul Gosar Sponsors Bill to Ban All Immigration Into US for 10 Years

Rep. Paul Gosar (R-Ariz.) on Friday announced he is sponsoring a bill that would put a 10-year freeze on all immigration into the United States, arguing the pause is needed to help stem the current surge in illegal border crossings.

“We can’t have legal immigration when we have rampant illegal alien invaders. This is a threat to our national security and our economy and to our citizens,” Gosar said in a statement announcing HR 4643, a bill that seeks “to prohibit the admission of aliens to the United States for 10 years” from the date of its potential enactment.

The backdrop for Gosar’s initiative is the border surge, with federal immigration officials recently announcing that they had apprehended 188,829 people illegally crossing the southwest border in June, up from 180,034 in May. The figure includes more than 15,000 unaccompanied minors, over 55,000 family units, and over 117,000 single adults.

Gosar blamed the spike in illegal border crossings on President Joe Biden, accusing the Biden administration of “ignoring and actively assisting the violation of our federal laws, claiming that it has “literally and figuratively opened the gates and is waving hundreds of thousands of criminals into our country.”

Since taking office, Biden has reversed a number of border and asylum policies implemented by the Trump administration, including overturning the Migrant Protection Protocols, which required asylum seekers to wait in Mexico while their claims were processed. Biden has also proposed an immigration bill that would provide a pathway to citizenship for illegal immigrants living in the United States.

Many Republicans and some analysts have blamed Biden’s rollback of Trump-era policies for fueling the border surge, arguing that stricter rules around border security and asylum admissions serve to deter would-be illegal immigrants from trying to enter the United States.

“With the destruction of President Trump’s solid immigration enforcement, and current disregard and violation of existing federal law, Mr. Biden has unleashed the most severe border and humanitarian crisis in United States history,” Gosar alleged.

Biden and members of his administration have rejected the notion that his policies are fueling a surge in illegal immigration. They also dispute the characterization of the problem as a “crisis,” instead calling it a “challenge” that they insist the administration is working to tackle by way of a multi-pronged approach that puts a strong emphasis on addressing the root causes of migration.

“The United States is also a country with borders and with laws that must be enforced. Securing our borders does not require us to ignore the humanity of those who seek to cross them. The opposite is true. We cannot solve the humanitarian crisis at our border without addressing the violence, instability, and lack of opportunity that compel so many people to flee their homes,” Biden said in a Feb. 2 executive order on establishing a “comprehensive regional framework” to manage migration in Central and North America.

Vice President Kamala Harris, who Biden tasked with leading the effort to tackle the issue of illegal immigration, on June 25 visited the border, after weeks of criticism from Republicans for not doing so. While there, she reiterated the administration’s view on the need to address the factors driving people to leave their homes.

“The work that we have to do is the work of addressing the root causes, otherwise we’ll continue to see the effect, what is happening at the border,” Harris said. “It’s going to require, as we have been doing, a comprehensive approach that acknowledges each piece of this.”

Immigration has been a weak spot for Biden, with a poll by The Associated Press-NORC Center for Public Affairs Research in May showing that 54 percent of Americans disapproved of his handling of the issue.

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Feds Drop Case Against Chinese Researcher: Surprise Move Greenlights More Chinese Espionage in US

Federal prosecutors have dismissed the case against Chinese national Tang Juan, whose trial on visa fraud charges was to begin on July 26, the Sacramento Bee reports. Acting U.S. Attorney Phillip Talbert declined to comment and Assistant U.S. Attorney Heiko Coppola “gave no reason for seeking the dismissal,” which has little or nothing to do with criminal justice.

According to a federal criminal complaint filed on June 26, 2020 in the Eastern District of California, on Oct. 28, 2019, Tang applied for a non-immigrant visa to conduct cancer research at the University of California at Davis. She answered “no” to the question “have you served in the military?” and denied affiliation with the Chinese Communist Party (CCP). Tang was issued a J-1 visa on Nov. 5, 2019, but that was premature, according to other evidence in the complaint.

The Federal Bureau of Investigation found an April 14, 2019 article on a Xi’an, China, health care forum that showed Tang in a military uniform bearing the insignia of the Civilian Cadres of the Chinese People’s Liberation Army. The FBI also found two other articles listing Tang’s employer as the People’s Liberation Army’s Air Force Medical University (AFMU), also known as the Fourth Military Medical University (FMMU).

According to a July 23, 2020 report in the Davis Enterprise, Tang told the FBI she was required to wear the uniform and was unaware of the insignia’s meaning. That claim was hardly credible and the FBI search found Tang wearing a different People’s Liberation Army uniform. FBI agents also learned that Tang had identified herself as a member of the CCP when she applied for benefits.

UC Davis officials told the Enterprise that Tang came through an exchange program with Xijing Hospital, which includes “eight specialized medical centers of the Chinese People’s Liberation Army (PLA).” U.S. Attorneys Talbert and Coppola did not show any of this evidence to be false, and produced nothing to show that Tang had answered truthfully.

Acting U.S. Attorney Phillip Talbert once taught professional responsibility as an adjunct professor at the UC Davis King Hall School of Law. Talbert took over from McGregor Scott after the Biden administration fired 55 U.S. attorneys nominated by President Donald Trump.

The case of Tang, as the Bee Reported, “is one of the dozens initiated by the Trump Administration through its ‘China Initiative’ in 2018 to prosecute alleged instances of trade secret theft and economic espionage by researchers who were accused of lying about their backgrounds to obtain access to American research institutions on behalf of the Chinese military.”

As Reuters reports, the dismissal “comes as U.S. Deputy Secretary of State Wendy Sherman is set to visit China” for a meeting with State Councillor and Foreign Minister Wang Yi and other officials. That visit “could help set the stage for further exchanges and a potential meeting between President Joe Biden and Chinese leader Xi Jinping later this year.”

In Beijing on Friday, The Associated Press reports that Chinese Foreign Ministry spokesperson Zhao Lijian accused the United States of arresting its citizens studying in the country “under fabricated charges, violating legitimate rights and interests of Chinese nationals.” Zhao urged the United States to “immediately release the person involved and earnestly guarantee the legitimate rights and interests of Chinese nationals in the U.S.”

How soon Tang Juan returns to China remains unclear, but other realities do not stand in doubt. The United States gains little or nothing from the exchange programs with China. Tang’s visa, like those of other Chinese researchers associated with the PLA and CCP, never should have been granted in the first place. Her case should have been prosecuted as espionage.

According to July 20, 2020 court documents that cite Tang, Xin Wang, and other Chinese nationals, the cases are “part of a program conducted by the People’s Liberation Army—and specifically, FMMU or associated institutions—to send military scientists to the United States on false pretenses with false covers or false statements about their true employment.” Evidence exists of “copying or stealing information from American institutions at the direction of military superiors in China” and “the Chinese regime instructing these individuals to destroy evidence and in coordinating efforts.”

By any definition, that is espionage. Embattled Americans can expect a surge in this activity following the dismissal of Tang Juan’s visa-fraud case.

A blog posting that offers support to President Trump warns that "deprogrammed" and "re-educated" are words that almost always are connected to violence.

"Can you think of a single time in history where these words were used WITHOUT being deadly?" the site wonders.
The issue has come up – again – because leftists have returned to their insistence that anyone who disagrees with them must face that deprogramming, or re-educating.

Now it's MSNBC's Mika Brzezinski who is demanding an indoctrination program, apparently forced or otherwise, for those who don't agree with her ideology and politics.

TRENDING: Man exonerated of murder charges after serving 20 years of 2 life sentences
In a rant on video, she also claimed to have the authority of the Bible to mandate vaccinations.

"It is un-Christ-like to not protect your neighbor as well as yourself. God tells us that our bodies are a temple to be protected. That does mean that you are to protect that temple unless Facebook, and talk radio freaks tell you otherwise," she said.

Do Trump supporters need to be "deprogrammed"?
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"This all could have been prevented with a five-minute vaccine. But that firehose of falsehoods has been spewing propaganda and lies for well over a year, and it's time to turn that spigot off. It's time to deprogram the cult leaders."

Her agenda to run others' lives the way she wants was akin to comments from Eugene Robinson of the Washington Post:

Those comments ordered that "white Republicans" needed to be "deprogrammed."

The blog posting deprogramming was used in Nazi Germany and the gulags of the Soviet Union.

"And now… The radical left is using these words to describe Trump supporters," the report said.

Town Hall columnist Matt Vespa explained, "They can’t stand other opinions. They can’t. They cannot be allowed to live. The people who hold them must be targeted and smeared. All must bow before the unholy altar of American progressivism. If you can’t convince them, destroy them, or deprogram them."

He continued, "People who support Trump are mentally defective, so they must be deprogrammed. What does that mean? Sounds Stalinist in the extreme. It also reeks of Chinese Cultural Revolution underpinnings. Those who do not believe what we believe are off to the camps. It’s nothing new. It only exposes the illiberal nature of the progressive Left. There can be no deviations. ALL must bow to the narrative. You must take this position on this issue or risk annihilation. Ever wonder why so many liberal policies are intrusive and mandatory? They don’t want to bother convincing you anymore, partially because most voters can see on its face that most of what liberal America offers is trash. That’s why you’re forced to do things with a gun to your head."

CBN previously had said in an earlier report, "Calls to 'deprogram' Trump supporters are becoming widely accepted among traditional media elites who never understood why such a wide swath of Americans supported the Trump presidency."

In the report Katie Couric said, "The question is – how are we going to almost deprogram these people who have signed up for the cult of Trump."

And Lara Logan, a longtime journalist and former 60 Minutes correspondent warned that the idea of deprogramming political opponents "is more widely accepted than you might think," the report explained.

"Just the idea that anyone needs to be deprogrammed is such a radical idea and yet this is not an idea that you're hearing on the fringes, right? This is an idea that's being published on the opinion pages of the Washington Post," she said.

Actually, Washington Post opinion writer Brian Klaas wrote, "So, do we have any hope of deprogramming the millions of Americans who are devoted to dangerous lunacy? Don't hold your breath."

WND reported when the late Rush Limbaugh issued a warning about those deprogramming demands by Couric and Rep. Alexandria Ocasio-Cortez.

He said comments like that from Democratic National Committee official David Atkins, who insists that "deprogramming" is needed for every one of more than 74 million people who voted for Trump on Nov. 3, are serious.

Limbaugh noted other similar statements:

· Alisyn Camerota spoke of the "cult of Trump."

· Steve Hassan described Americans recruited "by an authoritarian political cult."

· Mustafa Tameez said a "Trump cult that wants to believe whatever the dear leader says."

· Jeremy Bash said, "This was a long ... deliberate effort by political leaders led by Donald Trump to brainwash, to create a cult."

Limbaugh noted at the time that if any deprogramming is needed it should be for those who, through the American public education system, "have been taught to hate this country."

Also previously, CNN host Don Lemon suggested that supporters of President Donald Trump need to be re-educated, or “deprogrammed,” as he put it, before they are allowed to vote.

He unleashed on voters.

"If I had a real friend, who was involved in a cult, which I feel it is cultish behavior, I must try to help them. And you only go so far until you say, until you reach bottom, I cannot deal with it. It's like an addiction. Until you reach bottom and you want help, I can't deal with it," he said.

He continued, "And I think a lot of people need to be deprogrammed, right now, before they cast their next ballots."

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Former President Donald Trump hailed the Arizona state Senate on July 24 for its months-long audit of Maricopa County’s 2.1 million ballots and election equipment, while pressing Arizona’s attorney general to investigate the audit’s findings.

Speaking at an event in Phoenix called “Rally for Election Integrity,” Trump said the state Senate did the right thing when it authorized an audit of the county, a process that’s still ongoing.

“We will fight for truth, transparency, and accountability, and we will not stop until we have restored our American birthright of honest, free, and fair elections,” he said in his speech. “We’re gathered here in Phoenix to show our support for election integrity and for the brave and unyielding conservative warriors in the Arizona state Senate.”

Trump praised Arizona Republican Party Chairwoman Kelli Ward, who has frequently posted about alleged election fraud since last November, describing her as someone who is “really a fighter.”

“I called up Kelli recently. I said, ‘Why wouldn’t the governor want an audit?’ Maybe everything will prove to be correct, which we know won’t happen,” Trump remarked, referring to Gov. Doug Ducey. “Why wouldn’t somebody want election integrity? Why wouldn’t they want to know? And I would be very happy—won’t happen—but I would be very happy if they did it and everything was perfect. But you’re not going to find that.”

Trump, who has clashed with the Arizona governor in the past, noted that he wouldn’t be supporting Ducey in the future.

“He’s not getting my endorsement.”

Trump’s speech also applied more pressure on Arizona Attorney General Mark Brnovich, who is running for one of Arizona’s U.S. Senate seats.

“Hopefully, he’s going to do what everybody knows has to be done,” Trump said, referring to Brnovich.

The attorney general didn’t attend the Arizona event because of a family commitment, local news website AzCentral reported.

Brnovich and Democrat Secretary of State Katie Hobbs are currently embroiled in a battle over whether to investigate and prosecute alleged voter fraud in the state. After Brnovich issued a request to Hobbs’s office, she responded in turn by saying that the attorney general should investigate state Republican Rep. Mark Finchem.

President Joe Biden became the first Democratic presidential candidate to be certified as the winner of Arizona’s election since 1996, defeating Trump by less than 1 percentage point. Biden also defeated Trump in Maricopa County, the most populous county in the state, by about 2 percentage points.

Brnovich’s office didn’t respond to a request by The Epoch Times for comment by press time.

Protests Rage Across Europe as Lockdown, Vaccination Mandates Start

Anti-lockdown and anti-vaccine-passport protests erupted across Europe on July 24, according to media photos and videos.

Thousands upon thousands of demonstrators came out in London, Dublin, Paris, Rome, Athens, and other cities across Europe, according to footage and news reports.

The demonstrations in France appeared to be the most tense, with riot police firing tear gas as clashes erupted in central Paris.

Police sought to push back demonstrators near the capital’s Gare Saint-Lazare railway station after protesters knocked over a police motorbike ridden by two officers, news footage showed. Scuffles between police and demonstrators also broke out at the Champs-Elysees thoroughfare, where tear gas was fired and traffic was halted, it showed.

France’s Interior Ministry said that about 160,000 people partook in the protests on July 24—sharply up from 114,000 the previous week, Reuters reported.

The reason for the protest, in part, was due to pending legislation in France’s Parliament that would set up a vaccine passport system as well as a vaccination mandate for all health care workers. The passport bill would force people to show proof of COVID-19 vaccination or a negative test result to enter restaurants and other public areas—which critics have described as needlessly draconian.

Protesters railed against the proposed legislation, saying, “No to shameful pass,” while denigrating French President Emmanuel Macron as a “tyrant.”

“We need to wait a little bit before the French people can decide. … I think a part of France is always going to be unwilling, and that blackmail and threats won’t work,” protester Ayoub Bouglia, an engineer, told The Associated Press.

Thousands of Italian demonstrators gathered in Rome, Naples, Verona, and Milan on July 24, according to videos and photos published online.

In Verona, thousands chanted, “No Green Pass,” referring to the Italian government’s decision to implement a vaccine-passport-like system for people to enter local fairs, stadiums, theaters, and other gathering areas.

Also on July 24, demonstrators in Dublin, Ireland, emphatically called on the government to rescind lockdown and mask measures.

London also drew significant anti-vaccine passport and lockdown demonstrations, with protesters waving flags and singing songs.

About 4,000 people appeared outside of the Greek Parliament in central Athens to protest against mandatory vaccinations, DW and other news agencies reported. Greek authorities used tear gas on some protesters.

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Federal Court Rules Against California Gov. Newsom’s Order Barring Private School In-Person Classes

Gov. Gavin Newsom acted in an unconstitutional manner when he implemented COVID-19-related mandates barring private school children from in-person classes, the U.S. Court of Appeals for the 9th Circuit has ruled.

