Democrats could lose House seats because of Biden's border crisis

52% of Latinos in Texas disapprove of president handling of illegal aliens

As the immigration crisis worsens in South Texas, President Biden’s inconsistent border policies and messaging are not only damaging his approval ratings nationwide, but they could also cost the Democratic Party once-safe seats in Congress.

The Rio Grande Valley is the epicenter of the crisis, and its residents feel the impact of the surge in border crossings every day. Illegal crossings reached a 21-year high in July with 212,672 encounters reported by the U.S. Border Patrol that month alone. Across southern Texas, car chases have spiked this year, nearly nine-fold in some areas. Ranchers struggle to balance compassion for exhausted immigrants crossing through their property with concerns over personal safety, as well as costs to repair broken fences, trashed land, and stolen equipment. Federal agents also have reported a staggering increase of 4,000 in fentanyl seizures this year in Texas as smugglers exploit stretched border-patrol resources.

Although Democrats now control a trio of House seats representing Texas’ southern-most border with Mexico, voting patterns are making the districts more competitive.

Republicans are heavily targeting all three seats after the 2020 election showed a surprising swing in the GOP’s favor along the Texas-Mexico border. Once deep-blue, the three districts voted for Biden by just two to four percentage points, down from the 17-to-22-point margin Hillary Clinton racked up in 2016. Republicans also have redistricting on their side this year with the GOP-controlled Texas legislature poised to redraw several congressional districts in their favor.

Recent polling from the Dallas Morning News and the University of Texas signaled another reason for Democratic angst: Biden’s approval rating is underwater among Latino voters in the Lone Star State. More than 54% of the state’s registered Latino voters said they disapprove of the job Biden is doing overall, while only 35% said they approve.

When it comes to the president’s handling of the immigration crisis at the border, only 29% of the state’s Latino voters indicated their support while 52% said they disapprove (with the rest undecided). The survey was conducted Sept. 7-14, before more than 12,000 Haitian immigrants amassed under the Del Rio International Bridge, creating a new humanitarian crisis with immigration facilities already stretched beyond capacity.

Could Biden's border crisis backfire on Democrats?

The shift in voting patterns is already having an impact. Earlier this year, Rep. Filemon Vela, who represents Texas’ 34th Congressional District, which includes the city of Brownsville, abruptly announced his retirement. In 2020, he won reelection by nearly 14 percentage points in a seat generally considered safe for Democrats. But national Republicans identified Vela as a target after Biden won the district by just four points, down from the 21.5-point Clinton margin. Five Republicans and four Democrats are now running to replace Vela in what promises to be a sharply contested campaign.

Reps. Henry Cuellar (pictured) and Vicente Gonzalez, the two other Democratic congressmen who represent the Rio Grande Valley, are fighting to keep their seats while taking different approaches to the immigration crisis, even though both strongly campaigned for Biden last year.

Cuellar, who has regularly bucked his party’s leadership over the years, has been an outspoken critic of Biden’s more lenient immigration policies, repeatedly blasting the administration for creating “incentives” for immigrants to make the dangerous journey to the U.S. instead of instituting “uncomfortable” but effective deportation policies.

The 16-year House veteran was the first lawmaker to provide photos of overcrowded detention facilities in Donna, Texas, when the administration was instituting a media blackout earlier this year. He also led calls for Vice President Kamala Harris, Biden’s point person on immigration, to visit the border months before her trip to Central America in June.

Last week, Cuellar waded into the debate over whether Border Patrol agents in Del Rio were using their horse reins as whips against Haitian immigrants, defending their efforts to stop illegal crossings while acknowledging that all immigrants must be treated humanely. Appearing on “CNN Newsroom” Tuesday, Cueller was asked about the photos of border agents chasing migrants on horses – and one that a host said appeared to be using a “rope or a lasso.”

He quickly came to the agents’ defense. "Certainly, we got to make sure we treat all the immigrants with respect and dignity, but I will say this: Border Patrol has had those horse brigades for a while. They’ve had them for a while, number one. Number two, they don’t carry whips, and they do not carry lassos.”

"Should those be used, even if it is a rein?" the CNN host asked.

"If there was a problem, it should be investigated, and I think that’s it,” Cuellar responded. “But we cannot paint the Border Patrol with the same type of paintbrush. What are they supposed to do, just stand there and let everybody come in? They’re supposed to be enforcing the law.”

After the images surfaced, creating an uproar among civil rights leaders, the Homeland Security Department launched an investigation. White House press secretary Jen Psaki announced Wednesday that agents in Del Rio would no longer use horses to try to prevent illegal crossings.

Cuellar has represented South Texas for his entire career, either in the state legislature or in Congress. He won reelection last year by a whopping 20 points but faced a serious challenge during the primary, besting a more liberal candidate by just 3.6 percentage points. The same Democratic challenger, Jessica Cisneros, is running against him again. Republicans suggest that Cuellar is in a lose-lose situation, barely fending off a primary opponent in 2020 and facing a rematch because his immigration views aren’t liberal enough for the Democratic Party even if they represent his district as a whole.

Vicente Gonzalez appears to be even more vulnerable than Cuellar. He won reelection by just 2.9 points last fall after topping his GOP rival in 2018 by 19.6 points. Despite that shift, Gonzalez has mainly defended the administration’s immigration policies, praising Harris’ plan to address the root-causes of immigration as “a holistic approach” to “create conditions for people to want to stay in their native countries.”

 “We had a good meeting a few weeks ago with the vice president, and I think she has a very good plan to get to the root causes, which will be the only way to ultimately curb the mass migration,” he told CNN in early June. “If we don’t address the root causes, all we’re doing is putting a Band-Aid on it on our border.”

Over the last two weeks, as the Haitian immigration crisis overwhelmed resources in Del Rio, Gonzalez has steered clear of the controversy, refraining even from tweeting about it. But during a Fox News appearance Thursday, host Neil Cavuto pressed him on Biden’s decision to stop allowing the agents to use horses to control the border.

Gonzalez called it a “very complex and tough situation that we have to investigate.”

“We certainly need to find an orderly way to deal with the crisis,” he added. “I’m not for just releasing people into the country. We need to have a vetting process before they get here.”

A member of the moderate Problem Solvers Caucus, Gonzalez has pushed back against progressives’ calls to abolish the Immigration and Customs Enforcement agency. But he has not joined Cuellar in forcefully criticizing Biden’s approach even as he’s decried the way it has enriched Mexican drug cartels.

Since Biden took office, Gonzalez laments, those cartels are taking advantage of immigrants, charging each of them $6,000 to get to the U.S. border, and raking in more than $1.3 billion in the first few months of this year alone.

The three-term Texas Democrat has so far unsuccessfully tried to persuade the Biden administration to back his idea to establish a processing center for asylum seekers on the Mexico-Guatemala border where immigrants could apply for asylum and fly to the U.S. only if and when they qualify. President Trump secured an agreement with Mexico, Guatemala and Honduras to use their militaries to prevent caravans from continuing into the United States, but when COVID hit, he used an obscure health measure, known as Title 42, to deport immigrants immediately without due process for their asylum requests in the name of public health. Biden is under fire from the left for continuing to use the policy to deport thousands of immigrants while releasing others into the U.S. who have requested asylum.

Those deciding to make the dangerous journey north are only coming from certain impoverished pockets of several Central American countries, Gonzalez has asserted. Because of this, the U.S. needs to make “surgical, thoughtful, intelligent investments that create jobs, create security, that invest in agricultural projects, manufacturing and tourism and ideas that create better jobs for people to want to stay,” he argued.

He didn’t mention that the Obama administration’s attempt to address root-causes by sending billions of taxpayer dollars to Central America – an effort Biden led — had virtually no impact on the continued exodus north.

Gonzalez was far more critical of Trump’s immigration policies. Last year, he called on the administration to suspend its COVID immigration restrictions that were dramatically reducing the number of illegal border crossings but swelling border camp populations in Mexico.

"Imagine these people who have gone through a 2,000-mile trek and are now in a one-acre plot of land — thousands of them. Certainly, it's an easy place for viruses to spread," he told The Hill newspaper.

"Mexico could probably do more too, because I went over there, and it was a mess. It's not like detention centers on this side, as much as we complain about them. They're living in squalor —  tents on the ground and dirt. Now there's a place for them to plug in their phones and some port-a-potties, but it's really bad," he added.

With the ongoing border crisis continuing to be a drag on Biden’s poll numbers nationwide, Republicans are keeping close track of every statement Cuellar and Gonzalez make on the issue. If their districts keep trending purple next year, Republicans could see a path to retaking the House majority straight through the border territory. No matter the outcome, Democrats will have to invest far more resources than usual to keep these seats in their column next year.

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'It's always about the long game,' explains group working on election integrity

Working on training poll workers and watchers

Conservative advocacy organization FreedomWorks estimated about 70 people were packed into their Washington, D.C., headquarters on Tuesday, flown in from across the U.S. to participate in lectures and panels they were told would teach them how to protect the integrity of American elections.

The effort was part of the group’s Election Integrity Initiative, meant to “restore confidence in our elections by advocating for state-level election integrity legislation,” by training conservatives “on election integrity best practices and equipping them to serve as officers of elections and as poll workers and watchers,” according to its website.

Carol Davis, a FreedomWorks ambassador from Illinois recently named the director of the Election Protection Initiative, hosted a lecture on how conservatives have fought for election security even in a deep blue state. She advised attendees to read their local election laws and call out officials when they aren’t following the written procedure.

If they were doing something good, she said to give them a “carrot” but “if they’re doing something bad we need to beat them with sticks.”

 “Metaphorically!” a FreedomWorks employee shouted from the back.

Peter Vicenzi, the organization’s director of communications, told the Daily Caller News Foundation the initiative was not meant to “relitigate 2020,” but rather teach citizens who came to “go back home and be able to be involved in the process,” such as becoming election officers.

Can the integrity of American elections be protected?

Some attendees, however, were still focused on 2020 and wished the initiative had more of an emphasis on it. “In order to fix future elections we have to fix the 2020 election,” Nicole, who traveled to D.C. from North Carolina, said.

“We have to find ways to do that,” she added.

Nicole said she also did not believe the governor of her state, Democrat Roy Cooper, legitimately won reelection in 2020. Former President Donald Trump won North Carolina over President Joe Biden by a little over 1 point in the same election cycle.

Others reiterated Trump’s claims of massive voter fraud, such as ballots being cast by dead people and duplicate votes. Another North Carolina woman said she thought the fraud started in 2012 when Barack Obama won reelection, with Trump only winning in 2016 because Democrats underestimated his support.

Vicenzi said the organization did not take a stance on any 2020 election audits, but a segment entitled “Grassroots in the fight for Election Integrity in Arizona” featured Arizona state Sen. Kelly Townsend, who was part of the “Stop The Steal” efforts after the election.

She allotted part of her speaking time to tell the story of “how the audit came to be” in Maricopa County, describing it as “almost a spiritual movement.”

“How many of you think the 2020 election was perfect?” Arizona state Rep. Jake Hoffman began his part of the panel. “Election integrity has become the civil rights issue of our time.”

The Trump-endorsed audit of Maricopa County, led by the firm Cyber Ninjas, concluded Biden won the county by a slightly larger margin than was originally calculated. The FreedomWorks attendees told the DCNF, however, that is not what the report said.

“They’re [the media] following their narrative,” Nicole said. “There is enough in there to decertify the election.”

The other lectures FreedomWorks put on aligned more closely with the goal of emphasizing the integrity of upcoming elections. Hans Von Spakovsky, Senior Legal Fellow at the Heritage Foundation, spoke to a seated audience about opposing the For the People Act and the John Lewis Voting Rights Advancement Act.

He said the bills were “insulting to the people of every state” and told attendees to call their elected officials to oppose them.

J. Christian Adams, President and General Counsel of the Public Interest Legal Foundation, talked in front of a previously gerrymandered map of North Carolina. He went over Supreme Court cases that set the standards for how race should be considered when drawing districts, such as Shaw v. Reno, while attendees took notes.

“You guys now know more about redistricting than like 99.99999% of Americans,” Adams said. He went on to describe the political fight over whether redistricting should use citizen voting-age population (CVAP) or voting-age population (VAP), the latter of which includes non-citizens.

“I don’t think if you’re a non-citizen, you should be represented in the legislature,” Adams said, garnering a round of applause. He told the group to contact those in charge of redistricting in their respective states and tell them to use CVAP instead of VAP.

Davis emphasized pursuing attainable change, because “we don’t have time to live in La La Land” and voter ID laws were never going to become a viable option in many states. She advised conservatives to do “detective work” to obtain voter rolls and find “ghost voters” that should not be casting ballots.

 “We would all love to abolish early voting,” Merissa Hamilton, FreedomWorks’ ambassador from Arizona, said, but the top priority is a “reduction of harm.”

“It’s always about the long game,” Townsend told the crowd, reiterating the need to keep pressure on legislators. “The worst enemy of the Republican Party is the Republican Party.”

During a lunch break, attendees were asked to sign a pledge supporting various “voting rights” issues, such as opposing “the federal takeover of America’s election systems” and ensuring “voter lists are properly maintained in compliance with state and federal laws.”

“Are you legit?” one attendee asked the DCNF during the break when approached for an interview, pulling from the media training the group received that morning. “Is this a test?” another joked.

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State AG warns vaccine mandates will make police shortages worse

'We need more officers, not fewer'

Republican Attorney General Eric Schmitt of Missouri warned that vaccine mandates nationwide could lead to a greater police officer shortage even as crime surges.

Schmitt, Missouri’s chief law enforcement officer, said he is worried that mandates will only worsen the wave of police officer retirement triggered by the “defund the police” movement last year.

“You’ve got police officers already exiting by way of early retirement across the country,” Schmitt told the Daily Caller News Foundation in an interview. “We need more police officers, not fewer. We need more resources, not more hurdles for law enforcement to be able to do their jobs.”

Police unions in New York, California, Oregon, Florida, Illinois and more have come out in strong opposition to local mandates for public employees to get a COVID-19 vaccine. The Massachusetts union representing state troopers said officers have already resigned over Massachusetts Gov. Charlie Baker’s policy, and an internal San Diego Police Officers Association survey showed that 45% of the city’s police force would prefer to be fired rather than obey a departmental or city-wide vaccine mandate.

Police officers from New York, Colorado and Arizona have filed lawsuits challenging local mandates.

“It cannot be mandated,” John Catanzara, president of Chicago’s police union, told the Chicago Sun Times in August. “It’s that simple.”

Dan Hils, a Cincinnati, Ohio police union president, said a vaccine mandate would hurt the city’s department that is already “struggling to retain and attract enough police officers,” Fox 19 reported.

The number of police officers per capita declined before any vaccine mandates were implemented in 2020, according to FBI statistics. The number of law enforcement officers per 1,000 U.S. inhabitants declined from 3.5 in 2019 to 3.4 last year as violent crimes, including murder, skyrocketed to record highs.

Several police union leaders previously sounded the alarm on officer shortages. Last year, there were widespread protests and riots nationwide after George Floyd was killed by a Minneapolis police officer.

 “We are seeing a large number of officers leaving the force,” Fairfax County Police Association President Jeremy Hoffman told the DCNF in April. “What’s just as disturbing as that is we’re having trouble recruiting.”

Dave Mutchler, a Louisville police union spokesperson, said the city’s department was at a “critical manpower shortage.”

‘This is all about politics’
Schmitt took aim at President Joe Biden’s recent vaccine mandate that requires private businesses with 100 or more employees to mandate that workers receive a COVID-19 vaccine. He added that Missouri will immediately sue the federal government once the Occupational Safety and Health Administration, which Biden tasked with crafting the mandate, publishes the rule.

“People can make these decisions. They have the facts in front of them. They have the option, the vaccine is widely available,” the Missouri attorney general told the DCNF. “The idea that government is going to compel this kind of thing on its face is unconstitutional.”

“This is all about politics. It’s about power and control. It’s about aggregating power,” he continued. “They’re never going to let this go.”

Following Biden’s Sept. 9 announcement unveiling the mandate, which will affect more than 80 million Americans, Schmitt wrote a letter alongside 23 other Republican attorneys general threatening to sue. Schmitt has already led multiple lawsuits against the Biden administration including one challenging the president’s immigration policies.

“We need fighters right now. Fighters who are willing to stand up for the Constitution and stand up for the rule of law, who are going to push back against Joe Biden, who are going to push back against these local petty tyrants,” Schmitt said. “This is a fight to save America.”

The bill would also prohibit almost any kind of limitation on abortion such as waiting periods and ultrasounds, and would prevent states from restricting abortion. Its political opponents have aptly labeled it the “Abortion on Demand Until Birth Act.”

The Archbishop did not mince words. “',” he said. “It is especially shameful that any self-professed Catholic would be implicated in such an evil, let alone advocate for it. […] This proposed legislation is nothing short of child sacrifice, and clearly in reaction, among other things, to the recently passed Texas Heartbeat bill. […] Indeed, HR 3755 is surely the type of legislation one would expect from a devout Satanist, not a devout Catholic.”

House Speaker Nancy Pelosi announced the vote on the bill shortly after the Texas Heartbeat Act came into force at the beginning of September, and delivered remarks in support of the bill.

Pelosi has many times spoken “as a Catholic” while opposing the Catholic Church’s belief in the sanctity of life from conception to natural death. According to the Catechism of the Catholic Church, the Church teaches that abortion, the intentional taking of the life of a preborn baby, is “gravely contrary to the moral law,” a teaching which “has not changed and remains unchangeable.”

Pope Francis has likewise recently made the teaching of the church clear, reiterating a point earlier this month that he initially raised in 2018 — namely, that procuring an abortion is akin to hiring a hitman. “It’s a homicide,” he said, according to The Pillar. “No middle terms. Whomever does an abortion, kills.” Cordileone referenced these remarks in his statement.

But in spite of her bishop’s highly publicized statements, Pelosi responded with nonchalance when asked about his remarks regarding the killing of innocent human beings. “It’s not our business how other people choose the size and timing of their families,” Pelosi said to reporters, according to Newsweek. “What business is it of any of us to tell anyone else what to do?”

According to Reuters, the legislation is unlikely to pass the Senate, but abortion advocates in Congress are likely to remain undeterred in their attempts to codify Roe v. Wade into federal law.

Team of archaeologists say they've found major proof of Exodus account spread across the desert
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Nearly everyone, religious or not, knows the story of how the Ten Commandments came to be.

The biblical book of Exodus, in chapter 19, lays out the scene: Moses and the Israelites, months after being freed from captivity in Egypt, arrived in the Sinai Desert. Moses was eventually called to the top of a mountain towering over the group's camp, where God descended with fire, smoke and lightning. After being instructed to do so, Moses then gave God's covenants to the people of Israel.

While the Ten Commandments have survived in their entirety, the exact location of "Mount Sinai" has remained a mystery for thousands of years.

Speculation over the years has placed the biblical mountain in modern-day Egypt, Saudi Arabia and even Israel.

Now, a team of archaeologists says they have pieced together the clues to show not only where the famous pinnacle is, but also the sites of other biblical events surrounding the chronicle of the mountain.

According to Ryan Mauro, a Middle East expert with the Doubting Thomas Research Foundation, people may have simply been looking in the wrong spot.

"One of the main reasons certain scholars claim that the Exodus is a myth is because little to no evidence for what the Bible records has been found at the traditional Mount Sinai in Egypt's Sinai Peninsula," Mauro told The U.S. Sun.

"Move over into the Arabian peninsula," he continued, "and you find incredibly compelling evidence matching the Biblical account."

One of the main clues discovered by the archaeologists is a mountain with a blackened ridge.

According to Mauro, the Jabal Maqla peak's seemingly scorched top suggests this is the site where God descended as holy fire and smoke and handed down His commandments. A singed mountaintop is only the first clue, however.

The Bible records the Israelites making their way to the Sinai desert through the Red Sea, parted to allow safe passage as a vengeful Pharaoh descended upon the Hebrew host. The archeologists say they've found this path as well.

An Egyptian seaside site at Nuweiba and locations in the nearby Red Sea show signs of a land path, according to the team. On the other side, water sources similar to the 12 wells encountered by the fleeing Hebrews can still be found.

In the depths of the Red Sea, the team also says there is evidence of the Egyptian pursuers' watery demise in the form of coral structures shaped like chariot axles and wheels. Chariots were a staple of bronze age warfare and would have allowed Pharaoh's troops to rapidly approach a group traveling on foot.

Another clue is the existence of petroglyphs and carvings of people worshipping bulls in the area, which seem to match up with the biblical account of many impatient Hebrews turning back to an Egyptian god in the form of a golden calf.

Nearby, the apparent remains of an altar to God can be seen. Stones and objects identified as pillars appear to match up with the book of Exodus' account of the holy site.

One final clue might be the biggest for the group -- the split rock at Horeb.

The rock, boasting a noticeable split directly down the center, is claimed to be the stone that Moses struck with his staff to produce water.

Despite being stuck in the middle of a desert, the team says major evidence of water erosion can be found all around.

Since the wandering Hebrews didn't bother to write down exact coordinates to these key biblical places, the world will likely never know exactly where these events took place.

While the team's evidence is compelling, it seems this is another Bible mystery that will continue to entice archaeologists and the faithful around the world.

The Department of Justice has been hit with a lawsuit for failing to provide public access to its records about the "killing" of Ashli Babbitt.

She was the California woman, unarmed, a 14-year Air Force veteran, who was shot and killed by Capitol police last January when dozens of protesters got rowdy, broke windows and doors, and vandalized parts of the building.

Democrats over and over have claimed the events that day as worse than 9/11 and a true threat to the future of American government.

Now government watchdog Judicial Watch has confirmed it filed a Freedom of Information Act lawsuit against the U.S. Department of Justice for its records relating to her death.

Earlier, the Executive Office for United States Attorneys, the Civil Rights Division, and the Federal Bureau of Investigation all failed to provide the records responsive to Judicial Watch’s April 14, 2021 and May 20, 2021, FOIA requests.

Those were for records of the shooting, including video footage, and communications about the case and more.

"The illicit secrecy and stonewalling on the police killing of Ashli Babbitt is obviously political and undermines the rule of law," said Tom Fitton of Judicial Watch.

The organization's investigation also includes a records request to the District of Columbia, and that government has asked the court for a delay in its deadline to respond.

And Judicial Watch recently filed a motion for discovery against the Capitol Policy, because that agency has argued its records are not "public records."

Judicial Watch reported some of the circumstances of the case need explanation.

It got documentation that the D.C. Medical Examiner submitted a request to cremate Babbitt two days after gaining custody of her body.

Also, "the documents also showed that Babbitt’s fingerprints were emailed to a person supposedly working for the D.C. government, which resulted in Microsoft 'undeliverable' messages written in Chinese characters being returned."

WND previously report Babbitt's widower, Aaron Babbitt, had words for Byrd, who complained he's gotten death threats since he killed Babbitt.

"Suck it up," Aaron Babbitt said to Byrd.

"I don't even want to hear him talk about how he's getting death threats and he's scared," Aaron Babbitt said during an interview on Fox News's Tucker Carlson, according to a report in the Washington Examiner.
Aaron Babbitt cited his own experience since Byrd shot his wife, who was killed when she became part of a crowd that broke windows and doors at the Capital to enter that day.

It happened when Congress was scheduled to – and did – adopt the electoral results that turned over the White House to Joe Biden. Those results raised enough questions that there were lawsuits in dozens of states, and there continue to be audits, or plans for them, in several states.

What is not in question, however, is that local and state officials during the 2020 count violated the U.S. Constitution by arbitrarily ignoring or changing state laws regarding elections. 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Parents furious after discovering elementary school volunteer is convicted sex offender

Superintendent says man fell through cracks during background investigation
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Parents are outraged after discovering that a man who has been volunteering inside their children’s northern California elementary school for two years is a registered sex offender.

KRCR-TV reported 36-year-old Sean Green had been working at Columbia Elementary School in Redding, California, until just last week. Per the outlet, Green has a rap sheet that should have prevented him from ever even going near children.

According to the California Megan's Law Website, which lists known sex offenders, Green was convicted of contacting a minor with the intent to commit a specified sex offense, attempting to possess or control obscene material depicting a minor in sexual conduct and indecent exposure.

District Superintendent Clay Ross explained in a message to parents that Green fell through the cracks because the school relied only on using his fingerprints when it conducted a background investigation.

“This is Mr. Ross with an important announcement. It was brought to our attention last week that an individual was on our campus that should never have been allowed,” he said in an email. “We immediately took steps to permanently deny their access and have been in communication with both RPD and the [Shasta County] Sheriff's Department.”

“Rumors of this situation have been spreading on social media and by other means. Please know that we took this situation seriously, have addressed it, and have instituted new internal procedures to prevent this scenario in the future,” Ross added. “If you are aware of individuals who should not be allowed on our campus please bring them to our attention so that we can take proper precaution.”

The message did not calm angry parents, who were told Green had been around children at the school for two years.

 “I drop my kids off thinking that they’re safe at school, already knowing that I’m already scared that they’re not gonna be on the bus or something is going to happen, and they hear about this and it’s kind of frustrating,” said one mother who did not wish to be named, according to KRCR. “I went to school back when I was a kid. I had Mr. Ross when I was here. But, it’s kind of frustrating and super irritating.”

Another parent was rightly angered.

“I am disgusted with it," a man named Joshua Heatherly said. "This was a huge mistake on the school's part and the teacher whose room he was volunteering in."

“I've spoken with other parents whose kids were in the class Green was volunteering in and they feel the same way. He was there for around two years and has been in a relationship with one of the teachers at the school,” the father added.

Heatherly called for action against the teacher who allowed the sex offender to spend time in the classroom around children.

The outlet reported there is speculation Green might have been in a romantic relationship with a teacher whose classroom he volunteered in.

“Who knows how many kids have been exposed to Sean Green at this point," the man told KCRC. "He’s been helping at the school for a couple of years now. He’s been volunteering in her classroom as well as school functions. I would like the teacher that knew him removed immediately.”

A man named Leroy Max told KHSL-TV that he has a niece who attends Columbia Elementary School, and he fears what might have happened while Green was around so many young people.

“A little upset and very scared, I guess you can say, just knowing that there is a possibility he could have been alone with my niece, and for the most part there is no way we really know. It's a scary situation you wouldn't want any child to be put in," he said.

According to KRCR, police said they contacted the convicted sex offender and that charges have been filed against him.

Border Patrol union chief: I've never seen morale this low

Charges Biden made horseback agents 'scapegoat' for failed policies

Amid a record surge in illegal immigration that has followed a reversal of Trump administration policies, the chief of the Border Patrol union says he's never seen morale so low among his colleagues.

Brandon Judd, who began his career under President Bill Clinton, charged in a radio interview that President Biden used the manufactured controversy over border agents on horseback to "deflect attention from his failures."

"I've never seen the morale any lower than it is right now," he said.

"When you have a president who is willing to throw his employees under the bus for doing what he ordered them to do, that’s crazy," Judd, the president of the National Border Patrol Council, told FM Talk 106.5 in Mobile, Alabama.

"He's completely and totally failed the American public," Judd said of Biden. "And because of that, he had to find a scapegoat."

Judd was referring to the claim, based on selected photos by a journalist, that border agents on horseback were whipping Haitian migrants who were trying to illegally cross the border.

The New York Times had to correct an article that "overstated the behavior of some Border Patrol agents on horseback," admitting the paper "has not seen conclusive evidence that migrants were struck with the reigns." A video posted on Twitter by Associated Press reporter Sarah Blake Morgan showed the agents were using their reins only to steer horses. And the photographer himself said he never saw anyone being whipped.

Judd was asked if Border Patrol morale was lower than even during the Obama administration.

Has Biden destroyed America's border security?

"Oh yeah, by far," he said. "Nothing even comes close to this."

Constitutional scholar Jonathan Turley said the false charges of agents "whipping" migrants likely were defamatory,  but Biden's comments, saying the agents "will pay," were "the most damaging to both the investigation and the reputation of these agents."

"Not only did Biden shatter his own administration's investigation but he joined other leading Democratic figures in defaming the agents," said Turley, a law professor at George Washington University.

Border Patrol advocates also are decrying the policy of not requiring vaccination for the illegal immigrants while border agents who choose not to take one of the experimental COVID-19 vacccines face termination.

Irene Armendariz-Jackson, a candidate for Congress, said her husband is a Border Patrol agent, and he’s being given until Nov. 22 to get vaccinated.

"How is there a mandate for Border Patrol but illegal aliens can pass through without even a test, much less a jab?" she asked on Twitter.

Last week, while publicly reassuring the nation that the southwest border is under control, Homeland Security Secretary Alejandro Mayorkas asked senior officials if they were prepared to handle as many as 400,000 migrants crossing in October, nearly double the 21-year high in July.

On Thursday, Axios reported Panama's foreign minister warned that as many as 60,000 more migrants, mostly Haitian, are heading to the United States through her country. She said the Biden administration seemed caught off guard after "we sounded the alarm."

Exploiting race for political purposes
Rep. Chip Roy, R-Texas, says Democrats are undermining the morale of border agents with fraudulent charges of racism.

Roy recalled to SiriusXM's Breitbart News Sunday host Joel Pollak on Sept. 28 that Rep. Maxine Waters, D-Calif., described the images of a Border Patrol agent on horseback trying to apprehend a Haitian illegal alien as "worse than what we witnessed in slavery."

Waters said the Biden administration should not have "horses chasing down black people."

"The Biden administration is looking for every way it can to exploit race for political purposes," Roy said. "How they treat one population versus another, I’ll let all the race baiters figure all that out."

The Texas congressman said the border "is completely wide open."

"It's not being enforced by this administration," Roy said. "They're giving a lot of lip service, a lot of double speak, using terms about enforcement, but the fact is we had 1.4 million people — pretty much the population of Dallas — get apprehended in the last year."

Along with the illegal immigrants has come some 10,000 pounds of fentanyl, Roy noted.

"Of the people that have come in, probably half a million of them have been released in the United States, and another three or four hundred thousand got-aways have gotten in," he said.

The recent Haitian migrant crisis, Roy said, is "shining a spotlight on an otherwise absolutely horrendous problem that endangers American citizens and endangers migrants who get put into the sex-trafficking trade, get abused, die in the desert, die in South Texas in the heat."

"Democrats pat themselves on the back because they’re supposedly compassionate," he said, saying they are "'for brown people,' and those of us who want to secure the border are somehow, anti-brown people."

"Let me tell you," Roy said, "there's a hell of a lot of brown people in South Texas — Hispanics — who are sick and tired of their state, their communities, their country getting overrun by cartels and by human beings that are being used by cartels for profit [and] that are endangering them and their families, as well as the migrants in question."

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'Thanks, Zuck!' Gab traffic zooms during Facebook outage

'Employees lost access to some of their own tools in the shutdown'

Gab.com chief Andrew Torba posted a thank you note to Facebook chief Mark Zuckerberg online on Monday.

The "Thanks, Zuck!" note came because Facebook and several of its affiliate companies posted a flurry of computer software updates early in the day, and took the sites completely offline.

The software collapse was so complete there were reports Facebook fixers couldn't even access their work areas because their security clearances weren't being recognized.

Hours later, consumers still were getting the message from the site, as well as related Instagram and WhatsApp locations, was unavailable.

"JUST IN – Facebook employees reportedly can't enter buildings to evaluate the Internet outage because their door access badges weren't working (NYT)," an online statement said.

"With Facebook offline Gab's traffic is exploding today, Thanks, Zuck!" Torba said.

Reuters reported, hours after the collapse, it was being worked on.

"The disruption … comes a day after a whistleblower accused the firm of repeatedly prioritizing profit over clamping down on hate speech and misinformation," the report said.

Did Facebook take itself down on purpose?

"Shares of Facebook (FB.O), which has nearly 2 billion daily active users, opened lower after the weekend's whistleblower report and slipped further to trade down 5.3% in afternoon trading on Monday. They were on track for their worst day in nearly a year, amid a broader selloff in technology stocks on Monday," the report explained.

"Facebook was inaccessible because users were not being directed to the correct place by the Domain Name System. Facebook itself controls the relevant settings," Reuters said.

The report explained it likely was a "configuration error" that prevented users from reaching the Facebook servers.

Sabotage is "theoretically possible," although it more likely was "the result of an internal mistake," the report said.

Facebook was not providing any specifics, the report said.

"Facebook's response was made much more difficult because employees lost access to some of their own tools in the shutdown, people tracking the matter said," Reuters confirmed.

The failure also was affecting various third-party applications such as the Pokemon Go and Match Masters programs, the report said.

The Daily Mail reported that Twitter traffic, too, was up during the Facebook shutdown.

"Hello literally everyone," was Twitter's tongue-in-cheek message.

Gab has promoted itself as the free speech site available to Americans who dislike the censorship of conservative and other views on Facebook and its subsidiaries.

It also recently created a "No Vax Mandate Job Board" to help American employers and workers who want nothing to do with the shots.

"Is your current employer forcing you to inject a foreign substance into your body in order to retain work?" asked Andrew Torba, CEO of Gab. "Are you a business owner who doesn't do this and is looking to hire? Join the No Vax Mandate Job Board on Gab."

Torba says he created the group "in light of the Biden Administration encouraging employers to mandate vaccines in order to retain employment while ironically not requiring vaccination mandates for their own staff."

He pointed out that Facebook and other Big Tech giants are working to silence and "fact check" anything that disagrees with their own ideology, so "Gab remains committed to mission of being the home of free speech, individual sovereignty, and the free flow of information online."

One online commenter pointed out that as long as Facebook was down, it could not be censoring conservatives.
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Lt. Col. Scheller Freed, but Charges Loom

Lt. Col. Stuart Scheller has been freed from pretrial detention, but could still face charges for criticizing senior military officials over the U.S. evacuation from Afghanistan, The Epoch Times has learned.

Scheller was scheduled for a pretrial confinement initial review hearing Tuesday. Military officials planned to conduct the hearing in secret, sparking anger from some media outlets and members of the public.

But prior to the hearing, the Marine Corps agreed to free Scheller, cancelling the pretrial review as a result, according to a source familiar with the matter.