A July 2020 lawsuit filed by the Center for American Liberty and 20 plaintiffs challenged the Democrat governor’s order that barred in-person teaching in 32 of California’s counties. Several of those plaintiffs said Newsom had overstepped his authority and acted illegally by denying parents control over their children’s education.

“California’s forced closure of their private schools implicates a right that has long been considered fundamental under the applicable caselaw—the right of parents to control their children’s education and to choose their children’s educational forum,” Judge Daniel Collins ruled on July 23, regarding the case Branch v. Newsom.

“Because California’s ban on in-person schooling abridges a fundamental liberty of these five Plaintiffs that is protected by the Due Process Clause, that prohibition can be upheld only if it withstands strict scrutiny,” he said.

California’s lockdown mandate doesn’t survive “such scrutiny,” the judge wrote.

But the court essentially upheld the state’s decision to keep public schools closed to in-person instruction amid the COVID-19 pandemic.

California had a “legitimate and compelling interest” in preventing COVID-19 by requiring the closure of schools in counties that had a relatively high number of cases of the virus. The California-based circuit court also noted that the state has the right to implement different closure rules on child care centers, public schools, and similar facilities.

Newsom’s office has long defended its private school lockdown policies and pushed back against the appeals court’s ruling.

“Throughout this once-in-a-lifetime pandemic, the state was guided by science and data—prioritizing the health and safety of students, staff, and their families while supporting schools to meet the needs of students and return to in-person learning quickly,” Newsom’s office said in a statement to the Los Angeles Times on July 23. “All students are returning to full, in-person instruction next year, and the state is focused on ensuring that return is successful.”

Harmeet Dhillon, the head of the Center for American Liberty, said the 9th Circuit Court decision is a “victory for parents’ rights” in the state. She said the court affirmed that only parents “and not Gavin Newsom or faceless bureaucrats … have the right to decide how best to educate their children.”

However, Dhillon said she was dismayed by the court’s ruling to keep the public school COVID-19 lockdown mandates, suggesting that her group will continue to appeal against the public school decision.

“While we are thrilled for our clients whose rights are vindicated by today’s decision, we are disappointed the 9th Circuit did not rule that all students, including those in public school, have a basic right to an education. We will continue to advocate for the educational rights of all students,” she said in a statement.

Pelosi: House Won’t Consider Bipartisan Infrastructure Plan Without Reconciliation Proposal

House Speaker Nancy Pelosi (D-Calif.) has said that she will not hold a House vote on a bipartisan infrastructure plan bill until the Senate passes a separate, much larger $3.5 trillion budget framework via budget reconciliation rules.

A group of Senate Democrats and Republicans are still working on the details of a $1.2 trillion bipartisan infrastructure plan, but many Democrats also want to ensure that a follow-on $3.5 trillion package becomes law.

“I won’t put it on the floor until we have the rest of the initiative,” Pelosi said during an appearance on ABC’s “This Week” on Sunday. “We are rooting for the infrastructure bill to pass, but we all know that more needs to be done.”

The bipartisan framework focuses mostly on core infrastructure projects like roads, water, and bridges, and the Democrat-sponsored $3.5 trillion proposal includes massive spending for national preschool, free community college, and Medicare expansion, and some of President Joe Biden’s other priorities, such as climate measures.

Democrats in the House and Senate are working together to ram the package through the chamber using the budgetary tool that will allow them to sidestep a Republican filibuster in the 50-50 split Senate to pass the $3.5 trillion in funding on party lines. Senate democrats previously used budget reconciliation rules to pass the $2 trillion American Rescue Plan with zero Republican backing.

“Let me be really clear on this: we will not take up a bill in the House until the Senate passes the bipartisan bill and a reconciliation bill. If there is no bipartisan bill, then we’ll just go when the Senate passes a reconciliation bill,” Pelosi said days earlier at a press conference in the Capitol.

“I’m very optimistic that it will happen. And I don’t want to say allay the fears—I don’t think they’re fears, they’re just advocating. And God bless them for doing that. But we’re not going down the path unless we all go down the path together,” Pelosi said on Thursday.

Meanwhile, Sen. Rob Portman (R-Ohio), a top negotiator on the bipartisan package, warned on Sunday that Pelosi’s marks could jeopardize the deal.

“What she has just said is entirely counter to what President Biden has committed to, and what the Senate is doing, which is a two-track process,” he told ABC News on “This Week.” “The infrastructure bill has nothing to do with the reckless tax-and-spend extravaganza she’s talking about.”

When asked whether Congress could end up with nothing passing, Portman said, “If she [Pelosi] has her way, we could.”

“We’re about 90 percent of the way there,” Portman added of the deal. “I feel good about getting that done this week.”

Last week, Senate Republicans blocked a procedural vote to open debate on the measure, saying they wanted to see a text of the measure first. Both parties have used “shell” or incomplete bills in the past to get floor action moving.

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President Joe Biden’s attempts to suspend or end border wall construction are costing taxpayers $3 million a day, with an estimated price tag of at least $1.8 billion, according to a new report authored by Senate Republicans.

Biden on the day he was sworn in ordered his administration to halt construction and review whether to resume it. The halt was supposed to be for 60 days. Over 180 days later, no indication has been given on the results of the review and whether construction will resume.

As the pause continues, Republicans discovered the suspension initially cost $6 million a day, an amount that was later reduced to $3 million a day after Department of Defense contractors carried out layoffs.

They cited records obtained from the Senate Homeland Security and Governmental Affairs Committee, including estimates provided by the Pentagon in court filings.

“The Biden Administration is paying contractors at least $3 million per day to guard steel, concrete, and other materials in the desert. At the same time, U.S. Customs and Border Protection (CBP) has encountered over 1.1 million migrants along the Southwest border this fiscal year—a 20 year high. This policy decision raises significant concerns about the Biden Administration’s immigration agenda and requires both Congressional oversight and legislative action,” the senators wrote in the newly released interim report.

The number of illegal immigrants crossing the southern border has skyrocketed since Biden took office and altered or reversed key Trump-era immigration policies, such as border wall construction.

“It is absolutely absurd that Americans are paying contractors to guard metal gates that President Biden refuses to install because he wants to ‘study’ the wall,” said Sen. James Lankford (R-Okla.), ranking member on the Senate Homeland Security and Governmental Affairs Subcommittee on Government Operations and Border Management, in a statement. “Stubbornly refusing to spend money approved for the wall is not ‘executing’ the law. It’s ignoring the law and ignoring the very real national security concerns posed by illegal entry across our very open southern border.”

The White House did not immediately respond to a request for comment.

Senators who produced the report estimated the administration has spent between $618 and $708 million to the contractors between Jan. 20 and July 15, and will ultimately spend up to $1.2 billion more to exit the border wall projects.

Former President Donald Trump’s administration prioritized border wall construction, building 453 miles of fencing along the U.S.-Mexico border. Approximately 211 miles of fencing were under construction as of Jan. 8, just before Biden entered office.

Trump allocated roughly $16.4 billion to border wall construction and maintenance, with $10 billion coming from the Pentagon.

Some of the funded projects were canceled earlier this year. Others were canceled this month. Some are still being reviewed.

Homeland Security Nominee Refuses to Commit to Keeping Current Border Wall

WASHINGTON—The nominee to head the Department of Homeland Security under President Joe Biden intends to swiftly halt all border wall construction and won’t commit to keeping the current fencing in place.

“President-elect Biden has committed to stop construction of the border wall—it would be my responsibility to act on that,” Alejandro Mayorkas told the Senate Committee on Homeland Security and Governmental Affairs during his confirmation hearing on Jan. 19.

“And I have not looked at the question of what we’d do with respect to the wall that already has been built. And I look forward to studying that question, understand the costs and benefits of doing so.”

Congress recently appropriated $1.4 billion for border wall construction in the 2021 National Defense Authorization package, which Mayorkas said he would examine to “see what the opportunities are to discontinue any such obligation, if in fact, the law permits, and act accordingly.”

During the Trump administration, more than 450 miles of border fencing have been constructed along the U.S.–Mexico border, much of which has replaced old or ineffective barriers.

Mayorkas served as head of U.S. Citizenship and Immigration Services during President Barack Obama’s first term and then deputy secretary of the Department of Homeland Security during his second term.

He said Border Patrol agents have told him that “a diverse approach to border security” is necessary, which means border wall might help in some areas, but in others, more agents or technology would be more effective.

“I look forward to studying the challenges at the border and developing a sophisticated approach to meet those challenges,” Mayorkas said.

The National Border Patrol Council, which endorsed Trump for president, has said border fencing is essential to slow illegal crossings and keep agents safe.

The council’s president, Brandon Judd, has said border agents are grateful for the new fencing, which comes with access roads, lighting, and technology, and that a wall is the only way to end the humanitarian crisis on the border.

Mayorkas’s nomination hearing took place as a caravan of 9,000 Hondurans continued to march toward the United States after breaking through the Guatemalan border.

When asked what his message to the caravan was, Mayorkas said, “We are a nation of immigrants and we are also a nation of laws. … When people present themselves at our border, we apply the laws of our nation to determine whether they qualify for relief under our humanitarian laws, or whether they don’t.”

More than 67,000 illegal immigrants were apprehended at the U.S.–Mexico border in November 2020, compared to 33,500 apprehended in November 2019.

Mayorkas would be largely responsible for carrying out Biden’s immigration agenda, which calls for a large amnesty of at least 11 million illegal immigrants living in the United States, as well as broadening the asylum system and dismantling many of the processes Trump put in place to curb illegal border crossings.

Under Biden, Mayorkas would end the Migrant Protection Protocol (MPP) program, which was launched in January 2019 to help stem the flow of meritless asylum claims that were clogging up the system by the hundreds of thousands. The MPP program forces asylum seekers to wait in Mexico while their asylum case is adjudicated. Prior to its implementation, thousands of illegal immigrants were released into the United States to await their cases, most failing to appear in court.

On his first day in office, Biden is expected to present an immigration reform package that Mayorkas said “once and for all fixes, I think, what we all can agree is a broken immigration system.”

Biden’s platform on immigration during the election included increasing the refugee cap to 125,000 per year (from 18,000) and vastly expanding government resources for all immigrants; rescinding bans on travel from terror-prone countries; halting enforcement of laws around legal employment; and promoting union organization.

An effort to decrease detention and Immigration and Customs Enforcement interior enforcement efforts is also expected, although Mayorkas said he opposes defunding the agency completely.

If the Senate committee votes to advance Mayorkas’s nomination, it will head to a full vote on the Senate floor.

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Trump, Biden Diverge Sharply on Border Security, Immigration

WASHINGTON—One of the widest policy gaps between the Democrat and Republican platforms this election season is in border security and immigration.

While President Donald Trump is celebrating 10 miles of new wall being built on the southern border per week, Democratic nominee Joe Biden says he would immediately halt construction.

“[Trump’s] obsession with building a wall does nothing to address security challenges while costing taxpayers billions of dollars,” Biden’s campaign website states. As senator, Biden voted for the 2006 Secure Fence Act.

Conversely, the Border Patrol union endorsed Trump for reelection on Aug. 18, in part due to the increased operational capacity the new border wall provides agents.

Almost 300 miles of wall have been built—including accompanying roads, cameras, and sensors—and another 433 are in varying stages of design and construction, according to Lt. Gen. Todd Semonite, commanding general of the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers.

“Joe Biden is the puppet of the radical left-wing movement that seeks the complete elimination of America’s borders and boundaries,” Trump said from Yuma, Arizona, on Aug. 18.

Citizenship for Illegal Aliens

Biden promises to provide a pathway to citizenship for all illegal aliens living in the United States—an estimated 11 million to 25 million people.

He also supports free health care for illegal immigrants.

Biden said he will reverse Trump’s public charge rule, which currently prohibits non-U.S. citizens and permanent residents from accessing food stamps and other welfare benefits. He also states he would give Green Cards to foreign students who obtain a doctoral degree in the United States.

“The Biden plan would unleash a flood of illegal immigration like the world has never seen,” Trump said.

Trump’s executive order ending the Deferred Action to Childhood Arrivals (DACA) program was blocked by the Supreme Court, which held open the possibility of revisiting its decision if the administration resubmitted its petition.

The program gives eligible illegal immigrants, who were brought to the United States as children, immunity from deportation and renewable two-year work visas. It was set up via a 2012 executive order by former President Barack Obama. Trump has offered Congress a pathway to citizenship for DACA recipients.

Trump supports moving to a merit-based immigration system similar to that of Canada or Australia, where most immigrants are chosen according to the skill and education needs of the country.

Currently, about two-thirds of the 1.1 million Green Cards issued per year are based solely on family connections, also known as “chain migration.”

“Under the senseless rules of the current system, we’re not able to give preference to a doctor, a researcher, a student who graduated number one in his class from the finest colleges in the world—anybody,” Trump said at a May 2019 event at the White House. “The biggest change we make is to increase the proportion of highly skilled immigration from 12 percent to 57 percent, and we’d like to even see if we can go higher.”

Biden would continue the chain migration system, but would “work with Congress to increase the number of visas awarded for permanent, employment-based immigration,” according to his website. His plan also includes a pathway to citizenship for agricultural workers.

Biden has promised to stop workplace enforcement of illegal workers and those who employ them, while the Trump administration has stepped up those efforts.

Travel Bans

Biden has promised to undo the administration’s travel bans from terror-prone countries.

“The Trump Administration’s anti-Muslim bias hurts our economy, betrays our values, and can serve as a powerful terrorist recruiting tool,” Biden states on his campaign website.

“It is yet another abuse of power by the Trump Administration designed to target primarily black and brown immigrants.”

The Department of Homeland Security (DHS) imposed travel restrictions in 2017 and 2018 on Libya, Iran, Somalia, Syria, Yemen, North Korea, and Venezuela for failing to meet minimum background check requirements or using poor passport technology.

In January, DHS suspended the issuance of visas that can lead to permanent residency for nationals of Burma, Nigeria, Kyrgyzstan, and Eritrea, as well as banned nationals from Sudan and Tanzania from the U.S. diversity visa program. Trump has said he wants to cancel the diversity visa lottery program altogether, which currently gives up to 50,000 green cards to randomly selected foreign nationals.

Asylum and Refugee Policies

Trump capped the number of refugees to be admitted into the United States in fiscal 2020 at 18,000.

“This proposed ceiling takes into account the ongoing security and humanitarian crisis on our border and the massive asylum backlog, which now includes nearly 1 million individuals,” the administration said in a September 2019 statement. States and cities must now also opt-in to have refugees settled in their regions.

Biden intends to increase the refugee ceiling to 125,000 per year, as well as vastly expand government resources for immigrants, including opening “Welcome Centers” to help immigrants find jobs, access services, navigate the school system, and health care system.

He has also indicated a widening of asylum criteria, which would likely vastly increase the number of asylum-seekers coming through the southern border.

Trump introduced the Migrant Protection Protocols late in 2019, which has been expanded across the southern border and now results in 90 percent of illegal border-crossers either being quickly deported, or being sent back to Mexico to await their asylum claim. The impact has been fewer illegal crossings and fewer meritless asylum claims.

Biden says he would prioritize ending the Migrant Protection Protocol program. He would also begin a four-year, $4 billion package of assistance for Central American countries.

In 2019, the Trump administration cut $450 million in aid to the Northern Triangle countries of El Salvador, Guatemala, and Honduras after their governments refused to dismantle large caravans of migrants coming north, on top of other issues about repatriating criminals.

In June, the State Department announced $252 million in additional aid to El Salvador, Guatemala, and Honduras. Trump has also forged cooperation agreements with Central American countries to help with regional asylum issues.

Immigration and Customs Enforcement

In a recent interview with La Raza, Biden promised to “re-prioritize our enforcement resources away” from Latino communities.