Meanwhile, Sheller has has submitted a request for resignation of his commission in lieu of trial to the Secretary of the Navy, the source said, speaking under the condition of anonymity to avoid backlash from the military.

Scheller could still face trial by court martial, the source said.

Scheller captured headlines in late August for criticizing senior military leadership on the handling of the U.S. troop withdrawal from Afghanistan. His initial video was posted on the same day that 13 U.S. troops and more than 100 Afghans were killed in an attack outside of the international airport in Kabul, Afghanistan.

He published another video on Sept. 16, saying that he was calling for “accountability of my senior leaders” over “obvious mistakes that were made.” In that video, Scheller also said he was “submitting charges” against Central Command (CENTCOM) Commander Gen. Kenneth “Frank” McKenzie for his role in the disastrous withdrawal.

Scheller was reportedly thrown in the brig on Sept. 27, sparking outrage from some lawmakers and members of the public.

His family has expressed dismay about how the veteran is being treated by his country.

“He is an American war hero. He has fought for his men and women that follow him. He’s fought on the battlefield for them. I believe he has risked his life for his fellow service people and Americans. He is now risking his livelihood for them. He saw a misjustice happening at the top and he felt that they should be held accountable for it,” Cathy Scheller, Stuart Scheller’s mother, said on NTD’s “The Nation Speaks.”

Stuart Scheller’s father, Stu Scheller Sr., said support from fellow Americans will greatly help his son.

The Marine Corps will “win the battle,” he said. “But America is going to help Stuart win the war.”

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Higher Gas Prices Cut Household Income by $120 Billion: Deutsche

Retail gasoline prices have risen by a dollar over the past 12 months as the economy began to reopen, increasing demand for fuel. Higher pump prices are now crimping consumer budgets and putting a brake on household spending on non-energy items, according to analysts.

Prices at the pump as of Oct. 5 have soared to $3.20 per gallon for regular gasoline, which is slightly over a dollar higher than a year ago.

“Historically, there is a tight relationship between changes in retail gas prices and consumer spending on energy goods and services,” Deutsche Bank analysts wrote in a recent report.

This relationship, they noted, suggests that a 1 cent rise in gas prices increases spending on energy and thus reduces income for non-energy related goods and services by $1.18 billion.

“Based on this relationship, the 101 cents increase in gas prices from one year ago would be expected to lead to a reduction in income that can be spent on non-energy items of approximately $120 billion–assuming that pump prices remain near current levels over the next several months,” they wrote.

Oil prices hit a 7-year high on Oct. 4 after the Organization of the Petroleum Exporting Countries and Russia (OPEC+) said they would stick to their original plan and increase output modestly. The group ignored the pressures coming from the Biden administration and other oil consuming nations and opted against boosting oil production.

In a statement, OPEC+ “reconfirmed” its previous production plan to return its output to pre-pandemic levels, which is to increase oil production by 400,000 barrels a day in November.

West Texas Intermediate, the U.S. oil benchmark, rose 2.3 percent following the announcement, reaching a seven year high. Brent, the international gauge, also rose 2.5 percent, settling at the highest level in three years.

“At first glance, the $120 billion hit to disposable income does not appear particularly concerning given very healthy household balance sheets,” Deutsche Bank analysts wrote.

U.S. consumers have healthy balance sheets as they sit on $2.4 trillion in excess savings accumulated since the beginning of the pandemic, thanks to generous government stimulus.

“However, it is important to remember that most of the excess savings are largely concentrated amongst higher-earning households who had cut back on services expenditures.”

Lower income households have lower excess savings and more exposure to energy price changes as they spend larger share of their income on fuel and utilities, they added.

Consumer spending, which accounts for more than two-thirds of U.S. economic activity, dropped 0.1 percent in July, according to the revised data from the Commerce Department on Oct. 1.

The weak consumer spending in July led banks to revise their near-term projections for U.S. economic growth. JPMorgan is the latest bank to lower its estimate for the third quarter. The bank’s analysts now forecast 4.0 percent annualized real gross domestic product growth for the third quarter instead of 5.0 percent.

A continued rise in gas prices is adding to inflationary pressures in the United States. Strong recovery in global demand and slow growth in supplies have been pushing crude oil prices higher in recent months.

Worried about this trend, the Biden administration has called on OPEC+ to raise their oil output to support the global recovery from the pandemic.

“While OPEC+ recently agreed to production increases, these increases will not fully offset previous production cuts that OPEC+ imposed during the pandemic until well into 2022,” National security adviser Jake Sullivan said in a statement on Aug. 11.  “At a critical moment in the global recovery, this is simply not enough.”

The White House reacted to the recent announcement by OPEC+ not to change its course on production.

“We’re going to continue to use every tool at our disposal,” White House press secretary Jen Psaki said during a press briefing on Oct. 4 “to ensure we can keep gas prices down for the American public.”

Measures taken by the Biden administration, she said, include addressing the shortage of truck drivers that cause fuel delivery disruptions and monitoring U.S. gasoline market to prevent illegal activities that drive up gas prices.

Oil industry experts have been criticizing the Biden administration’s climate policies, claiming that these policies are discouraging domestic producers.

“I think the Biden administration’s been a major factor in driving prices,” Phil Flynn, senior energy analyst at Price Future Group told The Epoch Times. “There’s been kind of a dearth of investment in fossil fuels. So that’s going to leave us undersupplied as we go forward.”

Accused of leading 'military-style attack' despite no evidence
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Thomas Caldwell

Accused of "plotting an attack on the Capitol" on Jan. 6 even though he never went inside the building that day, 66-year-old Navy veteran Thomas Caldwell spent 49 days in solitary confinement.

Now in home detention awaiting trial, Caldwell told Fox News host Tucker Carlson "they made me the poster boy."

"I was defendant No. 1 in a conspiracy," he explained. "They said I conspired and I actually put together a military-style attack on the Capitol. Then I stormed into the Capitol and did all these terrible things."

Caldwell said "they even claimed I threatened our lawfully elected representatives in Congress."

"Total claptrap," Caldwell told Carlson.

"But they sent that information all around the world, across all the media platforms."

Caldwell was an FBI section chief from 2009 to 2010 after retiring as a lieutenant commander from the Navy.

Julie Kelly told the Caldwells' story in a column for American Greatness.

Is the federal government at war with Americans on the political right?

Caldwell's wife awakened him in a panic at 5:30 a.m. on Jan. 19, saying, "The FBI is at the door and I’m not kidding."

The Navy vet told Kelly there was "a full SWAT team, armored vehicles with a battering ram, and people screaming at me."

"People who looked like stormtroopers were pointing M4 weapons at me, covering me with red [laser] dots."

In his interview with Carlson, Caldwell said he and his wife hired a lawyer who demanded that prosecutors present their evidence.

"When they couldn't produce it, they immediately changed their position," Caldwell said.

"Now they say the exact opposite of what they said. Originally they said I was the commander of the Oath Keepers. That I did this terrible thing to go inside and attack Congress," he said.

Now prosecutors acknowledge he wasn't even a member of Oath Keepers, didn't plan an attack and didn't go inside the Capitol.

"But still, Tucker, we're mired in a legal battle against the government with no end in sight," Caldwell said.

The couple's finances "have been decimated."

"We're Christians, and we believe God has us in the palm of his hand, [but] things aren't looking all that great, and we're at the edge of losing the family farm," he said.

In a development that Fox News characterized as a "major defeat" she has succumbed to the demands of the "progressives" within her own party.

The situation was the decision by Democrats to put off work on an infrastructure plan that already has been approved in the Senate.

The issue is that Pelosi's party extremists insisted that they get a vote on $3.5 trillion spending on social and green programs – most of President Biden's actual agenda – first.

Moderates in the party wouldn't agree, which left Pelosi in the untenable position of being unable to meet the demands of both Democrat factions.

The result?

The $1 trillion infrastructure plan vote was delayed over and over. Nor is the $3.5 trillion wish list anywhere near adoption, as several Democrats in the 50-50 Senate have significant concerns.

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"It was a stunning failure for the speaker who's been known for years for her iron grip on her caucus and her ability to win major votes by the slimmest of margins," Fox News explained.

"It caused President Biden's two biggest agenda items to come to a screeching halt in Congress. And it represented a breakthrough win for Progressive Caucus Chairman Rep. Pramila Jayapal, D-Wash., who held her members together against the bipartisan infrastructure bill while Pelosi and other Democratic leaders were whipping for it."

Jayapal said she was proud of her success in preventing the infrastructure bill from moving forward.

Fox News reported Pelosi was "left to spin her defeat."

She immediately promised a "vote" on the bill, but it didn't happen. Her comment was that work was continuing.

Pelosi at one point became famous for spending $101,000 of taxpayer money for in-flight food and alcohol during her 2008-2009 travels. She even had demanded, at one point, taxpayers provide chocolate-covered strawberries, "dark chocolate preferred," because it was her birthday.

She explained the "dynamics" of the Biden bills.

That is that two factions of her party were in disagreement.

Fox News reported, "The speaker was dealt an extremely difficult hand. She had to move two massive bills on a condensed timeline with an almost nonexistent margin for error in a divided caucus. But the fact remains she did not get the job done."

James Wallner, an R Street Institute fellow, said the bills still may come about.

"What Pelosi did was pull a bill or not have a vote on the bill because she's going to lose. So she's preserving the option to win in the future," Wallner said. "It does, I think, signify that the progressives recognize their leverage and they recognize that if they don't use their leverage, if they don't actually maintain their credibility, that they're gonna get rolled."

Fox News had noted at one point that Pelosi was admitting defeat on the infrastructure bill, because "more time is needed."

She still faces total opposition from Republicans on the $3.5 trillion spending spree, and in the Senate, that plan faces entrenched opposition from at least two Democrat senators whose votes are required for it to pass.

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Hidden camera: Pfizer scientists admit natural immunity better than vaccines

Dr. Anthony Fauci and other public health officials continue to insist the COVID vaccines are superior to natural immunity, but three Pfizer scientists have been captured on hidden camera in the latest Project Veritas investigation saying otherwise.

Nick Karl, a biochemist who helped develop the Pfizer-BioNTech vaccine, told an undercover Project Veritas journalist that antibodies developed from a previous COVID infection "are probably better than the vaccination."

"When somebody is naturally immune, like, they got COVID, they probably have better, like, not better, but more antibodies against the virus," he said.

'We cannot talk about this'
Pfizer scientist Rahul Khanke said employees are "bred and taught" to insist that the "vaccine is safer than actually getting COVID."

He said "we cannot talk about this" in public.

Khanke explained that employees have to sit through sessions for "hours and hours" in which they are told to not talk about the superiority of natural immunity.

"Logically, though, if you have antibodies built up ... you should be able to prove that you have those built up," he said.

Last month, an NBA player explained at his team's preseason media day that he has chosen not to be vaccinated because many scientific studies indicate natural immunity is stronger.

At least 15 studies demonstrate the power of immunity acquired by previously having the novel coronavirus.

Among them is a 700,000-person study from Israel released last month that found that those who had experienced prior infections were 27 times less likely to get a second symptomatic COVID-19 infection than those who were vaccinated.

The finding affirmed a study published in June by the Cleveland Clinic of health-care workers, who are often exposed to the virus. None of the workers who had previously tested positive for the coronavirus got reinfected. The study authors concluded that "individuals who have had SARS-CoV-2 infection are unlikely to benefit from COVID-19 vaccination." In May, a Washington University study found that even a mild COVID infection resulted in long-lasting immunity.

Fauci recently told CNN health correspondent Dr. Sanjay Gupta he didn't have a "firm answer" when asked to make the case for previously infected people needing to get an experimental COVID-19 vaccine.

Several days later, CNN's Jake Tapper posed a similar question to Fauci, asking why the vaccine mandate applies to people who have had COVID-19.

Fauci said the "durability" of natural infection is unknown, including how it will handle the variants that have emerged. What is clear, however, is that Fauci's push for the booster shots shows the vaccines don't have the desired "durability," and the many "breakthrough" cases demonstrates their vulnerability to the delta variant.

Meanwhile, researchers have found that as many as 50% of people with no known exposure to the novel coronavirus have an effective response to the virus from their T cells, the part of the immune system that attacks foreign particles. Further, many studies forecast long-term immunity for people who have had COVID-19. A study published in February by Science magazine found "substantial immune memory is generated after COVID-19." And an article in Nature magazine in May reported researchers believe "people who have been infected with SARS-CoV-2 will probably make antibodies against the virus for most of their lives." A study by Emory University and the Fred Hutchinson Cancer Research Center that was funded by the National Institutes of Health – for which Fauci works – predicted "long-lived immunity to SARS-CoV-2 after natural infection."
Last month, Dr. Marty Makary, a professor at the Johns Hopkins School of Medicine and Bloomberg School of Public Health, wrote in a guest op-ed for the Washington Post that "many elected leaders and public health officials have held on far too long to the hypothesis that natural immunity offers unreliable protection against covid-19 — a contention that is being rapidly debunked by science."
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Midterms look like another shellacking for Democrats

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Puzzling over evolution of language

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From an evolutionary perspective, our speech and language development remains “one of the longest-standing puzzles of science.”1 Fossils are no help, as “language and linguistic signals do not fossilize.” So, working on the presumption that certain creatures are evolutionarily closer-related to us than others, evolutionists have long hunted for clues of language evolution in “our closest relatives, the great apes.” And specifically, the genus Pan (chimpanzees and bonobos) rather than Pongo (orangutans) or Gorilla, because Pan is presumed to be “the lineage that last diverged from that which ultimately led to humans.”

Thus it’s the behaviour of chimps and bonobos that is consistently held up as being the key to learning about the evolution of human behaviour and “language precursors”. But a recent review in BioEssays2 of what is currently known about great ape genetics, cognition, ecology, and vocal communication shows that in none of these domains does Pan outperform or overshadow other genera such as Gorilla or Pongo. I.e., “there is no great ape greater than the other.”

So, the authors argue that all the great apes need to be considered if we are to find out more about language evolution, “perhaps one of the most fabulous puzzles to have tantalized philosophers, scholars, naturalists, and scientists.” They contend that every great ape species “will provide unique lost fragments about our own past and history, including about the timeline of the feature that best characterizes us—language.”

But widening the net to include our supposedly more distant evolutionary relatives in hopes of finding lost fragments of our history isn’t going to solve the puzzle. That’s because the history that the researchers have ‘lost’ is actually the Bible, which makes it clear we’re not related to any of the other creatures alive today, nor were any in the past our ancestors. Rather, we were uniquely created in the image of God. He speaks and hears, and gave us the capacity to do the same. Better to heed the words of God than the ‘utterances’ of apes, any day.

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Noncitizen voting in Vermont part of Democrats' 'long game'

Goal 'is to normalize ineligible foreigners' to take part in all American elections

Noncitizens will be able to vote in two Vermont cities as part of a growing national trend, unless lawsuits prevent new laws from taking effect.

The cities of Montpelier, with about 7,375 residents, and Winooski, with about 7,335, both will allow noncitizens to vote in local elections for offices such as mayor, city council, and school board.

Related changes to the two city charters required the approval of voters as well as the state’s Democrat-controlled Legislature, which in June overrode a veto by Vermont Gov. Phil Scott, a Republican.

“These are very liberal cities with progressive Democrats,” Rob Roper, president of the Ethan Allen Institute, a free-market think tank based in Montpelier, told The Daily Signal.

 “Throughout much of the state, there is a general distaste for allowing anyone other than citizens over the age of 18 to vote,” Roper said. “Many oppose the idea [of noncitizen voting] and worry about the precedent.”

The Republican National Committee and the Vermont Republican Party last week filed a lawsuit against each city in Vermont Superior Court, asserting that the state Constitution says only U.S. citizens over the age of 18 are qualified to vote in Vermont.

Elsewhere in liberal states, San Francisco, Chicago, and several jurisdictions in Maryland already allow noncitizens to vote in at least some local elections. Meanwhile, municipal lawmakers in New York City and Los Angeles are among those considering similar proposals.

Vermont is one of the least populous states in the nation. Just 4.7% of the population is foreign-born in a state that is 94.2% white, according to U.S. census data.

But census numbers don’t tell the full story, Roper said.

 “Winooski has a very large refugee population and is the only majority-minority legislative district in the state,” he said. “There is an illegal immigrant constituency that is hired by the dairy farms.”

A Montpelier official did not respond Monday to an inquiry from The Daily Signal.

Montpelier Mayor Anne Watson told the news site VTDigger that a “clear majority of Montpelier voters voted to have this measure.”

“We are a nonpartisan local government here in Montpelier, and it’s unfortunate that this has been made a partisan issue,” Watson, an independent, said.

Elections in Winooski officially are nonpartisan. Mayor Kristine Lott emailed The Daily Signal a copy of the public statement she made to Winooski residents last week after the Vermont Republican Party and the Republican National Committee filed the lawsuits.

“More than two-thirds of Winooski voters supported this change, which I believe is an important step in improving equity in our community,” Lott said, adding:

This charter change would give an elevated voice to a tenth of our residents who send their kids to our schools, pay their taxes, create economic opportunities, and enrich Winooski’s cultural and social fabric. There is no reason to expect residents to contribute without representation in our local elections. Many residents spend years living in Winooski while their path to citizenship is lengthy, expensive, and full of barriers.

I am disappointed by this lawsuit, but more importantly, I remain proud of the work that has gone into this process by our voters, commissioners, councilors, and representatives.

While the cities of Winooski and Montpelier are directly named in these lawsuits, it is worth pointing out that the state Legislature supported and approved our charter change.

The state of Vermont made the legally binding amendment to our charter and in the end, the Supreme Court of Vermont may well have to weigh in.

Ronna McDaniel, chairwoman of the Republican National Committee, noted that Democrats have pushed noncitizen voting and opposed voter ID requirements, both of which undermine trust in elections.

“Republicans are fighting back on this far-left assault against election integrity—unlike radical Democrats, we believe that our elections should be decided solely by American citizens,” McDaniel said in a public statement. “This is a matter of principle and we will fight in all 50 states to ensure this remains the case.”

A 1996 federal law specifically prohibits noncitizens from voting in federal elections for president or members of Congress. However, the law doesn’t dictate what local governments can do.

The action by the two Vermont cities, and in other jurisdictions nationally, could be about changing the electorate in the long term, said J. Christian Adams, president of the Public Interest Legal Foundation, which advocates election reforms.

“Democrats are playing the long game,” Adams told The Daily Signal. “This is virtue signaling. The long-term play is to normalize ineligible foreigners to voting in all American elections.”

Roper, of the Ethan Allen Institute, agreed.

 “Take small bites of the loaf and say, ‘It’s only local elections,’” Roper said of the strategy. “Eventually, you could argue it’s such a pain for town clerks to keep two voter lists [one for local elections, another for state and national]. You can imagine politicians asking, ‘Why can’t the people working on the dairy farms vote?’ These are incremental moves.”

Interestingly, so-called voting rights organizations such as Fair Fight, founded by former Georgia state Rep. Stacey Abrams, and the Brennan Center for Justice at New York University, have not weighed in on the RNC lawsuits.

“I wouldn’t oppose it,” Abrams, an unsuccessful Democratic candidate for Georgia governor in 2018, said in January 2019 when asked about noncitizens voting in local elections.

“I think there’s a difference between municipal and state and federal,” Abrams said. “The granularity of what cities decide is so specific, as to, I think, allow for people to be participants in the process without it somehow undermining our larger democratic ethic that says that you should be a citizen to be a part of the conversation.”

Fair Fight, the Brennan Center, and the Vermont chapter of the American Civil Liberties Union—which routinely opposes voter ID laws and other election security policies—did not respond to inquiries Monday from The Daily Signal.

Whether it’s a local or national contest, any noncitizen who wants to participate in elections should commit to become a citizen, said Hans von Spakovsky, manager of the Election Law Reform Initiative at The Heritage Foundation, which is the parent organization of The Daily Signal.

“It’s a very bad idea to allow noncitizens to vote. Voting is a very special right and it should only be given to citizens who have a hand in the democratic institutions that we have,” von Spakovsky told The Daily Signal. “Noncitizens don’t have that, because they haven’t made the commitment to become citizens.”

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Biden admin finds judge willing to block Texas abortion law

State officials immediately file appeal at 5th Circuit
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Officials in the Biden administration have found a lone federal judge willing to block Texas' new abortion law, Robert L. Pitman, who released his opinion late Wednesday.

But the state immediately filed a notice of appeal with the 5th U.S. Circuit Court of Appeals, meaning the dispute remains up in the air.

The law, which essentially banned abortions after the baby's heartbeat can be detected, was allowed to go into effect by the U.S. Supreme Court in another, earlier court challenge.

The fight is developing even as the high court is scheduled to hear arguments in another abortion dispute, Dobbs v. Jackson Women's Health Organization.

Pitman wrote, according to the New York Times, "It is ordered that the state of Texas, including its officers, officials, agents, employees and any other persons or entities acting on its behalf, are preliminarily enjoined from enforcing Texas Health and Safety Code."

The law was novel in that it didn't assign to the state or its officials the responsibility to enforce abortion restrictions, but created a right for anyone in the state to sue someone who provides, or helps with providing, an abortion.

The Susan B. Anthony List pro-life organization's president, Marjorie Dannenfelser, said, "The people of Texas speaking through their state legislators acted to protect unborn children with beating hearts, who are as human as you and me."

She continued, "The Heartbeat Act is estimated to have saved more than 4,700 babies since it took effect over a month ago. Now an unelected judge has interfered with the clearly expressed will of Texans. For two generations, the U.S. Supreme Court has tied the hands of states to enact laws protecting unborn children and their mothers. It is time to restore this right to the people and update our laws."

Does Texas have the right to block abortions?

In a statement obtained by the Daily Caller News Foundation, Chelsey Youman, of the Human Coalition Action Texas group, said, "Judge Pittman’s stonewalling of the Texas Heartbeat Act is a shameless example of unfettered judicial activism at its worst. His historic injunction has no regard for the rule of law, and is more about partisan politics than a fair judgment of the law."

Attorney General Merrick Garland, who just this week sicced the FBI on parents who are upset with liberal agendas adopted by their local school boards, had said he was pursuing action against Texas because of his opinion that abortion is a constitutional right.

In fact, the author of the Roe v. Wade opinion that created the abortion industry in America confirmed himself in the opinion that if the personhood of the unborn was established, the Constitution would protect that person.

Biden, whose politics have taken him into the rabidly pro-abortion camp now, berated the Supreme Court when it allowed the Texas law to take effect, saying, "By allowing a law to go into effect that empowers private citizens in Texas to sue health care providers, family members supporting a woman exercising her right to choose after six weeks, or even a friend who drives her to a hospital or clinic, it unleashes unconstitutional chaos and empowers self-anointed enforcers to have devastating impacts."

Pitman made his order effective immediately, refusing to allow the state time to seek an immediate stay, a routine process in such orders.

The Daily Mail said that creates a "short window of time [for abortionists] to resume offering abortions."

"However, it is still unclear if they will be willing to do so. Even with the law on hold, abortion services in the state may not resume because doctors fear that they could be sued without a more permanent legal decision," the report said.

In the earlier case that was brought against the law, the 5th Circuit allowed the statute to take effect.

The Mail reported the law "has so far outmaneuvered the courts because it leaves enforcement to private citizens to file suits," who can claim $10,000 if their cases are successful.

But Will Thompson, defending the law for the Texas attorney general’s office, said, "This is not some kind of vigilante scheme. This is a scheme that uses the normal, lawful process of justice in Texas."

Last month, Richard Ebright, a molecular biologist at Rutgers University, said government documents reported by The Intercept "make it clear that assertions by the NIH Director, Francis Collins, and the NIAID Director, Anthony Fauci, that the NIH did not support gain-of-function research or potential pandemic pathogen enhancement at WIV are untruthful."

Ebright was among the 16 scientists who authored a letter published last month in the prestigious British science journal The Lancet calling for another look at the evidence that the pandemic began with a lab leak. The scientists condemned a February 2020 letter organized by Wuhan lab collaborator Peter Daszak marginalizing anyone who entertained the lab-leak theory as a conspiricist. Ebright and his 15 colleagues said Daszak's letter and a subsequent missive had "a silencing effect on the wider scientific debate, including among science journalists."

It was under Collins' leadership that the NIH lifted a moritorium on gain-of-function research in 2017 that was implemented during the Obama administration due to concerns that the research could trigger an outbreak.

Asked Tuesday afternoon by Fox News host Neil Cavuto about the accusation regarding gain-of-function research, Collins said "it had nothing to do with my decision."

He insisted "funding of that research was a million miles away in terms of the genome of that virus."

Collins said he believes it's most likely the pandemic had a natural origin, starting in a bat.

"I have no evidence at all to support that," he acknowledged, "but I can't exclude it."

Politico reported Tuesday that Collins was at odds with the Biden administration over booster shots, siding with the FDA's decision to limit them to Americans 65 and older along with other vulnerable demographics.

The language of God
Collins, whose tenure at NIH began during the Obama administration, is known for his leadership in the effort to decode DNA. As the director of the National Human Genome Research Institute since 1993, he helped develop a revolutionary method of screening genes for disease.

He recounts his conversion from atheism to Christianity in his 20s in his book "The Language of God: A Scientist Presents Evidence for Belief." He says he was influenced by how his Christian patients endured suffering and after reading some of the works of C.S. Lewis.

Collins also is the founder of The BioLogos Foundation, which focuses on dialogue between science and religion. His work on the genome project earned him the Presidential Medal of Freedom award in 2007 from President George W. Bush.

Vaccines 'an answer to prayer'
Collins has been a critic of Americans who choose not to take the experimental COVID-19 vaccines, blaming them for the recent surge.

In August, as schools prepared to reopen, he said children should
wear a mask in class.

"This is not a political statement or invasion of your liberties. This is a life-saving medical device. Asking kids to wear a mask is uncomfortable, but kids are pretty resilient," Collins said.

He contended that if children don't wear masks, "this virus will spread more widely."

"It will probably result in outbreaks in schools, and kids will have to go back to remote learning, which is the one thing we want to prevent," he said.

Collins has said that religious believers should regard the COVID vaccines as a gift from God.

"For somebody who's a believer, this is what you could call an answer to prayer," he told Religion News Service last month."If we've all been praying to God to somehow deliver us from this terrible pandemic, and what happens is these vaccines get developed that are safe and effective, well, why wouldn’t you want to say, 'Thank you, God' and roll up your sleeve?"
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Virginia Judge Hands Victory to Parents, Sides Against Prosecutor on School Board Recall

A Virginia-based parent group attempting to oust five Loudoun County School Board members was given a small win after a Loudoun County Circuit Court judge ruled Tuesday in favor of the organization’s recall petition against a board member who sought to dismiss it.

On Tuesday, a judge denied Loudoun County school board member Beth Barts’ motion to dismiss the case and also removed Loudoun County Commonwealth’s Attorney Buta Biberaj from the case.

The group Fight For Schools and others have alleged that Barts was involved in a private Facebook group that violated the School Board’s Code of Conduct and other laws after members allegedly tried to attempt to reveal private information about parents and opponents.

Judge Jeanette Irby, meanwhile, ruled that Biberaj should be removed from the case due to a public perception issue, arguing the public may not trust the prosecutor to be impartial.

“I have the utmost respect for Ms. Biberaj … however, if she continued on this case there would never be acceptance on this case,” Irby said, according to local media outlets.

An attorney for Citizens of Leesburg, another plaintiff in the case, cited a Twitter post made by Biberaj in which she shared a letter to the editor published in Loudoun Now that supported the district’s diversity, equity, and inclusion work—which is closely aligned with the quasi-Marxist critical race theory that’s now at the center of many heated school board debates across the United States.

Biberaj was also listed as a member of the same private Facebook group in which Barts had belonged—Anti-Racist Parents of Loudoun—where members were allegedly sought to reveal private information, or “doxx,” parents and opponents of critical race theory.

The Epoch Times has contacted the Loudoun County Commonwealth’s Attorney’s office and the school district for comment.

Ian Prior, who is involved in the charge to remove Barts from the school board, said he is pleased with the judge’s decision on Tuesday.

“We are ecstatic,” Prior told WJLA. “I can say for months, parents have been asking for a seat at the table. We haven’t been heard by the school board. They haven’t given us that opportunity. The leaders here haven’t stepped up to try to come to resolution about what’s going on in schools, but yesterday the court gave us that seat at the table.”

“I feel like the judge looked at the evidence and made a decision that was right,” Fight for Schools supporter Erin Dunbar, also a parent, said after the hearing, according to Loudoun Now. “I think she’s unbiased. She’s looking at the evidence in front of her and I think she’s actually going to give us a fair trial.”

Earlier this year, when she was censured over her social media activity, Barts said in a statement: “It’s not my job to be liked. It’s my job to ask hard questions, work to provide the best education for our kids, make sure our teachers are paid what they really deserve, and represent the people of Leesburg.”

Her statement came after School Board Vice Chairwoman Atoosa Reaser asserted in March that Barts repeatedly violated the school board’s code of conduct.

Meanwhile, a several-month-long Loudoun County Sheriff’s Office investigation found that social media posts in the private Facebook group did not constitute criminal action, according to local media. The office, as a result, did not pursue criminal charges against any of the members after they received complaints alleging “evidence of organized criminal activity intended to infringe upon 1st Amendment rights and [violations of] certain laws surrounding the crimes of stalking, harassment, and racketeering.”

Virginia County Asks Governor to Waive Absentee Ballot Witness Signature Requirements Ahead of Governor’s Election

The Fairfax County Board of Supervisors in Virginia voted to send a letter to ask Gov. Ralph Northam to waive the witness signature requirement for mail-in ballots that are to be cast in next month’s election.

The board of supervisors voted 9–1 to send the letter to Northam, a Democrat. The board’s only Republican supervisor, Pat Herrity, cast the lone vote against the motion, describing the proposal as a “blow to election integrity.”

Board of supervisors Chairman Jeffrey McKay, who proposed the letter, said that waiving the witness signature requirement would prevent a rise in COVID-19 infections. The witness signature requirement was also waived during the November 2020 election.

“No one should have their ballot rejected because they’re unwilling to risk their health and safety to vote,” McKay said during a meeting, reported WTOP. “We want to be a county that promotes voter participation and doesn’t punish people.”

But Herrity argued that witness signatures “are important, as they provide another line of defense against voter fraud” and have been “deemed important enough by the General Assembly that they were reestablished outside the state of emergency.”

He also pointed out that early voting had already started in early September and that the election was less than a month away.

“To do this in the middle of an election process in the name of COVID I think is nonsensical,” Herrity said, according to InsideNOVA.

But McKay said the proposal wouldn’t pose an issue for the country’s election systems.

“Last year, we expanded voting opportunities in the midst of the pandemic. As I stated before, this county is still in a state of emergency, and we should be doing everything we can to make it as easy as possible for our residents to vote, regardless of what other elected officials falsely say about elections in Virginia,” McKay said.

The remarks come amid a heated gubernatorial race between Democrat Terry McAuliffe and Republican Glenn Youngkin. Earlier this week, McAuliffe told other Democrats in a virtual event that President Joe Biden appears to be “unpopular here in Virginia” and Democrats are “facing a lot of headwinds from Washington.”

In comments to media outlets, a spokesperson for the McAuliffe campaign said the Democrat’s “point was clearly that Democrats can’t take anything for granted and must turn out to vote this year” because “Glenn Youngkin is running on a divisive, Trumpian agenda that puts election conspiracy theories and banning abortion first.”

It’s not clear if Northam, a Democrat, will support the measure. His office didn’t respond to a request for comment by press time.

'Dystopian': N.Y. Times readers in panic over Biden's $600 bank-account intrusion

Measure 'will be used to target people who cannot afford legal counsel'

Thousands of New York Times readers reacted with panic and shock to the paper's report that President Biden's administration proposes requiring banks to report information on customer transactions of $600 or more to the Internal Revenue Service.

More than 3,000 people commenting on the Times' Facebook post were critical of the Biden administration, the Daily Caller reported.

"It's government overreach and will be used to target people who cannot afford legal counsel to defend themselves, which is something the I.R.S. *already* does; comes down hard on people least able to afford a proper legal defense while the wealthy illegally hiding assets in offshore accounts are left alone because it takes too much effort on the government's part to track their money and bring claims against them to court," one reader said.

On Tuesday, Treasury Secretary Janet Yellen defended the proposal, assuring Americans in a CNBC interview that "collection of information is routine."

Yellen said the measure will help fill the estimated shortfall of $7 trillion over the next 10 years to what is owed. The gap, she said, comes largely from "places where the information on income is opaque and can be hidden."

A Times reader observed that the $600 threshold "probably covers most of the people in the U.S."

"Nice cover story they're using about 'taxes' so they can get the financial records of almost everyone," the reader wrote.

Another argued that "rich people and corporations have accountants and lawyers to help fight IRS audits" while middle class people do not.

"And so the IRS will be incentivized to go after the low hanging fruit. People who can't fight back and will pay the IRS even if they are not guilty. Why set a $600 threshold? Why not $600,000?"

Another said there is "a better way to deal with tax evasion without obliterating privacy."

A Times reader said Biden is "doing everything he can to get Americans not to vote for him again." one person wrote.

Another wrote: "What a freaking joke – dystopian USA."

Former House Speaker Newt Gingrich said the $600 rule combined with the hiring of 85,000 new IRS agents "should frighten every American."

"This is big government socialism going crazy," he said on Twitter. "Call your congressman and senator and demand they stop it."

Senate Minority Leader Mitch McConnell said on Twitter that Biden and Democrats "want to fund their reckless taxing and spending spree by allowing the IRS to snoop on transactions as small as $600 – effectively treating every American as if they were under IRS audit!"

The results showed 74.9% of American voters say "Harris has done a poor job with the southern border crisis," and 5.9% say her work as been "fair."

The survey also revealed that well over half, 54.6%, of Democrats lack approval of her job, and 80.3% of independents share that opinion.

For Republicans, it was close to unanimous, with 93.7% of the opinion Harris has done a "poor job" with the crisis involving hundreds of thousands of illegal aliens breaking into the United States.