“Trump has waged an unrelenting assault on our values and our history as a nation of immigrants,” states Biden’s website.

Immigration and Customs Enforcement, the agency that handles interior enforcement and investigates crimes such as human trafficking, has made more than 380,000 arrests of aliens with criminal records over the last three years.

“The Biden–Harris plan is a step-by-step recipe for abolishing America’s borders,” Trump said.

School singles out 9-year-old for banned 'Jesus' face mask

'There's a complete lack of integrity'
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A school is facing a lawsuit for singling out one student's "Jesus Loves Me" face mask during COVID because it created the "policy" against religious words only after it already had punished the student for wearing it.

That, and the fact the practice appears to violate the law.

Mississippi mother Jennifer Booth has explained the war she is in with Simpson County School District in a podcast with the Daily Signal.

The case, according to the Alliance Defending Freedom, which is representing the mother and her daughter, Lydia Booth, charges the school has abandoned its duty to "respect the free expression of students that the First Amendment guarantees to them."

"No public school student should be singled out for peacefully sharing her religious beliefs with fellow students," said ADF Senior Counsel Tyson Langhofer. "Today's students will be tomorrow's legislators, judges, educators, and voters. That's why it’s so important that public schools demonstrate the First Amendment values they are supposed to be teaching to students."

In the podcast, Booth explained she was a little surprised when the school notified her that her daughter was banned from wearing a face mask during COVID that said "Jesus Loves Me."

For one thing, her daughter already had worn the mask for several months without issue.

Then, too, she examined the school's policies, its handbook, and its rules, and found no authorization for such a speech ban. In fact, she found just the opposite – and when she challenged the school, officials were unable to find any such rule in their own handbook.

Are Christians being targeted by government more than any other faith?
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Booth pointed out the school specifically acknowledged the 2016 Mississippi Student Religious Freedom Act, "which is our state-level law that protects students’ freedom of speech as far as expressing their religious view in their work or in anything, so long as they’re not being disruptive about it. And then on the very next page, they have where they recognize the students’ freedom of speech."

Eventually, days later, she was told by the school that the ban on "religious" words was in the school's COVID restart plan.

But Booth checked the original posting of the plan, and it wasn't there.

But it was in a document that an administrator emailed to her.

Booth, whose career is in IT, checked the metadata for the document she was sent, and found out the policy had been modified by the school administrator "30 minutes before he called me."

She said the knowledge that the school fabricated a policy to support its position after attacking the message her child wanted to convey to her fellow students was "devastating."

"OK, these people are in charge of my child. They are supposed to be protecting my child whenever I can’t be there. They’re supposed to be role models, and here they are, not only are they violating the rights they’re supposed to be teaching her at the school, but there’s a complete lack of integrity. They’re not taking responsibility and showing my child the way that an adult should act, and the way that I expect my children to act," she said on the podcast.

Her connection to ADF followed shortly, and now the case is pending.

Langhofer explained, "The most surprising thing about Jennifer’s story to me and the sad thing is that not only did they not have a policy, they modified the policy, or purported to modify the policy, to address that situation. But the sad thing is that this school official actually thought that was going to make it better. It didn’t make it better, it made it worse. Why did it make it worse? Because they targeted political and religious speech."

Langhofer continued, "And if you know anything about the First Amendment at all, you know that the worst thing you can do as a government official is to target certain content of certain speech, the viewpoint of certain speech. And so what it tells you is there’s a lack of understanding in our government officials about what our fundamental rights are.

"The fundamental rights are protected by the First Amendment: the right to engage in the free exercise of religion, the right to engage in free speech, and the right to prohibit the government from telling you what you can and can’t say on a specific topic."

The lawyer told the school has backed down, now allowing the child to war her mask, but so far failed to admit what it did was wrong.
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Protestors Against COVID Restrictions Labelled ‘Anarchists’ by NSW Police Chief
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New South Wales (NSW) Police Commissioner Mick Fuller has labelled protestors who attended the massive July 24 Sydney rally against COVID restrictions “anarchists.”

Fuller revealed that police had received over 10,000 tip-offs regarding individuals involved in the protests and that 57 people had been charged, while 250 were fined. Officials and police in NSW and Victoria have taken a hard line against the event.

The commissioner addressed reports of a potential follow-up rally online and issued a blunt warning, “Can I just put this warning out now to everyone? We will be heavily policing that event.”

“The community has spoken about that behaviour. The premier has spoken about that behaviour, and it won’t be tolerated again,” he told reporters.

“There are no organisers that we can take to the Supreme Court to stop the protests happening, which means they’re a bunch of anarchists,” he said. “In terms of the police response, it will be significant, on Saturday if it is planned to go ahead.”

“We will take the ground very early. You will be arrested and prosecuted.”

On July 24, thousands of protestors took the streets of Sydney and Melbourne as part of the “World Wide Rally for Freedom” event.

In Sydney, Australians gathered at inner-city Victoria Park before marching to Town Hall in the central business district, escorted by a heavy police presence which included mounted police and riot officers.

Protestors carried signs, and in a video posted on Twitter by Pedestrian Daily journalist Zac Crellin, they can be heard chanting: “What do we want? Freedom. When do we want it? Now!”

Previous protests had only garnered several hundred attendees, but Saturday’s event saw attendance balloon to several thousand individuals.

Greater Sydney is undergoing a five-week lockdown due to an outbreak of the Delta variant of the CCP (Chinese Communist Party) virus, commonly known as the novel coronavirus.

Currently, five million residents are under stay-at-home orders and cannot leave their homes except for four reasons. Last week, construction sites were shut down as part of the government’s tightening restrictions, affecting blue-collar workers.

NSW Premier Gladys Berejiklian said she was disgusted and heartbroken by the protestors saying they showed “utter contempt for their fellow citizens.” Victorian Premier Dan Andrews described them as “selfish.”

Police in NSW and Victoria are currently combing through footage from social media, CCTV, and police cameras to identify attendees. One allegation of a mounted officer being hit by a flying bollard is being investigated.

However, there has been criticism over media portrayals of the event as well, with one circulated photo featuring a man wearing a yellow shirt allegedly attacking a police horse.

Police have charged the man.

However, the federal Member of Parliament, George Christensen, posted footage on Facebook, showing the man pushing the horse away as it circled through protestors.

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Federal prosecutors open door for alleged Chinese military operative to flee after dropping all charges

A researcher arrested during the Trump-era crackdown on Chinese spies entering the U.S. under false pretenses has been set free after the Biden administration's federal prosecutors decided to drop the case.

Juan Tang was allowed to leave the country after the assistant U.S. attorney prosecuting the case threw in the towel days before the trial began, according to The Sacramento Bee.

The case had already been teetering because a count against her of lying to the FBI concerning her affiliation with the People's Liberation Army was thrown out after a judge ruled agents questioning Tang violated her Miranda rights by not telling her she did not have to answer their questions.

That left a charge against her of lying on her visa application about her connections to the PLA.

Tang entered the U.S. in December 2019, according to a Justice Department news release, and was supposedly in the country to conduct research at the University of California, Davis.

Last year, in a memorandum in support of her charges, then-U.S. Attorney David Anderson for the Northern District of California said Tang lied her way into the country.

"Her J-1 visa application stated she had never served in the military, but open source investigation revealed photographs of her in the uniform of the Civilian Cadre of the PLA, and that she had been employed as a researcher at the Air Force Military Medical University," the memorandum said.

"During an interview with FBI agents on June 20, 2020, Tang denied serving in the Chinese military, claimed she did not know the meaning of the insignia on her uniform, and that wearing a military uniform was required for attendance at FMMU [Fourth Military Medical University] because it was a military school."

"That same day, FBI executed a search warrant at Tang’s residence, and a search of her electronic media found further evidence of Tang’s PLA affiliation," the memorandum said.

The memorandum said Tang's case “appears to be part of a program conducted by the PLA — and specifically, FMMU or associated institutions — to send military scientists to the United States on false pretenses with false covers or false statements about their true employment."

“There exists evidence in at least one of these cases of a military scientist copying or stealing information from American institutions at the direction of military superiors in China. There additionally exists evidence of the [People’s Republic of China] government instructing these individuals to destroy evidence and in coordinating efforts regarding the departure of these individuals from the United States."

After being questioned by the FBI at her Davis apartment in June 2020, Tang took refuge at the Chinese consulate in San Francisco, according to the Bee. She was arrested when she emerged to go to a doctor's office a month later, and her trial was set to begin Monday.

On Friday, after the charges were dropped, Tang was given her passport so she could immediately return to China.

Malcolm Segal and Tom Johnson, her attorneys, said she was never a member of the military. They claimed she did nothing wrong and had simply worked as a civilian at a Chinese military facility.

“We are glad that the government decided to dismiss,” Segal and Johnson said to the Bee. “We provided ample reason to do so."

“We hope Dr. Tang is allowed to return to her daughter and husband on her own."

Arizona Senate Issues Fresh Subpoena for 2020 Election Audit
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Arizona senators on Monday issued a new subpoena to the state’s largest county for materials related to the 2020 election.

Arizona Senate President Karen Fann and Arizona Senate Judiciary Chairman Warren Petersen ordered Maricopa County’s Board of Supervisors to hand over ballot envelopes or ballot envelope images, voter records, and routers or router images.

The Republican-controlled board was also commanded to provide all findings concerning any systems breach that took place within six months of the Nov. 3, 2020, election, as well as all usernames and passwords for machines used in the election.

And the board was also told to appear at the Arizona State Capitol for a hearing on Aug. 2.

Failure to comply may constitute contempt of the legislature, the board was told.

A board spokesman told news outlets that the county “has already provided everything competent auditors would need to confirm the accuracy and security of the 2020 election.”

“The board will review the materials requested with our legal team and respond in the coming days,” he added.

Contractors hired by the GOP-controlled state Senate have been conducting an audit of the 2020 election in Maricopa County since April. The county submitted the nearly 2.1 million ballots cast in the election, as well as 385 tabulators and other items.

Those were ordered by subpoenas issued late last year.

But officials also refused to provide some of the subpoenaed items, despite a judge ruling the subpoenas lawful after the county claimed they were overbroad and outside the scope of the Arizona Senate’s authority.

County officials said in May they could not hand over routers or router images because doing so would pose a security risk.

Arizona senators initially threatened to issue a fresh subpoena then. It’s not clear what took so long.

The Arizona Senate in February, before the judge ruled on the matter, voted on a resolution to hold the county in contempt. One Republican, state Sen. Paul Boyer, sided with Democrats, preventing the resolution from passing.

Republicans control the Senate, 16–14.

Boyer recently came out in opposition to the audit, after previously supporting it.

So did another Republican, Sen. Michelle Ugenti-Rita.

“I wanted to review our election processes and see what, if anything, could be improved. Sadly, it’s now become clear that the audit has been botched,” Ugenti-Rita said on Twitter.

She was booed off the stage over the weekend at a conservative event after her shift.

Boyer and Ugenti-Rita have not responded to requests for comment.

Arizona Sen. Wendy Rogers, a Republican who still backs the audit, told The Epoch Times that she thinks the breakaway Republicans will eventually support the review again.

“I believe both of those colleagues of mine and Democrats will see all of the data points for what they will show and will eventually get on to the right side of history,” she said.

Teenage Swimmer Jacoby Takes 1st US Women’s Gold at Tokyo Olympics
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A 17-year-old Alaska girl on Tuesday became the first American woman to take a gold medal at the Tokyo Olympics.

Lydia Jacoby won the women’s 100-meter breaststroke, topping 2016 champion Lilly King.

South Africa’s Tatjana Schoenmaker won silver while King took bronze.

“I was definitely racing for a medal. I knew I had it in me,” Jacoby told reporters. “I wasn’t really expecting a gold medal, so when I looked up and saw the scoreboard it was insane.”

The race came down to the end. Jacoby’s time of one minute, 4.95 seconds was barely ahead of Schoenmaker’s one minute, 5.22 seconds. King finished in one minute, 5.54 seconds.

“I’m so excited for Lydia,” King said. “I love to see the future of American breaststroke coming up like this and to have somebody to go at it head-to-head in the country. I definitely knew she was a threat and saw a lot of myself in her effort.”

Russia’s Evgeniia Chikunova and Yuliya Efimova finished in fourth and fifth.

Jacoby was the first Alaskan swimmer to make an Olympic team.

“A lot of big-name swimmers come from big, powerhouse clubs,” Jacoby said. “Me coming from a small club, in a state with such a small population, really shows everyone that you can do it no matter where you’re from.”

Americans were frozen out of the top podium spots in other swimming races.

Regan Smith, 19, of Minnesota, took bronze in the women’s 100-meter backstroke, behind Canada’s Kylie Masse and Australia’s Kaylee McKeown.

Ryan Murphy, 26, of Illinois, won bronze in the men’s 100-meter backstroke, behind Russia’s Kliment Kolesnikov and Evgeny Rylov.

Americans missed out on the podium entirely in the men’s 200-meter freestyle.

Also on Tuesday, Carissa Moore of Hawaii won the first-ever women’s Olympic gold in surfing.

Moore, 28, beat South Africa’s Bianca Buitendag in a head-to-head.

The men’s gold medal match was won by Brazil’s Italo Ferreira.

The United States was tied for first with nine gold medals as of 10 p.m. Tuesday Tokyo time. China and Japan also had nine, followed by Russia’s seven and Great Britain’s four.

Americans are in the lead with 23 total medals, followed by China with 21 and Russia with 18.

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‘He Fled the State’: Texas House Speaker Issues Arrest Warrant for Texas Democrat
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Texas House Speaker Dade Phelan on Monday signed a civil arrest warrant for a Democrat state lawmaker who left the state earlier this month and then returned to Texas last week before going back with his colleagues again to Washington, D.C.

The civil arrest warrant for Rep. Philip Cortez, the Democrat, won’t have an immediate impact because Texas law enforcement lacks jurisdiction outside the state. Earlier this month, Democratic state lawmakers fled the state, arguing that it was necessary for blocking the passage of a voting overhaul bill that they described as an attempt to suppress minority groups’ voting rights.

Last week, Cortez returned to Austin, Texas, from Washington and said he wanted to engage in “good faith dialogue” about the voting measure, which drew criticism from other Democrats. But Cortez went back to the nation’s capital over the weekend, stating that talks with Republicans on the bill “have not produced progress.”

When the nearly 60 Democrats left the state to deny Republicans quorum to start a special legislative session, Phelan and Texas Gov. Greg Abbott said they would arrest and detain the lawmakers when they return to the Lone Star State. Cortez’s arrest warrant was the first issued by the House speaker.

In a statement Monday, Phelan said that Cortez “irrevocably broken my trust and the trust of this chamber” after he “represented to me and his fellow members that he wanted to work on policy and find solutions to bring his colleagues back to Texas.”

“As a condition of being granted permission to temporarily leave the House floor,” Phelan added, “Rep. Cortez promised his House colleagues that he would return.” But “instead, he fled the state,” he said.

Since they arrived in Washington, the Democrats have met with Vice President Kamala Harris, House Speaker Nancy Pelosi (D-Calif.), and other top Democrats. At least six Texas Democrats, a Pelosi aide, and a White House aide contracted COVID-19, the illness caused by the CCP (Chinese Communist Party) virus, last week.

According to a copy of the warrant, Phelan directed the House Sergeant-at-Arms’ office and “any officer appointed by him” to take Cortez, “who is now absent from the House, wherever said Member may be found in the State, into your custody and safekeeping and bring said Member before the bar of the House instanter.” Then, under the Texas Constitution, Cortez should then be compelled to attend the House session “in the manner provided under the House Rules of Procedure,” the warrant said.

After Cortez returned to Washington, Texas House Democratic Caucus Chair Chris Turner sang his praises and said in a statement “our unity is our strength.”