Top doc: Vaccines have us in 'a major biological catastrophe'

Decries 'fraud' of national health authorities, 'therapeutic nihilism' in hospitals
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Warning that the world is "in the middle of a major biological catastrophe," renowned physician and epidemiologist Dr. Peter McCullough charged in a recent address that fraudulent public health officials are pushing experimental "gene-transfer" COVID-19 vaccines that produce the "loaded weapon" of a toxic spike protein.

"I think the reason why everybody's here is we have a sense that something very bad is going on in the world. And I'm here to tell you, I think it is," he said Sept. 24 in a keynote address at the annual fundraiser of the non-profit Michigan for Vaccine Choice, LifeSiteNews reported.

"If you feel tension right now and you feel some emotional distress, and if you feel as if things aren't going right ... I think your perceptions are correct," McCullough said.

"And if your perceptions are correct, now's the time for action."

McCullough informed the audience that earlier that day, he was stripped of the editorship of a Swiss-based journal Cardiorenal Medicine after having lost his position with a major health system, "with no explanation and no due process."

Baylor University Medical Center fired him in February. And Texas A&M College of Medicine, Texas Christian University and University of North Texas Health Science Center School of Medicine have cut ties with McCullough, accusing him of spreading misinformation.

"I've been stripped of every title that I've ever had in that institution. I've received a threat letter from the American College of Physicians, [and] a threat letter from the American Board," he said.

All because of his "lawful" participation "in a topic of public importance."

Are we heading for a major biological catastrophe?
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"What we are doing is lawful," he said.

He predicted the eight professional acronyms behind his name "will be progressively erased."

It will happen "because there's powerful forces at work, far more powerful than we can possibly think of, that are influencing anybody who is in a position of authority."

McCullough noted he's not new to the national scene, having, for example, served on President Bill Clinton's health care advisory panel.

Emphasizing the importance of safety in medicine, he said it's "beyond astonishing" that "there has been an injection of a substance into half of Americans' bodies and there's yet to be a report to America on safety."

That was not the case in 1976 when the government shut down the Swine Flu vaccination campaign after the emergence of 25 deaths and 550 cases of Guillain-Barre Syndrome. The debate over whether or not they were caused by the vaccine, didn't matter, he noted. What mattered was that unexplained deaths occurred after vaccination.

Today, the government and Big Tech are taking an extraordinary gamble, "testing out new technology on, not just the nation, but the world."

McCullough has 600 peer-reviewed publications to his name. Many have appeared in top-tier journals such as the New England Journal of Medicine, Journal of the American Medical Association and The Lancet. In May, he explained why he thinks the vaccines are too risky, particularly taking into account the fact that most people have a 99% survival rate. He testified to the U.S. Senate last November against what he described as the federal government's politicization of health care during the pandemic, curbing or blocking the availability of cheap, effective treatments for COVID-19 such as hydroxychloroquine and ivermectin.

'Loaded weapon'
MCullough told the Michigan audience he's particularly concerned about the genetic gene-transfer, messenger RNA technology incorporated in the Pfizer and Moderna vaccines.

He explained that "normally a messenger RNA is used once and disposed of." But the mRNA injections by Pfizer and Moderna, messenger RNA are "used over and over ... again and stays in the cells for a [very] long time."

"We are working with scientists all over the world, and there is a belief now that the messenger RNA can survive cell division, [and] so a parent cell can give it to daughter cells," he said.

"For the first time in human history, we have a biologic product that's telling our body to produce an abnormal protein,"

The mRNA enters cells and causes them to create spike proteins, a "kind of a 'loaded weapon,' if you will."

"It's now known that the spike protein itself is independently pathogenic: it causes damage itself" to the cells in which it is produced and then circulates in the body for about two weeks," McCullough said.

"As this protein circulates, it damages organs, it damages endothelial cells, blood cells, causes blood clotting," he emphasized.

"There is nothing about the spike protein that's good. They're lethal."

'Colossal misstep'
McCullough decried the lack of an independent Data Safety Monitor Board to monitor the administering of the vaccines, calling it a "colossal misstep."

"If we don't have safety boards, data safety monitoring boards, critical event committees, human ethics committees, assigned to these programs, we have no hope of shutting this down or even evaluating for safety," he said.

McCullough, who has chaired 24 data safety monitoring boards, said the only monitors are the FDA, the CDC and pharmaceutical companies with a stake in the outcome.

He said physicians who comply with injecting pregnant women with the experimental vaccines can't justify what they are doing.

"I have a lot of interaction with doctors," McCullough said. "I don't [know] a single doctor who can look me in the eye and support what's being done to pregnant women. What I see in their eyes is fear, shame, guilt. They know they're wrong, but they're confused."

Then there's the concern about heart inflammation, particularly among younger males. He cited a paper showing the chance of a child being hospitalized with myocarditis because of the gene-based injections "is greater than that child being hospitalized with COVID-19."

"It's not a proposition that anyone would take," he said.

McCullough said it's "malfeasance" to dismiss adverse effects by calling them "rare."

"We never do that in clinical research. Never. The correct term in safety pharmacovigilance is "tip of the iceberg," he said.

"Whatever we're seeing now in sporadic reporting is 'tip of the iceberg."

He said the reporting in the Vaccine Adverse Event Reporting System, or VAERS, "could be an underrepresentation by a hundredfold, or even more."

'Therapeutic nihilism'
He also discussed the importance of early treatment.

"You know what determines who gets hospitalized or doesn't get hospitalized in the United States? If they got early treatment," he said.

"That's what makes a difference, not a vaccine."

He pointed to data from one of the most vaccinated nations in the world, Israel, which uses the Pfizer vaccine.

The Pfizer vaccine has "completely and totally failed," he said, pointing to data that forecasts what can happen in the U.S.

"Israel's post-vaccination curve in their country is bigger than their pre-vaccination curve," McCullough said.

"If you had asked the question, 'Would Israel have been better off not to vaccinate a single person?' the answer is, 'Yes,' from an epidemiology perspective. Yes, [the Pfizer vaccine] is a complete and total failure," he continued.

But Israel is "doubling down" with booster shots, he said, which also have failed to stem the surge.

McCullough said that when many serious cases of vaccine injuries emerged in the U.S., authorities created a narrative that busy hospitals were the result of patients who refused the vaccines.

The CDC, he said, "cooked the books to make the vaccine failures look small and make the problem starting May 25th forward look like it was going to be a 'crisis of the unvaccinated.'"

"And we started to hear talking points like, 'Oh my gosh, the hospitals are filling up and they're all unvaccinated,' and people would say 'unvaccinated' with kind of a snarl."

He accused President Biden's top coronavirus adviser, Dr. Anthony Fauci, of "committing fraud" by declaring there is "no evidence" to support the effectiveness of ivermectin in treating COVID-19.

"Ivermectin is supported by over 60 studies, over 30 clinical trials," he said.

"You don't say, 'No evidence' when there are over 30 randomized trials in aggregate that support it."

Further, hydroxychloroquine is not used in a single hospital despite a high-quality study that confirmed its effectiveness.

"It's a crime," McCullough said. "What's going on is absolutely a crime against humanity."

McCullough calls the denial of early treatments practiced by much of the medical industry today as "therapeutic nihilism."

"Therapeutic nihilism is this intent to do nothing" amid the threat of a potentially fatal disease, he explained.

"With such an omission we promote fear, suffering, isolation, hospitalization and death."

'Natural immunity is robust, completely durable'
In an interview Thursday night with Fox News' Laura Ingraham, McCullough said there's "an ever-building story that natural immunity is robust, completely durable."

He pointed to an article in the Sept. 17 issue of the British Medical Journal that summarized a report, based on census and CDC estimates, that concluded 120 million Americans now have had COVID-19, whether they're vaccinated or not.

"They have durable immunity that represents 44% of those ages 18 to 49," he said. "That large block has a negligible risk of COVID-19; they can basically release their fear of getting the infection again."

In addition, there are six studies "showing that if they're needlessly vaccinated, there's excess harm."

"So I think that's a clear message Americans should take home, that natural immunity is really the backstop of us getting out of the pandemic."

Leaked Documents Designed to ‘Hurt Lt. Col. Scheller’: Defense Counsel
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Lt. Col. Stuart Scheller’s defense team has criticized military officials for leaking case documents ahead of an Oct. 14 trial by special court-martial, saying that the leak is designed to harm Scheller’s reputation and distract people from his calls for accountability for senior leadership’s disastrous Afghanistan withdrawal.

Earlier today, Task and Purpose published a story based on leaked documents that purport to show Scheller’s support for the Jan. 6 Capitol Hill riots.

Scheller’s Jan. 6 comments do not come from his public videos or statements made on his social media, but rather an alleged conversation he had with an unnamed executive officer, according to the Task and Purpose story.

One of Scheller’s attorneys, Timothy Parlatore, told The Epoch Times that the alleged conversation was taken out of context. Scheller was only commenting on how the Jan. 6 situation could have been worse, according to Parlatore.

Parlatore said the leaked legal documents are designed to “hurt Lt. Col Scheller” ahead of his trial. The U.S. Marine faces charges of contempt toward officials, disrespect toward superior commissioned officers, willfully disobeying a superior commissioned officer, dereliction in the performance of duties, failure to obey order or regulation, and conduct unbecoming an officer and a gentleman.

“It’s something I’ve seen plenty of times in other cases. When the public narrative isn’t going towards the government’s preferred narrative, they have a tendency to selectively leak documents to try to change that narrative,” Parlatore said, adding that the documents may not have come from the prosecution, but from other military officials.

Along with facing criticism for leaving behind Americans, allies, and billions of dollars of weapons, senior officials have also come under fire in recent weeks for making false and misleading statements about a botched Aug. 29 drone strike in Kabul that killed innocent Afghan civilians.

For weeks after the strike, Gen. Mark Milley, the chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff, insisted the bombing was a “righteous strike,” and that any civilian deaths resulted from secondary explosions.

But after a Sept. 10 New York Times investigation raised doubts about the veracity of the military’s claims, the Department of Defense later admitted that the drone strike killed 10 civilians, seven of which were children—and no terrorists.

At a Sept. 29 congressional hearing, Milley and two other top military officials further made the stunning admission that they knew “within hours” that the strike had killed civilians—suggesting that they knowingly lied about the incident for weeks.

“We knew the strike hit civilians within four to five hours after the strike occurred, and U.S. Central Command issued a press release saying that,” Central Command (CENTCOM) Commander Gen. Kenneth “Frank” McKenzie said on Sept. 29, contradicting numerous earlier statements that officials had no indication of civilian deaths until later.

“When people in the military like Lt. Col. Scheller stand up and demand accountability, when they say you all screwed up, when they point out General Milley’s statement that Afghanistan’s not going to be defeated by the Taliban—well, he ends up in a brig, and you all end up in front of us,” Matt Gaetz (R-Fla.) said during the Sept. 29 hearing.

“And your [Defense Secretary Lloyd Austin’s] former employer Raytheon ends up with a lot of money, and we have poured cash and blood and credibility into a Ghani government that was a mirage.”

Scheller’s attorney Parlatore said he wanted to remind the public that this is what his client’s case is about: an attempt to hold senior military leadership accountable.

“An entire generation of warriors went over there. We gave our youth, our health, our limbs and in some cases our lives. With the events of the past couple of months, there should be some accountability for why things went down the way they did, and to provide some accountability and peace for these warriors who have given so much,” Parlatore said.

“And of course that extends to this drone strike. Why was it presented as a “righteous strike”?

Parlatore added that his client is willing to accept accountability for his actions. He thinks senior military officials should do the same.

“He didn’t just talk the talk, he’s going to walk the walk and accept accountability—as he would hope others would do,” Parlatore said.

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McAuliffe can't define CRT but calls opponents 'racist'

Opposing the Marxist-based Critical Race Theory is racist, but defining CRT doesn't matter, because it's not being taught in schools.

That was the stance taken by former Democratic National Committee chairman and Clinton acolyte Terry McAuliffe in a televised candidate forum Thursday night in his run for governor of Virginia.

"It's not taught in Virginia, and it's never been taught in Virginia," McAuliffe asserted.  "And as I've said this a lot, it's a dog whistle. It's racial, it's division and it's used by (Republican nominee) Glenn Youngkin and others; it's the same thing with Trump and the border wall, to divide people. We should not be dividing people in school."

McAuliffe, who served as Virginia governor from 2014 to 2018, was asked by WAVY-TV anchor Anita Blanton to define Critical Race Theory, which in simple terms views the world through the Marxist lens of oppressor vs. the oppressed, regarding all white people as oppressors of black people, regardless of personal behavior.

"Anita," McAuliffe protested. "It is not taught here in Virginia."

"But how do you define it?" pressed Blanton, who is black.

"Doesn't matter," McAuliffe replied, waving his hands. "It's not taught here in Virginia, so I'm not going to spend my time ..."

Blanton interjected, asking for his "thoughts on what [CRT] is."

Has Critical Race Theory even been defined?

McAuliffe continued, "I'm not even spending my time, because the school board and everyone else has come out said it's not taught."

Opposing CRT, he said, "is racist."

"It's a dog whistle," said McAuliffe, who was co-chairman of President Bill Clinton's reelection campaign and chairman of Hillary Clinton's 2008 presential campaign.

Blanton argued: "But if we don't have a definition, how can we say it's racist (to oppose it)? I just want a definition."

"It's not taught here in Virginia. We can ask about any topic," McAuliffe said, once again dodging the question.

"Here's what I've said all along, and it really bothers me, you know, it really bothers me," he continued. "This whole idea of stirring parents up to create divisions -- our children are going through such challenges today because of COVID, and we're talking about something here today, wasting precious viewers' time."

At a debate last month with Republican rival Glenn Youngkin, McAuliffe defended his veto of a bill that would have allowed parents to be informed about controversial materials provided in Virginia schools.

"I'm not going to allow parents to come into schools and actually take books out, make their own decision," McAuliffe explained. "Yeah, I stopped the bill that – I don't think parents should be telling schools what they should teach."

Christopher Rufo, who has been a leader in exposing the surge in the implementation of Critical Race Theory in K-12 education since the death of George Floyd, said Friday that McAuliffe is lying.

Rufo points, for one, to the documentary evidence that two school districts in Northern Virginia, in suburban Washington, hired the consulting firm Panorama, which specializes in Critical Race Theory training programs.

Rufo, a senior fellow at the Manhattan Institute, said that for months, the likes of MSNBC and the Washington Post have insisted that conservatives "can't define critical race theory."

Further evidence of the implementation of CRT in public schools can be seen in the pledge last July by the nation's largest teacher's union, the National Education Association, to educate members in all 50 states who "want to learn more and fight back against anti-CRT rhetoric."

The NEA's plan will provide a "study that critiques empire, white supremacy, anti-Blackness, anti-Indigeneity, racism, patriarchy, cisheteropatriarchy, capitalism, ableism, anthropocentrism, and other forms of power and oppression at the intersections of our society, and that we oppose attempts to ban critical race theory and/or The 1619 Project."

The New York Times "1619 Project," which is being implemented in public schools, contends that America was founded on slavery and is irredeemably racist.

The NEA also wants to partner with Black Lives Matter to create special education materials based on Critical Race Theory. And it urges the implementation of new special days in the school calendar, including a celebration of George Floyd's birthday on Oct. 14. The union envisions it as "a national day of action to teach lessons about structural racism and oppression."

The head of another major teachers union, the American Federation of Teachers, has vowed to defend educators who implement CRT in classrooms.

"Mark my words: Our union will defend any member who gets in trouble for teaching honest history. Teaching the truth is not radical or wrong. Distorting history and threatening educators for teaching the truth is what is truly radical and wrong," said Randi Weingarten in a virtual speech to the AFT.

In April, the Department of Education proposed a new regulation under American History and Civics Education programs that would give preference to grant applications for curricula that incorporate the 1619 Project and the ideas of radical "antiracist" scholars such as Ibram X. Kendi.

In July, however, when Education Secretary Miguel Cardona opened the invitation to apply for grants under the program, the references to preferred ideas and curriculum were gone, reflecting the impact of parents across the nation who have protested CRT at school board meetings.

Cardona said the program "has not, does not, and will not dictate or recommend specific curriculum be introduced or taught in classrooms."

"Those decisions are – and will continue to be – made at the local level."

White House press secretary Jen Psaki was asked in July by a reporter about President Biden's stance on CRT in light of the NEA resolution defending it.

Psaki didn't push back on the use of the term Critical Race Theory, replying that children should learn about existing "systemic racism."

"The president believes that in our history, there are many dark moments and there is not just slavery and racism in our history, there is systemic racism that is still impacting society today," she said.

Jonathan Cahn finds remarkable 'harbinger' in Afghanistan withdrawal

'The exact day of the biblical marker linked to judgment'

Is there a "prophetic sign" in the disastrous U.S. withdrawl from Afghanistan? Is there an ancient mystery, from 9/11 to the Taliban takeover, that presents a warning to America?

Those are questions messianic rabbi and author Jonathan Cahn asks in a new video message.

He points to a chapter in his bestselling book "The Harbinger" called "The Isaiah 9:10 Effect," which shows how the events of 9/11 repeated a pattern seen in ancient Israel with astonishing precision. One of nine "harbingers," he found, was that a nation's attempt to undo judgment apart from returning to God will be reversed and bring calamity.

"So, for years I’ve watched to see if America’s victory against the terrorists in Afghanistan would be undone – if the Taliban would come back – and with them al-Qaida and the agents of terror," Cahn says.

He begins his explanation of "the mystery" he found in the Afghanistan withdrawl by recounting his belief prior to the COVID-19 pandemic that 2020 would be a year of "great shaking." He based that on the pattern he found in God's judgment of Israel, in which the nation received a warning strike in 605 B.C. that was followed by "greater shakings" 19 years later.

Remarkably, the event that put in motion the "the undoing of America’s war" and "the return of the terrorist" began when then-Secretary of State Mike Pompeo arrived in Qatar to begin talks with the Taliban on Sept. 11, 2020, exactly 19 years after 9/11.

Then President Biden, he notes, "vowed to complete the retreat of America from Afghanistan" by Sept. 11, 2021, "the end of the time period that marked the 19 years."

"When you see this happen, you are a witnessing a harbinger of coming judgment, a coming judgment that threatens to be much greater than the first," Cahn says.

Is there a biblical connection to Biden's withdrawal from Afghanistan?

Cahn is known for his bestselling books that have found remarkable parallels between biblical stories and current events that he believes are a "divine warning" to the nation. He led a massive gathering on the National Mall last September calling for a "return" to God. Later, he urged Americans to pray and fast on Election Day, warning the nation was "standing at a crossroad and a precipice."

In his new video, he points out that bordering Afghanistan is Pakistan, with more than 100 nuclear warheads, and Iran, a terrorist-supporting nation that is on the verge of gaining nuclear military capability.

"After the warning strike came on ancient Israel in the form of an enemy attack, a strike of terror, instead of turning back to God, the nation turned away from him and began warring against his ways, its fall from God and to judgment accelerated," he says.

"After 9/11, the same exact thing has taken place in America. We are not just falling – we’re warring against God and His ways. We’re following the same exact footsteps of the ancient mystery. The mystery says shakings will come upon the land."

He wrote in "The Harbinger" in 2011 that, that according to the biblical pattern, calamity would come to America through "division, through disorder, through economic disintegration, through military defeat, through manmade and natural calamities, through decline and fall."

He says "the only hope America has is revival," which begins with repentance, with returning to God.

Cahn concludes his video announcing he plans to post video messages more frequently via his YouTube channel, as "we are now living in critical, dangerous and prophetic times."

In May, Cahn released a video message in which he showed the remarkable "prophetic template" behind the Jan. 6 riot at the Capitol, relating it to the Temple of Baal in the Bible.

In January, Cahn delivered a video message for President Biden, recalling the first inaugural address 232 years ago when President George Washington gave the nation "a prophetic warning."

"The propitious smiles of heaven cannot be expected on a nation that disregards the eternal rules of order and right that heaven itself has ordained," Washington told the nation.

Cahn said in his January video that there's a message for the current president and the nation he leads.

"If America follows the ways of God, the blessings of God will remain," Cahn said. "If it doesn't, they will be removed."

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Trump-endorsed NFL great leads GOP field to shatter Senate Democrats
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When it comes to flipping the Senate in next year’s midterm elections, Herschel Walker’s off to a running start.

The former NFL star, who first made his name as a running back for the University of Georgia Bulldogs during the first Reagan administration, is running for the Republican nomination to represent the Peach State in the Senate.

And if money is any guide so far, Walker’s got plenty of support.

Since announcing his candidacy in late August, backed by the powerful endorsement of former President Donald Trump, Walker has raised $3.7 million in campaign funds, according to Fox News.

That works out to about $100,000 a day – the kind of money likely to be needed in a hotly contested midterm year when control of both the House and the Senate are at stake and the future of President Joe Biden’s time in office is on the line.

Combined Democratic control over the presidency and both houses of Congress is producing the kind of legislative lunacy Americans should expect from a party that’s nominally led by House Speaker Nancy Pelosi and Senate Majority Leader Chuck Schumer but is really being powered to the far left of the American political spectrum by the likes of Bernie Sanders in the Senate and Alexandria Ocasio-Cortez and her “squad” sisters in the House.

That means a net change of only a single Senate seat to a Republican in 2022 could basically end the progressive left’s dreams of reshaping this country for the remainder of Biden’s term. And that means Herschel Walker could be the man to do it.

It’s early yet, and the three other Republicans running in the primary haven’t reported their third-quarter fundraising yet, according to Fox.

However, according to National Review, their numbers in earlier reporting weren’t anywhere near Walker’s.

Latham Saddler, a former Navy SEAL who served in Afghanistan and Iraq, reported having raised about $1.4 million in July, according to National Review. Georgia Agriculture Commissioner Gary Black reported about $700,000, while businessman and Air Force veteran Kelvin King reported raising about $370,000.

That, plus an early September poll that showed Walker dominating the field, puts the former athlete firmly in front judging by the numbers so far. But it’s safe to say that any one of these three would be an improvement over Senate Democrat Raphael Warnock, who won one of the two Georgia Senate seats that were on the ballot in crucial runoff elections Democrats swept in January.

Had either Republican incumbent – then-Sens. Kelly Loeffler and David Perdue – held onto a Georgia seat, the situation in Washington would be very different today.

As it is, Warnock defeated Loeffler in a special election for a seat that comes up for a regular vote next year. That makes him the first Georgia Democratic senator to face voters since the true ugliness of the Biden administration and a Democratic Congress has been apparent.

Not only has Warnock demonstrated himself to be a race-baiting progressive with scant respect for the truth, but he's also part of a majority dedicated to legislation that will tear the country down even further than the Biden administration has so far, with its humiliation in Afghanistan, disaster and dishonesty on the southern border and a struggling economy when Trump's recovery was at hand.

If it were up to Democrats like Warnock, the party's obscene spending plans would have already passed. Only two moderate Democratic senators -- West Virginia's Joe Manchin and Arizona's Krysten Sinema -- have kept that from happening.

Simply put: A Warnock defeat would shatter the Democrat agenda.

In a Fox News interview on Monday, Walker said he was confident that he was the man to defeat Warnock and Trump’s backing in the race will be key.

 “It’s very important to have the endorsement of President Trump, because I think President Trump knows that I can get the job done here in Georgia,” Walker said.

“He’s known me since the early ’80s, that I’m going to get into Washington and do what’s right.”

In the interview, Walker declined to second a Trump accusation that the Democrat Warnock is a “Marxist” but made it clear he wants Warnock out – and for good reason.

“I do know that I’m a better man for the job,” he said. “I think he’s had the position for a little bit, and now it’s time for someone to take over that cares about America.

 “That’s one of the basic things. I think we need to put people in office that do. They’ve got to care about America first. They’ve got to care about the Constitution. They’ve got to care about our basic rights.”

Walker's not without weaknesses opponents can try to exploit,  of course. He's been open about mental health struggles. The Associated Press already has been exploring allegations of domestic violence from Walker's 2005 divorce. Politics, as the saying goes, ain't beanbag. And no financial lead in October 2021 will mean a nomination or electoral success in November 2022.

But as political platforms go, "they've got to care about our basic rights" isn't bad at all.

No honest observer of American politics since January (and long before) will ever accuse Democrats of caring about “America first.” Or about the Constitution. Or about American basic rights.

To the modern Democratic Party, “America” is just one more country on the globe, and one burdened with the guilt of its wealth to boot. To the modern Democrats, the Constitution means whatever it can be twisted to mean – from inventing an illusory right to abortion to trying to stamp out specifically enumerated rights, such as freedom of speech and religion and the right to bear arms.

That’s what the Trump candidacy and presidency meant to Trump’s supporters, and it’s what it will mean to Republicans in 2022 and 2024.

Walker’s already off to a running start – and it’s not just about the money.

Video shows student arrested and removed from school in handcuffs after refusing to wear mask

Before coming into school on Thursday morning, Grace Smith had already served "two consecutive two-day suspensions" for not complying with her school district's mask mandate, the Sioux City Journal reported.

Albany County School District's mandate states that "anyone inside a district building must have his or her face covered."

The rule is up for review in a week, but Smith wasn't willing to wait that long. She believes that the mandate violates her constitutional rights and, as a result, continues to refuse to comply with the order.

Smith told the Sioux City Journal that the first time she was suspended, she "just left."

"Then, after talking with our attorney, we decided to push it, so on Tuesday I didn't [leave] and took the citation for $500 and then left," Smith said.

Laramie High School administration warned Smith that each time she enters her school without a mask, she will be issued a misdemeanor trespassing citation.

Thursday saw Smith receive yet another citation.

This time, she didn't want to leave, saying she had "a right" to be at school. Smith was subsequently handcuffed (as if she posed some sort of threat to her arresting officers), hauled off school property and arrested.

Meet Grace. She's a 16 year old girl who's showing more courage than most men right now. She's refusing to comply with the mask mandate her Wyoming school board is trying to force. She was fined and arrested. Here's her arrest. She's a hero.

All of this drama, all of this punishment merely for refusing to wear a mask at her own school.

What makes this story even more ludicrous is the total lack of evidence proving masking actually works.

A comprehensive report from City-Journal that reviewed all of the evidence on masking came to the following conclusion:

"In sum, of the 14 RCTs that have tested the effectiveness of masks in preventing the transmission of respiratory viruses, three suggest, but do not provide any statistically significant evidence in intention-to-treat analysis, that masks might be useful. The other eleven suggest that masks are either useless -- whether compared with no masks or because they appear not to add to good hand hygiene alone -- or actually counterproductive," the report read.

"Of the three studies that provided statistically significant evidence in intention-to-treat analysis that was not contradicted within the same study, one found that the combination of surgical masks and hand hygiene was less effective than hand hygiene alone, one found that the combination of surgical masks and hand hygiene was less effective than nothing, and one found that cloth masks were less effective than surgical masks."

In other words, any sort of conclusive evidence that proves putting a mask on a healthy person is effective in stopping COVID-19 has yet to be found, and yet children are being arrested for refusing to wear them.

Oregon Senators Call for Investigation Into Alleged COVID-19 Statistical Manipulation

Oregon state Sens. Kim Thatcher and Dennis Linthicum, both Republicans, have petitioned Acting U.S. Attorney Scott E. Asphaug to launch a grand jury investigation into the measurement of COVID-19 statistics by the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) and the Food and Drug Administration (FDA).

Thatcher and Linthicum submitted the petition in a letter (pdf) on Aug. 16 after gathering signatures from 1,718 Oregonians and 53,032 Americans.

In the petition, the senators expressed concerns over the measurement and reporting of COVID-19 vaccine adverse reactions including fatalities and injuries.

The lawmakers stated that a whistleblower, under sworn testimony, said the data reported under the CDC’s Vaccine Adverse Events Reporting System may have been underreported by a factor of five.

Regarding the diagnosis of COVID-19 through widely-used PCR tests, the senators said that the CDC and the FDA’s setting of one particular test parameter—the cycle threshold—generated “false positives resulting in inflated numbers of COVID cases, hospitalizations, and deaths.”

Harvard epidemiologist Dr. Michael Mina told The New York Times in August 2020 that tests with too high of a threshold may detect not just live viruses but also genetic fragments. Mina suggested setting the cut-off at 30 cycles or less.

Thatcher expressed concern over the cycle threshold of 28 when testing vaccinated individuals. According to the petition, a low cut-off is likely to “eliminate false positive results and thereby reduce the number of vaccine ‘breakthrough’ cases.”

Thatcher and Linthicum said that they consulted large groups of doctors, epidemiologists, and virologists on the subject of COVID-19 statistical reporting.

“Additionally, we are profoundly concerned that the scientific literature continues to provide empirical evidence that safe and effective treatments and management strategies for COVID infections exist but are not being made available to Americans most in need,” continued the letter.

Stand for Health Freedom (SHF), a non-profit organization that helped with the petition, said in a statement that the petition was submitted one month before public release to “protect those involved.”

SHF also cited a March 2020 study (pdf) alleging that the CDC over-emphasized COVID-19 as the cause of death in compiling its statistics while “circumvent[ing] multiple federal laws” in the process.

Joe Rogan stumps Dr. Sanjay Gupta on COVID shots for kids

'You, vaccinated, would be more vulnerable than a young child would be'
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Joe Rogan interviews Dr. Sanjay Gupta Oct. 13, 2021 (Video screenshot)

No. 1 podcaster Joe Rogan explained on Wednesday to CNN health correspondent Dr. Sanjay Gupta why many parents believe vaccinating their children for COVID-19 poses a greater risk than the disease itself.

"Don't you think that, even with a breakthrough infection, untreated, you are probably more vulnerable than the average child who is not vaccinated, who gets COVID?" Rogan asked Gupta on "The Joe Rogan Experience."

Before allowing Gupta to answer, Rogan noted that people who have been double vaccinated have died, including an actor who recently won an Emmy Award.

"The odds of that happening to a healthy child are very, very low," Rogan said.

"Very low," Gupta agreed.

Noting Gupta, age 51, was about the same age as the actor, Rogan said, "You, vaccinated, would be more vulnerable of a breakthrough infection than a young child would be, statistically speaking, right?"

Gupta said both are rare.

"But you're not worried about catching it," Rogan continued, "because you've been vaccinated and you think it imparts a certain amount of protection. "What I'm saying to you is that I think that 'not worry' is the same feeling that a lot of people have about their children.

"They're not worried about their children catching it, for the same reason you're not worried about catching it, being vaccinated" he said.

Rogan gave Gupta little room to answer, but the CNN health expert agreed that very few children, about 500 out of millions who have been exposed, have died of COVID.

Gupta said that "part of it is not defining this in terms of life and death."

Rogan interrupted: "But do you understand my point?"

Gupta replied, "Well, are suggesting that I get [a booster shot]?"

"I'm not saying that," Rogan said. "What I'm saying is your attitude about not being concerned -- because you have antibodies, and you think you would get through it even if you had a breakthrough infection -- that is the exact same attitude that a lot of young people have, where they don't want to get a shot, because they are worried about the consequences."

Rogan acknowledged that the number of reported deaths of young people from the vaccines is "incredibly small," but they are documented on the CDC's Vaccine Adverse Event Reporting database.

Rogan asked Gupta about the evidence that the pandemic began with the novel coronavirus escaping from the Wuhan Institute of Virology.

"I don't know, sometimes, what to do with this. It's highly suspicious," Gupta said.

Gupta noted the U.S.-based researcher funded by Dr. Anthony Fauci's agency for his work at the Wuhan lab, Peter Daszak, published a letter in The Lancet in February 2020 dismissing the lab-leak theory as "conspiracy."

The CNN health expert said he spoke with Daszak about the issue, saying, "Peter, this is not making sense."

Daszak, the founder of EcoHealth Alliance, replied that there's no evidence that the virus ever existed in the Wuhan lab.

Rogan said that's because the Chinese deleted all the evidence.

Gupta agreed, noting an entire online database was deleted. He said he asked Daszak about that, and the scientist argued it was a public database, and they were worried about hacking. Gupta said he replied that if it was a public database, no one would need to hack it.

"I don't know, Joe, what to make of it," Gupta said. "There's clearly, as you said earlier, where there's smoke, there's fire. But can I say conclusively? No. And part of me thinks we may never know."

Rogan asked Gupta about Fauci denying to Sen. Rand Paul, R-Ky., in Senate hearings that he was funding gain of function research, which makes viruses transmissible between humans and more dangerous.

"I think that [the National Institutes of Health] is clearly funding EcoHealth Alliance, and EcoHealth Alliance is clearly giving grants to the Wuhan Institute of Virology," he replied.

Gupta said he asked NIH Director Francis Collins whether the agency was funding gain-of-function research.

The answer was that there is "nuance" to the definition of the research. And the strict definition, Gupta said, is that "you've gotta know that it will lead to gain of function."

But Gupta agreed that, in simple terms, the research funded by NIH was leading to virues that "could" be more contagious and virulent.

"That's what a lot of people are concerned about here," he said.

A video montage shows how health officials, pharmaceutical companies and media declared the coronavirus shots to be 100% effective against symptomatic COVID-19 at the launch of the vaccines then gradually lowered their estimations to as low as 20% after only six months.

White House coronavirus adviser Dr. Anthony Fauci is seen in a media interview touting the vaccines as "virtually 100% efficacious" and stating in congressional testimony that the "real world effectiveness is even more impressive than the results of the clinical trial."

The video, posted by a Twitter user, was highlighted by Grabien.com.

Moderna, a headline said, boasted its vaccine was 100% effective in teens. And Pfizer said its vaccine was 100% effective in preventing COVID infections. Others said their shot was 100% protection against severe disease, hospitalization and death.

But as the months wore on, the headlines showed incrementally lower rates of effectiveness.

By October, a study of real world data showed Pfizer's COVID vaccine was only 20% effective against infection after six months.

The final headline, from CNN in October 2020, before the vaccines were launched: "Past vaccine disasters show why rushing coronavirus vaccine now would be 'colossally stupid."

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'Organized retail crime': Walgreens closes 5 more stores in San Francisco

More than half of Bay Area residents say they plan to leave

Walgreens is closing five more San Francisco drug stores amid a spike in "organized retail crime" that has coincided with lax law enforcement.