“We welcome Rep. Phil Cortez, who is a valued member of our Caucus, back to Washington, D.C. with open arms,” Turner added. “All 57 Democrats breaking quorum are just as firm in our commitment to seeing this through until the end as we were the day we left. We are united and unrelenting in our commitment to protect the freedom to vote.”

The Epoch Times contacted Cortez’s office for comment.

Americans, Choose Freedom and Take Off the Mask

In the midst of an 8,000-mile car trip around the formerly United—and now fractured—States of America, I arrived in Southern California a couple of weeks ago, just in time to fall victim to an indoor mask mandate jackbooted by Los Angeles County in the interests of leftist conformity, virtue signaling, and general fascist stupidity.

From New England, where my journey started, to central Florida and back again, thence from the Northeast to the Golden State by way of New York, Pennsylvania, Maryland, West Virginia, Virginia, Tennessee, Arkansas, Texas, New Mexico, and Arizona, my drive was almost entirely mask-free, except for the occasional “Karen” sightings, sporting their slave muzzles as badges of submissive honor. It wasn’t until I got to Gallup, New Mexico, that masks and their ugly companions, closed restaurants taped up like crime scenes, became evident.

National Character

Whether the CCP virus was deliberately weaponized in Wuhan, China, and then unleashed upon an unsuspecting world, the fact remains that it has resulted in the most destructive assault on the American economy—and, more importantly, the nature of the American people—in our national history. It cries out for retribution and revenge.

From “two weeks to slow the spread” to the current mantra of “masks now, masks tomorrow, masks forever,” the United States has undergone a profound change in national character. No longer, it seems, is there an instinctive mistrust of unchecked authority and top-down pronunciamentos masquerading as prophylactic and palliative “health care.”

A hitherto little-known, elderly doctor, Anthony Fauci, has incomprehensibly emerged as the de facto dictator of American life, having made a seamless career transition from the administration of President Donald Trump to that of President Joe Biden.

Who will rid us of this meddlesome hack? By turns, Fauci has demanded, prevaricated, changed his mind, hemmed and hawed, backfilled, and otherwise engaged in a campaign of bafflegab concerning every aspect of the virus—making clear at every step that his lust for power and his profound disinclination to ever let a captive nation literally breathe free again is all that matters.

Along the way, and in addition to making healthy Americans fear a relatively minor threat to their personal health, Fauci has managed to destroy our essential humanity, our joie de vivre, our love of our fellow man, the small, human pleasures of life and, almost as a byproduct of his misanthropy, the Trump administration itself. The former president’s extension of a bully pulpit to a power-mad bureaucrat was the greatest blunder of his presidency, one from which it will take us years to recover unless we act with great vigor immediately.

Power

From the start, it was obvious that slogans such as “two weeks to flatten the curve” were meaningless, and that once the entrenched lifers at the plethora of federal agencies to whom the American people have unwittingly surrendered their sovereignty tasted their first bite of untrammeled and almost wholly illegal power, they would never ever, ever, ever, ever let us go. And they haven’t.

Just how absurd the current drumbeat for the return of masks is, consider this: Fauci is now openly bruiting the possibility of bringing back national mask mandates even for those who have bitten the bullet and submitted to an essentially untested mass medical experiment using the American people as guinea pigs.

At the same time, everyone from the president on down—and very much including regime-friendly mouthpieces such as The New York Times—is pushing the vaccines with the hysterical desperation of a broke used-car salesman whose house is about to be repossessed, especially now that (as was entirely predictable) new “variants” have sprung up and thus given the media a new cause for fomenting panic.

The brutalists in and out of government, though, are now in a pickle. Having initially disparaged the vaccines because they were being developed under the hated Trump administration, they immediately jumped on the Biden bandwagon when the new president took office.

But if the vaccines are supposed to protect you from getting the virus, then why are “cases” (a new, meaningless metric, since almost nobody is dying from the variants) rising among the jabbed? What’s the point of almost certainly suffering from the vaccines’ side effects (including death) if you’re going to have to wear a mask anyway?

At this point, no one in his right mind would either get the shots or wear a mask. No one with any dignity and true American spirit, that is.

The solution, as always on the intellectually imported left, is blunt force. It doesn’t matter that the remedies are illogical—wear a mask to enter a restaurant, remove it to dine three feet away—arbitrary and whimsically applied. I’m happy to report many people here are simply ignoring the latest local government “mandate,” especially since the L.A. sheriff, Alex Villanueva, has said his department won’t enforce the entirely senseless edict.

Freedom

With much of the rest of the world succumbing to a second round of COVID hysteria—Australia, once a penal colony, always a penal colony, with its citizens’ movements severely restricted again—Americans have an opportunity to again lead the people of the world to freedom. Here’s how.

Just say no. No to further mandates. No to vaccine “passports.” No to the drumbeat of fear porn by the NY Times, NPR, and other statist media outlets with a vested ideological interest in keeping the population crippled by fear. No to the petty tyrants of state and local municipalities who blithely disregard their own unscientific nostrums while inflicting them on everybody else.

No to a “science” that is promulgated by fiat and fear. No to unconstitutional restrictions on freedom of speech by fascist social media; no to the closing of churches and temples; no to ukases against freedom of religion and assembly. No to superannuated careerists such as Fauci, no to intrusive government agencies such as the CDC, the National Institute of Allergy and Infectious Diseases, and the unconscionably long list of other government agencies who are all feasting on the “pandemic.”

Do you want to do an experiment? Fine, let’s try this one: it’s called freedom, whatever the consequences. Some might die so that the rest of us may live—but we will no longer live in artificial fear. Remind the swamp creatures that the rights enumerated or reserved to the people in the Constitution and the Bill of Rights were given by God, and not by the State. Remind them that we—not they—are the boss.

And then fire them. Defy them, primary them, recall them, toss them out of office. Take off your masks and chuck them in the trash. Breathe the fresh air of free men and women, citizens of a Republic in which the people, not the doctors or the politicians, are sovereign. Teach them the hard way that the founding virtues of this country were defiance, not subordination; bravery, not cowardice; individuality, not socialism; freedom, not slavery.

After all, as a Democrat president famously said, “the only thing we have to fear is fear itself.” So what are we afraid of?

Do you want to live forever? Or would you rather that your country does?

Ex-Drudge editor launches new site to challenge Matt

Says old boss 'just another echo chamber for the mainstream media'

A former editor of the Drudge Report, which once was the feisty, wave-making, afraid-of-nothing news site that brashly posted a tease for Jerome Corsi's "Where's the Birth Certificate?" book about Barack Obama, but now is described as an "echo chamber," is launching a competitor.

Joseph Curl revealed that "Off The Press" will be a conservative-oriented aggregator with an eye to covering "everything … for those who devour news all day."

"Now more than ever, keeping up with the most important stories is a battle," Curl said in his announcement about the project. "With social media deluging everyone with endless posts on their news feeds, the internet needs an editor to cull the very best stories and present them on a single site. That will be the sole mission of Off The Press."

The announcement described the Drudge Report, as it exists now, as "just another echo chamber for the mainstream media."

The plans are for the new site to include coverage from all political angles, highlighting developments "from both the left and the right and everywhere in between."

The announcement said readers will find politics there, as well as "stories about all the topics driving the news."

However, Curl said, it will be unlike Drudge in that "you won't see any stories about exorcisms."

A "tip box" is planned for readers to contribute ideas.

Joining Curl as co-editor is veteran journalist Paul Bedard, the "Washington Secrets" columnist for the Washington Examiner.

Off The Press's three editors will be posting across every social-media platform, will cover the world 24/7 so that their readers will be able to simply "check in multiple times a day to stay informed."

WND Editor Joseph Farah wrote only a few months ago about the dramatic change that became apparent in the Drudge Report.

He explained how he and Matt Drudge "started the internet's news revolution together, friendly and daring, 24 years ago."

Then the Drudge Report, on one day in April, dropped its links to WorldNetDaily, WND's original name.

"For many years, WND included a permanent link to Drudge above the fold. That was when a Drudge link was a sign of the kind of site you ran – a Drudge-type site," the WND editor wrote.

"In the early days, WND had the distinguished honor of having more links back on Drudge than any other website. Joseph Farah was the second one. How did I achieve it way back in the '90s? I simply asked for it. Yes, Drudge and I had a real relationship. That's how I knew in recent years that it wasn't Drudge in charge. He sold it – or sold out."

He explained how he tried to hire Drudge when starting WND.

"I liked his style. I thought of him as a promising young 'wire editor,' as we called them when I was a newspaperman. I think I offered him some $50,000 in 1997. He thought about it for a while, before deciding on an independent path.

"Drudge had a great sense of humor. One day he called me with an idea. He loved Jerome Corsi's new book in 2011 – 'Where's the Birth Certificate?' He told me he was going to tease it with a shameless display on his website, pointing to its No. 1 position on Amazon. You might remember he was not afraid of anything or anybody then – not even Barack Obama," the WND editor explained.

"I knew what that would mean: Obama was going to have to RELEASE an actual birth certificate – real or fabricated!

"Sure enough, he did. That was the first time I saw the media close ranks against me. They did it with reckless abandon. The most amazing shot across the bow came from Esquire magazine, owned by Hearst, my old employer – in which the 'reporter' made up the whole imaginary story about my pulling the Corsi book from bookshelves. It's still there at Amazon 10 years later to make my point. (After the story initially went up, Esquire posted an 'update' hoping to cover for its fraud.)"

Then as Big Tech grew, he explained, their intent to "muzzle free expression" grew evident.

"It began in an auspicious year – 2015. That's when I first saw the signs of something ominous. For decades before that, I taunted Google, Facebook, Amazon, Twitter and Apple openly. I said they were 'evil.' But I just didn't know how right I was. All it took for them to show their teeth was President Donald J. Trump.

"I tried to warn him – and everyone else I knew. Half my columns in those days were devoted to the New Tech Tyranny. But it was too little, too late. Trump saw it too late when even he became a victim – being banned from Twitter late in his presidency.

"I swear, the five massive strokes I experienced in 2019 were in part due to the tremendous pressure I was under as my business crumbled. Matt Drudge apparently cracked up, too. I know for a fact he has passed the baton and is definitely not 'running the show.' And, who knows what happened to the late Andrew Breitbart?" Farah explained.

But he said, "I have a plan to survive and flourish in the future. In fact, I'd love to be there with questions for Trump's second term. That will be a joyous day, won't it?"

Appeals court stunner: State can force Christians to violate religious beliefs

'It seems we have moved from 'live and let live' to 'you can't say that''

The 10th U.S. Circuit Court of Appeals has created a precedent that the state of Colorado can discriminate against an artist, forcing her to violate her beliefs and provide messages she rejects, in pursuit of its "anti-discrimination" laws.

The ruling came in a case that now could be used to force a web designer to create sites with messages to which she objects based on her sincere religious faith.

The 2-1 decision sets up another opportunity for the Supreme Court to rule on the agenda pursued by many governmental units to punish Christians for refusing to promote the LGBT campaigns of various activists.

And the majority was targeted in a powerful rebuke by Chief Judge Timothy Tymkovich's dissent.

The fight is over a case brought by Lorie Smith, and her 303 Creative LLC, against the state of Colorado over its "non-discrimination" laws that require her to express a message that offends her.

The majority said the state has the right to discriminate against her for her beliefs, and she must carry the message the state imposes. They wrote, "[Smith's] Free Speech and Free Exercise rights are, of course, compelling. But so too is Colorado's interest in protecting its citizens from the harms of discrimination."

Tymkovich, however, noted that the case "illustrates exactly why we have a First Amendment. Properly applied, the Constitution protects Ms. Smith from the government telling her what to say or do."

The majority, he said, created a "novel" position that "the government may force Ms. Smith to produce messages that violate her conscience. In doing so, the majority concludes not only that Colorado has a compelling interest in forcing Ms. Smith to speak a government-approved message against her religious beliefs, but also that its public-accommodation law is the least restrictive means of accomplishing this goal.

Is it because Christianity is the true faith that government acts against it?

"No case has ever gone so far. Though I am loathe to reference Orwell, the majority's opinion endorses substantial government interference in matters of speech, religion and conscience. Indeed, this case represents another chapter in the growing disconnect between the Constitution's endorsement of pluralism of belief on one hand and anti-discrimination laws' restrictions of religious-based speech in the marketplace on the other."

He summed up the majority's conclusion: "It seems we have moved from 'live and let live' to 'you can't say that.'"

The issue was that while Smith would provide web services for any customer, she would not create messages that violate her Christian faith. She brought a pre-enforcement case against the state's activist employees – who famously derogated Christianity in their attack on Jack Phillips of Masterpiece Cakeshop, and lost that ruling at the Supreme Court because of their "hostility" to faith.

Phillips had declined to use his creative artistry to promote and same-sex wedding and was punished by the same procedures Smith is challenging.

He's now subject of a second complaint, a scenario that was staged to draw from him a refusal to create a cake for a sex-change procedure. That dispute likely is headed to the Supreme Court.

Constitutional scholar Jonathan Turley said the web ruling also could end up in a "major showdown" at the Supreme Court.

The case could allow "a hitherto evasive court to rule directly on the conflict between anti-discrimination laws and the religious clauses. I have previously written that I view these controversies as best addressed as free speech rather than free exercise cases. The Tenth Circuit decision reaffirms a growing conflict among the circuits and offers an especially strong case for the court to consider such a major reframing of such conflicts," he said.

He noted that Supreme Court ruled narrowly in Philips' case, because the state of Colorado openly had been hostile to faith. In that decision, the Supremes said, "The commission's hostility was inconsistent with the First Amendment’s guarantee that our laws be applied in a manner that is neutral toward religion."

The high court recently refused to act in a similar case, an attack by the state of Washington on a Christian florist who declined to violate her faith in her business – although she had a policy of serving all customers, she would not create a message that violated her faith.

Even the majority admitted that Smith was "willing to work with all people regardless of sexual orientation. Appellants are also generally willing to create graphics or websites for lesbian, gay, bisexual, or transgender ('LGBT') customers."

The dispute was over the state ordering her to create messages to which she objected.

The court admitted the issue was involving only "the message/speech of the event, and not upon the sexual orientation of the customers."

Nevertheless, the two judges ruled the state court force her to carry its message.

Turley suggested the scenario is ripe for the Supreme Court to overturn its own precedent on "neutral" laws that impact Free Speech.

Tymkovich warned, "Colorado is rightfully interested in protecting certain classes of persons from arbitrary and discriminatory treatment. But what Colorado cannot do is turn the tables on Ms. Smith and single out her speech and religious beliefs for discriminatory treatment under the aegis of anti-discrimination laws."

He said, "The First Amendment prohibits states from 'abridging the freedom of speech' or the 'free exercise' of religion. … And the freedom to speak necessarily guarantees the right to remain silent."

He said, "I cannot agree that Colorado may force Ms. Smith to create messages or stay silent contrary to her beliefs."

Literally dozens and dozens of outside groups had expressed an interest in the outcome of the case, from the far-left People for the American Way to dozens of states.

It was Judges Michael Murphy and Mary Beck Briscoe who bluntly claimed, "We hold [the Colorado law] permissibly compels appellants' speech."

The law has exemptions for religious organizations and places restricted to "one sex if such restriction has a bona fide relationship to the goods …" but has no exemption for business owners of faith.

They also admitted, in their opinion, that the state declined to prosecute multiple instances where "other bakers … refused to create custom cakes that disparaged same-sex marriages," in violation of their own beliefs.

Colorado's executive branch, of course, is under the control of Gov. Jared Polis, who openly boasts of his homosexual lifestyle choice and has installed his male partner in the governor's mansion.

The two-judge majority also conceded "that freedom of speech prohibits the government from telling people what they must say," but then rejected that, because while the creation of websites is "pure speech" and "inherently expressive," and it is a "content-based restriction," homosexuals' access to that particular web services company is mandatory.