A referendum that lowered the penalty for stealing goods worth less than $950 from a felony to a misdemeanor has played a big role in the spike, the New York Post reported.

"Organized retail crime continues to be a challenge facing retailers across San Francisco, and we are not immune to that," Walgreens spokesman Phil Caruso told SFGate.

Meanwhile, more than half of Bay Area residents plan to leave permanently, according to a recent poll reported by The Hill. The biggest reason for leaving cited was the cost of living, particularly housing costs, but 62% cited the quality of life.

Walgreens said retail theft in its San Francisco stores has increased in the past few months to five times the chain's average.

"During this time to help combat this issue, we increased our investments in security measures in stores across the city to 46 times our chain average in an effort to provide a safe environment," the company said.

Over the past five years, Walgreens has closed 17 stores in San Francisco.

A member of the San Francisco Board of Supervisors said she is "completely devastated" by the news that five more stores are closing.

"This Walgreens is less than a mile from seven schools and has been a staple for seniors, families and children for decades," Ahsha Safai tweeted Tuesday.

A Twitter user responded to him with: "Ahsha, this is what happens when you decriminalize shoplifting."

The Post reported New York City is facing a similar surge in drug store theft. Police Commissioner Dermot Shea blames it on the state's "disastrous bail reform law."

Reporters who visited a dozen Walgreens, CVS, Duane Reade and Rite Aid locations found shelves largely barren of many staples.

"They've all been stolen," a CVS employee said.

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Censored U.S. senator: Stop patronizing Big Tech sites

Top Republican says social media costing lives as well as elections
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In a column on a Senate committee hearing last fall featuring prominent physicians and scientists discussing alternative treatments for COVID-19, the New York Times dubbed Chairman Ron Johnson and his invited guests as "the snake-oil salesmen of the Senate."
Google-owned YouTube later banned a video of the hearing as "misinformation" and suspended the senator's account twice, both times for discussing COVID treatment options that studies and physicians around the world have found to be safe and effective.

The Wisconsin Republican said Tuesday in a virtual media event that with the Democrats in power, little can be done in Congress at the moment to curb the power of Big Tech. But "in the end it's going to be the private sector" and alternative sites such as Rumble that produce changes.

"We as conservatives need to stop patronizing these liberal, leftist ... social media sites," he said during the online forum, which was hosted by the Media Research Center.

Brent Bozell, MRC's founder and CEO, believes conservatives should indeed patronize new social media platforms, but he insists the old ones should not be abandoned.

He noted that Facebook has some 2.7 billion users, and "the censorship is taking place worldwide."

"I don't want to leave the field, to have 2.7 billion people indoctrinated by the left," he said.

Bozell cited a recent study by MRC that found 54 instances of censorship against Republican lawmakers on Capitol Hill and only one against Democrats.

Should conservatives completely abandon Big Tech sites?

16% (121 Votes)

"I believe that this is serious enough that ... democracy is threatened," he said.

"If the public can't have its say in the public square, you can't expect to have a free and fair election."

Bozell noted an MRC poll of 2020 voters conducted by McLaughlin & Associates found that if the social media giants had not censored the Hunter Biden laptop story – which was about Joe Biden's involvement in his family's sale of his influence – President Trump would have won reelection.

Big Tech, he warned, can prevent Republicans from regaining the House and Senate in 2022, despite the Biden administration's plummeting approval.

"They have power to prevent the Republicans from taking power in a free and fair election," he said of the social media giants.

"It has to be a top-shelf priority of the conservative movement to make sure the next elections are free and fair," Bozell said.

He plans to convene a special meeting of the Free Speech Alliance he chairs, a coalition of some 90 groups.
The COVID gods
Johnson said he began experiencing social-media censorship when he investigated the Hillary Clinton email scandal as chairman of the Homeland Security and Governmental Affairs committee. Of late, the blocking of information has centered on COVID-19, including the treatment of the disease with repurposed drugs that have been shown to be safe and effective.

Among the "snake-oil salesmen" smeared by the New York Times for simply talking about COVID treatments, he pointed out, was Dr. Harvey Risch, a professor of epidemiology at the the Yale School of Public Health and Yale School of Medicine.

Many lives could have been saved, he believes, if the internet had been a free forum for discussing life-saving treatments.

Now, he said, touting the long-held view that a virus infection produces natural immunity is getting users banned.

Meanwhile, the 16,000 deaths and 750,00 events reported on the CDC's Vaccine Adverse Events Reporting System, or VAERS, is being censored.

"For some reason, the COVID gods want a vaccine in every arm," he said Tuesday.

'Surgically address' censorship
Johnson was joined by Rep. Greg Steube, R-Fla., who pointed out that Twitter banned a former president while allowing the Taliban and Iran's leaders to use their platform.

Steube is sponsoring a bill he says would "surgically address" censorship in a way that would not eliminate Section 230 of the Communications Decency Act, which grants legal immunity to social media sites as neutral channels of information rather than editors.

He said he disagrees with President Trump's proposal to eliminate Section 230 altogether, arguing that would harm new sites promoting free speech such as Parler and Rumble.

Steube's bill, Curbing Abuse and Saving Expression In Technology Act, or the CASE-IT Act, leaves the primary language of Section 230 intact but distinguishes between “Big Tech” and “Small Tech” by employing a market dominance test.

It makes Section 230 immunity conditional for market-dominant Big Tech companies. To receive government protection, the platforms would be required to adhere to a First Amendment standard for their content moderation practices.

The law would enable victims of censorship to file lawsuits against Google, Twitter, Facebook and others.

The Florida congressman said that if his bill had become law before the 2020 election, the New York Post would have had cause to sue Twitter over its censorship of the Hunter Biden story.

"I think you would see their behavior change very rapidly," he said.

"I grew up with [longtime General Electric Chairman and CEO] Jack Welch as a mentor who told me to see the world the way it is, not the way you want it to be. It has served me well," he added.

"We need to be aggressive. We have the capabilities. We have the willpower. Somebody just has to make the decision to fix these problems," Nardelli said.

Houston is home to two terminals that make up nearly 70 percent of the container volume in the Gulf of Mexico, Roger Guenther, the executive director of the Houston port, told KPRC-TV.

He said the containers are arriving but there is a shortage of workers to move them from the port to retailers.

“A lot of people that left the workforce didn’t return to the workforce, like those that work in the distribution centers where this cargo is ultimately going,” Guenther said.

“They’re coming off the ship faster than they are leaving the terminal,” he added.

One Reuters report last week called the situation "Containergeddon," leading Walmart and some other retailers to hire their own ships.

"Chartering vessels is just one example of investments we've made to move products as quickly as possible," said Joe Metzger, U.S. executive vice president of supply-chain operations at Walmart, said in the report.

The retailer has also extended night-time working hours to help with shipping problems, according to Business Insider.

The New York Times noted Houston is not alone. The port in Savannah, Georgia, has experienced similar problems.

"It has come to this in the Great Supply Chain Disruption: They are running out of places to put things at one of the largest ports in the United States," the Times reported Sunday.

"As major ports contend with a staggering pileup of cargo, what once seemed like a temporary phenomenon -- a traffic jam that would eventually dissipate -- is increasingly viewed as a new reality that could require a substantial refashioning of the world’s shipping infrastructure," it said.

Vietnam War – the missed opportunity that could've prevented it

Exclusive: Lt. Col. James Zumwalt notes book explaining early U.S. relationship with Ho Chi Minh
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History is replete with examples of America arriving at a fork in the road, trying to decide which path to take. These have included declaring and fighting for our independence from Britain, whether to engage in western expansion, whether to enter World War I, etc. For those of us whose lifetime experiences cover most of the 20th century, American foreign policy encountered just such a fork in our relationship with Vietnam. What is ironic is that, while initially taking the right path in 1945, we backtracked later to take the wrong one. Doing so left us to fight the longest war, as of that time, in our history and the deaths of 58,209 Americans.

The Vietnam conflict ended in 1973. History tells us it could well have been avoided as we initially enjoyed an alliance with Hanoi in the closing months of World War II – established to defeat a mutual enemy, Japan. Sadly, it created a basis for a relationship attenuated and lost in the following years as we backtracked to re-embark upon the wrong path.

But the story of the U.S./Vietnamese bond that led to battlefield actions against the Japanese – lost, for the most part, to history – is brought back to life in a book written by the late George H. Wittman, "There Was a Time."
As an intelligence desk officer for the Indo-China region, Wittman's older colleagues shared experiences concerning their clandestine actions with Vietnam – operations that would have America working closely with two men who would later be its enemies – Ho Chi Minh and Gen. Nguyen Giap. Wittman took a literally novel approach to recounting this history by creating fictionalized characters reliving it. In this manner, the reader comprehends what happened through the eyes of the characters so as to better understand the complexities of the multi-national interests in Vietnam – the future of which was up for grabs in the summer of 1945.

The complex interests included those of Japan, which had displaced French colonial control of Vietnam and was clinging to its own control in the waning days of World War II. Once Japan was defeated, France fully intended to retain Vietnam as a colony. While American interests opposed Japan, they also opposed French colonial control of Vietnam. The U.S. position had been set out by then-President Franklin Delano Roosevelt as he sought to allow Vietnam the right of self-determination. China also had interests in Vietnam, having invaded that country almost every century of the last millennium and obviously worried about what ideology the country on its southern border would embrace. But ultimately, the most important interests were those of the Viet Minh, a rag tag army commanded by Giap – a force committed to its ideological leader, Ho Chi Minh. He was a man capable of playing international chess with the best of world leaders to forge alliances with nations committed to assisting Vietnam in its quest for independence.

Against this backdrop, the incidents described in the novel involve the Office of Strategic Services (OSS), the precursor of today's Central Intelligence Agency. Japan had seized most of the strategic and mineral rich Indo-China region during the early years of the war, and the U.S. was finally able to work more closely with the Vietnamese resistance to undermine Japanese occupation.

Parachuting agents into Tonkin in northern Vietnam, the OSS conducted an attack against the Japanese alongside Giap's seriously depleted Viet Minh forces. Although the attack was successful, years later it would have serious repercussions for the U.S. after the bond between the two countries was broken.

Victory over the Japanese became a morale booster and rallying cry for the Viet Minh who, having been on the verge of destruction as a fighting force, had been well-trained and equipped by the OSS. The Viet Minh blossomed into the capable fighting force Giap would lead in the war against America. And, ironically, it was the OSS that helped an emaciated Ho Chi Minh, on the brink of death from malaria, by providing him with medicine and care. He would regain his health and go on to inspire the fight against French forces and then U.S. forces in creating and unifying an independent Vietnam.

Ho Chi Minh and Nguyen Giap had been hopeful, especially after their joint victory against the Japanese, that the U.S./Vietnam friendship would work to their benefit in casting off the yoke of French control. But the actions of the OSS that could have and should have been a force multiplier in building that friendship were forgotten as new American presidents took U.S. foreign policy in a different direction.

Wittman's book underscores a valuable lesson not learned – the failure to use even a minor opportunity as a building block for mutual understanding between countries can needlessly lead to conflict, destruction and opportunity lost.

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Radical Biden nominee keeping thesis on Karl Marx concealed

Sen. Toomey: 'Shocking' that pick for Comptroller of the Currency not 'accountable'
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Karl Marx is buried in London's Highgate Cemetery

Saule Omarova, President Joe Biden’s nominee to head the Office of the Comptroller of the Currency (OCC), is refusing to hand over to the Senate Banking Committee her university thesis on Marxism written during her time in the Soviet Union.

Republican Sen. Pat Toomey, ranking member of the committee, had sent a letter to Omarova on Oct. 6 asking the Cornell Law School professor to hand over her Moscow State University thesis, titled “Karl Marx’s Economic Analysis and the Theory of Revolution in The Capital,” by Oct. 13, citing the committee’s need to “fully assess the fitness of individuals to serve in Senate-confirmed executive and independent agency positions.”

Omarova, who grew up in the Soviet Union, had scrubbed mention of the thesis from her resume, the Washington Free Beacon reported. She also praised the now-defunct socialist government for its lack of “gender pay gap” in 2019.

“What’s shocking to me is the notion that a person nominated for a very high position in our government shouldn’t be accountable for the things they have advocated for in writing themselves,” Toomey said during a committee hearing, adding that he had never “seen a more radical choice for any regulatory spot in our federal government.”

Omarova is a vocal critic of big banks and Wall Street orthodoxy, calling for a publicly-managed banking system overseen by the Federal Reserve and to end “banking as we know it.” She also opposes cryptocurrencies, calling instead for a central bank digital currency and praising China’s strict crypto regulatory regime.

Her ideas on financial regulation have earned her criticism from top Republicans including Toomey and Sen. Ted Cruz, who called her a “radical threat to our economy.” Omarova defended herself in a Thursday interview with the Financial Times, saying she was an “easy target” because she was a “woman” and a “minority.”

Is Biden deliberately nominating radicals for government posts?
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Omarova has yet to hand over her university thesis to the committee, according to Senate Banking Committee Republicans.

“Ms. Omarova has time to attack Republicans in an interview with the Financial Times, but she can’t bother to comply with a Banking Committee requirement that nominees— regardless of their political party or ideology—submit copies of their writings,” Amanda Gonzalez Thompson, spokesperson for Senate Banking Committee Republicans, said in a statement shared with the Daily Caller News Foundation. “We certainly hope she reconsiders so Senators have the information necessary to fulfill their constitutional duty to advise and consent on appointments.”

Omarova did not immediately respond to the Daily Caller News Foundation’s request for comment.

If confirmed as head of the OCC, Omarova would oversee the regulation and management of national banks, including 1,200 financial institutions and $14 trillion in assets, according to The Wall Street Journal.

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Parents of victim in school's alleged trans assault to sue district

Family 'has retained the Stanley Law Group'

The family of a girl who was allegedly assaulted in the bathroom of a Virginia high school plans to pursue legal action against Loudoun County Public Schools over the incident and the aftermath.

“The Smith family has retained the Stanley Law Group of Virginia,” according to a statement from the firm released Thursday. The firm will not only sue the school system in relation to the alleged assault, but it will also take action related to Scott Smith’s arrest during a June 22 meeting of the Loudoun County Public Schools (LCPS) board.

“The facts are that a male student claiming to be ‘gender fluid’ was permitted to enter the girls’ bathroom on May 28 and sexually assault our daughter. Making matters worse, the school system repeatedly failed to protect her thereafter. Then, they concealed the sexual assault from the public while considering formalizing a bathroom access policy that would have – and now has – increased the likelihood of sexual assaults like these,” Smith and his wife, Jess, said in the statement.

The Daily Wire reported that in the aftermath of the incident, Stone Bridge High School told Smith that it would handle the situation “in-house,” prompting Smith to protest. Loudoun County Sheriff’s Office deputies responded to the scene, and they eventually took Smith’s daughter to a hospital. Loudoun County Public Schools transferred the alleged assailant to another high school.

During the June 22 school board meeting, Beth Barts asked Loudoun County Public Schools Superintendent Scott Ziegler, “Do we have assaults in our bathrooms or locker rooms regularly?”

Ziegler said no records of any such assaults existed so far as he knew, and he later cited a 2016 Time magazine article calling the topic of transgender students committing assaults in restrooms a “red herring.”

Are transgenders in bathrooms just inviting assault?
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On Oct. 7, the Loudoun County Sheriff’s Office stated that a student had been arrested for carrying out an assault in a local school bathroom on Oct. 6. On Oct. 13, the Loudon County Sheriff’s Office stated that the alleged perpetrator of the Oct. 6 incident was also accused of the alleged assault of Smith’s daughter on May 28 at Stone Bridge High School.

“What happened to Mr. and Mrs. Smith and their daughter in Loudoun County is absolutely abhorrent and unacceptable. It is a nightmare no family should have to endure, yet it has happened twice in Loudoun Schools in the same year by the same perpetrator,” said Bill Stanley of the Stanley Legal Group.

“To date, no one with Loudoun County Public Schools or the School Board has been held accountable for the wrong done to the Smith family. Our firm intends to rectify that,” Stanley added.

Loudon County Public Schools has denied that the school board had knowledge of the details of the alleged assaults, saying it followed the relevant Virginia laws controlling the matter.

“The worst is that this predator was released back into our schools to harm and rape another girl, another daughter, another child of someone else,” Patti Hidalgo Menders, president of the Loudoun County Republican Women’s Club, told the Daily Caller News Foundation, adding that the Club is asking for the resignation of Ziegler as superintendent.

“We sincerely hope that the Smiths get the justice they deserve and that this compels Loudoun County Public Schools to start making much needed changes in the administration and on the school board,” said Ian Prior, executive director of Fight for Schools, when reached for comment.

Leftist complains the plans don't provide solution to Supreme Court 'legitimacy crisis'
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One of the more extreme positions held by Democrats now in Washington, among radical plans for the government to spend trillions on social programs, use tax money to fund abortions around the globe and take over all elections, has been the strategy to pack the Supreme Court.

Democrats have been raging about the issue ever since President Trump appointed three justices, which apparently now gives those who are labeled as "conservative" a slight majority on the bench.

Leaders like Chuck Schumer have insisted on the appointment of enough leftist judges so that the progressives can obtain what they want through the court system as they have in previous years, when there was a liberal majority on the bench.

Rep. Jerry Nadler, D-N.Y., and Sen. Ed Markey, D-Mass., already have proposed legislation moving the court far to the left.

But now there could be some headwinds to that goal.

It's because a commission of almost all leftists and Democrats to review the strategy and raise discussion points isn't in sync with the party's general plan.

Russ Feingold, chief of the leftist American Constitution Society, said, "We have said since the Commission’s beginning that for the Commission to provide a meaningful contribution to restoring the legitimacy of our judiciary, it needs to advance a specific list of Supreme Court reforms that can be acted upon in the near term. The discussion materials released today unfortunately fail to match the urgency of the situation and do not lay out a solution to the legitimacy crisis before us."

The Washington Examiner reported from an interim report released late Thursday, it's clear the 36-member commission Biden appointed isn't in agreement on packing the court.

"The revelation could give new fuel to Democratic calls for packing the court, which is now considered conservative by a 6-3 margin. Calls for the party to add seats and fill them with liberal-leaning justices intensified during the Trump administration, when three conservative justices were added, including Amy Coney Barrett , who was confirmed to replace liberal icon Ruth Bader Ginsburg last fall," the Examiner said.

"As a legal matter, we conclude that Congress has broad power to structure the Supreme Court by expanding (or contracting) the number of Justices," the report said. "The prudential question is more difficult, and Commissioners are divided on whether Court expansion would be wise."

The White House said the commission documents so far are only materials for discussion, and its final document will be done sometime in the future.

That opinion was emphasized by Co-Chairman Bob Bauer, who was White House counsel to Barack Obama.

"The commission has not edited the material and the material should not be understood to represent the commission's views or those of any particular commissioner," he said.

The Examiner report said, "The commission's discussion materials, which come ahead of a report that is expected to be released later this year, present a mixed view on the merits of packing the Supreme Court."

Among the comments: "Proponents of Court expansion argue that by adding two or more seats to the Supreme Court, Democratic lawmakers could help restore balance to – and, thus, the legitimacy of – the Court. Those who take this perspective also emphasize that a failure to respond to the hardball tactics since 2016 might encourage future aggressive measures in the Senate confirmation process."

And they say: "But the risks of Court expansion are considerable, including that it could undermine the very goal of some of its proponents of restoring the Court's legitimacy. Recent polls suggest that a majority of the public does not support Court expansion. And even some supporters of Court expansion acknowledged during the Commission's public hearings, the reform… would be perceived by many as a partisan maneuver."

Leftists made clear they would be not satisfied with anything less than exactly what they want – a process that would make the Supreme Court a permanently leftist organization.

"When you put no court reformers on your court reform commission, you end up with no court reform," Elie Mystal of The Nation wrote on Twitter."

NAACP Legal Defense Fund chief Sherrilyn Ifill said, "This entire discussion is framed in the context of partisan politics. And I actually think that is a disservice to the exploration of this issue."

The draft comments were released as the commission prepared to discuss its agenda on Friday. A final report should be handed to the president sometime next month.

The commission includes 36 lawyers and others.

Meanwhile, Democrats already are working on plans to pack the court with an additional four justices.

Joe Biden has made clear he wants changes made, but he hasn't specified exactly what.

A clash between Congress and its agenda to characterize the Jan. 6 violence at the U.S. Capitol as an "insurrection" and a worse attack on the U.S. even than 9/11 and the rights of a president has erupted into a firefight, with this week's decision by Steve Bannon, a former adviser to President Donald Trump, to ignore a subpoena deadline.

A partisan committee set up by Democrat House Speaker Nancy Pelosi, who orchestrated two failed impeach-and-remove campaigns against the president, is demanding Bannon and others answer their questions in their campaign to pin blame on Trump for the events that day.

After all, he, at a rally, had told his supporters to go to the Capitol and protest Congress' adoption of suspect numbers that gave the White House to Joe Biden, "peacefully."

The ultimate conclusion of the committee could already be written, as Pelosi refused to allow several Republicans to participate, instead picking two GOP members who have been brazenly critical of President Trump.

Some GOP individuals have complied with the committee's demands, but President Trump has expressed that those answers are part of executive privilege, to which Congress is not entitled.

Bannon wrote to the committee pointing that out, and suggesting that he could be approached again when that dispute is resolved by the courts.

But therein lies the danger for Biden. If his Democrats in Congress succeed in demanding even privileged information from the White House, and a current president can waive presidential privilege for a former president, what might a future GOP president do with information about Biden?

Even the left-leaning Associated Press warned of that possible development.

Is the clash between Congress and the rights of a president becoming a firefight?

Calling it a "risky move," the legacy news agency said it "could come back to haunt [Biden] and future presidents."

It's because Biden agreed with Congress demands to obtain "sensitive information" about President Trump and his aides.

Trump has maintained that the information from his presidency is protected by privilege, and Biden doesn't have authority to waive that.

Biden's decision isn’t final, as the dispute likely will go to the courts, which have found that former presidents, in some situations, are granted executive privilege.

If the congressional Democrats are successful in defeating President Trump's position, it would produce ramifications for him, and for Biden.

The report explained the norm has been that "presidents enjoy the secrecy of records of their own terms in office, both mundane and highly sensitive, for a period of at least five years, and often far longer."

The Democrats in Congress now are intent on removing that protection from President Trump. And, in the future, Biden.

One problem they face is that large numbers of Americans believe that President Trump's allegations that the 2020 election was not run fairly are legitimate.

In fact, a recent analysis at The Federalist concluded that Mark Zuckerberg's contribution of nearly $420 million to several groups that sent it to local and state elections officials to run get-and-the-vote drives for Democrats effectively bought the election.

Then too, there are claims, supported by evidence, that state and local officials without authorization changed state laws regarding voting in order to accommodate mail-in ballots, and that also could have impacted the results, which, in fact, gave Biden the victory by a handful of thousands of votes across a few swing states.

The AP warned, "If history is any guide, once the door to reviewing past presidential records is ajar, future Congresses and presidents could swing it open further as politics warrant."

The Democrats have been burned by their own actions in similar situations in the past. In 2013 they eliminated the filibuster for presidential appointments but maintained it for Supreme Court nominations.

When the GOP was in the majority just years later, they dropped the filibuster for Supreme Court nominees, outraging Democrats.

Congressional questions about the Jan. 6 events include how protesters were able to get into the Capitol, when video shows security officers sometimes holding the doors open for them.

Hundreds have been arrested and charged with various counts from those events, often trespassing and vandalism.

Trump has written, "I hereby make a protective assertion of constitutionally based privilege with respect to all additional records."

He said he would "take all necessary and appropriate steps to defend the Office of the Presidency."

Time has reported Bannon's decision to wait to respond until the issue of presidential privilege is resolved is a "setback to the beleaguered committee."

Rep. Bennie Thompson, the Pelosi-picked chief, said the committee could use criminal contempt charges to force testimony, in a move that would simply be a precedent for anyone demanding information about a Biden administration after it is out of office.

Democrat-leaning lawyers say President Trump would lose in court, but others say perhaps not. And he could, if an appeal would go as high as the Supreme Court, tie up the issue in the legal system for a long time.

The high court, in 1977, ruled that President Richard Nixon, then out of office for years, could assert executive privilege claims over official records from his administration even though he was no longer the president.

The committee's announcement this week it would move forward with criminal charges against Bannon simply elevated the fight.

President Trump responded with his typical understatement: "The January 6th Unselect Committee composed of Radical Left Democrats and a few horrible RINO Republicans is looking to hold people in criminal contempt for things relative to the Protest, when in fact they should hold themselves in criminal contempt for cheating in the Election, making up the Fake Russia, Russia, Russia, and Ukraine, Ukraine, Ukraine Scams, the Afghanistan debacle, the Southern Border Crisis, the crashing economy, and record-setting inflation."

A lawyer for Bannon told Pelosi's committee that since President Trump was claiming executive privilege, the members of Congress would have the right to challenge that in court.
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Study undermines 'diversity wins' campaign claims

'No evidence' that replacing white male directors with minorities enhances profits

At last year's World Economic Forum in Davos, Switzerland, the head of Goldman Sachs announced a new policy for the richest investment bank in the world: It would refuse to underwrite the stock offerings of any private company that did not have at least one woman on its board of directors — and that the minimum would move up to two in 2022.

 “This decision is rooted first and foremost in our conviction that companies with diverse leadership perform better,” the Goldman CEO, David Solomon, declared.  “Companies that have gone public with at least one female board director outperformed companies that do not.”

Solomon gave no source for this assertion, and Goldman did not reply to a request for comment. But much of the authority for claims like his rest on three studies done between 2015 and 2020 by the consulting company McKinsey, which were trumpeted as proof that large companies can boost their profits significantly by adding women and people of color to their boards of directors. “Companies in the top quartile for gender diversity on executive teams were 25 percent more likely to have above average profitability than companies in the fourth quartile,” the 2020 report says, while those in the top quartile for ethnic diversity are 36 percent more profitable than those in the bottom quartile.

“What our data show is that companies that have more diverse leadership teams are more successful,” the 2020 report concludes, recalling the two-word phrase in the title of an earlier report: “Diversity Wins!”

That line has been given credibility in major media outlets. “Diversity isn't just a feel-good measure; it has bottom line benefits,” the Wall Street Journal reported in a 2018 piece on the McKinsey study. That conviction has inspired policies at large companies such as Goldman, and new state laws, including one in California that requires corporations headquartered in the state to have at least one director “from an underrepresented group” by the end of 2021, two by 2022 – and three such directors if the board consists of more than nine people.

Even as the McKinsey’s conclusions have become conventional wisdom in America’s power centers, there has been little outside scrutiny of its claim that companies enjoy bottom line benefits when they replace white men in leadership positions with women and people of color. But a new academic paper – the first detailed, independent analysis anybody has made of McKinsey's findings and methods – concludes that while there is nothing wrong with diversity per se, McKinsey provides no evidence that it “wins.”

“Our results suggest that despite the imprimatur often given to McKinsey's (2015, 2018, 2020) studies, caution is warranted to support the view that U.S. publicly traded firms can deliver improved financial performance if they increase the racial/ethnic diversity of their executives,” the authors report in a summary statement of their findings.

Is diversity not the best business model after all?

The study, carried out by Jeremiah Green, an associate professor of accounting at Texas A&M University, and John R.M. Hand, distinguished professor of accounting at the University of North Carolina, Chapel Hill, also suggests that McKinsey has misleadingly characterized its own findings to make the case for diversity.

“McKinsey’s studies are a little strange,” Hand said in a Zoom interview, “because they're not structured to detect any causal evidence [that diversity generates profits]. They're silent with regard to the fundamental causal question.”

The McKinsey study, written by four of the company's consultants in its London, Chicago and Atlanta offices -- gives each firm that it studied a “diversity score,” based largely on pictures and descriptions of executives on that company's website and reports. It then measures each company's economic performance. But as McKinsey acknowledges in the methodology section of its 2020 report, the financial data it collected on companies came from the period 2014 to 2018, while the data on diversity was compiled from Dec. 2018 to November 2019 -- showing that the diversity data comes after or at the same time as the financial data, not before.

In other words, McKinsey's own data shows, if anything, the likelihood that profit leads to more diversity, not the other way around.  Green and Hand didn't study the causes of such a direction of causality, but in his Zoom interview Hand cited one likely reason: “More successful firms are able to spend more money on aspects that would appeal to customers and respond to internal pressures from employees or boards — that would be the idea.”

McKinsey acknowledges this possibility in its 2020 report.  “We are not asserting a causal link,” the methodology section states.  “It is theoretically possible that the better financial outperformance enables companies to achieve greater levels of diversity.”

Nevertheless, as Green and Hand point out, the company's public interpretations of their results seem to set aside this crucial problem. They quote Vivian Hunt, McKinsey's managing partner in the United Kingdom and one of the study's four authors, saying: “What our data shows is that companies that have more diverse leadership teams are more successful.” Companies are implementing diversity, she continued, “because it's a business imperative and driving real business results.”

Similarly, the main body of the McKinsey report repeatedly and enthusiastically makes “the business case for diversity,” even as it encourages companies to “purposefully tackle inclusion,” but there are no caveats or qualifications until the technical aspects of the report are disclosed at the end.  McKinsey claims to have conducted “longitudinal analyses” of 365 companies in the United States and the United Kingdom—meaning that its studies were carried out over periods of time, years in typical cases.  The McKinsey study does look at the companies' degree of diversity over time, but that does not seem to be the case with financial performance as a function of racial or ethnic representation among the companies' executives.

“The business case for diversity is growing stronger and clearer,” McKinsey's 2020 report says nonetheless.  “The experience of the diversity winners we have studied suggests that it's time to be bold in deploying a systematic approach to I[inclusion] & D[iversity].”  The coronavirus epidemic has made doing business harder than ever, it says, but “[c]ompanies whose leaders welcome diverse talents and include multiple perspectives are likely to emerge from the crisis stronger.  In short, diversity wins, now more than ever.”

Asked for comment on the Green-Hand conclusions, a McKinsey spokesperson said in an email that the academics' study “defined diversity differently, gathered data using a simplified analysis and looked at a significantly smaller data set focused only on U.S. data. ... It's not surprising that with different methods, they ended up with different results, although we would note that their results are directionally similar to ours.”

In fact, it's debatable whether Green and Hand's conclusions are "directionally similar" to McKinsey's, but on the matter of the size of the study, McKinsey is correct that it examined more companies than Green and Hand, in all 1036 of them in 15 countries, compared with the 497 in the S&P 500 examined by Green and Hand.  The large majority of those 497 companies were American, compared with the 322 American companies in the 2020 McKinsey study.

Addressing the Green-Hand argument that the McKinsey study was not longitudinal, the spokesperson said, “Throughout the report and in multiple exhibits, we compare the 2019 data that we describe in our methodology with our 2017 and 2014 datasets.”

Green and Hand find other problems with the McKinsey report, including its assumption that the single factor of diversity could lead to the remarkable outcomes its study proclaims – a 36% improvement in the likelihood of having financial returns above the national industry medium for companies with the highest diversity indices. That's an astonishing improvement to attribute to a single factor. Could having a few underrepresented minorities among a company's executives really be solely responsible for such an immense difference?

“The output of high firm financial performance causally depends on a vast number of inputs, not just racial/ethnic diversity,” Hand said in an email. “This 'vast number' aspect is important,” he added, because, among other reasons, “it plausibly means that any one of the vast number of inputs is unlikely in and of itself to be a, or the, huge driver of financial performance.” Green and Hand also question the measure of diversity used by McKinsey to create what it called its “diversity score.” What they call the “key weakness” here is that the score given by McKinsey to any study “doesn't benchmark against anything" – not against the actual representation of various ethnic groups in society, or what that representation was when the current generation of executives was graduating from college.

As a result, McKinsey's score doesn't say much about what diversity actually means in any given company. As Green and Hand point out, a company whose executives match the American population – ranging from 61% white down through to 1% Native American – would have the same diversity score as a company that had the reverse representation (61% Native American down through to 1% white).

This “counterintuitive” diversity metric, as Green and Hand put it, means that McKinsey gives no indication of whether a high diversity score means a significant representation of the groups that are of most concern to the social justice movement, namely blacks and Hispanics. McKinsey simply doesn't say whether diversity means larger numbers of blacks and Hispanics or larger numbers of ethnic Koreans and Chinese.

"The McKinsey diversity score is blind to what people are most interested in,” Hand said, “namely the fractions in executive positions of specific racial and ethnic groups.  They get to diversity in a very generic and not very meaningful way,” and certainly not in the way that both business people and diversity advocates actually care about.

While the Green and Hand study is particularly robust – they tested all of McKinsey’s data for the hundreds of Americans companies it included to see if they could reproduce the consulting firm’s findings (the researchers could not) – they are not the only scholars to challenge the assertion that diversity is good for the bottom line. “Getting Serious About Diversity: Enough Already With the Business Case” is the title of an article last year in the Harvard Business Review by Robin J. Ely, a professor of business administration at Harvard, and David A. Thomas, a professor emeritus at Harvard, now the president of Morehouse College.  There are plenty of reasons to promote diversity, they argue, but higher profits is not one of them.

“Business leaders and diversity advocates alike are advancing a simplistic and empirically unsubstantiated vision of the business case,” Ely and Thomas write.  “Taking an 'add diversity and stir' approach ... will not spur leaps in your firm's effectiveness or financial performance.”

Asked specifically about the McKinsey studies, Ely said in an emailed response, “They are correlational and don't control for much of anything as far as I can tell.  They are also cross-sectional as opposed to using data over time,” and, she added, “the latter kinds of data sets (longitudinal) are really the only ones from which one can reasonably test hypotheses about x causing y.” She and Thomas argue in their Harvard Business Review article that having company directors from different sexes or ethnicities doesn't automatically mean a diversity of “perspectives,” as diversity advocates often claim, since women in business don't necessarily see things differently from their male counterparts, and, indeed, when there are different perspectives, “things often get worse, because increasing diversity can increase tension and conflict.”