"To be sure, LGBT consumers may be able to obtain wedding-website design services from other businesses; yet, LGBT consumers will never be able to obtain wedding-related services of the same quality and nature as those that appellants offer," they claimed.

COVID-19, Catholics and illegal-alien charities

Michelle Malkin decries the welcoming of 'hordes of maskless COVID-19-carrying trespassers'

It seems there's no sanctuary from draconian mask and vaccine mandates. You can't get on a plane, go to school, work at a hospital, perform onstage, compete in sports, exercise at a gym, worship in church or walk outside without the long shadows of Big Pharma and the COVID-19 control freaks looming over every aspect of your lives. Every breath, every movement, every tweet, every Facebook post, every Instagram meme is being monitored for compliance.

There is one escape hatch, however. If you're an illegal alien, congratulations! Privileged border trespassers have been handed special "Get out of COVID Tyranny" cards, while the Biden administration is poised to send vaccine squads door to door to harass law-abiding citizens. Immigration rules don't apply to illegals, and neither do the invasive pandemic rules imposed on our citizenry.

Fox News reporter Bill Melugin reported on Tuesday that "after an incident at a Whataburger, police in La Joya, (Texas,) say they've learned illegal immigrants who test positive for COVID-19 are being released from federal custody to a local Catholic charity in the (Rio Grande Valley,) which then places them in local hotels without notice."

Border Report, a publication of Nexstar Media Group, also discovered that Catholic Charities of the Rio Grande Valley, or CCRGV, had placed illegal aliens at a local hotel that "reportedly did not contain them inside their rooms. The La Joya Police Department issued a public health warning citing reports that visibly sick migrants had been at a burger joint not wearing masks." Border Report spoke to CCRGV executive director Sister Norma Pimentel, who told the outlet that the situation "has been corrected" and "a security guard was hired at the hotel to keep the migrants inside."

It is unknown how many COVID-19-positive illegals have been housed at hotels in Texas, but the federal government's outsourcing arrangement with Catholic Charities has been in place in the Rio Grande Valley since at least May 2014. I interviewed former U.S. Immigration and Customs Enforcement special agent Victor Avila in April about illegal alien-coddling activities at the CCRGV he observed, including routing untold numbers of border trespassers onto buses or planes without IDs (try doing that, my fellow Americans!). Avila also told me he saw envelopes being handed to the illegal aliens at the Catholic Charities facility, which he believed to be cash.

Catholic Charities certainly has money to burn. As I reported in my 2019 book, "Open Borders, Inc.," Catholic Charities raked in an annual revenue of nearly $4 billion in 2016, $1.2 billion of which came from government sources. Taxpayer funding is the largest single source of funding for Catholic Charities, comprising more than one-third of its total funding.

Operating under the umbrella of the illegal alien amnesty-promoting U.S. Conference of Catholic Bishops, Catholic Charities employs an estimated 65,000 employees engaged in affordable housing, health, welfare, employment, and immigration and refugee resettlement. In 2016 alone, Catholic Charities' members served 413,050 immigrant and refugee clients. Immigrants (no distinction is made between legal and illegal) received help with "Dreamer" applications, detention and removal hearings, visa applications and citizenship services. Refugees received "interpreter services, job placement, employment training, outreach, counseling, legal services, and matched savings programs."

As I warned in my book, what every Catholic who believes in a sovereign America needs to understand is that the radicalized leaders of Catholic Charities are using your collection-plate contributions to implement Marxist-inspired liberation theology principles; think of it as faith-based socialism for a borderless planet. What every taxpayer needs to know is how much of this Catholic largesse for open borders has actually been subsidized by you.
By one Washington Times estimate, some 57 government agencies now contract with the Catholic Church. From the federal Corporation for National and Community Service in 2016, for example, Catholic Charities agencies scooped up $14 million. That year, the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services provided the largest infusion of tax dollars, followed by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development, U.S. Department of Agriculture and other major agencies. The federal funding includes both direct government grants as well as "pass-through" money funneled through to Catholic agencies from federal grants to other state and local entities or nonprofit groups (including the U.S. Conference of Catholic Bishops).

Catholic Charities has also reaped unknown financial and in-kind contributions from governmental and intergovernmental agencies ranging from the European Union to the United Nations to the governments of Austria, Australia, Canada, Columbia, El Salvador, Germany, Honduras, Sweden, Switzerland, the U.K. and the World Bank.

It's bad enough the multibillion-dollar illegal alien racket run by Catholic Charities puts "welcoming the (border-jumping) stranger" above America's own homeless, jobless, veterans, Native Americans and poor. But for federally funded Catholic Charities and Biden officials to work together to undermine our borders and open our doors to hordes of maskless COVID-19-carrying trespassers flouting our laws – as we citizens suffer under unceasing pandemic oppression – is unholy treachery.

Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) Director Dr. Rochelle Walensky told reporters during a July 27 teleconference that her biggest concern is that the CCP virus may be “just a few mutations” away from being able to evade vaccines.

“The largest concern that I think we in public health and science are worried about is that virus and the potential mutations. We have a very transmissible virus, which has the potential to evade our vaccines in terms of how it protects us from severe disease and death,” Walensky said.

“Right now, fortunately, we are not there. These vaccines operate really well in protecting us from severe disease and death. But the big concern is the next variant that might emerge, just a few mutations potentially away, could potentially evade our vaccines.”

Walensky advised that the threat of a COVID-19 variant that’s immune to current vaccines is the reason more Americans should be vaccinated in a bid to contain the virus and its mutations. More than 163 million Americans have been fully vaccinated as of July 27, according to the CDC.

The CDC issued new guidance on July 27 advising fully vaccinated people to wear masks indoors if they’re “in an area of substantial or high transmission.” More than 63 percent of counties within the United States had substantial or high COVID-19 transmission rates as of July 27, according to the CDC.

COVID-19 is the disease caused by the CCP (Chinese Communist Party) virus, commonly known as the novel coronavirus.

The guidance is a reversal of the advisory the agency issued in May, which stated that fully vaccinated people didn’t have to wear masks indoors and in most other settings.

The latest surge in COVID-19 cases in the United States has been driven by the spread of the Delta variant of the CCP virus. The variant comprised more than half of all new infections by early June and has become more prevalent since then, according to the CDC’s strain surveillance program.

“We are dealing with a much different strain of this virus than we were even earlier in the spring, back in May, when the masking guidance was done—provided by the CDC at that time,” White House press secretary Jenn Psaki told reporters on July 27, addressing questions about the variant and the new CDC guidance.

“Their job is to look at evolving information, evolving data, an evolving historic pandemic, and provide guidance to the American public.”

Vaccine mandates declared legal by Justice Department

If you have chosen not to get a COVID-19 vaccine, the Department of Justice might've just delivered some bad news for you.

According to an opinion issued by the department's Office of Legal Counsel, federal law does not prohibit public or private entities from imposing vaccine mandates on their employees -- even though the vaccines are only authorized for emergency use.

It's almost as if personal health decisions aren't so personal anymore.

The Department of Veterans Affairs, California and New York City have already said they would require some or all of their government workers to be vaccinated, Fox News reported.

It's safe to say that more will follow and that vaccines will be mandated on a broad scale in both the public and private sectors.

Not only can your employer mandate the vaccine, but thanks to the Public Readiness and Emergency Preparedness Act of 2005, the federal government is not required to compensate you for any damages you might incur from it, CNBC reported in December.

What is the PREP Act?

In brief, the law grants vaccine manufacturers immunity from claims of loss caused by the "administration or use of countermeasures to diseases, threats and conditions determined by the [Secretary of Health and Human Services] to constitute a present, or credible risk of a future public health emergency."

Yes, that's right. No one is answerable for any dangerous side effects you might experience from a novel inoculation you were forced to inject into your body.

There is little at stake for those authorizing vaccine mandates; you're on your own.

The mRNA COVID-19 vaccines -- which are different from the vaccines we're familiar with, like those for meningitis, chicken pox and polio -- were undeniably rushed out during the pandemic.

In December, when the first phases of vaccine distribution began, a review from the University of Pennsylvania noted that "no large trials of any mRNA vaccine have been completed yet" and that "the only evidence on safety of mRNA vaccines comes from small phase I and phase II trials of SARS-CoV-2 vaccines, with follow-up typically less than two months."

The review continued: "Direct evidence on the comparative safety of mRNA vaccines and other vaccines is lacking."

Have we been guinea pigs all this time?

There is no doubt that little was known about this vaccine even upon its release. And we may have to trust our well-being to the people who rushed it out to the public or face unemployment.

This is not to say that people should refuse the vaccine. But there is an alternative to the narrative pushed by the establishment media and Big Tech.

Americans should be able to understand the risks of the COVID-19 vaccine, take their health into their own hands and get vaccinated on their own terms -- not because they've been forced.

In a notice filed on July 28 in a federal court in the District of Columbia, attorneys general from 48 states and territories said they would appeal a June decision that dismissed their lawsuit against Facebook, which challenged the social media giant’s 2012 purchase of Instagram and its 2014 acquisition of WhatsApp.

U.S. District Judge James Boasberg in Washington, an Obama appointee, wrote in a June 28 opinion (pdf) that the states waited too long to file their lawsuit, which sought to break up what the attorneys general described as Facebook’s monopoly on social networking.

James said in a statement that the state attorneys general would continue their battle against the social media company.

“We filed this notice of appeal because we disagree with the court’s decision and must hold Facebook accountable for stifling competition, reducing innovation, and cutting privacy protections,” she said. “We can no longer allow Facebook to profit off of exploiting consumer data.”

A Facebook spokesperson hailed the June decision dismissing the complaint, telling Reuters that the company looks forward to defending the District Court’s decision before the appeals court.

Separately, Boasberg dismissed an antitrust lawsuit from the Federal Trade Commission (FTC) that echoed arguments made in the suit by the attorneys general and that further alleged that Facebook violated antitrust laws by purchasing a would-be competitor. Boasberg wrote in an opinion (pdf) that the FTC lawyers didn’t provide enough evidence or explanation on how they determined that Facebook controls more than 60 percent of the social media networking market.

“The FTC has failed to plead enough facts to plausibly establish a necessary element of all of its Section 2 claims—namely, that Facebook has monopoly power in the market for Personal Social Networking (PSN) Services,” Boasberg wrote. “The complaint contains nothing on that score save the naked allegation that the company has had and still has a ‘dominant share of [that] market (in excess of 60 percent).’”

Following the decision, the FTC requested an extension to file an amended complaint, which was granted, giving the agency until Aug. 19 to take action.

The ruling comes as the House is considering legislation that would give agencies more authority to pursue antitrust enforcement against dominant tech companies.

Curbing Big Tech’s enormous power is a rare issue that has strong support from both Democrats and Republicans, according to Rep. Ken Buck (R-Colo.).

“It’s a fascinating issue because Democrats don’t like these Big Tech companies for one set of reasons and Republicans don’t like them for another set of reasons, but we’re unified in not liking them—and anytime that happens, you can pass legislation,” Buck, the ranking member of the House Judiciary Subcommittee of Antitrust, Commercial, and Administrative Law, told The Epoch Times’ “American Thought Leaders” earlier this month.

Buck and Subcommittee Chairman David Cicilline (D-R.I.) announced a bipartisan agenda in June that seeks to hold big tech companies “accountable for anti-competitive conduct.”

Five pieces of legislation unveiled by a group led by the pair include bills that would bar conduct by the companies that is deemed discriminatory, prohibit the acquisition of competitive threats, and promote competition by making it easier for businesses to enter the digital space.

Cicilline argued at the time that the “unregulated tech monopolies have too much power over our economy.”

“They are in a unique position to pick winners and losers, destroy small businesses, raise prices on consumers, and put folks out of work. Our agenda will level the playing field and ensure the wealthiest, most powerful tech monopolies play by the same rules as the rest of us,” he said in a statement.

Big tech companies, including Facebook, Google, and Amazon, have repeatedly rejected claims that they are abusing their market position and have disputed many of the claims about the power that they hold.

US Releasing Illegal Immigrants Who Test Positive for COVID-19: Texas Police

Border officers are releasing illegal immigrants who test positive for COVID-19 to a nonprofit organization, Texas authorities said this week.

The immigrants were handed over to the Catholic Charities of The Rio Grande Valley, which arranged for their stay in a La Joya, Texas, hotel that it had rented out entirely, La Joya police officials said.

“We did not know this. No one told the city of La Joya. No one told the police department that these people were here. And no one told us that these people were possibly ill,” La Joya Sgt. Manuel Casas told reporters at a July 27 press conference.

The situation came to light on July 26, after a concerned citizen reported to a police officer that she saw members of a family who were coughing and sneezing without covering their mouths at a Whataburger location, and they weren’t wearing masks. Management at the restaurant where the incident was reported said they wanted the family to leave because they were disregarding other people’s health.

The officer went to the family, who told the officer they had been apprehended by Border Patrol agents just days before, but were released because they had COVID-19. The family was being housed at the Texas Inn Hotel, which authorities later learned had been completely booked to house such immigrants.

“The information we have is that everybody that is staying in that hotel is COVID-19 positive,” Casas said.

Officers later witnessed a group of 20 to 30 people staying at the hotel outside. Most of them weren’t wearing masks.

Officers also later learned that the illegal immigrants being detained by Border Patrol were given over to the nonprofit to be placed in hotels in the La Joya and McAllen, Texas, areas.

“We have been doing well as a community in slowing the spread of this deadly virus. But ill-conceived policies by both the federal and state governments are beginning to have serious consequences on Hildago County. I call on federal immigration officials to stop releasing infected migrants into our community,” Richard Cortez, the county judge, said in a statement.

A Catholic Charities of The Rio Grande Valley representative didn’t return a request for comment by press time.

The charity’s executive director, Sister Norma Pimentel, told Border Report that the group has been helping house COVID-positive immigrants in hotels. Pimentel said that a security guard is now at the La Joya hotel to keep the immigrants inside.

A spokesperson for Customs and Border Protection told The Epoch Times via email that the agency in the Rio Grande Valley (RGV) Sector “continues to encounter significant numbers of undocumented migrants crossing the border.”

Undocumented migrants is a term for illegal aliens.

“RGV continues to expel individuals under Title 42 authorities as part of COVID mitigation efforts and utilizes pathways under Title 8 proceedings to remove those amenable to their home countries,” the spokesperson wrote. “During these challenging times, our federal, state, and local partnerships are indispensable as we work to secure our borders and to quickly move individuals out of USBP custody and through the appropriate immigration pathway.”

Border agents in the Rio Grande Valley apprehended more than 20,000 illegal immigrants in a single week this month, part of a dramatic rise in apprehensions seen during President Joe Biden’s first term.

Texas authorities have begun taking matters into their own hands, arresting immigrants on trespassing charges. The city of Laredo, Texas, sued the Biden administration last week in a bid to stop the transfer of thousands of illegal immigrants from among those apprehended in the Rio Grande Valley and Del Rio to the city.

Study: European abortion laws far stricter than those in U.S.

Late-term procedures only in America, China, North Korea

Most European abortion laws limit abortion earlier than the Mississippi law at the heart of an upcoming Supreme Court case, a study released Tuesday found.

The pro-life Charlotte Lozier Institute (CLI) released a comprehensive analysis of European abortion laws Tuesday showing that an overwhelming majority of European countries limit abortions to before 15 weeks.

“Mississippi’s law brings the United States a small step closer both to European and global norms,” said CLI associate scholar Angelina B. Nguyen in a statement.

Nguyen said that no European nation allows elective abortions through all nine months of pregnancy “as is effectively permitted in several U.S. states,” noting that the U.S. is among only a small handful of nations, including China and North Korea, that allow late-term abortions.

CLI sampled a group of 50 European countries, independent states, and semi-autonomous regions with populations over one million, comparing the gestational limits for abortion to Mississippi’s Gestational Age Act. The study found that 47 out of 50 European nations restrict abortion to prior to 15 weeks and five countries limit abortions to 14 weeks, including Germany and Belgium.