There are other reasons for skepticism about the McKinsey conclusions and the use put to them by those claiming the diversity-profit connection.  Among them is a comparison with ethnically homogeneous countries whose companies, despite their lack of diversity, have been successful and highly competitive on the international business scene.

It's not likely, for example, that Chinese giants like Tencent or Alibaba have many ethnic Tibetans or Uighurs in senior corporate positions, and women are severely underrepresented on Chinese corporate boards.  According to a report by the World Economic Forum, as of 2018 only 21% of Chinese companies had even a single woman in a senior managerial position.

Similarly in Japan, according to McKinsey itself, only 15% of managerial positions are held by women, well below the world average, and yet many Japanese companies are highly successful, including against their American competitors.

Of course, the drive for diversity can be justified in many ways besides some supposed financial benefit, as matters of fairness, equal opportunity, social justice, and others.  But the claim that diversity leads to profitability has been used by powerful companies like Goldman Sachs and state legislatures like California's as a main reason not just to pursue their own diversity programs but require them on the part of others -- diverse boards for companies to be approved for underwriting in the case of Goldman, or to be in compliance with the law in the case of California.

Since California imposed its requirement on local companies to have both women and underrepresented minorities on their boards, there's been a whole literature asserting that this has led to improvements in these companies' bottom lines.

“Women on boards are good for California business,” was the headline of a recent opinion piece in the Times of San Diego by Betty T. Yee, the state's controller, but Yee, while citing McKinsey and earlier studies on the supposed benefits of gender diversity, cites no data on the financial performance of California companies since the gender equality law went into effect.  She seems, like many people, to take it for granted that having more women on corporate boards will illustrate that McKinsey headline: Diversity Wins.

But is this conclusion based on real data examined over time, or is it a kind of corporate magical thinking, or perhaps a calculated effort by companies like McKinsey to show publicly that they are signing on to a fashionable trend?

Ely and Thomas, who have actually studied the question in detail – not specifically in California but among the largest companies nationwide – have a very different point of view. “We know of no evidence that replacing, say, two or three white male directors with people from underrepresented groups is likely to enhance the profits of a Fortune 500 company.”

In high-cost markets like New York City, families earning $200,000 per year with one young child could receive government subsidies of $7,000 or more.

The Committee for a Responsible Federal Budget estimates that the 7 percent cap on childcare costs alone would cost roughly $250 billion over 10 years, and that was before the House of Representatives’ markup process eliminated the income eligibility criteria from the original budget framework altogether. However, even $250 billion is vastly underestimated. It is impossible to know the actual costs of this entitlement program, let alone predict how expenditures will increase over time. And the federal government will bear the responsibility for almost all these new costs.

The Democrats’ childcare plan drives up childcare costs for all by mandating that childcare businesses pay their workers a “living wage,” and by expecting providers to meet “quality standards” to receive the highest government rates. These standards are equivalent to the ones listed in the 127 pages Head Start program specifications. They cover everything, including the requirements to have parent councils, the appropriate staff-to-child ratios, and specifics on appropriate nap, snack, and personal care practices.

Large day care centers will likely have no trouble meeting the new wage mandates and quality standards. But what about small, family childcare providers? The childcare market had already been shedding family providers for years, losing almost half the number of providers from 2005 to 2019, according to government statistics. While the total number of available childcare slots has remained the same as large daycare centers have picked up the slack, higher-cost daycare slots have increased in large urban and suburban markets, while less costly and more flexible care in rural areas, for infants, and for those with irregular work schedules have disappeared. The Democrats’ plans for new wage mandates, reporting requirements for providers, and regulations requiring high-quality childcare will only make this problem worse. The result will be reduced flexibility and less access to childcare for many working families.

The Democrats’ new childcare entitlement program puts taxpayers on the hook for providing childcare for all families in the US, regardless of income, while also asking them to absorb new costs associated with mandates by the federal government: higher wages, additional and more frequent reporting requirements, and strict regulations on how childcare businesses can operate. The Democrats’ plan drives up the costs of childcare and then taxes and borrows to pay for it. This is the essence of an entitlement mentality, and the perfect formula for an ever-increasing US welfare state. There is an alternative. The Democrats should replace their childcare entitlement program with some common-sense reforms with cost controls that have received bipartisan support in the past, such as increasing the childcare tax credit and adding funding for low-income subsidy programs.

Unvaxxed state trooper signs off for last time: Governor 'can kiss my ***'

Mandate deadlines pass with many workers still refusing COVID shot

Signing off for the last time after 22 years with the Washington State Patrol, a trooper who refused to comply with Gov. Jay Inslee's vaccine mandate had a few parting words for the Democratic leader: "Kiss my ***."

As the deadline for getting vaccinated passed Monday and the state patrol braced for the loss of as many as 100 troopers, Robert LaMay of Yakima County in central Washington videoed his final call on the radio, thanking his colleagues for their work and support, reported Jason Rantz of KTTH Radio in Seattle.

Only three years from full retirement, LeMay, a Christian with religious objections to the vaccine, said Friday night it's about religious liberties and freedom.

"This is my final sign-off. After 22 years of serving the citizens of the state of Washington, I'm being asked to leave because I am dirty," LaMay announced, referring to his unvaccinated status. "Numerous fatalities, injuries, I've worked sick, I’ve played sick. We’ve buried lots of friends over these years. I’d like to thank you guys. I’d like to thank the citizens of Yakima County as well as my fellow officers within the valley. Without you guys, I wouldn’t have been very successful. And you kept me safe and got me to my family every night. Thank you for that."

LaMay, a married father of four, became visibly emotional as he continued.

"I wish I could say more, but this is it, so state 10-34, this is the last time you'll hear me in a state patrol car. And Jay Inslee can kiss my ***."

Inslee's mandate, believed to be among the strictest in the nation, applies to some 800,000 state workers, long-term care employees, and teachers and staff at the state's schools. The only opt-out is a medical or religious exemption. But the exemptions are allowed only if a job accommodation can be made that removes the worker from contact with the public.

Amid record-high homicide rates, the Seattle Police Department, which already has lost 200 officers due to defunding, is bracing for the loss of another 200 or more due to Mayor Jenny Durkan's mandate, which also goes into effect Monday. Hospitals across the state could lose 70,000 staffers due to Inslee's order.  The Seattle Times reported about 20 firefighters for the city of Redmond, Washington, the home of Microsoft, say they aren't vaccinated and have no plans to do so.

Do you agree with this state trooper?

An estimated 50% of Chicago police officers and the same percentage of Houston firefighters have refused to be vaccinated. The city of Chicago issued a statement Sunday night threatening to remove the retirement benefits of officers who choose to retire rather than submit to Democratic Mayor Lori Lightfoot's mandate.

The Transportation Security Administration has admitted that 40% of its agents remain unvaccinated six weeks before the federal deadline.

In Massachusetts, 1,571 state employees who have not proven they have been vaccinated against COVID-19 or sought an exemption now face being suspended and potentially fired under Republican Gov. Charlie Baker's inoculation mandate, the Boston Globe reported. A union official said a handful of his members had been suspended by midday Monday.

'You've been a great role model and mentor'
After his last call, LaMay received praise from employees at the communications center who recalled his service, including delivered a baby while on patrol in Bremerton during his first year. Among his awards are the Red Cross Real Life Hero award, WSP Commission Award (twice), WSP Commercial Vehicle Division Trooper of year in 2007, 2008 and 2009, and the Washington Traffic Safety Commission certificate of appreciation for seat belt enforcement.

"You've been a great role model and mentor for all young troopers serving in the area by sharing your knowledge and experience throughout the years. Thank you for your service," the dispatch operator said.

Another Washington State Patrol veteran, Sgt. Richard Thompson, tearfully signed off after 17 years of service, explaining he was taking a "moral stand for medical freedom and personal choice."

His wife, a dispatcher, also has been forced out because of the governor's mandate.

On Twitter, a user commented on Thompson's remarks, saying that as a "front line worker, if he can't protect his fellow citizens by getting vaccinated for COVID, he does not belong in law enforcement."

Another said the officer swore an oath to protect and serve, and was well paid to accept the risks associated with his job.

Rantz replied: "But [the vaccine] doesn't protect the people he works with. It only offers protection to himself."

LaMay said in an interview Monday with Fox News that "over the last month it’s been nothing but just beating up our fellow employees, constantly telling them they have to vax."

"We worked eighteen months without having any type of issues. And now suddenly we have to have these mandatory vaccines," he said. "So that's, not taking the vaccine was not even a question. The process, how they did it was ridiculous and making people do this or you’re losing your job was ridiculous."

The committee subpoenaed 11 rally organizers and gave them a Wednesday deadline to turn over documents and records. They have also been asked to appear at scheduled depositions.

Among those responding was Lyndon Brentnall, whose firm was hired to provide Ellipse event security that day. "All the documents and communications requested by the subpoena were handed in," he told The Associated Press.

Brentnall had previously said, "As far as we're concerned, we ran security at a legally permitted event run in conjunction with the U.S. Secret Service and the Park Police."

Two longtime Trump campaign and White House staffers, Megan Powers and Hannah Salem, who were listed on the Jan 6. rally permit as "operations manager for scheduling and guidance" and "operations manager for logistics and communications," have also provided documents or are planning to do so.

Two additional rally organizers, Ali Alexander and Nathan Martin, as well as their "Stop the Steal" organization, were also subpoenaed for documents, which are due Oct. 21.

As an attendee at this rally, it was one of the largest demonstrations I have ever attended in Washington, which include those as a then-leftist protesting the Vietnam War.

I did not accept invitations to enter the Capitol, assuming it was a trap. And it was.

"You should have asked better questions," McAuliffe scolded a reporter as he walked out of his scheduled interview.

"These aren't that hard questions," Youngkin noted, according to a report from Fox News. "'How are you going to fix our schools and what are you going to do to make our community safe?'"

He continued, "And here's Terry McAuliffe, who won't even answer questions from a local reporter. He yells at sheriffs. He barks at people all the time. I think he's losing it because he knows this race is slipping away from him."

McAuliffe also had had a heated exchange recently with police, the report explained.

Is Terry McAuliffe 'losing it'?
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Explained Youngkin, "Loudoun County has been ground zero for a long time about what's happened in education, but it's the culmination of what's been going on since Terry McAuliffe was governor."

It's because, he said, McAuliffe lowered the standard for Virginia schools and has repeatedly attempted to keep parents out of their children’s education.

McAuliffe is now the target of a GOP ad campaign that features the former governor saying, "I don’t think parents should be telling schools what they should teach."

Youngkin said, "Terry McAuliffe is on the wrong side of this issue. He knows it. He wants the government to control our children, and parents aren't having any part of it."

Youngkin has also wants an investigation of a situation in which the Loudoun County School Board apparently covered up a sexual assault, then had the victim's father arrested for protesting.

"Rather than the Justice Department investigating parents who are standing up for their children, the Justice Department should be investigating the Loudoun County School Board and the Commonwealth's attorney," Youngkin said.

Fox News noted McAuliffe's abbreviated interview had been scheduled with reporter Nick Minock.

The station later offered a disclaimer when releasing the interview.

"So if you watch those entire interviews on our website, we do want to point out that the Terry McAuliffe interview is shorter than our interview with Glenn Youngkin. That was not by our doing," WJLA anchor Jonathan Elias said. "Nick offered both candidates 20 minutes exactly to be fair for the interviews. McAuliffe abruptly ended 7News' interview after just 10 minutes and told Nick that he should have asked better questions and that Nick should have asked questions 7News viewers care about. That's what he said."

Minock had asked McAuliffe about his anti-parents statement.

"So are you saying parents shouldn't have a voice in their kids' education?" Minock asked.

McAuliffe, who once had a comfortable lead in polls on his race but now is struggling to stay even, said, "Sure, parents should have a voice. And parents do have a voice."

When asked if he misspoke, he responded, "No! I was talking about what we need to do, bringing people together. We have the state boards, we have the board of education and we have the local school boards who are all involved in this process. But the issue is how do we deliver a world class education."

When the reporter moved on to question McAuliffe's record on crime and public safety, a McAuliffe staffer can be heard interrupting to end the interview.

"All right, we are over. That’s it. That’s it," McAuliffe said as he walked out. "Hey, I gave you extra time. C’mon man.

"You should have asked better questions early on. You should have asked questions your viewers care about," McAuliffe scolded.
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NIH website features much-maligned ivermectin as COVID treatment

Drug listed 2nd only to expensive government favorite remdesivir
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Doctors are being barred from prescribing ivermectin to their COVID-19 patients, and the Food and Drug Administration has joined media in mocking users, but the antiviral drug is featured on the National Institutes of Health website as a treatment for COVID-19.

In fact, ivermectin is the second drug listed – under the highly touted, expensive COVID-19 drug with many side effects, remdesivir – on an NIH page titled "Antiviral Agents That Are Approved or Under Evaluation for the Treatment of COVID-19."
Ivermectin has not been approved by the FDA as a COVID-19 treatment. But it is approved by the FDA for other treatments and has been successfully used off-label for COVID-19 patients. From 10% to 20% of all prescribed drugs are used off-label. Ivermectin has been shown to be effective in an least 65 controlled studies and 32 randomized controlled trials as a preventative and early- and late-stage treatment. Studies have demonstrated its ability to inhibit the replication of SARS-CoV-2 as well as its strong anti-inflammatory properties.

But doctors and pharmacists have disclosed that health-care management is barring them from prescribing ivermectin. And the drug recently was the target of a media and government disinformation campaign, dismissing it disingenuously as "horse dewormer." The FDA's official Twitter account posted a caption above a photo of a horse: "You are not a horse. You are not a cow. Seriously, y'all. Stop it."

NIH points out on its "antiviral agents" page that among the serious side effects seen in patients who take remdesivir are severe renal failure and liver damage. Ivermectin, on the other hand, is "generally well tolerated."

However, remdesivir is currently the only drug with full FDA approval to treat COVID-19. Merck, the producer of ivermectin, applied earlier this month for emergency use authorization for a new COVID-19 treatment called molnupirivar. The federal government already has a $1.2 billion contract with Merck to buy molnupiravir at $700 per 10-pill course. Remdesivir costs $2,340 for a five-day course. Ivermectin can be purchased for about $50 for eight generic tablets.

The World Health Organization, in November 2020, recommended against the use of remdesivir in hospitalized COVID-19 patients.
The WHO said at the time that there was "no evidence that remdesivir improves survival and other outcomes in these patients."

Prior to the FDA's emergency use authorization of remdesivir to treat COVID-19, it was studied as a potential treatment for several diseases, including hepatitis. NIH invested as much as $6.5 billion in the drug between 2000 and 2019.

Ivermectin, whose inventors won a Nobel Prize, has a better safety record than several vitamins, with an average of only 160 adverse events reported every year. It has been safely administered several billion times around the world, virtually eradicating diseases such as river blindness in Africa.

The side effects observed, according to the NIH, include "dizziness"; "pruritis," which is an irritating sensation that creates an urge to scratch; nausea and diarrhea. The NIH said unspecified "neurological" adverse effects have been seen in the treatment of parasitic disease, but it's unclear if they are connected to the drug or to the underlying conditions.

Dr. Bryan Ardis recently drew attention to ivermectin's status on the NIH website in an interview on the Canadian podcast "Live with Laura-Lynn."

In September, more than 8,600 scientists and physicians from around the world signed a declaration condemning public policy makers of "crimes against humanity" for restricting life-saving treatments such as ivermectin and hydroxychloroquine while quashing debate and scientific inquiry.

China's hypersonic missile: Is the best offense a good defense?

Exclusive: Lt. Col. James Zumwalt explains realities of cutting-edge nuke-delivery system
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Sixty-four years ago this month, U.S. fears were ignited by the successful launch of the world's first artificial satellite – Sputnik I – by the Soviet Union. It was a first we were hoping to claim, only to be surprised by the Soviets. In the race to space, we clearly had fallen behind.

Last August, we were again caught by surprise, this time by the Chinese, who successfully launched a nuclear-capable hypersonic missile. The missile circled the globe at more than five times the speed of sound (Mach 5) or 3,853 mph before reentering earth's atmosphere to hit its target. Had the missile been aimed at a U.S. target, by operating at such a speed, its interception, while circling the globe, would have been impossible.

While the Chinese missile apparently missed its target by two dozen miles, had it been armed with a nuclear weapon, that would not have made much difference. But this capability with which to attack a target is most definitely an eye-opener for the U.S. intelligence community. As with the Sputnik I launch, it was caught off-guard, failing to recognize an ideological competitor's technology was so advanced.

As one expert on Chinese nuclear weapons explains, such a capability can be "destabilizing" if fully developed as, in addition to their speed, "Hypersonic glide vehicles … fly at lower trajectories and can maneuver in flight, which makes them hard to track and destroy." This comes on the heels of satellite images showing China – which is not currently limited by any arms control deals – building at least 100-plus new nuclear missile silos, upgrading its inventory from 250 to more than 350 weapons.

The Indo-Pacific commander, Adm. Philip Davidson, testified last March that an increasing imbalance was being created in the region by China's rapid military advancements. He forewarned that, "with this imbalance, we are accumulating risk that may embolden China to unilaterally change the status quo before our forces may be able to deliver an effective response."

Also testifying last March was the chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff, Gen. Mark Milley who – seemingly as knowledgeable about hypersonic missiles as he is about Critical Race Theory – suggested hypersonics have no "Achilles heel." Milley claimed, "There is no defense against hypersonics. You're not going to defend against it. Those things are going so fast you're not going to get it." While partially right, Milley does not seem to quite "get it."

It is virtually impossible to intercept hypersonic missiles during the "midcourse" of their global flight, but they do have a vulnerability. Upon reentry, en route to a target during what is known as the "terminal" moments of flight, they move slower. Missile expert Kingston Reif tells us this terminal phase may well leave hypersonics vulnerable to interception by our existing SM-3 missile defense.

The Navy has SM-3 interceptors, capable of destroying medium-range ballistic missiles, which move slower than hypersonic missiles during the "midcourse" phase of their flight. These, therefore, could play a key role in intercepting hypersonic missiles during their terminal phase. Reif explains, "Terminal, narrower-area defenses designed to intercept reentry vehicles as they are bearing down on their target would in theory be more feasible, since at that stage a glider would be traveling slower than a ballistic [re-entry vehicle]." It is in such terminal defenses against hypersonic missiles that the Pentagon is making big investments. In 2020, Congress gave the Missile Defense Agency (MDA) $400 million for this purpose; in 2021, MDA seeks another $200 million. Unlike Milley, the rest of the military knows a hypersonic missile defense system is not at all impossible.

Reif believes, "Hypersonics have been hyped up to be unprecedented, game-changing weapons," leading some to adopt a fatalistic approach when it comes to defending against them. Other defense experts agree, emphasizing "the hypersonics craze" is unwarranted as "what we're talking about here are prototypes." Of course, China's recent successful test above suggests a new reality must now be considered.

The U.S. has not been idle in its own hypersonic missile research and development. While last year's budget was $3.2 billion, the 2022 request increased it to $3.8 billion, with the cost of such missiles estimated to hit tens of millions of dollars per unit. In September, a successful testing by the U.S. of an air-breathing hypersonic weapon was conducted. But cost concerns are being expressed by the Pentagon.

Russia also has become a contender in the hypersonic missile competition. In July, it reported successfully testing its own such missile – touting it as unequaled in the world.

As hypersonic missiles become a reality, it remains to be seen if the best offense will be a good defense.

You just have to read between the lines, so to speak.

The GREAT news today is that at least 12 House Democrats will retire because they surmise that their party will lose the majority next year.

"The quickening pace of Democratic retirements in the House may be the clearest indication yet that the party's hopes of maintaining its narrow majority are fading amid President Biden's sagging approval ratings, ongoing legislative struggles and the prospect of redrawn congressional districts that will put some seats out of reach," the Times reports.

"In recent days, Representatives John Yarmuth of Kentucky, David E. Price of North Carolina and Mike Doyle of Pennsylvania have announced they will not seek reelection," the report says. "In all, a dozen House Democrats have said they will retire or seek other offices next year, including powerful lawmakers like Mr. Yarmuth, the chairman of the Budget Committee, and members from the most politically competitive districts, such as Representatives Ron Kind of Wisconsin and Ann Kirkpatrick of Arizona."

As usual, the New York Times didn't identify all the seats and, thus, put virtual targets on them. But that's the nature of highly partisan paper. The following was a quote worth keeping in mind.

"In interviews, the three representatives who most recently announced their retirement said personal issues were paramount in their decisions – they have served 72 years in the House between them," the report said. "But they also cited three political factors: redistricting ahead of the 2022 elections, Donald J. Trump's continued power over Republicans, and the rising Balkanization of the Democratic Party, that they said had made governance increasingly difficult and frustrating."

Even Democrats admit "Balkanization of the Democratic Party."

"None of the three expressed concern about any particular bloc in their fractious party, which includes a growing progressive wing, an ardent group of moderates and the pro-business 'New Democrats.' Rather, they said they were worried that none of the groups was willing to compromise, leaving two vital pieces of President Biden's agenda – a trillion-dollar infrastructure bill and an ambitious social policy and climate change measure – in limbo."

You see, the New York Times still thinks the Democrats have "an ardent group of moderates and the pro-business 'New Democrats'" among them.

Democrats are less certain to lose control of the U.S. Senate, the Times says, where they "cannot afford to lose a single seat in the Senate, but they do not face gerrymandered maps there, and vulnerable Republican seats in Pennsylvania, Wisconsin, North Carolina and Ohio make Democratic gains possible."

But it looks clear from here – the mid-term elections next year should be a cakewalk for the GOP. Unless the fix is in again.

Biden is so unpopular his name is often "confused" with Brandon. Deservedly so.

"These Democrats spent decades accumulating power and seniority in Congress. They wouldn't give up that power if they felt Democrats were going to hold the majority," said Mike Berg, a spokesman for the National Republican Congressional Committee.

"As for the right, Mr. Price said, the attack on the Capitol on Jan. 6 'has scarred the House and raised serious questions that I never thought would be raised, about the future of the rule of law, the acceptance of election results, the peaceful transfer of power and the very future of democracy.'"

The Times continued: "With far-right Republicans such as Representatives Madison Cawthorn of North Carolina and Marjorie Taylor Greene of Georgia already calling for Mr. Biden's impeachment, Mr. Yarmuth said, 'the prospect of serving in the minority is horrifying.'"

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After spending several futile hours rummaging through media accounts and the United States Postal Service (USPS) website, I still had no answer to the question I set out to address: Are postal workers subject to a vaccine mandate?

Wanting the straight skinny, I decided not to call USPS headquarters but to visit a facility and talk to the workers loading and unloading mail.

To my good fortune I found a well-spoken, straightforward supervisor who told me, through his mask, what I wanted to know.

"We are encouraged to get vaccinated, but we do not face a vaccine mandate like the military does," he volunteered. "But," he added helpfully, "we do have an indoor mask mandate."

Two questions emerge from this encounter. The first is: Why are postal workers exempt from a mandate that is stripping other public service entities, including the military, of thousands of needed personnel?

The second, why did I have to ask a postal worker to get the truth? The answer to the second question is the easier of the two – the media don't want you to know.

In mid-September there was a flurry of questions around the status of the USPS. On Sept. 16, the USA Today fact checker put those questions to rest.

"Claim: Postal workers aren't included in the Biden administration vaccine mandate
Claimed by: Social media user
Fact check by USA Today: False"

On that same day, the USPS put out an impressively ambiguous statement on COVID-19 vaccines. After much self-serving blather about the hard work of its 650,000 employees, management concluded:

"We are working closely with our union leadership so that once OSHA's COVID-19 Vaccination Emergency Temporary Standard (ETS) is issued we can move quickly to determine its applicability to our employees and how best to implement."

Translation: "We are in no big hurry." The ETS represents the fulfillment of President Joe Biden's COVID-19 Action Plan announced on Sept. 9. The OSHA ETS runs a perversely long 44 pages and includes any number of useless admonitions, such as:

"An employer with one or more employees working in a physical location controlled by another employer must notify the controlling employer when those employees are exposed to conditions at that location that do not meet the requirements of this section."

On Oct. 12, OSHA submitted the ETS to the White House's Office of Information and Regulatory Affairs for approval, which is where it stands as of this writing.

USPS brass might argue that their hands are tied until the OSHA ETS is formalized, but unlike many private and public employers, they are making no obvious efforts to prepare their workers for this eventuality. They don't have to. They have friends in the White House.

In August 2020, the president of the National Association of Letter Carriers (NALC), Fredric Rolando, sent a letter to his 300,000 members addressing "the very survival of USPS."

Under President Trump, the White House Postal Task Force had reportedly "called for the revocation of collective bargaining rights by America's postal unions, massive cuts to services, and the potential privatization of the agency."

Concluded Rolando, "NALC is proud to stand with Vice President Biden and Sen. Harris in November and beyond."

More important to Biden than those 300,000 NALC votes were the 67 million ballots the letter carriers handled in 2020. To understand just how eager union leaders and management were to prevent any serious inquiry into how those ballots were handled, one need only review the case of Erie, Pennsylvania, letter carrier Richard Hopkins.

The combined effort to silence and then smear this brave whistleblower would have done the Stasi proud. With an able assist from the media – CNN and the Washington Post most notably – union and management sent a chill throughout America's postal archipelago.

If politics were not motivation enough to keep the White House at bay, race probably is. According to the USPS nearly 40% of its workforce is listed as a minority, 21% African American.

Despite outsized (and absurdly well-documented) efforts to close the "vaccination gap," blacks and Hispanics remain relatively unvaxxed compared to whites and Asians.

The media's relentless repetition of what Biden memorably called the "Tuskegee Airmen" experiment may have made journalists feel virtuous, but it left many blacks feeling just scared. Liberalism works that way.

My suspicion is that the USPS will remain ever so quietly exempt from whatever OSHA dictates are finally approved. These are feathers the White House cannot afford to ruffle.

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Governor calls for halt to refugees after Afghan rape charge

Islam expert: 'No doubt whatsoever that this sort of thing would happen'

Montana Republican Gov. Greg Gianforte called for a halt to Afghan refugee resettlement in his state after an Afghan evacuee was charged with raping a woman.

A police spokeswoman said Zabihullah Mohmand, 19, followed the victim outside through the doors of the Residence Inn by Marriott in downtown Missoula last Sunday. Court documents say the victim called 911 at around 4:30 a.m. and reported that she had just been raped. Mohmand insisted that he and the victim had consensual sex. He has been charged with sexual intercourse without consent.

On Thursday, Gianforte called on President Biden "to immediately halt resettlements to Montana until federal agencies provide me with adequate assurance that Afghans coming to Montana are fully-vetted in accordance with federal law."

"While I welcome our fully-vetted Afghan allies to Montana, this situation and others across the country raise serious concerns about whether the Biden administration is meeting its obligations to fully vet Afghans prior to resettlement," he said.

Islam expert Robert Spencer, the director of Jihad Watch, wrote that there "was no doubt whatsoever that this sort of thing would happen, and there will be more of it."

No one is prepared to discuss the fact that the Quran teaches that Muslims can lawfully take an "Infidel" for sexual use, and Zabihullah Mohmand "likely didn’t think he was doing anything wrong," he said. A passage in the Quran instructing "wives and your daughters and the women of the believers to bring down over themselves of their outer garments" is interpreted as a warning that if women don't cover themselves adequately, they may be abused.

But anyone who points this out is branded a "racist" and an "Islamophobe," Spencer said.

He listed numerous cases in Europe in which Muslim immigrants cited the Quran as the impetus for their actions. In France, a Muslim even quoted the Quran while raping his victim. A survivor of a Muslim rape gang in Britain, Spencer pointed out, said her rapists quoted the Quran to her. Muslim migrants in France raped a girl and videoed the rape while praising Allah and invoking the Quran. The victim of an ISIS jihadi rapist said her attacker told her that by raping her, he was drawing closer to Allah.

Will rapes from Afghan migrants increase?

Republican U.S. Sen. Steve Daines of Montana said in a statement that the "fallout and consequences from President Biden’s disastrous withdrawal from Afghanistan continue."

"While I support assisting our fully-vetted Afghan allies who served alongside our armed forces, President Biden has failed to provide answers as to who has come into the country or if they have been fully vetted according to what’s required by law," the senator said.

Daines said he has spoken to Gov. Gianforte about the situation.

"I stand with him in calling on President Biden to stop all Afghan resettlements to Montana until we get answers," the senator said.
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Nation warned about Biden's 'half-baked energy agenda'

The festive season this year remains shrouded in pandemic uncertainty, with many Americans weary about making travel or financial commitments. Unfortunately, one near certainty is higher natural gas prices. Moreover, the bitter icing on the Christmas cake could be higher greenhouse gas emissions due to a fallback on coal-powered energy. To stave off a cold, coal Christmas, President Biden needs to fix his half-baked energy agenda.

Due to high demand and a shortage of supply, this winter the federal Energy Information (EIA) Administration predicts that natural gas prices will reach heights not seen since 2008. Exports of American liquified natural gas are surging, but production isn’t keeping pace and domestic stockpiles are running down. As the EIA warns, a sudden cold snap in part of the country could tear through that increasingly thin buffer stock and drive prices even higher.

The EIA’s warning is just the latest symptom of the Biden administration’s botched green energy policy. A majority of Americans want to see further federal action to address climate change. But rather than an energy transition, President Biden is actively driving the American economy off an energy cliff. A transition would be akin to moving from one source of energy (such as fossil fuels) to another (such as renewables). To push Americans away from fossil fuels, Biden is doing his best to hinder the American oil and gas industry. The problem is that the future sources of energy—such as solar, wind, or hydrogen—aren’t sufficiently developed yet to meet America’s energy demand. The Democrats’ reconciliation bill and promised renewable infrastructure boom remain in congressional limbo. In the interim, outdated regulations are hindering renewable buildout.

But Biden’s botched transition is not limited to the White House or Congress. Rather, the administrative state is actively sending mixed signals and sowing confusion around the natural gas industry. For example, in March the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission (FERC) began to consider greenhouse gas emissions as part of its interstate natural gas pipeline permitting process. By May, however, FERC had already backflipped on the procedure by analyzing the greenhouse emissions of two pipeline projects “for informational purposes only.”

In between these two decisions, the Commission solicited public input on whether it should overhaul its certification process. Among other questions, FERC asked if international climate agreements should be considered when certifying domestic pipelines, or how FERC should identify minority or low income “environmental justice communities.” Without a hint of irony, Chairman Richard Glick recently suggested that he was concerned that FERC decisions were creating uncertainty for developers because they were not rigorous enough to withstand legal attacks. Potentially denying permits due to vague international climate pledges or social justice metrics offers little promise of certainty.

In addition to making family budgets collateral damage in his confused climate crusade, President Biden’s efforts to hamstring the natural gas industry risk propping up more emissions-intensive fossil fuels. Winter Storm Uri, which wrought havoc upon Texas in February, provides a foreboding example. Critics of renewables assert that frozen wind turbines were to blame for the state’s punishing blackouts, while supporters retort that natural gas failures created a greater absolute reduction in energy.

But what if natural gas hadn’t been available in 2021? Analyzing the Texas grid regulators’ daily data from February 12th-18th, during which Uri struck, the difference between wind power’s highest and lowest generation was a 65% reduction. Solar generation was similarly down by 71% from its peak to its trough. By comparison, power generation from coal only fell by 33%. Even using generous day-by-day data, which overlooks unflattering hours for renewables when the sun doesn’t shine or the wind doesn’t blow, high emissions coal was comparatively resilient during Uri. If natural gas is unavailable or too expensive this winter, coal may pick up the slack.

In principle, President Biden’s concern for the environment mirrors the concerns of a majority of American consumers about climate change. But his administration needs to devise solutions before it creates self-inflicted problems. Whether it be high energy bills for consumers or a greater reliance upon dirty energy sources, Biden’s poor choices during the year are building up into an unwelcome December surprise.

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3 takeaways from AG Garland's House panel testimony on Virginia school rape case, conflict of interest

Claims parents not being labeled 'terrorists'

Attorney General Merrick Garland denied any knowledge Thursday of a highly publicized Northern Virginia school rape case and suggested that he called for federal investigations of parents without independently confirming a purported spike in threats made to school boards and teachers.

During the hearing before the House Judiciary Committee, Republican lawmakers grilled the attorney general for several hours over his Oct. 4 memo calling on the FBI and the Justice Department to address supposed “violent threats” against teachers and school boards.

The memo followed the National School Boards Association’s Sept. 29 letter asking President Joe Biden to take action against parents protesting liberal school policies across the nation.

“Threats against public servants are not only illegal, they run counter to our nation’s core values,” wrote Garland in the Oct. 4 Justice Department announcement. “Those who dedicate their time and energy to ensuring that our children receive a proper education in a safe environment deserve to be able to do their work without fear for their safety.”

1) Garland Denies Knowledge of Loudoun County Rape Case
The National School Boards Association letter cited the arrest of a Loudoun County man as evidence that “threats and acts of violence” are endangering school board members. The letter links to a local news story on the incident and refers to “an individual” who was arrested.

But the aforementioned individual is Scott Smith, the father of a girl allegedly raped in her school restroom by a boy wearing a skirt.

Did Attorney General Garland know about the Virginia school rape case?

“I don’t know anything about this case,” Garland told Rep. Chip Roy, R-Texas, later adding, “This sounds like a state case, and I’m not familiar with it.”

Though the alleged Loudoun County school rape is a state case, it has received national and even global attention over the past couple of weeks, a worst-case scenario situation that opponents of radical school policies have long predicted.

Smith told The Daily Wire that he was arrested at the June 22 school board meeting after Loudoun County Public Schools Superintendent Scott Ziegler claimed that “the predator transgender student or person simply does not exist,” adding: “We don’t have any record of assaults occurring in our restrooms.” Smith reportedly grew angry and began to argue, resulting in his arrest.

During the Thursday hearing, Roy questioned Garland repeatedly about the circumstances surrounding the alleged rape and the arrest of the girl’s father, asking the attorney general whether the FBI and the Justice Department are investigating the Loudoun County School Board.

“I don’t believe so, but I don’t know the answer to that,” Garland responded.