The majority of European countries — including Denmark, France, and Norway — limit abortions to 12 weeks, the study found, and no European nations allow abortion through all nine months of pregnancy.

No U.S. states have enforceable limits on abortion at 15 weeks, according to the CLI study, and states like California, Massachusetts, Maryland, and New York effectively allow abortion through all nine months of pregnancy.

“American elites often hold up Europe as an example,” said CLI president Chuck Donovan in a statement. “First we demonstrated that more than two-thirds of the planet goes further than America in protecting life. Now, we’ve demonstrated that almost every European nation goes further than America in protecting life.”

 “The European comparison is useful in highlighting how Roe v. Wade and the abortion industry are outdated and out of touch, but our goal isn’t achieving some international happy medium,” he continued. “Along with legislators in Mississippi, Charlotte Lozier Institute is committed to using science to demonstrate the reality that human life exists in the womb and that the right to life is an unalienable human right.”

The study comes as the Supreme Court prepares to take up Dobbs v. Jackson Women’s Health Organization in October, prompting the state of Mississippi and Republican senators to file amicus briefs calling on the court to uphold the state’s abortion ban.

Dobbs will be the first major abortion case in which all three of former President Donald Trump’s Supreme Court justice appointees participate, including Justice Amy Coney Barrett, who gained a seat on the court after a contentious confirmation process in October.

Thousands of Illegal Aliens Force Proxy Ports of Entry to Form Along Border

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ACUNA, Mexico—The singular focus is palpable. Once migrants leave the bus station in the Mexican border city of Acuña, it’s a brief taxi ride or walk to the banks of the Rio Grande and to their ultimate goal—the United States.

The taxi driver charges 50 pesos for the three-minute drive, double the regular fare, but no one quibbles.

A rocky but well-worn path leads down to the shore, and the migrants walk briskly and with purpose. Many, especially the Haitians, pause to tear up and discard the paperwork they have with them—passports, visas, and identification cards are strewn all over the ground. They’re told it’s harder to be deported from the United States if they don’t bring ID.

Two elderly Mexican men are raking through the trash to find anything of value. To them, the passports are trash. They end up among the piles to be burned, as evidenced by the numerous heaps of ashes.

Once on the riverbank, the United States is in sight—a short wade across to “Disneyland,” as one Haitian put it.

Some quickly take off their shoes or strip down to their shorts and step into the Rio Grande. It gets waist high within the first 90 feet, but it’s not swift and it levels out to ankle-deep.

Minutes later, they exit the river at a clearing in the carrizo cane on the U.S. side.

Over a 50-minute period in one location, The Epoch Times watched 36 people cross, all from Haiti and Cuba.

Many of the Cubans were ultimately heading to Miami or Orlando, while the Haitians’ destinations included Boston, New York, and Indianapolis.

After hitting U.S. soil and changing out of their wet clothing, they walk about a mile on a dirt road to the border fence on Frontera Road in Del Rio, Texas, where they wait for Border Patrol.

A proxy port of entry has formed at the fence as Border Patrol and State Troopers bring in shade tents and water, and National Guard is stationed at the gate. Two months ago, the proxy port of entry was through a private property a few miles upriver.

Most of the family units will be quickly processed and released with a notice to report to their local Immigration and Customs Enforcement office within 60 days of arriving at their destination. Most of the single males will be sent back across to Mexico, to likely try again in the next few days.

Back on the Acuña side, just downstream, young Mexican men can be seen walking back across the river lugging bags full of the clothes and shoes discarded on the U.S. side. One man’s trash is another man’s treasure.

Constant Flow

The buses full of migrants that terminate in Acuña often come from Monterrey, a common destination for the migrants who fly into Mexico before heading to the United States. From Monterrey in northeastern Mexico, travel is more direct to the border plazas across from the Texas cities of McAllen or Laredo, but Acuña is considered safer and cheaper.

The Epoch Times learned that some Monterrey bus lines exist specifically for the migrant flow and are separate from the regular buses.

Those bus lines are “absolutely” cartel-controlled, said Jaeson Jones, former captain of the Texas Department of Public Safety intel division and current host of “Tripwires & Triggers.”

“There is no doubt. They are not going to miss an opportunity right now to make money,” Jones told The Epoch Times. “They’re not getting through without [the cartels] knowing.”

Monterrey is a vital location for politics as well as a “key distribution location” for bringing people and contraband to the United States, he said.

“They’re all there. All of them,” Jones said, including Los Zetas, the Gulf Cartel, Cartel del Noreste, Sinaloa, Jalisco New Generation Cartel, and Beltrán Leyva Organization.

Several Haitians told The Epoch Times that they had caught buses to Acuña from Tapachula, the southwestern Mexican city that borders Guatemala. The price they said they paid ranged from 2,800 to 3,600 pesos per person ($140 to $180). No one wanted to talk about any other taxes or fees they paid along the way.

Record Numbers

The Del Rio border sector has increasingly become a favored crossing spot, especially since the 2019 border surge. Agents are apprehending an average of 1,000 illegal immigrants per day in the area. Along the whole southwest border, Border Patrol agents are currently apprehending an average of 6,300 illegal immigrants daily.

More than 15,000 Venezuelans have been apprehended in the Del Rio sector over the past four months, according to Customs and Border Protection.

Border Patrol agents in the sector apprehended more than 4,000 Haitians and 1,700 Cubans in June, compared to 89 and 57 respectively in June 2020.

US Coast Guard Sends 27 Cubans Found at Sea Back to Communist Island

The U.S. Coast Guard announced that it has repatriated 27 Cuban migrants found at sea back to their communist-ruled homeland after it intercepted two groups off Florida’s coast.

The announcement on Wednesday comes amid unrest in Cuba sparked by mass protests across the nation that started on July 11 when thousands citizens took to the streets to call for an end to the communist regime, crying for freedom.

The Coast Guard intercepted one group of Cuban migrants on the afternoon of July 23 after a person reported the vessel to watchstanders of the Coast Guard Sector Key West, according to a release. The 21-foot vessel, which was seven miles south of Key West, was found to have 22 people aboard.

Crew members of the Coast Guard Cutter William Trump brought them onto the ship. The 22 migrants were later transferred to the Coast Guard Cutter Charles Sexton.

A second group of Cuban migrants were intercepted on the afternoon of July 24. A makeshift raft was reported by Coast Guard Station Islamorada to Sector Key West watchstanders.

The raft was about 15 miles offshore of Islamorada and carried five people. Boat crew from the Coast Guard Station Islamorada picked up the five people and transferred them to the Charles Sexton.

All the Cuban migrants were reported to be in good health. Before they were sent back to Cuba, all the migrants received food, water, shelter, and basic medical attention, the Guard announced.

The latest two interdictions are believed to be of the first wave of migrants seeking to flee Cuba by sea since the July 11 protests—the largest seen in Cuba in decades. The Cuban regime responded to the protests with mass arrests and sent communist party militants and paramilitary forces to monitor dissidents in cities and towns across the country.

Coast Guard Sector Key West Commander Capt. Adam Chamie said in a statement that all mariners are asked to “report any possible migrant voyages to help prevent loss of life at sea,” adding, “Taking to the seas on unsafe vessels is dangerous and can result in loss of life.”

The Biden administration previously warned Cuban and Haitian migrants against sailing to the United States.

Homeland Security Secretary Alejandro Mayorkas, a Cuban native, said on July 13, “The time is never right to attempt migration by sea. To those who risk their lives doing so, this risk is not worth taking. Allow me to be clear: if you take to the sea, you will not come to the United States.”

The Coast Guard continually monitors the Florida straits in the Caribbean Sea for approaching vessels, he said, adding that the Guard has also been monitoring for “unpermitted vessel departures from Florida to Cuba.”

The Guard previously issued a statement on July 16 warning any U.S. residents from sailing to Cuba without a permit.

In the latest fiscal year, since Oct. 1, 2020, the Guard intercepted 554 migrants from Cuba, up from 49 in fiscal 2020.

Cuba’s Failed Communism Led to Protests


Alexander Liao
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Thousands of Cubans protested against Cuba’s communist regime in the largest demonstrations to erupt on the island country since its founding revolution 60 years ago.
Despite Fidel Castro’s promise of a communist paradise at the start of his reign in the 1960s, Cubans today are hungry from food shortages, suffering from a lack of medicines, and angry at their central government for its mismanagement.
As countless communist experiments revealed in the 20th century, dictators drop their ideals in the face of power and luxury, leaving their people hungry, poor, and protesting. When these founding dictators die, the citizens of their countries remain to pick up the pieces of reckless communist experiments. 
Cuba’s Historical Anti Communist Protests

The protests began with a demonstration in the city of San Antonio de los Baños, southwest of its capital city, Havana, but soon spread throughout the country with viewers inspired by protesters sharing the demonstrations through Facebook live streams.
Throughout the week, provinces all over Cuba marched to protest the Cuban communist regime. Outside of Cuba, demonstrators gathered in support of Cuban protestors in Miami, Washington D.C., and Wisconsin.
Cubans have had enough, pushed to the brink by a faltering economy.
The pandemic’s effective end to tourism contributed largely to the Caribbean island’s shrinking economy by 11 percent. In the first five months of 2021, travelers to Cuba shrunk by 90 percent. Changes in Cuba’s centralized fiscal policy sent the country into an inflationary spiral.
Cuban economists predict that Cuba’s inflation could exceed 500 percent this year. Along with currency devaluation, residents of the island face widespread shortages of basic goods such as food and medicine. Power outages have become more frequent in recent years due to lack of money.
Sara Naranjo, an elderly Cuban resident, states in this Twitter video, “I took to the streets because I am tired of being hungry. I don’t have water. I don’t have anything.”
Cubans have long struggled with economic hardship and the authoritarian regime’s inefficient central planning. But now, with smartphones and the internet, they have an outlet to connect and express their discontentment with the Cuban communist regime.

Cuban President Blames Protests on US Embargoes

Cuban President Miguel Díaz-Canel blames U.S. embargoes against Cuba for its longtime economic hardship.
The United States has basically imposed economic sanctions on Cuba since 1959. While Cuban communist leaders such as Canel are quick to shame the United States, few mention Cuba’s nationalization of United States properties in 1959 after its communist revolution. Almost all American investments in Cuba were confiscated, including electricity, communication companies, and banks, to turn them into Cuban state-owned enterprises.
Before the 1950s, Cuba’s American capital accounted for a large proportion of the Cuban economy and the two nations maintained a good relationship based on trade and military support.
After the 1960s Cuban Revolution, Castro nationalized more than 90 percent of his economy, including American capital. Castro also increased taxes on U.S. imports, while building trade alliances with the Soviet Union, America’s cold war communist rival.
In response, President Eisenhower cut sugar imports, diplomatic ties, and trade with Cuba.
The embargoes have shifted through the decades. Today, food and humanitarian aid exports are permitted to Cuba from the United States.
Protesters have voiced that while U.S. embargoes challenge the Cuban economy, they do not believe them to be at fault for Cuba’s current struggles. Rather, they blame Cuba’s centralized mismanagement of the country and its resources.
It’s easy to shame American powers for enacting embargoes on Cuba, but imagine if China was the country under scrutiny. Imagine if Pakistan suddenly announced the confiscation of all Chinese-invested corporate and non-corporate projects and nationalized them into Pakistani property. What would China do? What is a reasonable reaction from the Chinese regime?
Communist Cuba’s Evolution Is Similar to China’s
The Communist Party of China publicly recognizes only four socialist nations outside of China. They are North Korea, Vietnam, Laos, and Cuba.
The Cuban Communist Party is most comparable to the Chinese Communist Party. 
After taking power in 1959, Castro quickly adopted measures to transform the Cuban economy into a planned and centralized body.
On March 13, 1968, Castro delivered a national live speech at the University of Havana, announcing that the next goal of the revolution was to declare war on peddlers. The speech lasted until late at night. Suddenly, hawkers and private owners became street rats that everyone shouted at and beat.
Hundreds of thousands of Cubans lost their land, property, and businesses when Cuban communist revolutionaries confiscated private property. 
Early in the CCP’s reign, Mao led widespread killings of landlords and redistributed land to peasants. Millions were killed based on their social class. Their land was confiscated by the CCP and centralized for government use.

Cuba’s communist history also includes a failed attempt to jumpstart the economy through hugely ambitious agricultural goals that would go on to wreak havoc on the nation.

In 1970, Fidel Castro declared that Cuba would produce 10 million tons of cane sugar by July 15, and that the achievement would be a great victory for the Cuban revolution and socialism. Ultimately, they were unable to achieve the goal.
Experts, economists, and even the Soviet Union tried to warn Castro. He did not listen.
Sugar was planted everywhere and anywhere. Fields for livestock and other agriculture were pushed out for sugar cane. Everyone, including government officials, school children, and ministers, were tasked with harvesting sugar. Castro canceled Christmas and New Year holidays to continue work to meet the sugar output goal. 
Not only was the output not reached, but the attempt at reaching such a ludicrous goal severely damaged other parts of Cuba’s economy and agriculture. The country immediately experienced shortages in milk, meat, water, textiles, produce, and grain. The over-investment of labor into sugar cane led to failing public infrastructure of drains, sewers, and buildings. The country experienced housing shortages as new construction stopped.
The failures of Castro’s 1970 10 million ton sugar cane harvest are similar to Mao’s failed Great Leap Forward—the second of the CCP’s many 5-year plans—and resulting Great Chinese Famine, regarded as one of the greatest man-made disasters in human history.

The CCP collectivized farmlands and aimed for the hugely ambitious goal of increasing the value of agricultural production by 270 percent, which the country did not even come close to achieving. The campaign was rife with overambitious goals by government officials, lies about harvest amounts, and absurd campaigns by Mao.

In 1958, Mao began a nationwide campaign to eliminate sparrow birds, due to their consumption of grain, resulting in the near-extinction of the species. The elimination of sparrows created a severe ecological imbalance, as locusts lost their main predator. The boom of locusts feasted on Chinese agriculture, leading to even lower grain harvests than when sparrows were around to eat grain.

In only 3 years, an estimated 45 million Chinese people died from the CCP’s agricultural failures. The death toll from the CCP’s Great Leap Forward is greater than the global death toll of World War I. Its toll is 450 times greater than the number of people killed by the Nagasaki atomic bomb.

In Cuba, the failures of an overambitious centralized planning economy also brought about widespread famine from shortages of basic goods. In 1990, 20 years after Castro’s takeover, Cubans resorted to eating cats and dogs to survive. Crime became rampant as people struggled to survive. People waited in long lines at state warehouses to get rations of fundamental food items like eggs. 
Cuba had a population of 10 million, but as many as one million have relocated to the United States.
Today, Cubans are standing together shouting for freedom in the biggest protest in decades.
Castro harbored an idealistic 20th-century dream of a Cuban paradise—a paradise that he aimed to bring to life through violence, terrorism, and force. Like so many other communist regimes, the end goal of paradise justified the terrible sacrifices needed to get there.
There is nothing wrong with an ideal of total equality for all. Buddhism reminds us of the equality for all living beings. Christianity preaches generosity to the poor and love of all people and Islam lists generosity to the poor as one of its five pillars.
The problem with communist ideals is they use unrestricted violence and irrationality as a way to attempt to achieve these ideals.

ACLU, which claims to defend constitutional rights, smears 2nd Amendment as racist
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One of America's long-standing civil rights organizations is now attacking Americans' right to keep and bear arms.

The uncanny irony came in the form of a July 16 article from the American Civil Liberties Union, which discussed the "anti-blackness" that allegedly prompted the founding fathers to include the Second Amendment in the Bill of Rights.

Yes, an organization that once championed individual rights is attacking one of the most integral aspects of the Bill of Rights. We can't make this up.