“Why not?” Roy asked, reminding Garland of Ziegler’s June 22 comments. “When this statement bothered the father of the girl … the girl who had been raped, sodomized in the bathroom of a high school by a dude wearing a skirt, that father reacted. Now, that father reacted by simply using a derogatory word. Would that statement have bothered you if your daughter had been raped?”

“Again, I don’t know anything about the facts of this case, but derogatory words are not what my memorandum was about,” Garland said.

2) Garland Suggests He Didn’t Do His Homework
In the attorney general’s early October memorandum, he cited “a disturbing spike in harassment, intimidation, and threats of violence against school administrators, board members, teachers, and staff.”

But Thursday’s hearing indicates that Garland merely took the word of the National School Boards Association on the supposed “disturbing spike.” The Justice Department did not immediately return a request for comment from The Daily Signal on that point.

Rep. Jim Jordan, R-Ohio, aggressively questioned Garland about where the attorney general had found data showing the reputed spike in threats against teachers.

 “I read the letter,” Garland responded, “and we have been seeing over time … .”

“Whoa, whoa, whoa,” Jordan interrupted him. “So, you read the letter? That is your source? Is there some study, some effort, some investigation someone did that said there has been an uptick, or you just take the words of the National School Boards Association?”

“The National School Boards Association, which represents thousands of school boards and school board members, says there are these kinds of threats,” Garland said, adding that “we read in the newspapers reports of threats of violence.”

The attorney general offered little further insight on his memorandum throughout the hearings, sticking to short responses and promising that he respects Americans’ First Amendment rights.

 “Every person living in this country expects and deserves that their government protect them against a wide range of threats—from international and domestic terrorism to cyberattacks to violent crime and drug trafficking,” Garland said in prepared remarks at the beginning of the hearing.

“As our country’s chief law enforcement officer, I am committed to supporting law enforcement at all levels as they work to protect our country from these threats, while also zealously guarding civil liberties and ensuring our own accountability to the American people,” he added.

Garland pushed back on suggestions that he was calling parents “domestic terrorists,” telling Rep. Steve Chabot, R-Ohio, that his memo did not mention either the Patriot Act or domestic terrorism.

“I can tell you, not in a million years did we dream that one day we would see the Justice Department treat American parents as ‘domestic terrorists,’” Chabot told Garland.

 “Like you, I can’t imagine any circumstance in which the Patriot Act would be used in the circumstances of parents complaining about their children, nor can I imagine a circumstance where they would be labeled as ‘domestic terrorists,’” Garland told the Ohio lawmaker.

3) Garland Deflects Accusations of Conflict of Interest
Rep. Mike Johnson, R-La., also called for an investigation during the Thursday hearing into the attorney general’s actions, suggesting that Garland was “motivated” by his “family’s financial stake in this issue.”

The congressman was referring to reports that Garland’s memo presented a conflict of interest in relation to his son-in-law’s education company, Panorama Education, which carries out race-focused surveys and training described as “social-emotional learning.”

The company is open about the fact that “social-emotional learning,” the Washington Examiner reported, is a “vehicle” for achieving the company’s equity goals.

 “Published reports show that your son-in-law co-founded a company called Panorama Education,” Johnson told Garland. “We now know that company publishes and sells critical race theory and so-called anti-racism materials to schools across the country, and it works with school districts nationwide to obtain and analyze data on students, often without parental consent.”

The congressman asked Garland whether he was familiar with Title V of the Code of Federal Regulations addressing rules of impartiality for executive branch employees and officials.

“I am very familiar with it,” the attorney general responded. “I want to be clear once again that there’s nothing in this memorandum which has any effect on the kinds of curriculums that are taught or the ability of parents to complain.

“There is no company in America or hopefully no law-abiding citizen in America who believes that threats of violence should not be prevented,” Garland told the congressman, who argued that parents are protesting the very sorts of curriculum that Garland’s son-in-law sells. “There are no conflicts of interest that anyone could have.”

Their jobs are out of town, no longer in town, no longer in town, but 65 percent do not own an automobile. They live in a black or Hispanic neighborhood or a poor neighborhood, and all the time they waste trying to get to work," he said.

"Look, more than $7 billion to build out the national network of electric vehicle charging stations. The way my grandpop got up here, my Grandpa Biden who died in Mercy Hospital of an aneurysm when he was 46 years old, two months before I was born in Mercy Hospital – he was with the American Oil Company. He was up here opening up gas stations in 19 – that's how he got here.

"This was 1942 – late '42. Well, guess what? The same thing happens. We build these charging stations, what happens? Communities build up around them. You get everything from the figurative McDonald's or the Dunkin' Donuts to the drugstore..."

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McConnell slams Democrats for turning courts political

Says he started with 'naïve' view senators should evaluate judicial candidates on competence

Senate Minority Leader Mitch McConnell blamed Democrats in Congress for politicizing the court and the process of confirming Supreme Court justices during a ceremony honoring Justice Clarence Thomas on Thursday evening.

Well, it didn’t take long for Ted Kennedy and friends to permanently disabuse me of that rather naive notion.”

McConnell recalled the confirmation process of Robert Bork, a federal judge who former President Ronald Reagan nominated to fill a Supreme Court vacancy in 1987. In that process, former Democratic Sen. Ted Kennedy of Massachusetts successfully convinced his Democratic colleagues, who held a majority in the Senate, to oppose Bork’s confirmation, according to the National Constitution Center.

The Kentucky senator drew a parallel between Bork’s process and the 1991 confirmation of Thomas. In a 52-48 vote, the Senate confirmed Thomas after he was accused of sexual harassment by a former aide in what McConnell called a “disgraceful firestorm.”

“I’m not going to dwell on that episode tonight, there’s no reason to,” McConnell continued during his speech. “We all know what the people behind the smear campaign revealed, actually about themselves.”

“I’ll say this, I was inspired then, and I’m still inspired today, by the courage, the resilience and the faith with which Justice Thomas endured those months and emerged with an appetite for service still intact,” he added.

McConnell cited a 2013 decision by then-Senate Majority Leader Harry Reid to abolish the filibuster for judicial nominations as another turning point in the relationship between the legislative and judicial branches of the federal government. Reid’s move, which Republicans opposed, opened the door for the Senate to confirm judges through a simple majority vote, The Washington Post reported.

“Let’s just say, history has a funny way of making people reap what they sow,” McConnell said Thursday.

In 2016, after the death of former Justice Antonin Scalia, McConnell refused to consider former President Barack Obama’s nominee for the vacancy, current Attorney General Merrick Garland. At the time, McConnell argued that a Senate vote should only take place after a presidential election. During former President Donald Trump’s tenure, McConnell ushered in Justices Neil Gorsuch, Brett Kavanaugh and Amy Coney Barrett, who were confirmed largely along party lines and with fewer than 60 votes.

The GOP leader warned that under the Biden administration the politicization of the court appeared to intensify. He noted that while Secretary of State Antony Blinken cautioned against court-packing during a speech in Ecuador on Wednesday, the White House is simultaneously mulling an expansion of the Supreme Court.

“Storm clouds are gathering on the horizon,” McConnell said. “The very concept of an independent and insulated judiciary is actually at stake.”

“Tony Blinken can fly out to Latin American and finger-wag other nations about pressuring judges while his own boss tries the same trick right here at home,” he continued. “It would be perfect satire if it wasn’t so crazy or scary. Again, this is not about conservative policy outcomes versus liberal ones, it runs much deeper.”

During the speech, McConnell praised Thomas for his work in the three decades since he was confirmed, especially his steadfastness in defending “unborn life, every time, without fail.” The senator also commended Thomas for his willingness to vigorously defend First Amendment protections.

Following McConnell’s remarks, Thomas delivered a brief address, mainly thanking individuals and officials he worked with during his tenure.

“Without the people who’ve helped me over the years, who’ve been there, without you all who are here, without God’s grace, without my wonderful bride, who’s always there, I would not be standing here,” Thomas said.

Earlier in the evening, Laurence Silberman, a judge on the U.S. Court of Appeals for the District of Columbia Circuit, received the inaugural “Gray Center Justice Clarence Thomas First Principles Award.” Former White House Counsel Don McGahn also delivered remarks at the event.

The evening speeches followed a day-long symposium featuring judges and legal scholars who highlighted various aspects of Thomas’ time on the high court.

Exclusive: Joseph Farah thumps attorney general over his testimony before House committee
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Attorney General Merrick Garland disgraced himself before a House Judiciary Committee hearing when he was asked by Rep. Mike Johnson, R-La., about his apparent conflict of interest involving his son-in-law's investment in Critical Race Theory.

He refused to comment on whether he had accepted legal counsel on the matter.

Garland said that nothing in his memo calling for the Justice Department to step up scrutiny of anger American parents has to do with financial interests or the substance of what is being taught in schools, but deals with "violence or threats of violence."

He simply kept repeating the mantra. He could not explain why his famous memo issued five days after the request by the National School Boards Association asked for the FBI to intercede in such matters. He didn't comment on when he got marching orders from Joe Biden to use the Patriot Act to deal with threats against school board members who cited incidents of non-violent disruption of school board meetings where parents voiced their concerns about issues such as the teaching of Critical Race Theory, prompting Republicans to voice fears that federal involvement will influence conservatives to keep quiet instead of continuing to engage with officials.

"There are no conflicts of interest that anyone could have," Garland told lawmakers Thursday.

"The Department of Justice will do what it always does in such circumstances. We'll apply the facts and the law and make a decision, consistent with the principles of prosecution," Garland said, when asked about referrals approved by the House related to its Jan. 6 Capitol probe of the so-called "insurrection" and the role of Steve Bannon who was referred for criminal prosecution.

Meanwhile, Garland took no position on federal Judge Royce Lamberth's condemnation of the treatment of some protesters not yet charged but being held in solitary confinement, and some having their "right-to-fly" status revoked.

An opening statement submitted by Garland for the hearing called the Capitol breach an "intolerable assault, not only on the Capitol and the brave law enforcement personnel who sought to protect it, but also on a fundamental element of our democracy: the peaceful transfer of power."

"I have great confidence in the prosecutors who are undertaking these cases. They are doing exactly what they are expected to do: make careful determinations about the facts and the applicable law in each individual case," the statement reads.

Rep. Jim Jordan, the top Republican on the committee, claimed the FBI's move to facilitate lines of communication to report threats amounted to the agency creating a "snitch line on parents."

Garland defended the memo and said that "we are not investigating peaceful protest or parent involvement at school board meetings."

End of story. Period.

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Border Patrol Arrests Shatter All Records at Southern Border

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Border Patrol agents apprehended a total of 1,666,167 illegal immigrants along the southwest border in fiscal 2021—breaking all records since 1925 after the agency was formed (when 22,199 illegal aliens were arrested).

An additional 294,352 were stopped after trying to enter at a port of entry without legal papers, bringing the total to almost 2 million (1,956,519) for fiscal 2021, according to new Customs and Border Protection (CBP) statistics.

The CBP doesn’t officially release the number of “gotaways”—illegal aliens who are detected by Border Patrol, but evade capture. However, former CBP Commissioner Mark Morgan told a congressional Republican roundtable on Oct. 20 that the gotaway number hit at least 400,000 illegal aliens this year.

The Biden administration has faced growing criticism for the crisis at the southern border, which started to ramp up a year ago in tandem with election rhetoric.

However, the number of illegal crossings shot up once Biden took office and promptly dismantled many of President Donald Trump’s border security measures.

In January, Biden paused deportations, stopped border wall construction, halted the Remain in Mexico program, repurposed Immigration and Customs Enforcement priorities, and reversed the ban on travel from terror-prone countries.

In December 2020, Trump’s last full month in office, Border Patrol agents arrested almost 74,000 illegal immigrants on the southern border. By July, that had almost tripled to 213,500.

The Department of Homeland Security (DHS) is expelling most single adults under the Title 42 health directive policy issued by the U.S. Centers for Disease Control and Prevention in March 2020 that calls for immediate expulsion of all illegal immigrants and non-essential travelers.

However, under Biden, the DHS stopped applying Title 42 to any unaccompanied children, most family units, and some adults.

The administration has been faced with record levels of unaccompanied minors and family units entering illegally—most of whom are subsequently released into the United States.

The number of unaccompanied children apprehended by Border Patrol in fiscal 2021 (146,925) exceeded last year’s total by four times. At one point in April, more than 20,000 unaccompanied minors were being held in Health and Human Services custody.

The White House confirmed on Oct. 20 that it has been flying unaccompanied children from the southern border to New York in the middle of the night.

“It is our legal responsibility to safely care for unaccompanied children until they can be swiftly unified with a parent or a vetted sponsor,” White House Press Secretary Jen Psaki said. “And that’s something we take seriously. We have a moral obligation to come to do that and deliver on that.”

She confirmed that unaccompanied children are also being transported to other parts of the country.

Haitian Crisis

September presented a new challenge for DHS when 15,000 mostly Haitian illegal immigrants formed a primitive encampment under an international bridge in Del Rio, Texas.

The administration subsequently released at least 12,400 of them into the interior, with the expectation that they will check in with Immigration and Customs Enforcement (ICE) or turn up at their immigration court hearing.

Tens of thousands more Haitians and other migrants are currently heading toward the U.S. border, according to reports.

During the Haitian crisis, Border Patrol was forced to close nearby highway checkpoints, and state and local law enforcement surged to the bridge to provide security.

In general, drug seizures at the border and highway checkpoints have been consistently lower in fiscal 2021 than in the past three years, with September hitting a low point.

Other issues are facing the Border Patrol agency, with morale hitting an all-time low and agents facing a Nov. 22 deadline to get vaccinated with a COVID-19 vaccine or get fired.

Administration Response

The Biden administration has been consistent in its response to questions about its handling of the border, saying it’s focusing on the “root causes” of illegal immigration and that it is seeking a “fair, orderly, and humane” immigration system.

Administration officials have avoided calling the border issue a crisis, but DHS Secretary Alejandro Mayorkas was caught on leaked audio telling border agents that the situation is “unsustainable.”

“A couple of days ago I was down in Mexico, and I said look, you know, if, if our borders are the first line of defense, we’re going to lose and this is unsustainable,” Mayorkas said on Aug. 5, according to audio a Border Patrol source leaked to Fox News.

“We can’t continue like this, our people in the field can’t continue and our system isn’t built for it.”

On Oct. 21, Biden was asked by Anderson Cooper during a CNN town hall if he plans to visit the southern border.

“I guess I should go down. But the—but the whole point of it is: I haven’t had a whole hell of lot of time to get down,” Biden said.

Vice President Kamala Harris visited El Paso, Texas, in June, but was criticized for avoiding the two busiest sectors in the nation, also in Texas.

State seeks to hide from parents abortions given to minor girls

Senate passes measure ending parental notification

The Illinois Senate voted to repeal a 1995 law Tuesday which required parents to be notified when their under-18 children seek out abortions.

The notification requirement does not require parents to consent to the procedure, according to the Associated Press. Approximately three quarters of Illinois residents favored the notification requirement in a 2020 poll.

Only one judge has denied an abortion to a minor since the law went into effect in 2013, AP reported.

Of the 38 states that require some level of parental involvement in abortions for minors, 21 require consent from a parent, according to Guttmacher Institute.

The Senate voted 33-22 in favor of repeal, with several Democrats voting to keep the notification requirement, AP reported. With two days left in the legislative session, the repeal effort is now moving to the House.

Illinois passed a law in June 2019 making abortion a “fundamental right” in the state.

The move by the Illinois Senate comes on the tail of the Supreme Court’s announcement that it will keep the Texas Heartbeat Bill in effect while litigation over the law’s constitutionality continues. The Court is also hearing arguments in Dobbs v. Jackson Women’s Health Dec. 1, a case which challenges Roe v. Wade and Planned Parenthood v. Casey.

Pentagon confirms nearly 439 Americans trapped in Afghanistan!

You need to know this. Joe Biden's Pentagon has made the latest revision of the number of U.S. citizens they left behind and how many lives are literally at stake.

I'm afraid that you may think you overlooked this number if you thought you heard a "final" number last week from the administration.

You see, it's fluid. After all, they're just American citizens – expendables!

This number is higher than what the State Department had said last week.

The Pentagon stated Tuesday that nearly 439 U.S. citizens are still in Afghanistan following August's U.S. military withdrawal, more than the Biden administration has previously claimed.

Like everything else, this number keeps changing, as we will see. And, it seems the State Department had different numbers than the Pentagon.

The latest tally came from Under Secretary of Defense for Policy Colin Kahl, after Sen. Jim Inhofe, R-Okla., pointed to what he believed were contradictory or at least "confusing" numbers the administration has presented since the Aug. 31 withdrawal.

Confusing indeed.

"One of the many confusing things about this whole thing is that we really don't know how many Americans are left in Afghanistan," Inhofe said. "The administration's number of U.S. citizens left in Afghanistan keeps changing. We all understand that. It's very confusing."

Inhofe noted that the Biden administration "always said 100 to 200 U.S. citizens left in Afghanistan," but now says it "has already withdrawn 234 and is in contact with 363 others, 176 of whom want to leave," citing numbers the State Department provided last week.

"Now if we can figure this out, you're doing a lot better than I have done," Inhofe said.

ahl gave a thorough response detailing the numbers he had of how many Americans were in Afghanistan and had gotten out, eventually leading to the number of those who remain.

"In terms of how many American citizens we estimate are currently in Afghanistan, the Department of State is in contact with 196 American citizens who are ready to depart –and arrangements are being made for them to do so, either via air or over ground – and another 243 American citizens have been contacted and are not ready to depart, either because they want to stay in Afghanistan or aren't ready," Kahl said.

This total of 439 Americans still in Afghanistan is up from the 363 the State Department had told congressional staff last week – which itself was up from the estimate of roughly 100 the administration had claimed in September.

Sure. There were just some who didn't want to leave.

At a press briefing Friday, State Department spokesman Ned Price said that the number of Americans who actually wished to leave was at one point below 100 but was now between 100 and 200 amid a fluid situation on the ground.

Do you buy this?

"That figure has risen in recent days as more Americans in Afghanistan have decided to depart in light of our successful facilitation of dozens of departures in recent weeks," he said.

Price said that so far the State Department had facilitated the departure of 234 citizens and 144 lawful permanent residents. On Tuesday, Kahl said that number was 240 American citizens and 157 lawful permanent residents, but that those numbers climb to 314 and 266, respectively, when taking into account those who got out via alternative means like private charters and not through the U.S. government.

Maybe Biden's and the State Department's and the Pentagon's number of Americans will rise again – like inflation and the vast number of other catastrophes caused by our precipitous withdrawal from Afghanistan. Don't rule it out. We have not heard a figure floated on the number killed, for instance.

Who's doing the math? Joe Biden?

Why is this important?

Because the most shameful part of this debacle is that any American was left behind in that hellhole.

Half-dozen FDA vaccine panel members are tied to Pfizer

Including former VP, consultant, grant recipient

The FDA advisory panel that voted 17-0 on Wednesday to recommended Pfizer's COVID-19 vaccine for children 5-11, despite acknowledging the lack of safety data and a 99.998% survival rate from infection, included a half-dozen members with ties to the pharmaceutical giant.

Among the members were a former vice president of Pfizer Vaccines, a recent Pfizer consultant, a recent Pfizer research grant recipient, the mentor of a current top Pfizer vaccine executive, the operator of a center that distributes Pfizer vaccines and the chairman of a Pfizer data group, reported the National File.

Another member proudly posted a photo of himself taking a Pfizer vaccine, and others were already on the record supporting COVID-19 shots for children.

Recent FDA Commissioner Scott Gottlieb is on Pfizer’s board of directors.

The members with Pfizer ties:

· Acting chairman Dr. Arnold S. Monto of the University of Michigan School of Public Health was a paid Pfizer consultant as recently as 2018.

· Dr. Gregg Sylvester, chief medical officer for Seqirus Medical Affairs, previously served as a vice president for Pfizer Vaccines, where he launched Pfizer vaccines, including one for children.

· Dr. Archana Chatterjee, dean of the Chicago Medical School, was sponsored by Pfizer for a research project related to vaccines for infants between 2018-2020.

· Dr. Myron Levine of the University of Maryland School of Medicine mentored Raphael Simon, the senior director of vaccine research and development at Pfizer, as a post-doctoral fellow.

· Dr. James Hildreth, president and chief executive officer of Meharry Medical College, disclosed he has more than $1.5 million in relevant financial interests, including his work as president of Meharry Medical College, which administers Pfizer Coronavirus vaccines.

· Dr. Geeta K. Swamy, a professor of obstetrics and gynecology at Duke University, is chairman of the Independent Data Monitoring Committee for the Pfizer Group B Streptococcus Vaccine Program, a committee sponsored by Pfizer. According to Duke, Swamy serves as a co-investigator for the Pfizer COVID-19 vaccine trial.

Among the supporters of COVID vaccines for children are Drs. Ofer Levy of Boston Children's Hospital; Dr Eric Rubin, editor-in-chief of the New England Journal of Medicine; Dr. Jay Portnoy, professor of pediatrics at the University of Missouri-Kansas City School of Medicine; and Dr. Melinda Wharton, acting director for the National Center for Immunization and Respiratory Diseases.

The National File cited a report last December by FDANews stating that FDA advisory committee members "in the past have frequently been the target of heavy politicking by industry representatives of whatever drug they were considering for a recommendation at in-person meetings."

"That process has been somewhat altered by the fact that during COVID-19, meetings are being held virtually," said FDANews, which focuses international regulatory, legislative and business news regarding the life science community. "But it’s likely that behind-the-scenes pressuring still goes on. The industry defends the attempts to influence committee members as simply efforts to best present their case."

On Tuesday, committee member Rubin, editor-in-chief of the New England Journal of Medicine, expressed the concern of many members about "a side effect that we can't measure yet," referring to the heart inflammation condition called myocarditis.

But he concluded there was no other way forward.

"We're never going to learn about how safe the vaccine is unless we start giving it," he said. "That's just the way it goes."

Pfizer's briefing document, issued before the hearing, says on page 10 "the number of participants in the current clinical development program is too small to detect any potential risks of myocarditis associated with vaccination."

"Long-term safety of COVID-19 vaccine in participants 5 to <12 years of age will be studied in 5 post-authorization safety studies, including a 5-year follow-up study to evaluate long term sequelae of post-vaccination myocarditis/pericarditis."

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White man awarded $10 million after proving to jury he was fired to make room for diversity hires
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When conservatives protest over ideas like "equity" and "critical race theory," the average American who is uninterested in politics is left wondering what all the fuss is about.

To them, broad academic concepts like these couldn't possibly affect their day-to-day lives.

A federal jury in Charlotte, North Carolina, seemed to disagree with that notion on Tuesday, however, when it awarded one man $10 million dollars due to discrimination via his former employer's equity policy.

Michigan native David Duvall worked as the senior vice president of marketing and communication for Novant Health Inc., a health care system with facilities in North Carolina, up until July of 2018, the Winston-Salem Journal reported.

In a 2019 lawsuit against the company, Duvall alleged he was fired without warning and replaced by a white woman and a black woman as the company worked to institute "diversity, inclusion and equity" policies. Duvall accused Novant Health of racial and gender discrimination, a violation of Title VII of the Civil Rights Act.

Novant Health contested Duvall's claims, instead saying he was fired for his "poor leadership skills." In addition to finding Duvall proved he was wrongfully terminated based on his race and gender, the jury also said Novant Health failed to prove it would have fired Duvall if race was not a factor.

Both Duvall and his lawyer were more than happy with the North Carolina jury's determination.

"We are pleased that the jury agreed that Duvall’s race and gender were unlawful factors in his termination — that he was fired to make room for more diverse leaders at Novant," Duvall's attorney, S. Luke Largess, said in a statement released on Tuesday, according to the Winston-Salem Journal.

Largess also noted Duvall was "a strong advocate of diversity at Norvant" and that the two believe the lawsuit "is a message that an employer cannot terminate and replace employees in order to achieve greater diversity in the workforce."

“We are extremely disappointed with the verdict as we believe it is not supported by the evidence presented at trial, which includes our reason for Mr. Duvall’s termination,” Megan Rivers, a Novant Health spokeswoman, said. “We will pursue all legal options, including appeal, over the next several weeks and months

The jury, however, remained unconvinced and chose to award Duvall a whopping $10 million.

Despite this ruling, Novant Health has stubbornly doubled down on its racist practices, noting that racial equity will remain a central component of its hiring processes going forward.

“Novant Health is one of thousands of organizations to put in place robust diversity and inclusion programs, which we believe can co-exist alongside strong non-discriminatory policies that extend to all races and genders, including white men,” Rivers said. “It’s important for all current and future team members to know that this verdict will not change Novant Health’s steadfast commitment to diversity, inclusion and equity for all.”

"Equity" is perhaps the most pernicious form of racism seen in American society today. Rather than ensure that all people are treated equally, regardless of their race or ethnicity, "equity" ensures people are treated differently according to their race.

The reason left-wing organizations continue to push this notion is because of the false belief that, if not for "racism," all racial groups would have the exact same amount of representation in every aspect of society.

But such an assumption assumes all groups are exactly the same. No person in their right mind would suggest that people who are white, black, Hispanic, Asian, Jewish and so on are culturally homogenous.

If they were, what would be the point of celebrating "diversity"?

Moreover, since all of those groups do exhibit cultural differences, they are likely to experience different economic outcomes.

And that isn't because of racism. Otherwise, as political scientist Wilfred Reilly has explained, the wealthiest racial groups of Americans would not be Indian Americans and Asian Americans.

“The wealthiest group of Americans is not Anglo-Saxon ‘WASPs’ — or Jews as is often claimed — but Indian Americans, with a median household income of $135,816. Taiwanese Americans come in second place, at $102,405,” Reilly wrote.

“All in all, seven of the 10 highest-earning groups — Indians, Taiwanese, Filipinos, Indonesians, Pakistanis, Iranians and Lebanese Americans — are not ‘white’ as this term is generally conceptualised. Another Top 10 group — South Africans, with $98,212 — consists of white and black immigrants, who both seem to do quite well away from their homeland’s quarrels.”

Nevertheless, companies like Novant Health will continue to judge applicants based on their gender and the color of their skin, rather than judge them based on their competency, keeping racism and discrimination on life-support at a time when most of the country is ready to move past such bigotry.

Nearly half of voters want Dr. Fauci to resign

Only 1/3 believe he's tellling the truth about funding gain-of-function research

Nearly half of voters believe Dr. Anthony Fauci lied about U.S. funding for so-called "gain-of-function" research at the Wuhan Institute of Virology, which many scientists believe to be the origin of the coronavirus pandemic.

The Rasmussen poll of 1,000 likely voters found 49% believe Fauci hasn't told the truth about the funding, and 46% want him to resign.

Fauci has declared under oath in congressional hearings that the National Institutes of Health has not funded gain-of-function research. But last week NIH has admitted in a letter to the leading Republican on the House Oversight Committee that the U.S. funded an experiment at the Wuhan lab in which a bat coronavirus was modified, creating a virus that made mice "sicker" than the original virus.

Sen. Rand Paul, R-Ky., demanded over the weekend in an interview with Axios that Fauci be fired for "lack of judgment" for the research funding.

Paul, who has pressed Fauci in numerous Senate hearings on Wuhan lab funding, said Monday that the White House adviser's National Institute for Allergy and Infectious Diseases also funded "deadly and unnecessary" experiments on beagles.

The NIH, according to documentation unearthed by a group called White Coat Waste, spent $424,555 on research in which live beagle puppies were eaten by parasite-infected flies. Researchers cut the dogs' vocal cords to stop them from barking, and they later were killed and dissected to examine the efficacy of a potential vaccine for lymphatic filariasis.

Fauci also recently has been accused of spending more than $16 million in taxpayer money in 2018 to experiment on monkeys with toxic brain injections. However, the Associated Press and others reported the National Institute of Mental Health -- not Fauci's National Institute of Allergy and Infectious Diseases -- carried out the experiments.

But both the NIMH and the NIAID are part of the National Institutes of Health.

Should Dr. Anthony Fauci resign?
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A third accusation recently reemerged that centered on Fauci, as director of the NIH anti-AIDS effort in the 1980s, sponsoring clinical drug trials to treat foster children in New York City who had HIV/AIDs.

A 2005 BBC documentary titled "Guinea Pig Kids" charged the trial targeted minority children, that many died from lethal doses and children were ripped away from their families.

A 2009 investigation by the Vera Institute of Justice, an independent nonprofit national research and policy organization, concluded those claims were false. The researchers said that while 105 of the 532 children in the trials or observational studies died, none of the deaths was caused directly by clinical trial medication.

However, the New York Times reported in 2009 that the VERA researchers were barred from examining medical records. And the head of the VERA Institute, Vera Myles, admitted that many more children had died than had been listed in their report, noted investigative reporter Liam Scheff.
And the VERA probe found that protocols to ensure that consent was given to enroll the foster children in the program were not always followed.

On Wednesday, two top House GOP leaders called on the Justice Department to follow up on the NIH's admission it funded the non-profit EcoHealth Alliance's collaboration with the Wuhan lab in conducting gain-of-function research on bat coronaviruses.

Reps. Jim Jordan of Ohio and James Comer of Kentucky, the ranking members respectively on the House Judiciary Committee and the House Oversight Committee, asked Attorney General Merrick Garland in a letter to look into whether EcoHealth had broken federal laws against grant fraud, the Washington Examiner reported.

Also on Wednesday, Senator Ted Cruz, R-Texas, noting the NIH recently refuted Fauci's claims that it never funded gain-of-function research, asked  Garland at a Senate hearing if he would appoint a special prosecutor to investigate Fauci for lying to Congress.

Data shock: During pandemic, gov't actions have killed more than the virus

Exclusive: Joel Hirschhorn explains cumulative impact of COVID, vaccines and collateral deaths
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During the pandemic, many deaths have occurred in the U.S., approaching 2 million Americans. But ponder this: Have large numbers of excess deaths over pre-pandemic years resulted from something other than COVID infections?

There have been increasing articles and studies about excess deaths during the pandemic. Too many of these seem aimed at getting attention rather than being accurate and balanced.

The concept of excess deaths is simple: Deaths above what was normally observed before the pandemic. But why are more people dying even after accounting for COVID-infection deaths? Getting to the correct answer is the goal of this article.

The core issue in seeking truth is how to evaluate excess deaths during the pandemic and then explain them. If there really are non-infection excess deaths, then the goal is to rise above often bad and uncertain data from government agencies to correctly figure out whether something especially concerning is happening – perhaps something governments do not want to acknowledge and deal with, as we shall see.

Classification of deaths

To get to the truth about excess deaths it is important to make a critical distinction by defining two classes of deaths.

Class 1: First, direct pandemic effects, which are twofold.

Most attention is needed to assess the magnitude of deaths from COVID infection. These include breakthrough cases that are COVID infections despite full vaccination.

The other direct impact is deaths from COVID vaccines.

Class 2: The second class is very different. They are indirect health impacts resulting from things other than direct medical actions aimed at addressing COVID.

These are the many collateral deaths resulting from severe contagion controls used by federal and state governments, especially lockdowns, stay at home mandates, limited hospital and physician access, school closings, job losses, travel restrictions and widespread impacts on personal and medical freedom.

These many indirect impacts cause large numbers of deaths across the entire population. They are the collateral damage caused by pandemic government authoritarian actions, but not infections nor COVID vaccines. They are done, supposedly, in the name of public health.

The government does not collect comprehensive data on these indirect deaths. Be clear about this category of deaths. They are caused by all the public health systems used to address the pandemic.

To be clear, deaths directly associated with COVID infections cover a range of situations. Government agencies report COVID-related deaths. That word "related" is very important, because proving causality has been contentious. Most physicians see causality when deaths occur soon after COVID symptoms or a positive test result.

There are reasons why there are legitimate concerns and criticisms of official COVID death data. It comes down to what criteria are used to declare a death as either caused by COVID or just, in some way, related to the infection.

U.S. federal and state agencies have, for the most part, been very liberal in declaring deaths as COVID ones. This has resulted from both financial incentives, political motivations (maintaining public fear and acceptance of authoritarian government actions) and procedural government guidance.

In the latter category are guidelines from CDC for death certificates issued in March 2020 that replaced a practice used for the previous 17 years. This change allowed physicians, medical examiners and coroners to place less importance on all kinds of health problems contributing to a death and, if there was any evidence of COVID virus infection from testing (before or after death) or symptoms, to declare a death as a COVID one.

In other words, many people, especially the elderly, could have died with COVID but not from COVID. They may have died from their underlying medical problems and weakened immune system more than effects directly associated with COVID infection. Some die because they have been given the very expensive approved drug remdesivir that causes acute liver and kidney problems and has a death rate of over 25%. Yet their deaths go into the COVID death column.

On the other side, is the view that some people have died from COVID infection, but their deaths have not been officially declared as a COVID death. Most likely these have been people who have died at home without medical attention. It is difficult to believe that the numbers of deaths in this class could account for a large excess death figure. Why? Because people who die from COVID infection almost always experience severe symptoms as they move from stage one viral replication to stages two and three when vital organs are attacked, especially breathing problems. These typically cause them to seek medical attention, usually hospitalization where so many COVID deaths occur.

Not to be dismissed is the reality that many COVID deaths have preempted a number of normally occurring deaths, such as from the seasonal flu and many types of accidents in a more mobile population. The latter are subsumed in the COVID death data. They do not explain excess deaths. If anything, they reduce non-infection excess deaths.

Taking all this into consideration means that COVID death totals are most likely to overstate the lethality of COVID. In fact, as I have discussed elsewhere, COVID lethality for the whole population was initially overstated by Fauci to justify extreme government actions and mass vaccination. He started the pandemic by wrongly saying that the China virus was so much more deadly than the seasonal flu. Only the elderly had a high risk of death (and younger people with serious underlying medical problems) that warranted focused government attention, initially by using safe and effective generics, namely ivermectin and hydroxychloroquine, and later vaccines.

In seeking truth about excess deaths, it is most important to recognize the countless and not quantitatively reported indirect impacts of the pandemic on health and deaths of very large numbers of people who were not actually at significant risk from COVID infection.