"The vigilantism of widespread gun ownership puts Black Americans in an especially vulnerable position given the brutality and human cost of discriminatory policing," the ACLU wrote.

"The gun violence epidemic continues to spark debate about the Second Amendment and who has a right to bear arms. But often absent in these debates is the intrinsic anti-Blackness of the unequal enforcement of gun laws, and the relationship between appeals to gun rights and the justification of militia violence."

The article went on to spew nonsense about how gun rhetoric was born from "white racial anxiety," which allegedly led white Americans to "frame Blackness as an inherent threat."

That's right. You can now add the Second Amendment to the ever-growing list of things considered racist -- along with peanut butter and jelly sandwiches, college football and "niceness," of course. You probably think that's a joke, but it isn't.

So, what is the solution to this "anti-black" amendment?

Increasing funding for police departments that are also stereotyped as systemic oppressors of black Americans? We know the left doesn't want that, and has championed against police forces time and again -- especially in light of George Floyd's death.

Would the ACLU prefer we deprive all black Americans of their right to self-defense and encourage them to rely on police?

Considering how vehemently the left has attacked our men and women in blue over the past year and deconstructed any faith minority communities might have once had in police forces, that wouldn't be the best route.

To reiterate one CNN article's quote from the late Charlton Heston, the Second Amendment is "something that gives the most common man the most uncommon of freedoms."

But Carol Anderson, author of "The Second: Race and Guns in a Fatally Unequal America," holds a different opinion.

In fact, she maintains that the amendment "was designed and has consistently been constructed to keep African-Americans powerless and vulnerable," according to CNN.

Specifically, she cites a plethora of historical examples which appear to address potential armed slave revolts (perhaps similar to the Haitian Revolution, but this began three years after the Constitution was ratified).

Anderson also discussed laws created to deprive black Americans of gun rights in the Jim Crow South.

While it's no doubt that black Americans were treated unfairly in the past, we cannot change the mistakes of bygone times.

Instead, it is important to ensure that all Americans have the ability to protect themselves and their livelihoods in the modern age.

The 18th century ideals of the Bill of Rights may have had an arguably limited scope back then, but it's safe to say that no one believes these guaranteed rights should be stripped away from anyone or everyone because of the era's shortcomings.

In fact, we've seen the modern era draw even closer to the truth that all men are created equal.

We're supposed to work toward creating a more perfect union, right?

The Second Amendment acts as an equalizing force for all Americans. It ensures that the elite aren't the only ones with weapons (albeit, theirs are more catastrophic).

Would the ACLU prefer that everyone be unarmed subjects to an oppressive system?

Ironically, those who claim to challenge systemic oppression are now seeking to unarm the oppressed.

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Forty-four Senate Republicans and 184 House Republicans urged the Supreme Court to overturn the landmark abortion ruling Roe v. Wade when the justices review a Mississippi law during their next term.

“Congress and the States have shown that they are ready and able to address the issue in ways that reflect Americans’ varying viewpoints and are grounded in the science of fetal development and maternal health,” wrote the lawmakers in an amicus brief (pdf) to the court dated Wednesday.

At issue in the case is a 2018 Mississippi law that bars most abortions after the 15th week of pregnancy. The Mississippi law was challenged by the Jackson Women’s Health Organization and lower courts have since ruled against it.

The lawmakers’ filing comes about a week after Mississippi’s attorney general, Lynn Fitch, called on the high court to overturn Roe v. Wade so the state can uphold its law, arguing that “the conclusion that abortion is a constitutional right has no basis in text, structure, history, or tradition” and further characterized the 1973 ruling as “dangerously corrosive to our constitutional system.” Roe v. Wade ruled that abortion is legal prior to what they said is viability, or around the 24th week of pregnancy.

“Abortion is fundamentally different from any right this Court has ever endorsed,” Fitch wrote a week ago. “No other right involves, as abortion does, ‘the purposeful termination of a potential life.’”

Senate Minority Leader Mitch McConnell (R-Ky.), House Minority Leader Kevin McCarthy (R-Calif.), and other Republican leadership members signed onto the brief. Several days before that, a trio of Republican senators—Josh Hawley (Mo.), Mike Lee (Utah), and Ted Cruz (Texas)—filed their own brief.

“The States,” the lawmakers’ Wednesday filing further argued, “have expressed the desire to protect life through a burgeoning number of laws enacted to further the States’ important interests in protecting women from dangerous late-term abortion, ending the destruction of human life based on sexism, racism, ableism, upholding the integrity of the medical profession against the barbaric practice of dismembering human beings in the womb, and protecting preborn infants from the horrific pain of such abortions.

For decades, conservatives have fought to overturn Roe v. Wade and the 1992 follow-up Supreme Court decision, Planned Parenthood v. Casey. Some believe that the current Supreme Court, which has six justices who were appointed by Republican presidents, is their best chance in decades to have the ruling overturned or eroded.

The court now includes the addition of President Donald Trump’s third appointee, Justice Amy Coney Barrett, who replaced Justice Ruth Bader Ginsburg—a longstanding proponent of abortion—in September 2020.

An opposing legal brief from the Jackson Women’s Health Organization is due by Sept. 13. Previously, the clinic said that that 50 years of precedent and court rulings have established Roe v. Wade.

“Before viability, the State’s interests, whatever they may be, cannot override a pregnant person’s interests in their liberty and autonomy over their own body,” the clinic wrote in 2020.

MyPillow advertising pulled from Fox News

Dispute affecting $50 million ad buy focuses on promotion of coming cyber symposium
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MyPillow officials have decided to pull their advertising campaign off the Fox News network, a decision that could have dramatic impact because of its $50 million annual cost, in a dispute over a promotion for a coming cyber symposium.

The Washington Examiner explained how MyPillow chief Mike Lindell directed his company to remove ads from Fox News programming over the issue, where the network refused to run the promotion.

"The ad he sought to have aired promotes his cyber symposium event that will discuss the 2020 election. Lindell has repeatedly asserted the election was fraudulent, claiming Dominion Voting Systems machines were manipulated to steal votes from former President Donald Trump. Election officials and the company have rejected the claims," the report explained.

Lindell said the commercial just promotes a coming symposium, but he also has explained the event will offer his evidence of election fraud.

He has made the extraordinary offer of a $5 million payment to anyone attending the event who can disprove data "he claims demonstrate election fraud," the report said.

A multitude of allegations and charges were made about election fraud following the strange results that had huge dumps of ballots – sometimes almost exclusively for Joe Biden – coming in dark-of-the-night hours after President Trump had been leading the race.

Judges up and down the system, however, declined to consider the evidence, dismissing the resulting claims on technical grounds.

Multiple audits of those results continue.

But what is not in dispute is that leftist Mark Zuckerberg of Facebook turned over some $350 million to mostly leftists that run various city, county and state elections systems to help them "run" the 2020 count.

And further, various state officials changed their state rules and laws regarding elections despite the fact the Constitution allows only state lawmakers to do that.

Fox's statement said, "It’s unfortunate Mr. Lindell has chosen to pause his commercial time on FOX News given the level of success he’s experienced in building his brand through advertising on the number one cable news network."

Both sides in the dispute, Fox and Lindell, have been sued by Dominion Voting Systems, which has claimed it was damaged by comments raising questions about possible fraud in the 2020 results.

Lindell responded with a lawsuit of his own against the company.

The Examiner noted MyPillow said it spent $50 million on advertising on Fox in 2020 and has spent $19 million already this year.

Lindell multiple times has confirmed he has acquired evidence of significant fraud in the 2020 election results.

He's reportedly planning to reveal "terabytes" of those details at the symposium, which is to happen in South Dakota – and online – early in August.

It is promoted on Lindell's website "Frank", and politicians, cybersecurity experts and others have been invited.

The ad explains, "Mike will reveal the cyber data and the packet captures from the November 2020 election. A $5,000,000 prize will be offered to any attendee who can prove that this cyber data is not valid data from the November 2020 election."

Because of Lindell's allegations about the election, Twitter has censored his speech.

In May Lindell held another rally – in Mitchell, S.D. – to celebrate the launch of Frank.

Lindell, in his lawsuit against Dominion, charges the company abused the legal process by suing him, violated the Racketeer Influenced and Corrupt Organizations Act, and violated federal law by depriving him of his civil rights.

Reports confirm Lindell also alleged Smartmatic, another company violated RICO.

At issue are contentions that the ballot count for the race that narrowly gave the victory to Joe Biden – by some 43,000 votes spread across a handful of states – included possible fraud.

The actual evidence from the close election, which included oddities such as states shutting down counting operations with President Trump ahead and restarting hours later with Biden in the lead, hundreds of sworn statements from witnesses of alleged fraud, odd middle-of-the-night ballot dumps and more, largely has not yet been evaluated by a court, as dozens of cases were dismissed on mostly procedural grounds.

Several states have tried audits, and the most advanced so far has been in Arizona, where GOP members of the state Senate subpoenaed the ballots and the counting machines.

Biden Admin Won’t Rule out Future Lockdowns or School Closures If CDC Recommends It
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The White House on Thursday signaled that it would be open to lockdowns and school closures if such policies were recommended by the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC).

When asked at the White House about whether lockdowns or closures are a possibility, deputy press secretary Karine Jean-Pierre suggested that if CDC and other experts recommend that, they would follow their guidelines.

“Well, we listen to, like I said, we listen to the CDC and the expert[s] and their guidance … you know, the CDC is a body that is very well respected,” she said in response. “And again, we follow their guidance.”

Jean-Pierre added: “Well, because we listen to the scientists, we listened to the expert[s] … This is a public health situation. This is not about politics at all. This is about saving lives. And this is what the president is all about.”

President Joe Biden on Thursday said that federal workers other than U.S. Postal Workers and contractors will have to show proof of COVID-19 vaccination or wear masks, or they will have to engage in social distancing and routine COVID-19 tests. The new rules, according to the White House, are being imposed due to the Delta COVID-19 variant, which some public health officials have said is more contagious.

Earlier in the week, the CDC issued guidance saying that mask-wearing should be mandated among unvaccinated and vaccinated people in high-transmission areas. The agency also said children, upon returning to school, should wear masks regardless of vaccination status.

During Biden’s announcement, the president did not make any mention of possible school closures or lockdowns—nor did the CDC in its updated masking guidance.

Later during Thursday’s press conference, Jean-Pierre said the Biden administration wants to see all schools open in the fall.

“Well, we’re going to continue to work closely, as we have, with local governments, with the teachers, as we’ve done and continue to have those conversations,” she said. “I want to add, though, that nearly 90 percent of teachers are currently vaccinated. That’s a good sign. Now, we just have to make sure we also protect our kids in school, we protect the other administrators at school, people who are immunocompromised, and that’s why the CDC put out that guidance making sure people are wearing masks in schools.”

About 60 percent of American adults have been fully vaccinated to date. Biden had set a July 4 goal to get at least one COVID-19 shot in 70 percent of adults. The latest figure is about 69 percent.

The Epoch Times has contacted the CDC for comment on the possibility of lockdowns.

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Key Inflation Gauge Posts Fastest Annual Price Gain In 30 Years

Consumer prices, excluding the volatile food and energy components, soared well beyond the Federal Reserve’s 2 percent target in the year to June, reaching levels not seen since 1991 and reinforcing concerns about inflation.

The so-called core personal consumption expenditures (PCE) price index, which excludes food and energy and is the Fed’s preferred method for gauging inflation, rose 3.5 percent in the 12 months to June, after rising 3.4 percent in the year to May, the Commerce Department said on Friday. The last time the core PCE inflation gauge saw a similar year-over-year vault was in July 1991.

The Fed looks to core PCE as the key inflation gauge that informs its monetary policy, which has an inflation target of a longer-run average of 2 percent.

While some economists have raised the alarm on inflation, Fed officials and members of the Biden administration have insisted that price rises are temporary, arguing that inflationary pressures will ease as pandemic-related supply chain disruptions are ironed out.

Fed Chairman Jerome Powell told reporters on July 28 (pdf) that  it’s possible inflation could run hotter and for longer than Fed analysts expect.

“The process of reopening the economy is unprecedented, as was the shutdown at the onset of the pandemic,” Powell said. “As the reopening continues, bottlenecks, hiring difficulties, and other constraints could continue to limit how quickly supply can adjust, raising the possibility that inflation could turn out to be higher and more persistent than we expect.”

But Powell reiterated his oft-repeated view that, in the next year or so, inflation will return closer to the central bank’s target of 2 percent.

“If we saw signs that the path of inflation or longer-term inflation expectations were moving materially and persistently beyond levels consistent with our goal, we’d be prepared to adjust the stance of policy,” he said.

On July 28, the Fed kept its overnight benchmark interest rate near zero and left its massive asset purchase program unchanged, with Powell saying at the press conference that the U.S. economy is still a ways away from making “substantial further progress” towards the Fed’s dual mandate of price stability and maximum employment.

Economists and investors have widely shifted their spectrum of concerns from slow growth, high unemployment, and deflationary pressures at the beginning of 2021, to inflation.

“You can’t speak to anyone in the investment field without having the fear of inflation come to the forefront,” said Robert R. Johnson, Professor of Finance, Heider College of Business, Creighton University, in an emailed statement to The Epoch Times.

Some economists have expressed concerns that if prices accelerate too fast and stay high for too long, expectations of further price increases will take hold, driving up demand for wages and potentially triggering the kind of wage-price spiral that plagued the economy in the 1970s.

Meanwhile, more than 80 percent of Americans are concerned about inflation, according to a survey by Skynova, which also indicated that 61 percent feel inflation will negatively impact their lifestyles.

74 Percent of COVID-19 Cases From Massachusetts Outbreak Occurred in Fully Vaccinated People: Study

A COVID-19 outbreak in a Massachusetts county in July primarily occurred among vaccinated people, sparking fears that a variant of the CCP virus can impact that population more than other strains.

Of the 469 cases detected in Barnstable County, 74 percent occurred among the fully vaccinated, according to a new study published on Friday.

Genomic sequencing of 133 patients showed most of them were infected with the Delta variant of the CCP (Chinese Communist Party) virus.

The bulk of the infected people did not require hospital care, but among the five that did, four were fully vaccinated.

The study, published by the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC), helped drive agency officials to change masking guidance.

CDC officials announced Tuesday that even vaccinated persons should wear masks indoors, an abrupt shift from under three months ago.

The CDC was unable to point to any published data at the time of its announcement, though an internal document leaked Thursday pointed to some published studies, as well as what was at the time unpublished data from Massachusetts.

The agency recommended that both the vaccinated and unvaccinated should don face coverings indoors in areas with high or substantial transmission of the CCP virus. More than half the counties in America meet one of those designations.

Researchers, though, said their investigation suggests people in any area should wear masks inside.

“Findings from this investigation suggest that even jurisdictions without substantial or high COVID-19 transmission might consider expanding prevention strategies, including masking in indoor public settings regardless of vaccination status, given the potential risk of infection during attendance at large public gatherings that include travelers from many areas with differing levels of transmission,” they wrote.

Some of the researchers are CDC officials. Others are with the Massachusetts Department of Public Health, which declined to facilitate an interview on the findings.

The cases in Barnstable County stemmed from summer events and large public gatherings held between July 3 and July 17, the researchers said in the study.

The events attracted thousands of tourists to the area.

The average of COVID-19 cases in the county rose sharply from July 3 to July 17.

Using travel history from the state’s COVID-19 surveillance system, officials identified a cluster of cases among Massachusetts residents. Additional cases were pinpointed by local health officials.

The cluster cases were defined by a positive COVID-19 test within 14 days of travel or residence in Barnstable County since July 3.

By July 26, 469 COVID-19 cases were identified among state residents, with dates of positive specimens ranging from July 6 to July 25.

Researchers found that the bulk were fully vaccinated, a term that refers to people who have gotten two Moderna or Pfizer COVID-19 vaccines, or the single-shot Johnson & Johnson jab.