Deaths have resulted, for example, from people not getting normal pre-pandemic health care from treatment to prevention and suffering from extreme mental stress (often pushing addiction and suicide) caused by abnormal living and negative economic conditions. Unlike direct pandemic deaths, there is hardly any useful tabulation of indirect pandemic death impacts by government agencies. In the name of public health government agencies have harmfully impacted the lives of nearly all Americans.

There is need for caution when seeing numerical excess deaths beyond official COVID deaths, in coming up with explanations that involve controversial causes. The big example is blaming what seems as major excess deaths on COVID vaccines, especially if the many indirect pandemic causes of death are not addressed, mainly because data are not readily available.

Also note that breakthrough COVID infections in fully vaccinated people that sometimes cause death are appropriately categorized as direct COVID deaths.

As I have discussed, declining vaccine effectiveness (especially for variants) make the fully vaccinated vulnerable to dying from COVID infection. But it would be wrong to say that these deaths are different than COVID ones. And wrong to place these deaths in a category of vaccine deaths. Moreover, as I have analyzed, breakthrough deaths in the U.S. most likely account for tens of thousands of deaths, much smaller than true excess deaths – though their numbers are likely to increase in coming months and years as mass vaccination continues.

For example, recently this was reported: "Former Centers for Disease Control and Prevention Director Robert Redfield said that more than 40% of people who have died from Wuhan coronavirus in the state of Maryland over the last 6-8 weeks were fully vaccinated." And government data revealed that in September, 70% of COVID-19 deaths both in Sweden and the U.K. were "fully vaccinated" individuals.

To recap, it is important to focus on the many causes of vaccine induced deaths and collateral deaths that do not result from the viral infection. Make no mistake, there are now widely recognized medical explanations of vaccine induced deaths, including a broad array of serious blood problems this author has reviewed. Data on vaccine deaths will be examined below.

Indirect health impacts
A March 2021 study examined how the pandemic caused non-infection health impacts and made it clear that they cannot be ignored:

"The COVID-19 pandemic and global efforts to contain its spread, such as stay-at-home orders and transportation shutdowns, have created new barriers to accessing healthcare, resulting in changes in service delivery and utilization globally.

"One hundred and seventy studies were included in the final analysis. Nearly half (46.5%) of them included studies focused on cardiovascular health outcomes. The main methodologies used were observational analytic and surveys. Data were drawn from individual health facilities, multicentre networks, regional registries, and national health information systems. Most studies were conducted in high-income countries with only 35.4% of studies representing low- and middle-income countries.

"Healthcare utilization for non-COVID-19 conditions has decreased almost universally, across both high- and lower-income countries. The pandemic's impact on non-COVID-19 health outcomes, particularly for chronic diseases, may take years to fully manifest and should be a topic."

A November 2020 article, "Death by Lockdown," "forecasted more than 100,000 excess deaths due to drug overdoses, suicide, alcoholism, homicide, and untreated depression – all a result not of the virus but of policies of mandatory human separation, economic downturn, business and school closures, closed medical services, and general depression that comes with a loss of freedom and choice." What was recognized is "that as bad as a virus is, policies that wreck normal social functioning will cause massive and completely unnecessary suffering and death."

A new article from the New York Post made these wise observations:

"Instead of keeping calm and carrying on, the American elite flouted the norms of governance, journalism, academic freedom – and, worst of all, science. They misled the public about the origins of the virus and the true risk it posed. Ignoring their own carefully prepared plans for a pandemic, they claimed unprecedented powers to impose untested strategies, with terrible collateral damage. We still have no convincing evidence that the lockdowns saved lives, but lots of evidence that they have already cost lives and will prove deadlier in the long run than the virus itself. A few scientists and public-health experts objected, noting that an extended lockdown was a novel strategy of unknown effectiveness. In April 2020, John Ioannidis, Jay Bhattacharya and other colleagues reported that the fatality rate among the ​infected was considerably lower than the assumptions used to justify lockdowns."

The TB case has been one of worst collateral health impacts of the pandemic. This was documented in a detailed story. "Tuberculosis killed roughly 1.5 million people in the first year of the COVID-19 pandemic, up from 1.4 million in 2019. And researchers say COVID is to blame." And there is every indication that it has gotten much worse worldwide.

"The COVID-19 pandemic has reversed years of progress and efforts in the fight against tuberculosis," said Dr. Tereza Kasaeva, head of WHO's global TB program. Kasaeva said that COVID lockdowns, limited access to health care and patients' concerns about visiting medical clinics made TB far more deadly during the pandemic.

Justin Hart of Rational Ground noted in October 2021 that, "It's estimated that 50% of regular child immunizations were missed in the spring of 2020. You can do some actual math, and I feel confident in saying that more children will die from missed vaccines in a year's time than died of COVID-19." This is just another example of a collateral impact of the pandemic.

The conclusion is that when examining excess deaths, it is important to recognize indirect deaths resulting from pandemic control actions by governments.

The Economist article
Here are highlights from a discussion of a widely addressed article titled "The pandemic's true death toll."

This conclusion was the attention grabber: "Fifteen million more people have died during the COVID-19 pandemic compared to historical norms, according to a recent October report by the Economist. This figure is more than three times the reported COVID-19 deaths, which stands at 4.6 million people." In other words, about 10 million excess deaths over direct COVID infection deaths.

"And what about people who died of preventable causes during the pandemic because hospitals full of COVID-19 patients could not treat them? If such cases count, they must be offset by deaths that did not occur but would have in normal times, such as those caused by flu or air pollution." These ideas fall into the class of indirect COVID impacts.

The Economist had to invoke indirect pandemic impacts in addition to vaccine induced deaths. When speaking of many millions of excess deaths globally, the only rational explanation are the widespread indirect pandemic impacts that have devastated the entire global population. This means that it has not been the virus that has killed most people, but rather government actions. It is quite plausible that for every COVID death two more people have died from the indirect impacts of pandemic management.

Here are the data reported for North America: 675,000 COVID deaths and 843,000 excess deaths (middle uncertainty). That is a very large number of excess deaths that could only be explained by health impacts of government actions. For the U.S. it was reported that the cumulative COVID-19 infection deaths have reached close to 650,000, and excess deaths are 820,000, presumably indirect deaths. Updating, for the current U.S. number of 730,000 infection deaths, that implies 921,000 indirect collateral deaths.
Important NIH and other results
Here is an important observation from a recent report from the NIH: "Roughly 2.9 million people died in the United States between March 1, 2020, and December 31, 2020. Compared with the same period in 2019, there were 477,200 excess deaths, with 74% of them due to COVID-19." That amounts to 343,584 COVID deaths during the first year of the pandemic; it is consistent with the over 730,000 COVID deaths reported since 2020.

For 2020, when COVID began ravaging the country, compared to pre-pandemic 2019, that leaves 133,616 deaths to be explained. The answer cannot be deaths associated with COVID vaccines for this pre-vaccination period. That is the key point – pre-vaccination, which means that the plausible explanation for the significant excess deaths of 133,616 are the many negative health impacts causing deaths from the expanding government pandemic control actions in 2020. These included many lockdowns, stay at home mandates, disruptions in health care and loss of jobs. In other words, collateral deaths.
In agreement with this statement was the finding in a medical journal article titled "Excess Deaths From COVID-19 and Other Causes in the US, March 1, 2020, to January 2, 2021." It said deaths attributed to COVID-19 accounted for 72.4% of U.S. excess deaths, leaving 27.6% explained most likely from collateral deaths.

A June 2021 Scientific American article said 18% of excess deaths across the U.S. last year (2020) were not assigned to COVID. Thus, 78% was related to COVID infections. Reported was that Andrew Stokes, Boston University, and his colleagues calculated excess deaths for each of more than 3,100 U.S. counties. To do so, they compared provisional 2020 mortality data from the National Center for Health Statistics with predicted death rates based on previous years. The researchers then compared the proportion of excess deaths attributed to COVID on death certificates with those assigned to other causes. Their data showed that 18% of excess deaths across the U.S. in 2020 were not assigned to COVID. That infers about 77,000 indirect deaths, reasonably explained by collateral deaths.

A journal article published in April 2021 reported: "Between March 1, 2020, and January 2, 2021, the U.S. experienced 2,801,439 deaths, 22.9% more than expected, representing 522 368 excess deaths. … Deaths attributed to COVID-19 accounted for 72.4% of U.S. excess deaths." That leaves 27.6% or a little over 144,000 non-COVID infection deaths. Detailed data were given on specific non-COVID deaths, including: heart disease, Alzheimer disease/dementia and diabetes.

A September 2021 article titled "Impact of COVID-19 on excess mortality, life expectancy, and years of life lost in the United States" found that for 2020: There were 375,235 excess deaths, with 83% attributable to direct, and 17% attributable to indirect effects of COVID-19. So, about 64,000 deaths were collateral deaths.

A new report, "Collateral Damage from COVID" said: "In the first year of the U.S. COVID pandemic (the 52 weeks ended February 27, 2021) there were 665,000 excess deaths (deaths above the normal seasonal death rate) reported by the CDC. The official COVID death toll for that span was 514,000 (77%). Shockingly, this means that non-COVID deaths caused by the pandemic and possibly by our policy choices, are likely to total at least this 151,000 difference." The latter would logically be collateral deaths.

And this is how that 151,000 difference was explained: "Excess deaths due to unnatural causes surged by an estimated 82,000 above the normal levels, from March 2020 through August 2021. Unnatural causes are dominated by homicides, suicides, overdoses, and accidents. And, excess deaths due to the Big Four natural causes (heart and lung disease, cancer, and stroke) soared by over 86,000 over those same 18 months, mostly during 2020. These two categories alone total 168,000 excess deaths." Clearly, many deaths were caused by government pandemic controls that made lives extremely difficult and stressful.

On this point, the report noted: "The death toll from unnatural causes has risen sharply and is not likely to fall as quickly. Research shows that collateral effects on health, direct and indirect, following unemployment and other economic disruption remain elevated for several years. The same seems likely to be true for overdoses and homicides, due to lingering mental health effects, though perhaps not for accidental deaths."

In contrast to the above, it was reported in October 2020 that a report by CDC said that overall, an estimated 299,028 excess deaths occurred from late January through Oct. 3, 2020, with 198,081 of them (66%) caused by COVID-19. But that left nearly three months in later 2020 unaccounted for, when COVID infections probably mounted. So, some 100,947 (or 134,596 for 12 months) excess deaths not related to COVID infection is mostly in agreement with the above figures. These CDC numbers are the least credible.

Thus, despite data variations, most of these reports were fairly consistent in attributing 72 to 83% of U.S. excess deaths over pre-pandemic years to COVID infection deaths, leaving a fairly broad range of about 64,000 to 151,000 excess deaths to non-infection causes. These would be the collateral impacts of pandemic control actions by federal and state governments, but are much lower than what The Economist estimated; but these are not systematically measured by the government.

The average of the above reports is 25.3% for non-infection deaths and for these an average of 117,745 such collateral deaths annually, and before vaccine deaths would be a significant fact.

Dr. Joseph Mercola's views
Receiving major attention on alternative news sites in October 2021 are the views of Dr. Joseph Mercola that will now be summarized. He has been a strong proponent for explaining non-infection deaths on the basis of COVID vaccines.

"The number of Americans who have died between January 2021 and August 2021 is 16% higher than 2018, the pre-COVID year with the highest all-cause mortality, and 18% higher than the average death rate between 2015 and 2019. Adjusted for population growth of about 0.6% annually, the mortality rate in 2021 is 16% above the average and 14% above the 2018 rate."

Mercola asked the key question: "Did COVID-19 raise the death toll despite mass vaccination, or are people dying at increased rates because of it?"

"The death toll from the jabs is estimated to be between 200 and 500 deaths per million doses administered. With 4 billion doses having been administered around the world, that means 800,000 to 2 million so-called 'COVID-19 deaths' may in fact be vaccine-induced deaths." This range is a high fraction of about 5 million total global COVID infection deaths. In the U.S., 414 million doses have been given; using the above range that yields a range of 82,800 to 207,000 vaccine deaths on top of the 730,000 infection deaths given by CDC.

 [To be clear, vaccine-induced deaths are definitely real and significant. The issue is their magnitude. Nor is it fair to argue that vaccine induced deaths are to some degree hidden within COVID death data. And clearly it is unreasonable to argue that high COVID deaths after mass vaccination, which has been widely observed, should be counted as vaccine deaths.]

The key question is whether the high level of U.S. vaccine deaths is compatible with what the public is seeing.

Mercola also references the following:

"According to this whistleblower, the U.S. Vaccine Adverse Event Reporting System (VAERS) under-reports deaths caused by the COVID shots by a conservative factor of five or more. She claims the number of Americans killed by the shots was at least 45,000 as of July 9, 2021. At that time, VAERS reported 9,048 deaths following COVID injection. That number is now 16,310 (as of October 1, 20218). Using an under-reporting factor of five, that gives us an estimated vaccine death toll of 81,550." That is at the low end of the range calculated above.

Another source is also used by Mercola:

"Steve Kirsch, executive director of the COVID-19 Early Treatment Fund, has come up with even more drastic numbers. In the video 'Vaccine Secrets: COVID Crisis,' he argues that VAERS can be used to determine causality, and shows how the VAERS data indicate more than 212,000 Americans have already been killed by the COVID shots." That is at the high end of the range calculated above.

To recap, Mercola's reporting provided different sources to support the range of 82,800 to 207,000 for vaccine deaths to date.

Rose and Crawford study
The September 2021 study "Government's Own Data Reveals that at Least 150,000 Probably DEAD in U.S. Following COVID-19 Vaccines," by Jessica Rose and Mathew Crawford, is the most detailed and impressive effort to determine vaccine deaths. It has been criticized by FDA: "Although under reporting is a limitation in VAERS, with regard to COVID-19 vaccine safety monitoring, there currently is not evidence to suggest it would underestimate the amount of COVID-19 vaccine-related deaths to such a large degree." This author disagrees with FDA. Here is the official view of CDC: "'Underreporting' is one of the main limitations of passive surveillance systems, including VAERS. The term, underreporting refers to the fact that VAERS receives reports for only a small fraction of actual adverse events." As you will see below, the 150,000 figure for vaccine deaths is a low, conservative estimate.

This is the summary of its findings: "Analysis of the Vaccine Adverse Event Reporting System (VAERS) database can be used to estimate the number of excess deaths caused by the COVID vaccines. A simple analysis shows that it is likely that over 150,000 Americans have been killed by the current COVID vaccines as of Aug 28, 2021." This is close to the high end of the range given above.

The study is both long and complex. Here are some highlights.

On the problem of underreporting of vaccine deaths: "In our informal physician surveys we saw a bias to under-report serious adverse events in order to make the vaccines look as safe as possible to the American public since most physicians believe they are hurting society if they do anything to create vaccine hesitancy. Secondly, we'd estimate that at least 95% of physicians have completely bought into the "safe and effective" narrative and thus any event that they observe they deem as simply anecdotal and don't bother to report it since it couldn't have been caused by such a safe vaccine that appeared to do so well in the Phase 3 trials."

On the search for quantifying underreporting in the CDC VEARS system: "The point of this paper is not to find the exact number of deaths, but merely to find the most credible estimate for deaths. We think that anaphylaxis is an excellent proxy for a serious adverse event that, like a death, should always be reported so we think 41X is the most accurate number." That means multiplying CDC numbers by 41.

To get estimates of vaccine deaths: "There are three ways to estimate the number of excess deaths caused by the vaccine. Using these three methods we can estimate the low and high likely bounds for the number of excess deaths caused by the vaccine:

1. Subtract the average number of background deaths in previous years: estimate is 252,109;
2. Use 86% based on the analysis in the Mclachlan study; estimate is 252,073;
3. Use 40% based on the estimate of Dr. Peter Schirmacher one of the world's top pathologists; estimate is 175,865."

This was the explanation for looking at other studies: "In order to validate that our estimates are reasonable (or simply that the evidence was more likely consistent with the hypothesis that the vaccine does more harm than good), we looked at four different quantitative methods from very small to very large and summarized their estimates:"

Excess Case Fatality Rate analysis done in Europe: 72,000-180,000
Excess death analysis for 23 nations: 147,960
Small island study: 171,000
Analysis of Norway deaths: 150,000

"In summary, the qualitative and quantitative confirmation techniques we used were all independent of each other and of our main method, yet all were consistent with the hypothesis that the vaccines cause large numbers of serious adverse events and excess deaths and are inconsistent with the null hypothesis that the vaccines have no effect on mortality and have a safety profile comparable to that of other vaccines."

"We were not able to find a single piece of evidence that supported the FDA and CDC position that all the excess deaths were simply over-reporting of natural cause deaths."

In wrapping up a very complex analysis this was said:

"In 1976, they halted the H1N1 vaccine after 500 GBS cases and 32 people died. However, there is no stopping mortality condition for these [COVID] vaccines. We are likely at 150,000 deaths and counting and nobody in the mainstream medical establishment, mainstream media, or Congress is raising any concerns. No member of the medical community is calling for any stopping condition nor autopsies. We find this troubling."

Here is the most important reason for respecting this study. As you can see the final estimate of 150,000 vaccine deaths is lower than other figures in various studies but consistent with the range from Mercola's reporting. Overall, this figure of 150,000 vaccine deaths is conservative.

Here are more concluding insights that the public should greatly think through, especially when deciding whether or not to get a vaccine shot, initial or booster:

"In short, say our vaccine reduces the risk of dying from COVID by 2X. But it came at a cost, e.g., increasing your risk of dying from a heart attack by 4X. And let's say both events are equally likely (which they aren't). Then you've made a bad decision … you're more likely to die if you took the vaccine.

"When you combine (1) the negative efficacy of the vaccine with (2) the negative all-cause mortality benefit, it's impossible to justify vaccination. Either alone is sufficient to kill the benefit; both of them together makes things even more difficult for recommending vaccination.

"The bottom line is clear: If you got the vaccine, you were simply more likely to die. The younger you are, the greater the disparity."

As more Americans succumb to pressure, propaganda and mandates, it is very likely that the figure of 150,000 vaccine deaths will become an underestimate of the lethality of COVID vaccines.
Lastly, it is relevant to note what the eminent medical researcher Dr. Judy Mikovits has said. Her medical science credentials are impeccable, including a long stint at the National Cancer Institute. Her views may seem extreme to some people, but they are based on a deep scientific understanding and are consistent with the highly frightening forecasts of other scientists and physicians.

She said: "I just can't even imagine a recipe for anything other than what I would consider mass murder on a scale where 50 million people will die in America from the vaccine." Time will tell whether this dire prediction will materialize as more people get the shot. The shot that kills.

Israel deaths
Since the start of the third booster shot on July 30, the COVID death rate in Israel has been reported to have jumped from about .15 to 3.5 per million in early September. Is it possible that a similar negative impact will happen in the U.S.?

In an August 2021 paper entitled "Young adult mortality in Israel during the COVID-19 crisis," noted Israeli researcher Dr. Steve Ohana examined a surge in Israeli youth deaths, which he says are unexplained by anything other than a surge in vaccinations for the age group 20-49." Specifically, he noted that, "the surge in mortality coincided with the rollout of the Israeli vaccination campaign for the 20 s to 49-year-olds, which reached more than 75% of individuals in this age group." Dr. Ohana concluded that his findings should "urgently prompt a pause in the vaccination campaign, until the reasons of the youth excess mortality observed in mass vaccination countries are clarified."

Finally, here is perhaps the most interesting development in Israel recently reported. "There are a million people that are currently about to surrender their freedoms instead of getting a booster." This means that 1 million people in the most vaccinated country on the planet were letting their Green Pass expire." This would greatly curtail their freedom to access many places.

A report from Israel examined excess deaths for one period and reported the following: "According to data from the Central Bureau of Statistics (CBS), during January-February 2021, in the midst of the vaccination operation, there was a 22% increase in overall mortality in Israel compared to the bi-monthly average mortality in the previous (pre-vaccination) year. In fact, the period of January-February 2021 is the deadliest one in the last decade, with the highest overall mortality rates, when compared to the corresponding months over the last 10 years. The report highlights that younger people between the ages of 20-29 appear to be the demographic that saw the most dramatic increase in mortality following the rollout of the Pfizer vaccine. In this group, during the same vaccination period, January-February 2021, there has been a 32% increase in overall mortality compared to the bi-monthly average mortality in 2020."

As the U.S. pushes booster shots for everyone, including young people, there may be lessons to learn from Israel.

Conclusions
It is challenging to reconcile the average of 117,745 excess deaths beyond infection deaths given above with the conservative figure of 150,000 vaccine deaths. Add in the indirect, even higher collateral deaths across society broadly, probably what The Economist found, namely for the current U.S. 730,000 infection deaths and some 921,000 indirect collateral deaths. The latter seems reasonable when you consider that most of the population, several hundred million people, had their lives devastated by government pandemic controls. In other words, a collateral death rate of around .5%.

As to the latter, though taken in the name of public health, most government actions have had no basis in medical science. Considering all the deaths, pandemic management has been a colossal failure with the highest level of COVID infection deaths globally in the U.S.

Adding up the infection, vaccine and collateral deaths gets to a total approaching 2 million pandemic deaths. And note that breakthrough infections of the fully vaccinated are escalating, as vaccines lose effectiveness, and are at least 10,000 to 20,000.

Public health officials failed to promote early wide use of generics and foolishly pushed mass vaccination that has not proven effective. The former could have prevented over 600,000 infection deaths.

Perhaps the greatest tragedy is that public health officials have stubbornly refused to admit their mistakes.

The government has made no attempt to systematically account for the non-infection indirect collateral pandemic deaths. And surely more and more Americans are dying from the onerous pandemic controls – now emphasizing vaccine mandates – that are destroying and disrupting the lives of millions of people. Especially in view of the above estimates for vaccine deaths.

Finally, and most importantly, nearly all of the excess deaths approaching 2 million Americans could have been prevented by better government policies:

1. COVID infection deaths could have been prevented by promoting wide use of a number of protocols to cure and prevent infection by using generic medicines and other proven drugs. And also by aggressive programs to address obesity, diabetes and various causes of weakened immune systems.

2. Vaccine deaths could have been prevented by focusing on about 5% of the population at significant risk from fatal COVID but not the entire population, meaning no vaccine mandates.

3. Not using invasive contagion controls, namely lockdowns, that have disrupted and destroyed lives and caused huge numbers of collateral deaths.

Coronavirus 'is not a huge threat to children'

GOP charges Democrats with taking food away from children

Lawmakers cite exploding gasoline prices across nation

GOP lawmakers have turned up the heat on the Biden administration, repeatedly slamming it for rising energy prices that consumers have experienced recently.

House Minority Leader Kevin McCarthy hosted roundtables in his office on both Tuesday and Wednesday where energy industry leaders, local officials and his fellow House Republicans sniped at Democrats, blaming them for increased costs hitting Americans. The officials also took aim at climate provisions included in the pending $3.5 trillion budget bill.

“There’s nothing that’s becoming more expensive than gasoline today,” McCarthy said on Wednesday. “And it doesn’t have to be the case. When gasoline becomes more expensive, the people that it truly hurts are those that are less fortunate, those that have less money. It literally takes food away from their children.”

“As we look to Thanksgiving coming up, it’s going to be the most expensive Thanksgiving in history for Americans,” he continued. “But the real challenge is happening here. It’s the policies of this new administration.”

Since July, energy prices have skyrocketed in the U.S. and abroad with both oil and natural gas hitting multi-year highs. Heating costs may even tick up as much as 54% for Americans this winter and could be even higher depending on how cold it gets, the EIA projected on Oct. 13.

Meanwhile, gasoline prices rose again Wednesday, reaching a national average of $3.39 per gallon, according to a AAA database, and soaring past $7.50 per gallon in some areas. The last time Americans paid more than $3.40 per gallon at the pump was in September 2014, Energy Information Administration (EIA) data showed.

Will rising gas prices take food away from children?
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“This administration is only six or eight months into their policies on energy right now,” Louisiana Rep. Garret Graves said. “This is what we’re seeing right now as a result of executive orders, as a result of policy decisions. With the reconciliation package, they are trying to come in and double and triple down on the strategies that have caused higher price.”

President Joe Biden has made solving climate change a top priority and, as a result, has aimed to curb the U.S. fossil fuel industry’s influence. But the White House has also turned to Middle Eastern and Russian producers of oil and natural gas for reprieve from surging energy costs.

The House Republicans who participated in McCarthy’s hearings this week further argued that energy has become a national security issue because of the American economy’s growing dependence on foreign powers.

“As a member of the House Armed Services Committee, this is actually a national security issue at this point,” Oklahoma Rep. Stephanie Bice said on Wednesday.

She noted that besides growing reliance on foreign energy, cumbersome U.S. regulations on rare Earth mineral mining have hindered American companies and favored those abroad. Such metals are key for a range of technology including renewable energy products, CNBC reported.

In addition, Energy Secretary Jennifer Granholm suggested that tapping into the Strategic Petroleum Reserve, an emergency 714 million barrel oil depot controlled by the U.S. government, was an option for reducing prices, the Financial Times reported on Oct. 6. Biden said the federal government could tap into the reserve during a town hall last week, but added that such a move would only decrease the price of gasoline by about $0.18 per gallon.

“The answer is very straightforward and it’s right under our feet,” Republican Whip Steve Scalise said Tuesday when asked about the Biden administration mulling potentially tapping into the emergency reserve. “There’s energy all throughout America, we saw with the shale revolution and with other advances in American technology.”

“Instead of trying to drain what’s left of our reserves, we ought to be producing more energy and creating more jobs here in America,” he continued.

Although they knew it was illegal and even expressed the illegality of these actions, The WEC determined that COVID made it too dangerous to use Special Voting Deputies in nursing homes.

Special Voting Deputies are trained professionals whose job is to protect the voting rights of nursing home patients and prevent abuse, ballot harvesting, and other law violations from taking place. Wisconsin state law requires them to be a part of the voting process in nursing homes.
The WEC sent a letter to county elections officials instructing the legally required SVDs into nursing homes.

While other “essential workers” like food delivery, and different first-world service providers were allowed into the building, legally sanctioned but apparently non-essential Special Voting Deputies were barred from securing voting rights and preventing elder abuse.

It was reported that many ballots were cast on behalf of incapacitated nursing home patients who lacked the lucidity or capability to consent to the vote. Some complaints say that ballots were cast in accordance with how incapacitated voters “voted last election”.

Never-Trumpers repeat Charlottesville lie in bizarre campaign stunt

Lincoln Project plants tiki-torchers to smear Virginia GOP candidate as racist
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The Lincoln Project took responsibility for the racial stunt at a campaign event for Republican Virginia gubernatorial candidate Glenn Youngkin (WVIR-TV Charlottesville video screentshot)

The Republicans who formed the Lincoln Project based on their virulent opposition to Donald Trump repeated on Friday the false "very fine" people claim against the former president when the group took responsibility for a bizarre racial stunt at a campaign stop in Charlottesville, Virginia, by Republican gubernatorial candidate Glenn Youngkin.

After suspicion was raised that the campaign of Democratic opponent Terry McAuliffe was behind it, the Lincoln Project took credit for sending five people in white shirts to stand in front of Youngkin's campaign bus holding tiki torches in the style of the 2017 protest in Charlottesville.

In a statement, the Lincoln Project said the demonstration "was our way of reminding Virginians what happened in Charlottesville four years ago, the Republican Party’s embrace of those values, and Glenn Youngkin’s failure to condemn it."

The Lincoln Project pressed Youngkin to denounce Trump for a statement that he did not make.

"We will continue to hold Glenn Youngkin accountable. If he will denounce Trump’s assertion that the Charlottesville rioters possessed ‘very fine’ qualities, we’ll withdraw the tiki torches," the group said. "Until then, we’ll be back."

In fact, during his remarks on Charlottesville four years ago, Trump immediately made it clear he was not referring to "the neo-Nazis and white nationalists" as "fine" people, explicitly declaring "they should be condemned totally."

His reference – as a CNN contributor pointed out in a rebuke to his network colleagues – was to the people on both sides of the issue of whether or not to maintain statues of Robert E. Lee and other Confederate figures.

Biden, in one of many occasions in which he repeated the lie, said during his acceptance speech at the Democratic National Convention that Trump's words in 2017 were "a wake-up call for us as a country" and, for him, "a call to action."

Are Never Trumpers trying to paint Glenn Youngkin as a white supremacist?

"At that moment, I knew I'd have to run," he said.

When Kamala Harris repeated the lie during the vice-presidential debate in October, then-Vice President Mike Pence rebutted her and delivered a word to media who have peddled it.

"You know, I think this is one of the things that makes people dislike the media so much in this country. That you selectively edit, just like Sen. Harris did, comments that President Trump and I and others on our side of the aisle make," Pence said. "Sen. Harris conveniently omitted after the president made comments about people on either side of the debate over monuments, he condemned the KKK, neo-Nazis, and white supremacists, and has done so repeatedly."

Biden, for his part, weighed in on the controversial Confederate flag issue in a 1993 Senate session, declaring that "many fine people" display it.

'We're all in for Glenn'
While the McAuliffe campaign many not have been behind the stunt, it tried to capitalize on it. Communications staffers Jen Goodman and Christina Freundlich on Twitter portrayed the white-shirted five as genuine Youngkin supporters.

Their tweets were deleted after the Lincoln Project issued its statement.

Elizabeth Holmes, a reporter for local WVIR-TV, tweeted that the group said, "We're all in for Glenn."

Virginia Democratic Party Executive Director Andrew Whitley said in a statement that his party and its partners had nothing to do with the stunt.

"What happened in Charlottesville four years ago was a tragedy and one of the darkest moments in our state's recent memories and is an event not to be taken lightly. For anyone to accuse our staff to have a role in this event is shameful and wrong."

State Department's partners support groups with alleged terror ties

Blinken has emphasized the government's endorsement of program

The U.S. State Department joined an initiative to welcome Afghan refugees into the country that is sponsored by organizations supporting groups with possible ties to Palestinian terrorist organizations, a Daily Caller News Foundation review found.

Welcome.US is part of the Office of American Possibilities initiative, a project of Rockefeller Philanthropy Advisors, according to its website. The initiative’s main co-chairs include former President Barack Obama, former First Lady Michelle Obama, former President George W. Bush, former First Lady Laura Bush, former President Bill Clinton and former Secretary of State Hillary Clinton.

The initiative also formed a coalition composed of nonprofit leaders and organizations, former government officials, corporate leaders and public figures. Businesses, including Starbucks, Uber, Facebook, Microsoft, Walmart and Airbnb, also support the effort.

Welcome.US received funding from grantmaking organizations such as George Soros’ Open Society Foundations and the Rockefeller Brothers Fund, both of which have made contributions to groups with alleged terror ties, according to Israeli watchdog NGO Monitor.

 “This is a moment in which committed philanthropic organizations are rightfully putting the vast majority of funding toward work happening on the front lines,” Welcome.US’s website states of its sponsors. “This group of funders chose to also enable the launch of Welcome.Us so that, together, we can amplify those efforts and mobilize the American people to support them.”

Secretary of State Antony Blinken has promoted the initiative, emphasizing the U.S. government’s role in supporting the group. The State Department has also advertised the initiative on various official taxpayer-funded platforms.

Does the State Department's partners support groups with terror ties?
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“The goal of the State Department’s partnership with WelcomeUs, an initiative of Rockefeller Philanthropy Advisors, is to ensure that everyone who wants to lend a hand can find a way to do it and to match the massive desire to help with the very real needs of the families arriving here,” Blinken said in a promotional video posted Oct. 4. “Everyone has a role to play.”

The State Department declined to comment. Welcome.Us did not respond to the DCNF’s request for comment.

The Rockefeller Brothers Fund, which supports Rockefeller Philanthropy Advisors to the tune of millions of dollars, is a philanthropic group seeking to advance social change, according to its website.

The Rockefeller Brothers Fund contributes hundreds of thousands of dollars in ongoing grants to Defense for Children International-Palestine (DCIP) and Middle East Children’s Alliance (MECA). Both of these organizations have been accused by NGO Monitor of having ties to the Popular Front for the Liberation of Palestine (PFLP), which has been a U.S.-designated foreign terrorist organization since 1997, or its alleged affiliates.

Open Society Foundations funded Al-Haq and Al-Mezan Center for Human Rights, which allegedly also have ties to the PFLP. The Israeli government has referred to Al-Haq’s general director as a “former senior member of the PFLP.” An Al-Mezan leader was pictured with alleged PFLP members, according to NGO Monitor, and the organization participated in a past event with representation from Hamas, another U.S.-designated terrorist organization.

The Israeli government recently declared Al-Haq and DCIP arms of the PFLP. During the announcement, the Israeli defense minister urged other countries and international groups “to assist in this fight, and to avoid contact with companies and organizations that supply materials to terrorism,” the Jerusalem Post reported.

State Department Spokesperson Ned Price responded to the designations, saying that the Israeli government didn’t “give the U.S. advance warning that they would be designated.” He added that the administration will “be engaging our Israeli partners for more information.”

DEFENSE FOR CHILDREN INTERNATIONAL-PALESTINE

DCIP seeks to support the rights of children living in the West Bank and Gaza, often advocating for Palestinian juveniles held in Israeli prisons, according to its website.

DCIP reported in July that the Israel Defense Forces (IDF) raided its office in the West Bank. The organization’s general director, Khaled Quzmar, said on Oct. 4 that the raid related to allegations that DCIP possessed materials used to carry out terrorist attacks.

“We asked them [the Israeli military courts] who raided the office. The answer was the Israeli army because they have information that there is materials used in a terror attack or maybe will [be] used, or maybe will [be] used with other terrorist organization,” Quzmar said. “So, they throw the accusation, general accusation, against DCI without any facts, so we asked the court to force the army to return back the computers and the documents that they took because it is for the work of the organization and no one [is] allowed to even see this information.”

The members of DCIP’s previous board of directors allegedly had ties to the PFLP, according to a report by NGO Monitor. DCIP assembled a new board in June 2020 made up of members who have, in the past, lauded alleged terrorists.

Quzmar called accusations that DCIP is connected to terrorist groups “fake news.”