Initial data—chain reaction cycle threshold values from some of the specimens—indicate that the viral load of the vaccinated and unvaccinated cases are similar, researchers said. However, they said microbiological studies are required to confirm those findings.

Further, the Infectious Disease Society of America and the Association for Molecular Pathology earlier this year said that such values “should not be considered quantitative measures of viral load.”

Still, the findings were among those used by the CDC to justify the sudden shift this week. Where before vaccinated people were told they did not need to wear a mask anywhere, they are now being told to don a face covering inside.

The data demonstrate “that Delta infection resulted in similarly high SARS-CoV-2 viral loads in vaccinated and unvaccinated people,” Dr. Rochelle Walensky, the CDC’s director, said in a statement on Friday.

“High viral loads suggest an increased risk of transmission and raised concern that, unlike with other variants, vaccinated people infected with Delta can transmit the virus. This finding is concerning and was a pivotal discovery leading to CDC’s updated mask recommendation.”

The recommendation is not binding but the CDC’s advice is widely adopted by counties, states, and businesses.

The rise in cases in Provincetown, part of Barnstable County, prompted town officials earlier this week to adopt an indoor mask mandate.

The mandate will shift to an advisory when the daily positive testing rate stays below 3 percent for at least five days, according to Town Manager Alex Morse.

While vaccinated people must wear masks inside, unvaccinated people, including children under the age of 12, must wear face coverings in outdoor crowded areas as well as indoors.

As of July 29, 882 cases were linked to the Barnstable County cluster, 531 of whom are state residents. The percentage of breakthrough cases remained at 74 percent.

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EU slaps online giant Amazon with $887 million fine

Its use of personal data violated 'General Data Protection Regulation'

An EU privacy regulator hit Amazon with an $887 million fine for violating laws related to the processing of personal data.

The Luxembourg agency National Commission for Data Protection (CNPD) issued the fine, imposed July 16 and revealed Friday, ruling that Amazon’s processing of personal data in relation to its advertising practices was in violation of the EU General Data Protection Regulation (GDPR), according to Amazon’s 10-Q SEC filing. The fine is the largest ever issued under the GDPR, The Wall Street Journal reported.

The agency also ordered Amazon to revise some of its business practices, though the company did not specify which.

“We strongly disagree with the CNPD’s ruling, and we intend to appeal,” an Amazon spokesperson told the Daily Caller News Foundation. “The decision relating to how we show customers relevant advertising relies on subjective and untested interpretations of European privacy law, and the proposed fine is entirely out of proportion with even that interpretation.”

The spokesperson did not comment on the particular violations for which the fine was imposed.

CNPD confirmed that it issued the decision but declined to offer further comment due to Luxembourg law prohibiting the agency from discussing individual cases, a CNPD spokesperson told the Daily Caller News Foundation.

The fine is the latest in a series of penalties imposed by European regulators on American tech companies.

Google was fined roughly $590 million by France’s Competition Authority earlier this month for failing to comply with an EU copyright law mandating the company pay news publishers for their content. The tech giant had settled an antitrust case for roughly $270 million with the same regulatory agency earlier this month.

U.S. tech conglomerate Qualcomm was fined $1 billion in January 2018 for its anti-competitive collusion with Apple, while the European Commission fined Google $5 billion in July 2018 for antitrust violations.

Biden accused of violating law 9 ways in changing Fair Housing Act

Created special definitions to support transgender ideology
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An appeals court has been informed that Joe Biden and his administration violated the law in nine ways when officials arbitrarily changed the definitions in the Fair Housing Act to give transgenders special protections.

The issue is pending now before the 8th U.S. Circuit Court of Appeals where the Alliance Defending Freedom has filed a brief in support of a challenge to the changes from College of the Ozarks, a private Christian college that would be forced to open its dorms and shower facilities to either sex under Biden's plan.

The college contends the government cannot force it to violate its traditional Christian beliefs, and that's exactly what a directive from the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development would do if allowed to stand.

The HUD demand would require that religious schools treat men who call themselves women as women – for housing, shared shower spaces and more.

"Private, faith-based colleges have the constitutionally protected freedom to separate males and females in dorm rooms, showers, and locker rooms. Until recently, that commonsense policy has been widely accepted and respected," said ADF lawyer Julie Marie Blake.

"President Biden’s directive is targeting religious schools, organizations, and churches simply because of their beliefs about marriage and biological sex. We are pleased the 8th Circuit granted our request to expedite this case, which has important ramifications for College of the Ozarks and others who seek to freely operate according to their faith tradition and beliefs."

The school's opening brief charges that Biden violated the law nine ways in changing the definitions.

He first skipped a required notice and comment period, imposed his will in an arbitrary and capricious manner, lacked statutory authority, violated the First Amendment's freedoms of speech, assembly, and association, violated the Appointments Clause, failed to follow the Regulatory Flexibility Act, refused the follow the principles of federalism, violated the Religious Freedom Restoration Act and violated the Constitution's free exercise of religion.

Are Biden's transgender policies violating the Fair Housing Act?

Biden is threatening massive fines, punitive damages and lawyers' fees against schools unless they violate their faith by opening girls' dorms to biological males and vice versa.

The directive that came from HUD demands an elimination of "discrimination" based on sexual orientation or gender identity.

The case is on an accelerated schedule granted by the 8th Circuit.

The directive literally goes back in time and states that when the Fair Housing Act banned discrimination on sex, which meant male or female, lawmakers also intended that "sex" would mean sexual orientation and gender identity.

"The government’s directive jeopardizes the college’s speech, its biologically separate dorms, and the students who live there—all without public notice and comment, or any consideration of religious exemptions, statutory authority, or free speech…," the brief explains.

"The college faces a credible threat of enforcement because the directive repeatedly mandates ‘full enforcement,’ laments that full enforcement of its new legal standard has never yet occurred, and says nothing about religious or free-speech protections. This threat forces the college to choose between harming its students and violating its religious beliefs, or risking massive fines, investigatory burdens, lawsuits, and criminal penalties."

Incalculable damage would result were Biden allowed to get away with what is described as unconstitutional actions, the brief notes.

"Were the college to comply with the government's new mandate, the college would suffer immeasurable harm to its religious exercise, its free speech, and its students' privacy interests. Abandoning its code of conduct and opening female private spaces to biological men jeopardizes the colleges' ability to function, harms students, and dissuades them from attending the college."

It was Barack Obama who tried to advance such an agenda – forcing Christian organizations and individuals to violate their faith in allegiance to the transgender ideology – but President Trump, when he was in office, reversed course.

Now Biden is attempting once again to implement Obama's sexual dysphoria advocacy.

The Biden administration, already, has questioned "whether the college's opposition to compliance with the directive is 'really compelled' by its religion…"

The government also has been imposing its new definition of "sex" in other areas, in emergency shelters, in college sports, and more. Multiple other lawsuits are pending over those agenda points.

The college is likely to win, the brief explains, because "as every court held for decades, the FHA's text prohibits discrimination based on sex, no sexual orientation or gender identity." And, in fact, the Biden administration claimed the First Amendment does not protect the college's speech "at all."

It was Judge Roseann Ketchmark, appointed by Obama, who dismissed the case at the lower court level. She claimed the argument was "not justiciable," meaning it could not be addressed by courts.

Florida Governor Blocks School Mask Mandates in Executive Order
DeSantis says parents can decide for their children

Florida Governor Ron DeSantis on Friday issued an executive order to block mask mandates in schools.

The governor said his order lets parents exercise their right to decide for their own children whether to wear masks.

School districts in two Florida counties—Broward and Gadsden—previously issued mask mandates for students, effective when classes start in August. Their mandates came after the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) recommended that all students, teachers, and staff wear masks regardless of whether they have been vaccinated.

But DeSantis has made his stance firm on mask requirements. In a speech in Cape Coral announcing the executive order, the Republican governor said “there will be no lockdowns, there will be no school closures, there will be no restrictions and no mandates in the state of Florida.”

Florida parents, students, elected officials, and community leaders attended the event.

“The federal government has no right to tell parents that in order for their kids to attend school in person, they must be forced to wear a mask all day, every day,” DeSantis said in a statement. “Many Florida schoolchildren have suffered under forced masking policies, and it is prudent to protect the ability of parents to make decisions regarding the wearing of masks by their children.”

A statement from DeSantis’s office states that the order is “in response to several Florida school boards considering or implementing mask mandates in their schools after the Biden Administration issued unscientific and inconsistent recommendations that school-aged children wear masks.”

The order directs the Florida Department of Health to enter rulemaking, in collaboration with the Florida Department of Education, to bar any mask mandates. DeSantis’s office said that the move is consistent with HB 241 (Parents’ Bill of Rights), signed into law on June 29, which sets out the rights parents have in their child’s education, upbringing, and health.

The Epoch Times has contacted the Florida Department of Education for comment.

GOP Senators Urge SEC to Investigate Chinese Companies on American Stock Exchanges

A group of Republican lawmakers are urging the chairman of the U.S. Securities and Exchange Commission (SEC), Gary Gensler, to investigate Chinese companies listed on U.S. stock exchanges, after “billions of dollars were snatched” from American investors following a crackdown on firms by officials in China.

Senators John Kennedy (R-La.) Dan Sullivan (R-Alaska), Marsha Blackburn (R-Tenn.), Tom Cotton (R-Ark.), Kevin Cramer (R-N.D.), Bill Hagerty (R-Tenn.) and Rick Scott (R-Fla.) sent a letter (pdf) to Gensler on July 28, referring to a situation involving Chinese vehicle-for-hire company Didi.

Didi held its initial public offering (IPO) on the New York stock exchange earlier this month.

Immediately following the IPO, the Chinese Communist Party’s (CCP) cyber arm, the Cyberspace Administration of China (CAC) opened an investigation into the company claiming that it violated Chinese private and national security laws and cut off downloads of its app.

“Prior to the offering, Didi officials and executives downplayed the risks of imminent Chinese regulations in its IPO prospectus filed at the SEC, despite news reports that the CCP warned Didi officials to delay the IPO,” the senators wrote in their letter. “During the listing, Didi officials even purposefully kept a low profile, seeking to avoid more scrutiny from Beijing. The IPO successfully raised $4.4 billion, largely from U.S.-based investors.”

The senators said that Didi’s stock price plummeted two days after its IPO as a result of the latest CAC crackdown.

“The timing of the CAC investigation conveniently occurred after the company was able to snatch billions of dollars from American investors,” they wrote. “In fact, recent reports suggest that the CCP will penalize Didi almost $3 billion, which means that these American dollars could be going directly into CCP coffers.”

The senators urged Gensler to launch investigations into potentially fraudulent Chinese companies listed on U.S. stock exchanges, like Didi, as well as their underwriters, to combat potential fraud and reporting oversights.

They also urged the chairman to enforce “expeditious implementation and enforcement” of a bill sponsored by Sen. Kennedy and signed into law by former President Donald Trump in December.

Known as the “Holding Foreign Companies Accountable Act,” it is aimed at removing Chinese companies from U.S. exchanges if they have failed to comply with American auditing standards for three years in a row. The Act also requires firms to prove to the SEC they are not owned or controlled by an entity of a foreign government and to name any board members who are CCP officials.

The senators noted that the CAC has vowed stricter oversight of data security and are likely to continue their crackdowns, having recently opened investigations into two more U.S.-listed Chinese technology companies: Full Truck Alliance and Boss Zhipin.

They noted that the recent Didi IPO serves to highlight the “troubling trend of Chinese companies taking advantage of our capital markets while ignoring the transparency that is required under U.S. law to access U.S. markets.”

They also asked SEC to investigate potential risks of VIE (Variable Interest Entities) structures used by Chinese companies to give access to U.S. investors.

In June, the Senate passed a follow-up bill to the Holding Foreign Companies Accountable Act that would accelerate the timeline for China-based companies to be removed from exchanges under the new law.

Millions at risk of eviction as federal rental assistance slow to reach tenants

6 months after Congress approved emergency measure, lag time becoming urgent

(FOX BUSINESS) – Six months after Congress approved billions in emergency rental assistance, just a fraction of the aid has reached tenants across the country – even with millions at risk of homelessness as an eviction ban expires Saturday.

The Treasury Department announced last week that state and local officials doled out just $3 billion in aid over the course of the first half of the year, or roughly 6.6% of the $45 billion program intended to keep millions of renters in their homes. In total, it has provided relief to a fraction of the 1.2 million households that have reported being "very likely to face eviction in the next two months," the department said in a news release.

"State and local governments must do more to accelerate aid to struggling renters and expand programs to meet the scale of assistance needed," the Treasury said, adding: "While some state and local programs are increasingly reaching households in need, others lag far behind, and many programs have just launched in recent weeks. Money is available in every state to help renters at risk of eviction – and the urgency has never been greater."

Most Recovered COVID-19 Patients Have Broad and Robust Immunity That Likely Provides Some Degree of Protection Against Variants: Study

Most people who have recovered from COVID-19, even with mild illness, retain a broad and durable immunity to the disease, including some degree of protection against its variants, according to an Emory University study published in the journal, Cell Reports Medicine.

The longitudinal study, the most comprehensive of its kind to date, involved 254 COVID-19 patients, between the ages of 18 to 82 years, who provided blood samples at various points for a period of over eight months beginning in April 2020. About 71 percent of the patients had mild disease, 24 percent experienced moderate illness, and five percent had severe disease.

The researchers found that most of the patients who recovered mounted a strong and wide-ranging immune response to the CCP (Chinese Communist Party) virus for up to 250 days.

“We saw that antibody responses, especially IgG antibodies, were not only durable in the vast majority of patients but decayed at a slower rate than previously estimated, which suggests that patients are generating longer-lived plasma cells that can neutralize the SARS-CoV-2 spike protein,” Rafi Ahmed, director at Emory Vaccine Center and lead author told Emory News Center on July 22.

SARS-CoV-2 is the scientific name of the CCP virus that causes the disease COVID-19.

The authors said that natural immunity after recovery from the disease offered some degree of protection against variants as research suggests that COVID-19 vaccines may be slightly less effective against them.

“The immune response to natural infection is likely to provide some degree of protective immunity even against SARS-CoV-2 variants because the CD4+ and CD8+ T cell epitopes will likely be conserved,” the authors wrote.

The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) says it is monitoring multiple variants, but only four are of concern since they “seem to spread more easily and quickly than other variants.” While experts say variants may be more transmissible, that does not necessarily translate to more severe disease or fatalities.

The Indian or delta variant currently accounts for over 80 percent of all new sequenced cases in the United States. Scientists say more research is still needed to confirm if infection with this variant is associated with more severe disease, hospitalization, and death.

The other three variants of concern, named according to where they were first identified, are the United Kingdom variant, the South African variant, and the Brazilian variant.

The authors also found that COVID-19 recovered patients displayed stable antibody responses to the other human coronaviruses that cause the common cold, the Middle East Respiratory Syndrome, or the severe acute respiratory syndrome (SARS-CoV).

“These data are most consistent with the generation of long-lived plasma cells and refute the current notion that these antibody responses to human coronaviruses are short lived,” the researchers said. “Moreover, the COVID-19 patients mounted increased IgG antibody responses to SARS-CoV-1, a related pathogen that none likely had experienced previous exposure to.”

The researchers will continue to follow the cohort for several years, with the last sample collection of the participants set for February 2023. Doing so allows the researchers to gather more data to “define the progression to long-lived immunity” to the CCP virus after natural infection.

The findings add to the growing body of research that indicates that recovered COVID-19 patients develop long-lasting immunity.

A limitation of the study is that it didn’t include more severe COVID-19 patients and those who are asymptomatic. However, the authors noted that “mild-moderate illness accounts for [more than] 80 percent of COVID-19 cases, highlighting the relevance of our findings over time.”

The authors said that the study’s findings will “also serve as a benchmark for immune memory induced in humans by SARS-CoV-2 vaccines.”