“They have nothing against us except they want to silence us because we start talking … in public about their crimes and asking for accountability,” he said.

DCIP’s current board secretary Adla Nazer posted on Facebook in February 2018 her sympathy for Ahmed Jarrar, who was killed by Israeli forces, which considered him a “principal operative in the terrorist cell” that carried out a shooting of a rabbi. Hamas claimed Jarrar as a martyr, according to the Times of Israel.

Nazer made a similar post in Dec. 2018, sharing images of Salah Barghouti and Ashraf Na’alwa with the caption “Once more, what a loss for us — every drop of blood of theirs. What a bad morning,” according to a translation by NGO Monitor. Barghouti was allegedly responsible for a shooting attack that wounded seven people, including a pregnant woman whose baby had to be delivered in an emergency operation and was later pronounced dead, according to the Times of Israel. Hamas claimed responsibility for the attack and called Barghouti a martyr after he was shot and killed by Israeli forces.

Na’alwa was responsible for shooting and killing two Israelis at a factory where he worked, according to Haaretz. He was later killed by Israeli forces, and Hamas subsequently praised efforts to avenge his death.

Dr. Yaser Amouri, DCIP’s treasurer, has also applauded alleged terrorists, according to NGO Monitor. Amouri posted in 2015 an image of a bloodied Yasser Tarwa, who carried out a stabbing that injured an Israeli police officer before being shot, with the caption “Blessed is the city of suffering. For martyrs eternity,” according to NGO Monitor’s translation. Images reported by the Times of Israel showed Tarwa wearing Hamas garb. The terrorist group called the attack “heroic.”

Amouri shared a picture in 2014 featuring late Palestinian leader Yasser Arafat and PFLP founder George Habash with the caption “Their condition as if said ‘if we were failed defenders of the [Palestinian] cause, it is more worthy that we would change the defenders and not the cause,” according to NGO Monitor’s translation. NGO Monitor has been criticized by activists as aggressively pro-Israel.

An IDF spokesperson confirmed that “as part of the campaign against terrorist organizations, based on accurate and up to date intelligence, security forces operated in the offices of the organization in question.” DCIP didn’t respond to the DCNF’s request for comment.

Donations to DCIP made through Citibank and Arab Bank were reportedly stopped in 2018 by both banks after the alleged terror ties were publicized, according to UK Lawyers for Israel (UKLFI), which earlier urged the banks to withdraw services from DCIP. Citibank declined to comment, and Arab Bank did not respond to the DCNF’s request for comment.

In 2019, UKLFI reported that GlobalGiving UK was removed from DCIP’s donations page, saying that the organization confirmed to UKLFI an investigation into the alleged terror ties.

GlobalGiving UK did not respond to the DCNF’s request for comment.
A 2016 archived version of DCIP’s donation page shows that CitiBank and Arab Bank processed donations to the organization. The banks are no longer listed on the DCIP’s donations page.

MIDDLE EAST CHILDREN’S ALLIANCE

MECA’s 2019 IRS form 990 lists Open Society Foundation for a $200,000 contribution and the Rockefeller Brothers Fund for a $70,000 contribution.

MECA seeks to protect the rights of Palestinians living in the Palestinian territories, according to its website. The organization is based in California.

MECA has partnered with the Union of Health Work Committees (UHWC), which is allegedly linked to the PFLP, according to NGO Monitor.

The U.S. Agency for International Development (USAID) in 1993 labeled the UHWC “the PFLP’s health organization.” MECA’s director of Gaza projects is described as a member of the UHWC, and its Gaza project assistant is noted as someone who volunteered for the UHWC.

UHWC’s founder, Dr. Rabah Muhanna, was labeled in 2001 a “member of the political bureau of the PFLP,” and the PFLP mourned her death in 2019.

Then-Israeli Defense Minister Moshe Ya’alon declared in 2015 that “the group of people or institutions or association known as the ‘Union of Health Work Committees-Jerusalem [HWC]’…or any other name that this association will be known by, including all of its factions and any branch, center, committee or group of this association is an unauthorized association, as defined by the Defense Regulations,” according to NGO Monitor.

The UHWC said in June that Israeli forces raided its office and seized computer hard drives and other documents. The organization said its office had also been raided in March and an employee was detained as a result.

MECA did not respond to the DCNF’s request for comment, nor did the UHWC.

AL-HAQ

Open Society Foundations, through its Foundation to Promote Open Society, has an ongoing $800,000 grant to Al-Haq. The general director of Al-Haq, Shawan Jabarin, is “a former senior member of the PFLP who has served time in prison due to his role in numerous terrorist activities,” the Israeli government said in 2020. The Israeli government also claimedthat Jabarin “employed PFLP terror operatives as Al-Haq staff.”

Al-Haq documents human rights violations against Palestinians, according to its website.

The United Nations Working Group on Arbitrary Detention noted in a 1994 decision that Jabarin “was apparently convicted” in 1985 of recruiting members to the PFLP and for coordinating “guerilla training outside of Israel.” Jabarin subsequently served prison time for the conviction, the document stated. The working group decided that previous instances where Jabarin was in detention but hadn’t been tried were “arbitrary.”

Moreover, Jabarin was described in an Israeli court ruling, according to the Israeli Foreign Ministry, as someone who “apparently operates under the guise of Dr. Jekyll and Mr. Hyde.”

“On one hand he presents himself as a director of a human rights organization, and on the other, he is active in a terrorist organization that commits murder and attempted murder,” the ruling stated. “His lifestyle has nothing to do with human rights, on the contrary, he actively denies the most fundamental right of all, without which there are no other rights – the right to life.”

Visa, Mastercard and American Express all stopped processing credit card donations for Jabarin’s organization, according to a 2018 UKLFI report. The credit card companies did not respond to the DCNF’s requests for comment.

Neither Open Society Foundations nor Al-Haq responded to the DCNF’s request for comment.

AL-MEZAN CENTER FOR HUMAN RIGHTS

Open Society Foundations, through its Foundation to Promote Open Society, gave a three-year $600,000 grant in 2019 to Al-Mezan Center for Human Rights. An Al-Mezan leader participated in an event with at least one terrorist organization and the organization’s board chairman, who has served in his role at least until January, has alleged ties to the PFLP.

Al-Mezan’s website says the organization is focused on supporting victims of human rights abuses. The group is based in Gaza.

Dr. Kamal Al-Sharafi, who served as Al-Mezan’s board chairman until at least January, has posted pictures with alleged PFLP members, according to screenshots posted by NGO Monitor. Al-Sharafi posted a picture in 2019 at the memorial service of Ali Darwish. The PFLP mourned Darwish’s death, calling him a “front-line fighter.”

The Independent Commission for Human Rights held a meeting in 2016 that included Al-Mezan Director Issam Younis and representatives of Hamas and other groups, according to the commission’s website.

Younis rejected the “politically-motivated allegations, which are intended to harm our work and fundraising,” telling the DCNF that “Al Mezan is a respected human rights organization.”

Younis referenced a 2020 press release, which stated that the Dutch government rejected NGO Monitor’s assertions. “With that, the Dutch government effectively dismissed and debunked NGO Monitor’s standard tactic of associating Palestinian NGOs with the Popular Front for the Liberation of Palestine (PFLP), which is on the EU’s sanctions list,” the Al-Mezan press release said. The statement noted that the Dutch government is a “long-time donor” to Al-Mezan.

The press release accused NGO Monitor of spreading falsities about Al-Mezan and referring to the wrong people when alleging the organization’s ties to the PFLP.

Younis also pointed to a 2018 report by the Policy Working Group that accused NGO Monitor of “defaming human rights organizations that criticize the Israeli occupation,” citing its alleged close relationship with the Israeli government.

“NGO Monitor uses the listing of the PFLP as a terrorist organization to accuse anyone who politically identifies with the PFLP of involvement with terrorism,” the report stated. “It does not differentiate between the militant arm of the PFLP and the group’s political wing. The latter participated in the 2006 Palestinian parliamentary elections – with Israel’s knowledge and consent.”

NGO Monitor declined to respond to Al-Mezan’s allegations.

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19 States Sue Biden Administration Over COVID-19 Vaccine Mandate

Comes after Florida launches own lawsuit

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Several U.S. states on Friday mounted multiple federal lawsuits against the Biden administration over its COVID-19 vaccine mandate for federal workers and contractors.

Texas sued individually in a federal court in Galveston. Another lawsuit, filed in a federal district court in Missouri involves Alaska, Arkansas, Iowa, Missouri, Montana, Nebraska, New Hampshire, North Dakota, South Dakota, and Wyoming. Yet another lawsuit, filed in a federal district court in Georgia, involves Georgia, Alabama, Idaho, Kansas, South Carolina, Utah, and West Virginia.

The lawsuits come a day after Florida Gov. Ron DeSantis announced he sued the administration over the same vaccine mandate. As of late Friday, the total number of states suing the Biden administration over the mandate is 19.

President Joe Biden on Sept. 9 issued a far-reaching executive order that requires almost all federal employees to get a COVID-19 vaccine as a condition of employment, including civilian federal employees and contractors. The order goes into effect on Dec. 8. Regular COVID-19 testing isn’t an option, but religious or medical exemptions from vaccination may be granted, according to the order. Contractors that don’t comply may lose out on government contracts.

All 19 states seek to block Biden’s requirement, arguing that the mandate violates federal procurement law and is an overreach of federal power. The states also argue that Biden’s vaccine mandate violates the 10th Amendment that separates the power between federal and state governments; uses federal spending to coerce the states, which is unconstitutional; and did not properly allow for 60 days of public comment.

The Biden administration did not immediately respond to a request for comment.

‘Subterfuge’

The Texas complaint (pdf), filed in a federal court in Galveston, asks the court to declare Biden’s vaccine mandate unlawful and to issue preliminary and injunctive relief to block it from being enforced.

“The Biden Administration has repeatedly expressed its disdain for Americans who choose not to get a vaccine, and it has committed repeated and abusive federal overreach to force upon Americans something they do not want,” Texas Attorney General Ken Paxton said in a statement Friday. “The federal government does not have the ability to strip individuals of their choice to get a vaccine or not. If the President thinks his patience is wearing thin, he is clearly underestimating the lack of patience from Texans whose rights he is infringing.”

Texas Gov. Greg Abbott, a Republican, praised the lawsuit late Friday. “Under my Executive Order no Texan can be forced to take the vaccine shot,” he said on Twitter, referring to the order he issued on Oct. 11 that prohibits vaccine mandates by any entity. He added, “Biden’s order should be ruled illegal.”

The lawsuit accuses the Biden administration of “using subterfuge to accomplish what they cannot achieve directly—universal compliance with their vaccine mandates, regardless of individual preferences, healthcare needs, or religious beliefs.”

‘Unconstitutional, Unlawful, Unwise’

Missouri Attorney General Eric Schmitt and Nebraska Attorney General Doug Peterson on Friday co-led a ten-state coalition in a lawsuit (pdf) against the Biden administration. The suit calls the administration’s mandate “unconstitutional, unlawful, and unwise.”

“If the federal government attempts to unconstitutionally exert its will and force federal contractors to mandate vaccinations, the workforce and businesses could be decimated, further exacerbating the supply chain and workforce crises,” Schmitt, a Republican, said in a statement. “The federal government should not be mandating vaccinations, and that’s why we filed suit today—to halt this illegal, unconstitutional action.”

In explaining how the vaccine mandate violates the Procurement Act, the complaint reads, “Far from increasing economy and efficiency in procurement, the contractor vaccine mandate will have deleterious effects on economy and inefficiency by causing the large-scale resignations of unvaccinated employees of federal contractors. These disruptive consequences will directly oppose both ‘economy’ and ‘efficiency.'”

Among other counts, the suit also contends the administration has violated the Anti-Commandeering Doctrine and the Administrative Procedures Act.

‘Untenable Situation’

Georgia also led a multi-state lawsuit (pdf) against the federal mandates on Friday. A release from Georgia Gov. Brian Kemp’s office says the complaint, in part, explains how the Biden administration’s mandate has placed Georgia’s state agencies and officials in “an untenable position.”

“In addition to being an unlawful and unconstitutional overreach, this vaccine mandate on federal contractors will only further divide Americans and hamstring our economy,” Kemp, a Republican, said in a statement. “Polling shows 70 percent of unvaccinated Americans say they would quit their jobs if their company required the COVID-19 vaccine. From an employer’s perspective, 9 in 10 fear significant reductions in their workforce if they had to implement vaccine mandates.”

He added, “We will not allow the Biden Administration to circumvent the law or force hardworking Georgians to choose between their livelihood or this vaccine.”

The suit argues that the mandate could only stand if Congress had passed it in a law.

States furthermore argue that a large number of federal contract workers will quit over the mandates, meaning states are caught between breaching the federal contracts either because of not being able to complete all the work due to staffing shortages, or because of retaining unvaccinated workers, thereby violating the federal vaccine requirement.

Hezbollah leader warns Christian 'forces' have 100,000 trained fighters

Information revealed in order to 'prevent civil war'

A report from the Middle East Media Research Institute, which monitors, translates and reports on media activity in the region, has documented a claim from Hezbollah Secretary-General Hassan Nasrallah about Christian "forces" in the region.

That is that the Lebanese Forces Party "has an armed force of 100,000 fighting men," according to the MEMRI documentation.
Hezbollah is a Shia Islamist political party and militant group and its financial arm recently was designated by Saudi Arabia as a terrorist organization.

The Lebanese Forces, meanwhile, is a former militia and now political party that holds 15 of the 64 Christian seats in Lebanon's parliament.

It has battled, at various times, the Palestinian Liberation Organization, the Lebanese National Movement, the National Resistance Front, the Syrian Army and more.

The comments from Nasrallah came in a public address that was aired on U-News in Lebanon recently.

Nasrallah said that the Lebanese Forces Party really wants a civil war in Lebanon, which will drive the Christians into Christian enclaves ruled by the Lebanese Forces Party. He added that Hezbollah has an armed force of 100,000 fighting men. He explained that he is divulging this information in order to "prevent civil war" rather than to instigate one. Nasrallah's speech comes following a recent shootout in which seven members of Hezbollah were killed.

The AP reported that the speech "appeared to be meant as a deterrent to domestic foes following the nation's worst internal violence in years."

Just recently, a gunfight on a Beirut street resulted in the deaths of seven people, and appeared to be part of a long-running dispute over last year's port blast in the city. That explosion happened Aug. 4, 2020, and killed 215 people.

The report explained, "It is difficult to verify the 100,000 fighters figure as Hezbollah is largely secretive. If true, it would be larger than the size of Lebanon’s armed forces, estimated at about 85,000."

Nasrallah claimed that the leader of a Christian party there, Samir Geagea, was trying to trigger a civil war.

The report noted that at the end of 15 years of civil war in the country, back in 1990, Hezbollah retain its weapons, but no other group did.

Since then it has repeatedly engaged in wartime behavior against Israel.

Recent street clashes have focused on claims that a judge in charge of the port blast review was biased.

The report said Nasrallah was accusing Geagea and his party of seeking to scare Lebanon’s Christians over Hezbollah’s intentions. AP reported, "He said that’s mostly to serve foreign countries that have also made the Shiite group an enemy, including the United States, Israel and some Gulf states."

Geagea is an ally of Saudi Arabia, but that country opposes Hezbollah, which has the backing of Iran.

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Biden's 'zero' cost claim identified as 'phony number'

President Joe Biden said the price tag of the $3.5 trillion “human infrastructure” spending plan dubbed the Build Back Better Act is actually zero, a claim Reason Magazine calls “dubious.”

"We talk about price tags. It is zero price tag on the debt," Biden said. "We are going to pay for everything we spend."

Not only is it not zero, but the $3.5 trillion figure to fund the expanse of social services “is a phony number,” according to the Wall Street Journal editorial board.

The spending plan was “full of delayed starts, phony phase-outs, and cost shifting to states designed to fit $3.5 trillion into a 10-year budget window that can pass with a mere 51 Senate votes,” the editors wrote.

For instance, a Medicare expansion includes new vision and hearing benefits over the next two years, costing about $20 billion a year. But a much more expensive dental benefit will be pushed back to 2028, where the costs explode, the WSJ said.

A child tax credit expands the current $3,000 to $3,600 per-child payments for a decade, costing about $1.1 trillion. But as that credit is sure to be extended indefinitely, it will cost $110 billion each year.

While Democrats say the $3.5 trillion will be paid for with tax increases, savings from changing how Medicare and Medicaid buy pharmaceutical drugs and with future economic growth, Reason points out that federal government hasn't fully paid for its regular spending since 2001.

The Congressional Budget Office projects that there isn’t a single year in the next 30 in which the budget will balance.

That $3.5 trillion sure sounds like “a phony number.”

Distrust of China in Southeast Asia opens door for U.S.

The island of Borneo sits more than 1,000 miles due south from mainland China across a vast expanse of the sea. That distance, however, hasn’t stopped the People’s Republic from treating Borneo as its own backyard. The three countries that share the island—Indonesia, Malaysia, and Brunei—now find themselves on the receiving end of the same trademarked Beijing resource grab that has, to greater publicity, threatened the Philippines and Vietnam.

China’s ever-growing appetite for oil and gas under Xi Jinping has sparked new resource appropriation. China consumes 50% more oil and 100% more natural gas than it did just 10 years ago, and it is surging south to lay claim to offshore fields that promise to satisfy its demand.

The most recent provocations at the edge of China’s so-called nine-dash line include the deployment of large Chinese maritime survey ships scoping the Malaysian and Indonesian Exclusive Economic Zones off the coast of Borneo, as well as the harassment of Malaysian oil and gas development by China Coast Guard nautical vessels and aircraft.

China’s behavioral pattern puts the maritime countries of Southeast Asia on a sticky wicket. China is very big, very close, and very connected to the region. The ISEAS-Yusof Ishak Institute’s State of Southeast Asia survey finds that more than three-quarters of respondents consider China to be Southeast Asia's central economic force. The figures match that perception. Since 2001, trade between China and the Association of Southeast Asian Nations, or ASEAN, has grown 900% and is now worth half a trillion dollars annually. Taken as one economic bloc, ASEAN, to which Indonesia and Malaysia belong, became China’s largest trading partner in 2020, while China has been ASEAN’s largest trading partner for more than a decade.

China is also a major investor in the region. Indonesia is in line for more than $90 billion of new development thanks to China’s Belt and Road Initiative, or BRI. Malaysia is an even larger BRI recipient, by some measures registering the world’s second-highest project-value sum.

To remain in Beijing’s good graces, Indonesia and Malaysia have adopted a habit of self-censorship regarding China’s infringements. This is described in David Shambaugh’s 2020 book, Where Great Powers Meet: America & China in Southeast Asia, and Indonesia’s response to Beijing’s recent crossings into its EEZ demonstrates the tendency. Despite maritime analysts reporting that the Chinese survey vessel Haiyang Dizhi 10 plied a tell-tale grid pattern in Indonesian waters in September and October, Adm. Dato Rusman, commander of Indonesia's Marine Combat group, told President Joko Widodo in a video conference that the survey ship was "conducting innocent passage" and that "everything is safe and under control."

Malaysia has tended to act similarly. “Kuala Lumpur has consistently played down China’s activities in our territories,” Malaysian politician and the chief executive of the Institute for Democracy and Economic Affairs Wan Saiful Wan Jan explains in Sebastian Strangio’s 2020 book, In the Dragon’s Shadow: Southeast Asia in the Chinese Century.

But Malaysia now says it has had enough of China’s maritime bullying.

On Oct. 4, the Malaysian Ministry of Foreign Affairs summoned the PRC’s ambassador in Kuala Lumpur to convey its opposition to the presence of PRC survey vessels off its coasts. Collin Koh, research fellow at the S. Rajaratnam School of International Studies in Singapore, says Malaysia is now emphasizing a "no compromise" position toward threats in the South China Sea, a sharp turn for its China orientation.

The turn speaks to larger regional dynamics. “The more China’s presence and influence grows,” Shambaugh writes, “the less it, seemingly, is trusted.” According to the State of Southeast Asia survey, Southeast Asian opinions about China are souring. Just 17% now express confidence that China will "do the right thing" to contribute to global peace, security, prosperity, and governance, down from 20% in 2019.

Amid this cleavage rests a diplomatic opportunity for the United States. While few in the region support outright alignment with either power to the exclusion of the other, favor now tips in the U.S. direction. According to the 2021 survey, if “forced to align oneself in the ongoing US-China rivalry,” 62% of respondents would choose the U.S., while the choice of China has dropped from 47% in 2020 to 39% in 2021.

The Biden administration savvily endorsed ASEAN’s Outlook on the Indo-Pacific this summer, but opportunities to distinguish the U.S. approach from China’s mercantilism remain. One point of emphasis could be renewing U.S. leadership on Asia-Pacific trade. The U.S. exit from the Trans-Pacific Partnership agreement was costly to both Malaysia and Vietnam, each a key South China Sea claimant.

The five ASEAN members that have ongoing resource rows with China over its maritime behavior have a direct and distinct interest in the maintenance of a rules-based order that respects their sovereignty. The free-and-open principles that animate U.S. policy towards the Indo-Pacific align with that interest, creating an opportunity for enhanced economic and strategic cooperation in the region.

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Network reporter warned not to report on super-sensitive subject

'Never had the volume of people warning me off'

A journalist for the BBC network in the United Kingdom says he was warned off of reporting on Stonewall, the huge LGBT-promoting activist organization.

According to a report from the Christian Institute, Stephen Nolan said he was told reporting on Stonewall, the promoter of lesbian, gay, bisexual and transgender ideology, could hurt him.

Nolan, who recently created a podcast on the issue with journalist David Thompson, said "really seasoned people" at the network warned him not to put himself "in the firing line."

The podcast talked about the huge influence of Stonewall on national governments and institutions, and was based on 18 months of investigations.

"I've been broadcasting in Northern Ireland for 25 years with all the bullets and bombs, and I've had death threats," Nolan explained. But he said he has "never had the volume of people warning me off" before.

The Christian Institute reported he said, "There’s a fear factor of even talking about it. That’s not acceptable or healthy. Debating a subject should not affect your career."

But he added that he had also received a “tsunami” of support, including from BBC senior staff.

During the podcast, Nolan explained, "We have spent months investigating the public bodies who have a relationship with Stonewall. And we’ve found examples, where government is essentially paying Stonewall to lobby it. Yes. You’ve heard that right. I’ll say it again. Lobbyists, being paid by the people they are lobbying, to lobby."

Will journalists' jobs be in jeopardy if reporters don't promote leftist causes?

The report explained that public organizations sometimes are paying as much as £2,500 plus VAT to subscribe to the LGBT lobby group's scheme, which rewards employers for promoting LGBT ideology inside and outside of the workplace.

An official for BBC said the network does not take legal advice from Stonewall and does not subscribe to its campaigning.

The Belfast Telegraph said Nolan said his colleagues suggested that the subject was "untouchable" and his reporting could affect his "career and safety."

The report said, "The 10-part investigative report on BBC Sounds touches on the potential influence of Stonewall on a number of organizations, including the Scottish and Welsh governments, the media regulator Ofcom and the BBC themselves."

One of the focal points of the reporting is Stonewall's scheme that involves employers paying the activist group to advise them on diversity inclusion.

Another among the points reported is one that the Scottish government removed the word "mother" from its maternity leave policy on Stonewall's instructions.

The broadcaster, the report said, noted the series was "asking questions" of a lobby group and rejected accusations it was an "attack" on the LGBT community.

"There’s this framing: ‘You’re questioning Stonewall so this is an attack on gay people’,” he said in the report. "How ridiculous is that! Asking questions of a lobby group is not attacking anyone ... and Stonewall does not represent the views of every gay person in the UK."

DNY stages protest against vaccine mandate, forces shutdown of 26 firehouses, commissioner furious
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With Mayor Bill de Blasio refusing to budge on his COVID vaccine mandate, New York City firefighters stayed home in droves on Saturday amid tensions over a mandate that could impact about a quarter of the department.

Twenty-six firehouses were out of service Saturday due to personnel shortages linked to the vaccine mandate, according to the New York Post, which reported there are 341 firehouses across the city.

Under the mandate, all New York City employees were required to have at least one dose of the vaccine by 5 p.m. Friday or be placed on unpaid leave starting Monday. About 72 percent of firefighters were vaccinated by Friday's deadline.

Jim Long, an FDNY spokesman, told the Post the closings are not permanent, describing the firehouses as “temporarily out of service” and the situation as “fluid” because firefighters were being sent to units where they were needed.

FDNY Commissioner Daniel Nigro was irate at firefighters staying home, according to WPIX-TV.
 “The excessive sick leave … because of their anger at the vaccine mandate for all city employees is unacceptable,” Nigro said in a statement, adding that it’s “contrary to their oaths to serve.”

“Despite these actions by some, the department will continue to respond to all calls for help that come our way," he said.

Union officials denied there was a labor showdown afoot.

"Is there a sickout? Not to my knowledge, no," said Andrew Ansbro with the Uniformed Firefighters Association, according to WABC-TV.

"We don't condone any job action, nor do we inform anybody to do a job action," said Jim McCarthy, president of the Uniformed Fire Officers Association.

"I have had members that have received the vaccination say they are having flu-like symptoms and they've had to go sick," Ansbro said. "The department is allowing people to have a couple days off after they get the vaccination."

Retired electrician Vinny Agro, 63, who lives in Brooklyn, said he is expecting the worst.

“We are going to toast like marshmallows,” he told the the Post. “It’s another sad day for New York City.”

Donald Watson, 57, a duct worker from Brooklyn, has no sympathy for the firefighters.

“It’s sad we have to go through this because of COVID,” Watson said. “A lot of them don’t want to take the shot. C’mon. It’s nothing but a shot.”

One EMT said chaos is likely.

 “People that aren’t retiring or quitting right out are gonna be on unpaid leave like myself. There’s not going to be enough bodies,” said the EMT, 23, who didn't want to provide his name to the Post. "You know New York City: The call volume is high and the manpower in general is bad, without all this going on. We are always needing more people. It’s going to be a little crazy.”

Judge has something serious to say about gov't demand to spy inside your home

Policy allows officials to enter most intimate confines – including bedrooms, bathrooms, closets

A judge in Iowa has rejected a request by officials in Orange City to throw out a lawsuit by renters, and rental-unit owners, over their new spy-on-renters program.

The case is being handled for the plaintiffs by officials with the Institute for Justice.

At issue is a new Orange City requirement that renters – and rental-unit owners – open their properties whenever city officials want to inspect them.

"This ordinance allows the government to enter the most intimate confines of tenants’ homes – including bedrooms, bathrooms, kitchens and closets – in search of housing-code violations, even when tenants object," the IJ explained.

So a coalition sued, accusing the city of violating the Fourth Amendment to the U.S. Constitution and Article I, Section 8 of the Iowa Constitution.

The action, filed a few months ago, drew a response from city officials that since they haven't inspected anyone's property yet, the plan "cannot be challenged."

But Chief Judge Patrick H. Tott wasted little time on that, stating, "If the plaintiffs are required to wait until the inspection is in process, they will have little, or likely no, recourse to the courts to prevent the injury(ies) they assert they will suffer to their privacy rights."

IJ lawyer Rob Peccola said, "We are thrilled that the Iowa District Court recognized the strong property rights provided by the Iowa Constitution. Orange City should not be able to use 'administrative warrants' to force its way into people’s homes."

Should government have the power to inspect your home whenever it wishes?

The full record in the case now will be developed, at which time the court will step in again to rule on issues then.

WND reported when the case developed, as the city challenged the Fourth Amendment that protects the right to privacy in a home.

The fight was brought by Orange City tenants Amanda Wink, Bryan Singer, and Erika Nordyke and their landlords, Bev Van Dam and Josh Dykstra.

The IJ noted that such forced inspections are "spreading like wildfire in Iowa" because of a state law that requires some cities to have a program for rental inspections. But the legal filing charges that Orange City's rental inspection program violates Article I, Section 8 of the Iowa Constitution, which guarantees the right to keep the government from unreasonably intruding upon private property, the IJ said.

"The Iowa Constitution is clear: If the government wants to enter your home, it should only be able to get a warrant if it provides real evidence that something is wrong inside," said IJ Attorney John Wrench. "Orange City can't use an administrative warrant to force its way into Iowans’ homes without even suspicion that anything is wrong."
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Recordings Reveal Lockstep COVID-19 Protocols, Patient Isolation by Hospitals

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Attorneys, medical doctors, and family members of COVID-19 victims have described and offered recordings of what the Truth for Health Foundation calls “horrific hospital violations of human rights,” including denial of intravenous fluids to patients, denial of access to patients by families, attorneys, and others, and the imposition of remdesivir on patients despite risks of kidney and liver damage from that drug and the availability of possibly safer alternatives, such as ivermectin.

“Prisoners in America’s jails do have more rights right now than COVID patients in America’s hospitals—it’s unheard of,” Dr. Elizabeth Lee Vliet, president and chief executive of the foundation, said at an Oct. 27 press conference that she moderated. According to its website, the mission of the physician-founded charity foundation is “to provide truthful, balanced, medically sound, research-based information and cutting-edge updates on prevention and treatment of common medical conditions, including COVID-19 and other infectious diseases, that affect health, quality of life, and longevity.”

“‘I’m doing my job’ has never been a defense to crimes against humanity,” said Ali Shultz, legal director for America’s Frontline Doctors, whose mother-in-law died of COVID-19 and whose father-in-law allegedly suffered severe harm as a COVID-19 patient at the Mayo Clinic in Arizona.

Shultz said that despite her medical power of attorney, she was prevented from learning basic information about the status of her father-in-law, Chuck, while he was in the hospital.

“I tried everything,” Shultz said. “I wrote every letter possible. I sent every email possible to advocate for them. I was literally carried out in handcuffs under color of law. I was assaulted under color of law. I was deprived access to their health records, I was deprived access to them, and I was lied to. But that’s absolutely nothing compared to what happened to Chuck.”

Shultz said that the Mayo Clinic kept Chuck from any hydration or nourishment over six days, “except one bag of D5 [dextrose 5 percent] water.”

She also stated that the clinic secretly experimented on Chuck with the repurposed rheumatoid arthritis drug baricitinib. They also secluded him for over three weeks more than the Arizona Department of Public Health or the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) recommend, she said.

Shultz played a recording of someone who identified himself as a hospital administrator; this recording and others by Shultz were legal, as Arizona is a one-party consent state for recordings. The administrator states that the choice to deprive Chuck of food and water was the standard of care in metropolitan Phoenix, due to concerns about the aspiration of objects into his lungs.

“Yes, of course, we don’t want him to aspirate, but maybe he could get some IV hydration—something at all—or, I don’t know, just an assessment?” Shultz asks in the recording.

In another recording, an unidentified hospital employee states, “As far as visitation in our hospital, we are not going to allow you to visit him in our hospital as long as he is here.”

A third recording referred to meetings in which hospital executives concluded that patients who tested positive for COVID-19 wouldn’t be permitted to receive visitors.

“They’re meeting and they’re all deciding on this together. So either this is becoming the standard of care, or this is the same modus operandi, which actually criminally makes it easier to prove,” Shultz commented after playing the recording.

She urged listeners to prevent COVID-19 patients from being secluded.

“Get in there—it is in the Patient Bill of Rights,” Shultz said. “Just because they’re using the word ‘isolation’ doesn’t mean it makes it any better what they’re doing.

“When an American is isolated from others, what is this considered? Unlawful imprisonment—torture.”

Holding up a document she identified as a police report on the Mayo Clinic, which she said included felony charges of vulnerable adult abuse, Shultz stressed that prosecutors have considerable discretion to decide whether doctors should be charged.

She also highlighted a template for a private criminal complaint that individuals can file online with their state’s attorney general, which she said can be accessed through the Truth for Health Foundation’s website.

Other speakers at the press conference included Dr. Bryan Ardis, who highlighted what he described as the hazards of remdesivir, as well as an unprecedented climate of fear and retribution for medical doctors who dissent from the enforced consensus on its use.

“Now they are punishing those who want to practice medicine and they are continuing to reward and allow doctors to maintain their licenses to practice in hospitals if they just follow the mandated protocol,” he said.

Ardis pointed out that a randomized, controlled trial of remdesivir and other therapies for Ebola, published in the New England Journal of Medicine and touted by Dr. Anthony Fauci, chief medical adviser to the president, actually showed the dangers of remdesivir, as the scientists stopped administering it during the study because it was leading to a mortality rate above 50 percent—higher than any of the other drugs they tested.

He also stated that the Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services is “bribing hospitals” to choose remdesivir with a 20 percent bonus. CMS’s website does, in fact, refer to a “20% add-on payment” for claims coding for COVID-19 and for treatment by remdesivir or several other drugs.

In a pre-recorded interview with Vliet, another speaker identified only as Mary Ann spoke about her Marine Corps veteran father’s deterioration and death at a Bozeman, Montana, hospital. She said she was prevented from being with her father and holding his hand as he died, allowed only to view him from behind glass as he convulsed in his bed, a mask concealing his face.

“There’s something about when you’re able to be with your loved one and talk to them and hold their hand, there’s something extremely powerful in that—and there’s a reason they don’t want us in the hospital,” Mary Ann said. “They want us apart from each other.”

Thomas Renz, legal counsel for the foundation, shared what he called “the most shocking statistic I have seen probably since this has started”: In Texas, 84.8 percent of people who were mechanically ventilated for 96 consecutive hours died.

The Epoch Times could not independently verify this statistic before press time.

“It’s a death sentence,” Renz said.

Vliet concluded the press conference by recommending that patients seek early treatment rather than waiting for symptoms to worsen. She also urged patients to think strategically and plan ahead if they do end up going into a hospital.

“You have the right to refuse treatment, you have the right to request treatment, you have the right to have an advocate when you are in the hospital. When those rights are denied, your civil rights, human rights, and constitutional rights are being overridden—and you will need an advocate,” she added.

The Mayo Clinic didn’t respond to requests for comment on Shultz’s allegations. CMS didn’t respond to a request for comment on Ardis’s claim that it was bribing hospitals to choose remdesivir.
